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INTRODUCCION

El presente Boletin Demografico tiene como principal objetivo presentar informacidén acerca de
la poblacién econémicamente activa por sexo y grupos de edades para el periodo 1950-1970 de los 20
paises que constituyen América Latina. Esta informacién complementa la publicada en el Boletin
Demogrifico anterior (el niimero 35) y que corresponde al periodo 1970-2000 desagregada aqui por
areas urbana y rural.

La informacién que se publica en este Boletin corresponde a los resultados de un analisis de las
tasas de participacion en actividades econémicas, obtenidas de los respectivos censos de poblacién del
periodo en estudio, adoptandose las definiciones censales de los mismos.

Las tasas de participacién estimadas, por sexo y grupos quinquenales de edades, del periodo
1950-1970 para los afios terminados en O y 5 se aplicaron a las respectivas poblaciones de las
proyecciones vigentes. Se obtuvo asi la poblacién activa para los afios 1950, 1955, 1960, 1965 y 1970.
Ademas como subproducto se recalcularon las tasas de actividad para ambos sexos.

Como es habitual en el cuadrol se presenta la poblacién total de los paises que conforman
América Latina, como asimismo, para los otros paises y territorios miembros de la CEPAL, para el
periodo 1950-2025.



INTRODUCTION

The present issue of the "Boletin Demogrifico” has, as main objective, to present information on the
economically active population by sex and age groups for the period 1950-1970 for the 20 Latin
American countries. This information supplements the one published in the previous Demographic
Bulletin N2 35, corresponding to the period 1970-2000 disaggregated by urban and rural areas.

The information published in this Bulletin is the result of an analysis of the participation rates
in economic activities, obtained from the corresponding population censuses of the period under
study, adopting the same census definitions.

The estimated participation rates, by sex and quinquennial age groups, for the period 1950-
1970 for the years ending in 0 and 5 were applied to the corresponding populations of the current
projections. Thus, the active population was obtained for the years 1950, 1955, 1960, 1965 and 1970.
Furthermore, as a byproduct, the activity rates for both sexes were re-calculated.

As usual, table 1 presents the total population for the Latin American countries, as well as, for
the other countries and territories members of ECLAC, for the period 1950-2025.

Estimacion de la poblacion econémicamente activa:
Metodologia general

El objetivo del Boletin Demogriafico N2 36 es presentar
tasas de participacion en la actividad econdmica, por sexoy
grupos de edades, de los 20 paises de América Latina, parael
periodo 1950-1970.

La informacion bisica utilizada proviene de los res-
pectivos censos de poblacion levantados alrededor de 1950,
1960 y 1970. Con esta informacion se calcularon tasas de
actividad por sexo y grupos de edades, que simbolizamos
con a(x,5), y que se obtienen de la relacion:

a(x,5) = A(x,5)/N(x,5)

donde A(x,5) es la poblacion activa entre laedad xy x + 5y
N(x,5) es la poblacién total entre x y x 5 afios. Es de hacer
notar que en varias oportunidades se debid trabajar con
agrupaciones etarias de mis de cinco afios, debido a proble-
mas de la informacion basica. Ademads en aquellos paises
donde no se realizaroa censos en torno a las fechas sefiala-
das, fas tasas se obtuvieron por interpolacion o extrapola-
cion segun el caso, con la informacion proveniente de los
censos disponibles.

Como criterio general se adoptaron las tasas estima-
das para 1970 en el Boletin Demogréfico 351, salvo una sola
excepcidon que fue Bolivia como se verd mas adelante, y
aquellos casos en que se recalcularon las tasas correspon-
dientes al grupo 10-14 afos.

! "Proyecciones de la poblacion econdémicamente activa y tasas de
actividad de la poblacion total, urbana y rural por sexo y grupos de
edades, por paises. Periodo 1970-2000". Boletin Demogrifico 35.
CELADE. Enero de 1985.
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Una vez calculadas las tasas de actividad censales,
disponibles para los 20 paises de América Latina, se las
representé graficamente para un primer analisis. Se pudo
comprobar que las tasas observadas presentaban irregulari-
dades que podian explicarse por la mala calidad de la infor-
macidén censal. Se decidié, en consecuencia, proceder a
ajustar en forma gréfica las tasas observadas, de manera tal,
que reprodujeran en forma aceptable, la magnitud de la
poblaciéa econémicamente activa.

A continuacion se detallan algunas estimaciones que
debieron realizarse. Se utilizb, en general, un procedi-
miento grifico.

1. DESCOMPOSICION DE TASAS
AGRUPADAS EN MAS DE CINCO
EDADES Y ESTIMACION DE
LA TASA DE ACTIVIDAD
DEL GRUPO ABIERTO
FINAL

Como se indicé anteriormente, en algunos censos sélo se
contaba con agrupaciones etarias de mas de cinco edades,
por lo que se debieron estimar a partir de esa informacién
las correspondientes tasas quinquenales. Estas estimacio-
nes, en los casos que lo requerian, se hicieron graficamente
tratando de reproducir el total de activos de los grupos que
se descomponian. La edad inicial del grupo abierto final,
como era de esperar, es diferente en muchos de los censos y
fué necesario uniformarla tomando como grupo abierto
comun el de 80 afios y mads.

