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INTRODUCTION

The Econom ic Com m ission for Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC), Subregional Headquarters for the Caribbean and 
Secretariat to the Caribbean Developm ent and Cooperation Committee (CDCC), is pleased to present the thirteenth volum e o f  
Selected Statistical Indicators o f  Caribbean Countries. The coverage provided here represents an abridged version o f  what has been 
produced over the years, with the more highly-demanded econom ic elements retained. This has been done in an attempt to make a 
uniform presentation o f  tables. W hile the under-represented sections have been omitted, three new tables could be found under the 
elem ents o f  Debt and Unemployment.
