As in the past, the ECLAC/CDCC Secretariat wishes to express
its gratitude to those countries that have cooperated by the provision of data.

The statistics in this document are now accessible remotely through Ambionet, the online information
service of ECLAC. This means that a researcher can now download information via a modem from the ECLAC/CDCC
Secretariat. The need for hardcopy nevertheless remains real and warrants the publication of the information
in this form. The increase in the number of tables has meant that graphs on the balance of visible trade have
had to be discontinued in order to keep the cost of production within manageable Timits.

‘The relatively free form of the tables as can be seen from the variability of form from country to country
may be seen as a strength in that it presents the data without having to massage them into a form that has been
decided on prior to the collection of the data. Meanwhile, the usefulness of a fixed form has been recognised
and the Office is working to produce a database that is fully searchable and which can yield the exact dataset
that the user wishes. This is in addition to the continued preparation of the datasets in the present scftcopy
format which admits of Timited search capabilities beyond the level of subject matter or country.
