prospects and needs of the youth of the region in the context

of the process of social change which the region has experienced
in the last two decades and in the face of the durrent crisis,
Special emphasis will be placed on the problems of the
insertion ‘of young people into the work force, occupational
changes of young people, unemployment esnd underemployment

among youth, rural-urban migrations by young people, the growing
importance of young women in the work force and in society,
polarization and marginalization among youth, education and

“training, relations between generations, youth and the family,

the socializing agents, and juvenile delinquency and drug
addiction. National delegations will be invited to discuss and
assess the situation of young people in their respective
countries.

Youth as a social movement: state, civil society and culture.

Under this item, youth will be considered as a focal point of
Tuture development and as a leading social actor in the
definition of that process. An attempt will be made to
examine the role which youth has played historically as o
social movement in the region, and to study the problems
young people face in relation to their full and effective
participation in society. Ideas will be exchanged, uzing a
unified approach to development based on the historical reality
of Latin America, in which youth, rather than a dependent and
problem~ridden group seeking its own space, is seen as one of
the key agents in the process of social change.