Para la ubicacion en el grifico de la tasa del grupo
abierto, de acuerdo a la edad limite inferior, se analizaron
distintos censos y se adoptaron las siguientes edades que
podrian representar a estos grupos.

Grupo abierto Edad
65 y + 75
70 y + 77.5
75y + 80
80 y + 85
8 y + 90

2. ESTIMACION DE LA TASA DE ACTIVIDAD
DEL GRUPO DE 10 A 14 ANOS

Se decidio estimar una tasa de actividad de 10 a 14 afios para
todos los paises con el objeto de uniformar la presentaciéne
interpretacion de esta tasa. Cabe sefalar que esta estima-
cion, en muchos casos, difiere del concepto adoptado en los
Boletines Demogrificos anteriores sobre esta materia.
Teniendo en cuenta las diferencias en la edad limite inferior
de ingreso a la actividad econémica definida por los paises
en los distintos censos de poblacién y a objeto de graficar
estas rasas, se adoptaron las siguientes edades que las
representarian:

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3. ESTIMACIONES DE LAS TASAS DE
ACTIVIDAD POR SEXO Y EDAD PARA
LOS ANOS 1950, 1955, 1960
1965 Y 1970

Las tasas de actividad censales por sexo y grupos quinquena-
les de edades, se ajustaron, en los casos que fue necesario
hacerlo, se interpolaron o extrapolaron linealmente a
objeto de obtener las tasas al 30 de Junio de 1950, 1955,
1960, 1965 y 1970.

4. ANALISIS DE LAS ESTIMACIONES DE
LAS TASAS DE ACTIVIDAD SEGUN
SEXO Y EDAD, POR PAISES

ARGENTINA:
Censo de 1947: En este censo no aparece publicada la
informacion requerida para el anilisis por lo que se recurrié
a tasas de participacion proporcionadas a fa CEPAL por el
Centro de Estudios de Poblacion (CENEP). Fue necesario
estimar la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo considera los 14
afios como edad inicial en la actividad econdmica), descom-
poniéndose ademis la tasa del grupo abierto 70 adios y mds
en las tasas de los grupos 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y mids.
Censo de 1960: Se estimé la tasa del grupo 10-14, por
cuanto el censo considera como edad limite inferior los 14
afios, descomponiéndose ademas la tasa del grupo abierto
75 afios y mas en las de los grupos 75-79 y 80 afios y mas.
Finalmente, las tasas de actividad por edades de
ambos censos se ajustaron en forma grafica y luego con las
casas del afio 1970, publicadas en el Boletin Demogrifico 35
se interpolaron para los afios terminados en 0y 5 del
periodo en estudio.

BOLIVIA:
Censo de 1950: Se recalcularon las tasas de participacion
por sexo y grupos de edades, tomando en cuenta la pobla-
cion desocupada que habia sido clasificada dentro de la
poblacion inactiva. Las irregularidades de las tasas por
edades, se ajustaron grificamente; las masculinas a partir de
los 65 afos y las femeninas de los 25 afios.
Censo de 1976: Se adoptaron las tasas de participacion
censales por sexo y grupos quinquenales de edades, introdu-
ciendo pequefios ajustes en ambos sexos a partir de los 60
afios.

Para los efectos de obtener las tasas de los afios 1955,
1960, 1965 y 1970 se supuso que el 75 por ciento de la
variacion de las tasas de participacion, por sexo y grupos de
edades, observada en el periodo 1950-1976, se habria pro-
ducido entre 1950 y 1960, y el 25% restante entre 1960 y
1976. Este supuesto parecia razonable teniendo en cuentala
promulgacion de la Ley de la Reforma Agraria de 1953, que
repercutié considerablemente en la participacion econd-
mica de la poblacion. Este analisis llevé a cambiar las tasas
estimadas para 1970 en el Boletin Demografico 39, las que
se estimaron sin tomar en cuenta el censo de 1950.

Las tasas para el afio 1955 se obtuvieron por interpo-
lacién lineal entre las de 1950y 1960, y las de los afios 1965 y
1970 por interpolaciones lineales entre las de 1960y 1976.

BRASIL:
Censo de 1950: Fue necesario descomponer las tasas censa-
les para grupos decenales de edad en tasas para grupos



quinquenales, a partir de los 30 afios. Se adoptaron las tasas
censales por grupos quinquenales para los menores de 30
afios.

Censo de 1960: La informacion de este censo se presenta
por grupos decenales a partir de los 10 afios y un grupo
abierto final de 70 afios y mis. Se descompusieron grifica-
mente las tasas de actividad para grupos decénales en quin-
quenales y la del grupo abierto en 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y
mas.

Censo de 1970: Las tasas de participacién adoptadas, y que
corresponden a las publicadas en el Boletin Demogra-
fico 35, presentan pequefias diferencias con las censales.
Estas diferencias se deben a que las tasas de participacién de
la poblacién total, por sexo y grupos de edades, del Boletin
Demogrifico 35 se obtienen como resultado de las estima-
ciones que se hicieron de las tasas, por sexo y edad, para la
poblacion urbana y rural por cuanto en el censo no se
publico esta informacién para este nivel de desagregacion.

COLOMBIA:
Censo de 1951: La informacion censal no presenta proble-
mas en cuanto a las agrupaciones por edades, s6lo fueron
necesario algunos ajustes de las tasas por edades del sexo
femenino. Las tasas de actividad correspundientes al sexo
masculino presentaban una regularidad satisfactoria por lo
que se adoptaron sin modificaciones.
Censo de 1964: Se estimd la tasa de actividad de 10-14 afios
(el censov considera los 12 aflos como edad inicial en Ja
actividad econémica). Las agrupaciones por edades no pre-
sentan problemas, adoptandose las tasas de participacion
femenina censales sin ajustes. Las tasas de participacion
masculinas correspondientes a las edades superiores a los
65 afos se ajustaron levemente.,

Las tasas de participacién de los afios 1950, 1955,
1960 y 1965 se obtuvieron por interpolacién o extrapola-
ci6n lineal de las censales y las del Boletin Demografico 35
para el afio 1970.

COSTA RICA:

Censo de 1950: Se estim la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 12 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econémice), ademis se descompusieron las tasas de activi-
dad decenales en quinquenales a partir de los 25 afios,
adoptindose las quinquenales de 15-19 y 20-24 tanto para
hombres como para mujeres sin modificaciones.

Censo de 1963: Se estimd la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 12 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econdémica), y se descompuso ademds la tasa del grupo
abierto de 75 afios y mas en 75-79 y 80 afios y mds. Se
tomaron las tasas censales de participacion masculinas y
femeninas pricticamente sin ajustes.

Para los efectos de la interpolacién para los afios
intermedios se adoptaron las tasas de participaciéon del
Boletin Demografico 35 para 1970 a partir de los 15 afios
estimandose ademis, la tasa del grupo 10-14 en base al
censo de 1973 (el censo considera los 12 afios como edad
inicial en la actividad econémica).

CUBA:
Censo de 1953: Se calculd la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 14 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econbémica), ademds la tasa del grupo abierto de 65 afos y
mas se descompuso en los grupos quinquenales 65-69, 70-
74,75-79 y 80 afios y mas. El resto de las tasas se adoptaron
sin modificaciones.

Para la interpolacion entre 1953 y 1970 como para la
extrapolacion para 1950 se aceptan para el afio 1970 las
tasas del Boletin Demogrifico 35.

CHILE:
Censo de 1952: Se estimd la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 12 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econémica). La tasa del grupo abierto de 75 afios y mas se
descompuso en 75-79 y 80 afios y mas. Finalmente, se
tomaron las tasas de participacién femeninas censales sin
modificaciones, en cambio las masculinas se ajustaron leve-
mente a partir de los 45 aiios.
Censo de 1960: Se estimé la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 12 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econdémica). La tasa del grupo abierto de 65 afios y mas se
desglosé en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y mis.Se adopta-
ron las tasas de participacién femeninas por edades sin
modificaciones introduciendo pequefios ajustes a las mascu-
linas a partir de los 50 afios.

Para ta interpolacion de los afios intermedios se adop-
taron para el afio 1970 las tasas del Boletin Demogrifico 35
a partir de los 15 afios, estimando la tasa del grupo de 10-14,
a partir de datos del censo de 1970 (el censo considera los 12
afios como edad inicial en la actividad econémica)

ECUADOR:

Censo de 1950. Se estimaron las tasas de los grupos 10-14y
15-19, por cuanto el censo proporciona informacion parael
grupo 12-19. Para la aplicacién del método grifico era
necesario estimar la edad a fa cual corresponderia esta tasa,
esto se hizo en base al censo de 1962, estiméindose en 15.7
afos.

El resto de las tasas de participacién en este censo se
presentan por grandes grupos de edades que se desglosaron
en grupos quinquenales mediante procedimiento grafico.

Finalmente, se descompuso la tasa de actividad del
grupo abierto 65 afios y mis en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80
afios y mas.

Censo de 1962. Se estimd la tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo
considera los 12 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econdémica).

Las tasas de participaciéon por edades adoptadas para
los hombres corresponden a las censales, sin modificacio-
nes. Las tasas de participacién femeninas, corresponden
tambien a las censales, con pequefios ajustes a partir de los
65 afios.

Para los efectos de la interpolacién de los afios inter-
medios se tomaron las tasas del Boletin Demografico 35
para al afio 1970 estimidndose la del grupo 10-14 a partir de
fa informacién del censo de 1974 (el censo considera los 12
afios como edad inicial en la actividad econémica).

EL SALVADOR:

Censo de 1950: Se estimaron tasas quinquenales a partir de
tasas decenales en el tramo 25- 75 aflos, descomponiéndose
ademis el grupo abierto de 75 afios y més en 75-79 y 80 afios
y mas.

Censo de 1961. Se adoptaron las tasas censales de partici-
pacion por sexo y grupos de edades sin modificaciones. Solo
se descompuso la tasa de actividad del grupo abierto 75 ahos
y més en 75-79 y 80 afios y mis.

Para los efectos de la interpolacion de los afios inter-
medios, se adoptaron las tasas del Boletin Demografico 35
para al afio 1970.

GUATEMALA:

Censo de 1950: Se aceptaron, con leves modificaciones, las
tasas censales de participacion por sexo y grupos de edades.
Censo de 1964: Se adoptaron las tasas de participacion
censales por sexo y grupos de edades descomponiendo la
tasa del grupo abierto G5 afios y mis en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79
y 80 afios y mas.
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Para los efectos de interpolacion de los afios interme-
dios se tomaron las tasas del Boletin Demogréfico 35 para
el afio 1970.

HAITI:
Censo de 1950: Se tomaron las tasas publicadas en el Anua-
rio Demogrifico de las Naciones Unidas del afio 1956,
ajustindose levemente en las edades extremas. Se estimé la
tasa del grupo 10-14 (el censo considera los 14 afios como
edad inicial en la actividad econdmica) y se descompuso la
tasa de actividad del grupo abierto de 75 afios y mas en
75-79 y 80 afios y mas.

Para los efectos de interpolacion de los afios interme-
dios, se adoptaron las tasas del Boletin Demografico 35
para el afio 1970.

HONDURAS:

Censo de 1950: El censo presenta sélo informacion de la
poblacién econémicamente activa total por sexo, sin indicar
edad limite inferior ni desagregada por grupos de edades.
Fue necesario, por lo tanto, estimar las tasas de participa-
cién por sexoy grupos de edades, para 1950 lo que se hizo de
la siguiente manera:

Las tasas de participacién masculinas por grupos de
edades, del censo de 1961, se mantuvieron constantes para
el tramo de edades entre 20 y 55 afios. Para los tramos
extremos, no parecié razonable extrapolar a 1950 la ten-
dencia observada en el periodo 1961-1970, por lo que se
decidié aumentar las tasas de estas edades levemente con
respecto a 1961.

Las tasas de participacién femeninas, se estimaron
restando a la poblacién activa, las “esposas rurales”, puesto
que se dice? que, en este censo se incluyeron a las amas de
casa dentro de la poblaciéon econémicamente activa. Las
tasas de actividad por edades, se estimaron manteniendo la
estructura relativa de las tasas del censo de 1961.

Censo de 1961: Las tasas de actividad femeninasy masculi-
nas censales, por grupos de edades, se suavizaron levemente
en forma grafica.

Las interpolaciones para los afios intermedios del
periodo en estudio, se hicieron en forma lineal, tomando
para el afio 1970 las tasas de participacién del Boletin
Demografico 35.

MEXICO:

Censo de 1950 Se estimé la tasa del grupo 10-14 afios (el
censo considera los 14 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econémica). Se desagregaron las tasas de actividad decena-
les en quinquenales entre los 25 y 65 afios,y ademas la tasa
del grupo abierto de 65 afios y mas se descompuso en 65-69,
70-74 75-79 y 80 afios y mas.

Censo de 1963: Se descompusieron las tasas de actividad
decenales en quinquenales, entre los 35 y los 65 afios de
edad, como asimismo, la tasa del grupo abierto de 65 afios y
més en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y mas.

Para la interpolacién lineal de los afios intermedios se
tomaron las tasas del Boletin Demografico 35 para el aiio
1970.

PANAMA:

Censo de 1950: Se aceptaron las tasas de participacion
censales por sexoy grupos de edades, con pequefios ajustes a
partir de los 60 afios. Se desagregé ademis la tasa del grupo
abierto de 75 afios y mas en 75-79 y 80 afios y mas.
Censo de 1960: Las tasas de participacién masculinas cen-
sales no se tomaron en cuenta por cuanto aparecian excesi-
vamente bajas al compararlas con las provenientes de los
censo de 1950 y las de 1970. En consecuencia, se decidié
estimar las tasas de participacion masculinas para 1960, por
interpolacion lineal entre las del censo de 1950 y las del

Las tasas quinquenales de
participacién femeninas se obtuvieron descomponiendo las
tasas 20-29, 30-44, 45-64 en quinquenales, y la tasa del
grupo abierto 65 afios y mas en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80
aflos y mds.

Censo de 1961: Se tomé informacion proveniente del Bole-
tin Demografico 21 del INE Peru* coherente con la metodo-

Para los efectos de las estimaciones de los afios ante-
riores a 1960, se mantuvieron constantes las tasas de parti-
cipacidn masculinas de 1961, para los afios 1950 y 1955,
mientras que las de 1965 se obtuvieron por interpolacion
lineal con las de 1970, provenientes del Boletin
Demografico 35.

Las tasas de participacion femeninas para los afios
1950-55-60 se obtuvieron por interpolacion lineal entre las
tasas de 1940 y de 1961, y las de 1965 por interpolacion
lineal entre las de 1961 y las de 1970 provenientes del
Boletin Demogrifico 35.

Estimacion de las tasas de actividad para el afio 1950: Las
tasas de participacién masculinas ajustadas, del censo de
1960, se mantuvieron constantes entre los 20 y 60 afios. En
las edades marginales, se intentd extrapolar la tendencia
observada entre 1960 y 1970, y al no obtener resultados
satisfactorios, se adoptaron tasas ligeramente mayores que
las observadas en 1960, suponiendo que a medida que el pais
se desarrolla social y econémicamente la tendencia de las
tasas de actividad masculinas de las edades marginales dis-
minuyen en el tiempo.

Para el caso de la estimacién de las tasas de participa-

URUGUAY:

Censo de 1963: Se estimaron las tasas de actividad por
grupos quinquenales de edad, a partir de las tasas decenales
entre 35 y 65 afios, provenientes de la informacion censal.
Se descompuso ademas, la tasa del grupo abierto de 65 afios
y mis en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y mis.
Estimacion de las tasas de actividad para el asio 1950: Se
mantuvieron constantes, las tasas de actividad masculinas
por grupos de edades del censo de 1963 entre los 20y 70
afios, mientras que las de los grupos de edades marginales,
se obtuvieron por extrapolacién de las tasas de 1963 y 1970.
Las tasas .de participacion femeninas se extrapolaron
tomando las de 1963 y 1970, ajustandolas posteriormente
mediante procedimiento grafico.

Censo de 1961 Se adoptaron las tasas de actividad censales
con pequefios ajustes, descomponiendo la tasa del grupo
abierto de 65 afios y mas en 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 y 80 afios y
mas.

Las tasas de participacidn de los afios intermedios del
periodo en estudio, se obtuvieron por interpolacion lineal,
tomando para el afio 1970 las tasas del Boletin Demogri-
fico 35, estimédndose previamente la tasa del grupo 10-14,a
partir de la informacion del censo de 1971 (el censo consi-
dera los 15 afios como edad inicial en la actividad
econdmica).

Estimation of the economically active population:
General metbodology

The objective of the "Boletin Demografico N2 36" is to
present participation rates in the economic activity, by sex
and age groups for the twenty Latin American countries,
for the period 1950-1970.

The basic information used is the one corresponding
to population censuses carried out around 1950, 1960 and
1970. With this information the activity rates by sex and
age groups were calculated, represented by a(x,5), and
obtained from the relation:

a(x,9) = A(x,9)/N(x,5)
where A(x,5) is the active population between ages
x and x +5 and N(x,5) is the total population betwen x
and x+5 years. It should be noted that in several
opportunities it was necessary to work with groups of over
five ages, due to problems in the basic information.



Moreover, in those countries where no censuses were
carried out around the dates indicated, the rates were
obtained, according to the case, by interpolation and
extrapolation using the information from the available
census.

As a general criterion, the rates for 1970 estimated in
the Demographic Bulletin N2 35! were adopted, with the
only exception of Bolivia, as it will be seen further on, and
those cases in which the rates corresponding to the age
group 10-14 years were recalculated.

Once the census activity rates available for the 20
Latin American countries were calculated, they were
graphically represented for a first analysis. The observed
rates presented irregularities which could be explained by
the deficient census data. It was therefore decided to
smooth graphically the observed rates so that they would
reproduce approximately the magnitude of the
economically active population.

In what follows details of some of the estimates
carried out are presented. In general, a graphic procedure
was used.

1. BREAKDOWN OF RATES CLASSIFIED BY
MORE THAN FIVE AGES AND ESTIMATION
OF THE ACTIVITY RATE OF THE FINAL
OPEN GROUP

As mentioned above, in some censuses there were age
groups of more than five ages, therefore the corresponding
quinquennial rates had to be estimated from that
information. These estimates, when necessary, were
graphically obtained trying to reproduce the total of actives
from the groups broken down. As expected, the initial age
of the final open group was different in many of the
censuses and it was necessary to make it uniform taking the
group 80 years and over as the common group.

In order to locate the open group rates in the graph,
according to the lowest limit age, different censuses were
analyzed and the following ages which could represent
those groups were adopted.

Open group Age
65 and + 75
70 and + 77.5
75 and + 80
80 and + 85
85 and + 90

2. ESTIMATION OF THE ACTIVITY RATE FOR
THE AGE GROUP 10 TO 14

It was decided to estimate an activity rate of 10 to 14 years
for al the countries in order to uniform the presentation
and interpretation of this rate. It should be pointed out that
this estimate, in many cases, differs from the concept
adopted in the previous Demographic Bulletin on this
matter. Taking into account the differences in the lowest
limit age of entrance to the economic activity defined by the
countries in the different population censuses and in order
to plot these rates in a graph, the following ages, which
would represent them, were adopted:

3 ESTIMATION OF THE ACTIVITY RATES BY
SEX AND AGE FOR THE YEARS 1950, 1955,
1960, 1965 AND 1970

The census activity rates by sex and quinquennial age
groups were, when necessary, adjusted, interpolated or
extrapolated linearly, with the purpose of obtaining rates as
of 30 june 1950, 1960, 1965 and 1970.

4. ANALYSIS OF THE ESTIMATES OF THE
ACTIVITY RATES BY SEX AND AGE
BY COUNTRY

ARGENTINA:

1947 Census: This census did not publish the necessary

information for the analysis, therefore the participation
rates provided to ECLAC by the Centro de Estudios de
Poblacion, CENEP, were used. It was necessary to estimate
the rate for the group 10-14 (this census considers 14 years
as the initial age in the economic activity). In addition, the
rate for the open group 70 and over was broken down into
70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and over.
1960 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated,
as the census considers 14 years as the lowest limitage. Also
the rate for the open group 75 years and over was broken
down into 75-79 and 80 years and over.

Finally, the activity rates by age of both censuses were
graphically adjusted and then using the 1970 rates
(published in the Demographic Bulletin 35), they were
interpolated for the years ending in 0 and 5 for the period
under study.

BOLIVIA:

1950 Census: The participation rates by sex and age groups
were recalculated taking into account the unemployed
population that had been classified as inactive population.
The irregularities of the age rates were graphically
adjusted; the males starting from 65 years and the females
from 25 years.

1976 Census: The census participation rates by sex and
quinquennial age groups were adopted, introducing little
adjustments in both sexes starting from age 60.

In order to obtain the rates for the years 1955, 1960,
1965 and 1970 it was supposed that 75 percent of the
change of the participation rates, by sex and age groups,
observed during the period 1950-1976, was produced
between 1950 and 1960, and the remaining 25 percent, in
1960 and 1976. This hypothesis seemed reasonable having
in mind the promulgation of the Agrarian Reform Law of
1953, which had a considerable repercussion in the
economic participation of the population. This analysis led
to change the rates estimated for 1970 in the Demographic
Bulletin 35, which were estimated without considering the
1950 census.

The 1955 rates were calculated by linear interpolation
between those for 1950 and 1960, and the rates for the years
1965 and 1970 were obtained also by linear interpolation
between those for 1960 and 1976.

BRAZIL:
1950 Census: It was necessary to break-down the census
rates for decennial age groups into rates for quinquennial
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age groups, starting from age 30. The census rates for
quinquennial age groups were adopted for those under
age 30.

1960 Census: The information of this census is presented
by decennial age groups starting from 10 years and a final
open group of 70 years and over. The activity rates by
decennial age groups were broken down graphically into
quinquennial age groups and the open group, into 70-74,
75-79 and 80 years and over.

1970 Census: The participation rates adopted, and which
correspond to those published in the Demographic Bulletin
N2 35, present minor differences with respect to the census
ones. The reason for these differences is that the
participation rates of the total population, by sex and age
groups, of the Demographic Bulletin N® 35, are obtained as
a result of the estimates made of the sex and age rates, for
the urban and rural population. The census did not publish
this information for this level of disaggregation.

COLOMBIA:
1951 Census: The census information presents the
appropriate data with respect to the age groups. It was only
necessary to make some adjustments of the female age
rates. The male activity rates present a sacisfactory
regularity therefore they were adopted without
modifications.
1964 Census: The activity rate for 10-14 years was
estimated (the census considers 12 years as the initial age of
the economic activity). The age groups do not present any
problems, therefore the female participation census rates
were adopted without adjustments. The male participation
rates corresponding to ages over 65 were slightly adjusted.
The participation rates for the years 1950, 1955, 1960
and 1965 were obrained by linear interpolation or
extrapolation of the rates from both the censuses and the
Demographic Bullecin N2 35 (1970).

COSTA RICA:

1950 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated
(the census considers 12 years as the initial age in the
economic activity). The decennial activity rates were
broken down into quinquennial rates starting from age 25;
the quinquennial rates for 15-19 and 20-24 for both males
and females were adopted without modifications.

1963 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated
(the census considers 12 years as the initial age in the
economic activitiy) and also the rate for the open group 75
years and over was broken down into 75-79 and 80 years
and over. The male and female census participation rates
were adopted practically without adjustments.

In order to interpolate for the intermediate years,
participation rates’ of the Demographic Bulletin N2 35
were adopted for 1970 starting from age 15; the rate for the
group 10-14 was estimated on the basis of the 1973 census
(the census considers 12 years as the initial age of the
economic activity).

CUBA:
1953 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was calculated
(the census considers 14 years as the initial age in the
economic activity ). The rate for the open group 65 years
and over was broken down into quinquennial age groups
65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and over. The rest of the
rates were adopted without modifications.

For the interpolation between 1953 and 1970 as well
as for the extrapolation for 1950 the rates for 1970 from the
Demographic Bulletin N2 35 were adopted.
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CHILE:
1952 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated (
the census considers 12 years as the initial age in the
aconomic activity ). The rates for the open group 75 years
and over was broken down into 75-59 and 80 years and
over. Finally, the female census participation rates were
taken without modifications, while the male rates were
slightly adjusted starting from 45 years.
1960 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated (
the census considers 12 years as the initial age in the
economic activity ). The rate for the open group 65 years
and over was broken down into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80
years and over. The female participation rates by ages were
adopted without modifications introducing lictle
adjustments to the male rates starting from age 50.

For the interpolation of the intermediate years the
rates for the year 1970 of the Demographic Bulletin N@ 35
starting from age 15 were adopted, estimating the rate for
the group 10-14, starting from the information dara of the
1970 census (the census considers 12 years as the initial age
in the economic activity).

ECUADOR:
1950 Census: The rates for the groups 10-14 and 15-19
were estimated, as the census provides information for the
group 12-19. To plotin a graph it was necessary to estimate
the age at which this rate would correspond. On the basis of
the 1962 census, the estimation resulted in age 15.7.

The rest of the participation rates of this census are
presented by large age groups which are graphically broken
down into quinquennial age groups.

Finally, the activity rate for the open group 65 years
and over was broken down into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80
years and over.
1962 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 was estimated
(the census considers 12 years as the initial age in the
economic activity). The male participation rates by ages
that were adopted correspond to the census rates, without
modifications. The female participation rates also
correspond to those of the census, with minor adjustments
starting from age 65.

For the interpolation of the intermediate years the
rates for the year 1970 of the Demographic Bulletin N2 35
were adopted, estimating the group 10-14 starting from the
information of the 1974 census (the census considers 12
years as the initial age in the economic activity).

EL SALVADOR:
1950 Census: The quinquennial rates were estimated
starting from the decennial rates in the interval between 2°
and 75 years, also breaking down the open group 75 years
and over into 75-79 and 80 years and over.
1961 Census: The census rates by sex and age groups were
adopted without modifications. Only the activity rate for
the group 75 years was broken down into 75-79 and 80
years and over.

For the interpolation of the intermediate years, the
rates for 1970 of the Demographic Bulletin N2 35 were
adopted.

GUATEMALA:

1950 Census: The census rates by sex and age groups were
taken with small modifications.

1964 Census: The census participation rates by sex and age
groups were adopted breaking down the rate of the open
group 65 years and over into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80
years and over.



For the interpolation of the intermediate years the
rates for 1970 of the Demographic Bulletin N2 35 were
adopted.

HAITI:

1950 Census: The rates published in the 1956 United
Nations Demographic Yearbook were adopted adjusting
slightly the extreme ages. The rate for the group 10-14 was
estimated (the census considers 14 years as the initial age in
the economic activity) and the activity rate for the open
group 75 years and over was broken down into 75-79 and 80
years and over.

For the interpolation of the intermediate years, the
rates for 1970 of the Demographic Bulletin N2 35 were
adopted.

HONDURAS:

1950 Census: The census only represents information on
the total economically active population by sex with no
indication of the lowest limit age or of the disaggregation
by age groups. It was therefore necessary to estimate the
participation rates by sex and age groups for 1950. This was
done as follows:

The male participation rates by age groups from the
1961 census, were maintained constant for the age interval
20-55 years. For the extreme groups it did not seem
necessary to extrapolate the trend observed in the period
1961-1970 w 1950, therefore it was decided to increase
slightly the rates for these ages with respect to 1961.

The female participation rates were estimated by
substructing the “rural wives” from the active population,
since this census? includes the house-wives in the
economically active population. The activity rates by ages
were estimated maintaining the relative structure of the
1961 census.

1961 Census: The female and male census activity rates by
age groups, were slightly adjusted in graph form.

The interpolations for the intermediate years, for the
period under study, were linearly made, taking the
participation rates for the year 1970 from the Demographic
Bulletin N2 35.

MEXICO:

1950 Census: The sex and age group rates published in the
review "Demografia y Economia”? were accepted with
slight adjustments.

1960 Census: The activity rates from the 1960 census
sample available in CELADE were adopted slighely
adjusting the male activity rates only. For the interpolation,
the rates for 1970 published in the Demographic Bulletin
N2 35 were adopted starting from age 15. The rate for the
group 10-14 was estimated using the information from the
1970 census (the census considers 12 years as the initial age
in the economic activity).

NICARAGUA:

1950 Census: The rate for the group 10-14 years was
estimated (the census considers 14 years as the initial age in
the economic activity). The decennial activity rates were
disaggregated between ages 25 and 65 and in addition the
open group rate of 65 years and over was broken down into
65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and over.

1963 Census: The decennial activity rates were broken
down into quinquennial rates between ages 35 and 65, as
also the open group rate for 65 years and over, into 65-69,
70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and over.

The rates for 1970 from the Demographic Bulletin
N2 35 were adopted for the linear interpolation for the
intermediate years.

PANAMA:
1950 Census: The census participation rates by sex and age
groups were accepted with little adjustments starting from
age 60. Also the open group rate for 75 years and over was
disaggregated into 75-79 and 80 years and over.
1960 census: The male census participation rates were not
taken into account, as they appeared excessively low when
compared with the previous rates from the 1950 and 1970
censuses. Consequently, it was decided to estimate the male
participation rates for 1960, by linear interpolation
between the rates of the 1950 census and the ones from the
Demographic Bulletin Num. 35 for 1970, calculated as
published in the Bulletin, on the basis of the 1970 census
information.

The female census participation rates were adopted
with tictle modifications.

The rates for 1970 from the Demographic Bulletin
N2 35 were adopted in the interpolation for the
intermediate period under study.

PARAGUAY:

1950 Census: The census rates for the groups 15-19 and
20-24 were accepted breaking down the decennial rates
between ages 25 and 65 into quinquennial rates and the
group 65 years and over, into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80
years and over. Finally, the rate for the group 10-14 was
estimated (the census considers 12 years as the initial age in
the economic activity).

1962 Census: The rates for three groups of 15 ages
between 30 and 75, were broken down into quinquennial
rates and the open group rate for 75 years and over, into 75-
79 and 80 years and over. Finally, the rate for the group 10-
14 was also estimated (the census considers 12 years as the
initial age in the economic activity).

On the interpolation for the intermediate years for
the period under study, the rates for the year 1970 from the
Demographic Bulletin N2 35 were adopted starting from
age 15. Also the rate for the age group 10-14 was estimated
starting from the information of the 1972 census (the
census considers 12 years as the initial age in the economic
activity).

PERU:

1940 Census: The male participation rates were not
considered as they appeared suspiciously low in relation to
those for 1961 and 1970. The quinquennial female
participation rates were obtained breaking down the rates
20-29, 30-44,45-65 into quinquennial rates and the open
group rates for 65 years and over into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79
and 80 years and over.

1961 Census: The information used was that from the
INE-Pert Boletin Demografico N2 21+ that was consistent
with the methodology used for estimating the 1970 rates
published in CELADE's Demographic Bulletin N2 35. The
open group for 65 years and over was broken down into 65-
69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and over.

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On the estimation for the years prior to 1960 the
male participation rates for 1961 were maintained constant
for the years 1950 and 1955, while those for 1965 were
interpolated linearly with the rates of 1970 from the
Demographic Bulletin N2 35.

The female participation rates for the years 1950,
1955 and 1960 were obtained by linear interpolation
between the 1940 and 1961 rates while the rates for 1965
were obtained by linear interpolation between those for
1961 and 1970 from the Demographic Bulletin N 35.

DOMINICAN REPUBLIC:

1950 Census: The population census does not present
information on the economic participation by age; it only
presents the total population by sex.

1960 Census: The census participation rates by sex and age
groups were adopted with slight adjustments.
Estémation of the activity rates for the year 1950: The
adjusted male participation rates from the 1960 Census
were maintained constant between ages 20 and 60. In the
marginal ages, an extrapolation of the trend observed
between 1960 and 1970 were tried, and as no satisfactory
results were obtained, rates slightly higher than the ones
observed in 1960 were adopted, supposing that as the
country experiences a social and economical development
the trend of the male activity rates in the marginal ages
decreases in time.

For the case of the female participation rates, a
refined activity rate was calculated in order to be
reproduced by increasing the adjusted rates of the 1960
census (the refined activity rate was obtained as the
quotient between the economically active population aged
10 and over, and the total population aged 10 and over).

The refined male activity rate for the 1950 census was
not taken into account, as it appeared excessively high in
comparison with the levels observed in other Latin
American countries for that year.

The participation rates for the intermediate rates for
the period under study, were obtained by linear
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interpolation, taking for the year 1970 the rates of the
Demographic Bulletin N2 35.

URUGUAY:

1963 Census: The activity rates by quinquennial age
groups were estimated starting from the decennial rates
between ages 35 and 65, from the census information.

In addition, the rate of the open group of G5 years was

broken down into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80 years and
over.
Estimation of the activity rates for the year 1950: The male
activity rates by age groups of the 1963 census, between
ages 20 and 70, were maintained constant, while those for
the marginal age groups were obtained by extrapolation of
the rates for 1963 and 1970, adjusting them later by means
of a graphic procedure.

The participation rates for the intermediate years for
the period under study, were obtained by linear
interpolation, taking for the year 1970 the rates of the
Demographic Bulletin N2 35.

VENEZUELA:

1950 census: The census activity rates for the quinquennial
groups under age 25 were accepted. The decennial census
rates were broken down into quinquennial rates starting
from age 25 to age 75. The rate for the open group 75 years
and over was also broken down into 75-80 and 80 years and
over.

1961 Census: The census activity rates were adopted with
little adjustments, breaking down the rate for the open
group of 65 years and over into 65-69, 70-74, 75-79 and 80
years and over.

The participation rates for the intermediate years for
the period under study were obtained by linear
interpolation, taking for the year 1970 the rates of the
Demographic Bulletin N9 35, and estimating previously
the rates for the group 10-14, starting from information of
the 1971 census (the census considers age 15 as the initial
age in the economic activity).
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
