ag e n c ie s , undertook the ta sk  o f promoting and bknrying out s o c ia l  in te r ­

d isc ip lin a r y  research  on those r e la t io n s  between population  and development 

deemed more re lev an t fo r  the form ulation  o f popixLation p o l ic ie s .

The Programme's general o b je c tiv e  i s  to promote and conduct in t e r d is c i ­

p lin a ry  s o c ia l  re search  on the r e la t io n s  between population  and development so 

a s  to produce the s c i e n t i f i c  in fo m a tio n  n ecessary  f a r  the forraiflation o f

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B. The Associate Centres

Centres that either do not include population studies as a major concern 
in their own programmes, or have only limited capabilities to fully assume 
the commitments of the former category, may join the Programme as Associate 
Centres, at their request to do so or when invited to collaborate in specific 
research projects. In that cai>acity they become a part of the network of 
activities end information arising from the development of PISPALAS activities.

The Programme Committee

The Prograiame Committee bas been set up as a working group of the 
Population, .and Development Commission of the latin American Council of Social 
Sciences (Comisión de Población y Desarrollo del Consejo Latinoamericano dé 
Ciencias Sociales, CIACSO). Representatives of each M«nber Centre, the 
Secretary of CIACSO's Population and Development Commission end the Coordinator 
of the Central Unit make up this Committee. This body is responsible both to 
the funding agencies and the region's scientific community for the direction 
end supervision of the Progxamme.

D. The Central Unit

The Central Unit is located at CEIADE's headquarters. It consists of a 
multidisciplinaiy team of social scientists, all financed by UNFPA as UN staff 
members.

The United Nations is directly involved in the Central Unit through 
CEIADE, which participates in the programme, in a double capacity, as member 
centre and host to the Central Unit. The . director of CEIADE has beén 
delegated by the Programme Committee with the responsability of selecting 
the staff for that team as well as of directing end supervising its activities.

The ftmctions entrusted to the Central Unit are:

a) to undertake studies end research related to the subject matter of 
the Programme;

b) to spread out loiowledge generated by the research undertaken by the 
participant centres, and prepare bibliographies end inventories of 
pertinent data;



o) to render technical assistance to centres participating in.the 
Programme ;

d) to advise centres participating in the Programme on- the formulation 
of research projects tending to link the.general fields of research 
defined by the Programme with specific features of the countries in 
the region;

e) to establish assistance agreements with international organizations 
and governmental as well as acadmic institutions, with previous 
authorization from the Programme Committee and in the last two cases 
with further approval and eventual collaboration of the respective 
national centres;

f) to organize meetings and seminars as the Programme Committee may decide 
for the design of projects or sub-proj.ects, discussion of research 
reports and its findings;

g) to receive and administrate financial resources in its capacity as 
Technical Coordinating Secretariat of the Programme, as the Programme 
Committee m y  decide, according to instructions from the latter and,

h) in general, to act as Technical Coordinating Secretariat of the 
Programme.
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Furthermore, it is expected that the Central Unit will participate in all 
those activities of CELADE which are relevant to the Programme's objectives 
and to the Central Unit's specific functions in it, ^
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2. Supporting Infoi^tlon

In accordance with the programae objectives and the functions entrusted 
to it, the Central Unit has carried but a number of activities with respect 
to reseafch, dissemination of infoiciaation relating to the Programme, technical 
assistance to participating as well as non participating centres^ workshops 
and seminars, ■.. .

Definition of research priorities

Given the veiy broad spectrum of subjects which might legitimally be 
defined as relevant for population policies, the first task of the Central 
Unit was to,provide criteria for:defining that spectrum more precisely and 
establishing research priorities. This was done through different steps.

The first decision was to make an inventory of social science research 
relevant to population policies, in all those countries where member centres 
are located. The' Cehtitil Unit’ v/as made responsible for'providing with the 
common firework necessary'to collect and classify the information^ for editing 
and complementing the work done by the centres, and for publishing the 
inventories.

In part parallel-to tlie previous activities, but partly based on then, 
a critical review of the literature on population policies and On the relation­
ship between population and developmentj so as to acctuaulate ahd integrate 
previous knowledge, was done.

In connection with this review, the Central Unit started to work on a 
diagnosis of the relations existing between some aspects of the Latin American 
development and the dynamics of population within the region.

The critical review and the diagnostic studies allowed the Central Unit 
to define the three research areas of the Programme: agricultural developm^t 
and population dynamics; urbanization, industrialization and population; 
political structure and population policies.-^

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Those sp e c if ic a t io n s  made p o ssib le  the ap p lic a tio n  of more sharply  

defined c r i t e r i a  in  the evalu ation  o f the research  p ro je c ts  req u estin g  fin an c­

in g  during the period  Ilarch 1975-uarch 1376. ThiSj on i t s  tu rn , brought a s  

a consequence th at only three out o f 19 o f those p r o je c ts  were accepted , y/hile 

9 were given the chance to be re-subixiitted once sp e c if ie d  and adapted to the 

p r io r ity  a r e a s , and seven were r e je c te d .

With the view to  s t a r t  c o lle c t in g  in fonnaticn  u se fu l fo r  the comparative 

p ro je c ts  described  below, the C en tral Unit in i t ia t e d  during 1975, and i s  now 

engaged in , a couple o f exp lorato ry  s tu d ie s  based on secondary and census d ata . 

These r e fe r  to  s o c ia l  fa c to r s  re la te d  to popiilatlon  concentration  (u sin g  m ostly 

A rgentinian  data) and ag rarian  s tru c tu re , urban settlem en ts systems and popula­

tio n  dynamics (based  mainly on Chilean and C entral American d a ta ) . The adequacy 

o f d if fe re n t  th e o re t ic a l  approaches and techniques fo r  the em pirica l a n a ly s is  

o f those problems i s  being explored , so a s  to determine th e ir  f e a s i b i l i t y  fo r

comparative purposes and improve the tech n ica l a s s is ta n c e  which the C entral

Chile and Mexico are  being d is tr ib u te d , while those on A rgentina, Colombia 
and B r a z i l  are now in  p r e s s ) .

F in a l ly , eleven new documents are now being rev ise d  fo r  p u b lica tio n

CEl'lSP, A rgentina; CELADE, P opulation  P o lic ie s  Secto r) th a t have asked fo r  i t s  

a s s is ta n c e  sp e c ia l ly  in  r e la t io n  v/ith the preparing o f research  p r o je c ts  and, 

sometimes, with th e ir  implem entation. ¡ In  some o p p o rtu n itie s these req u ests  

o f a s s is ta n c e  have o rig in ated  in  research  cen tres which are not in s t i tu t io n a l ly  

p a r t ic ip a t in g  in ’ PISPAI, a s  i t  i s  fo r  example the case  o f  the Centro Paraguayo 

de E stu d io s S o c io ló g ic o s ,

A lso , members o f the C entral Unit have been asked to p a r t ic ip a te  in  

education al programmes lead in g  to  undergraduate and gradiiate degrees in  su b je c ts  

concerned with population  and development in  d if fe re n t  academic cen tres or 

u n iv e r s i t ie s  in  the reg ion .

Ftirthermore, the p ro fe s s io n a ls  o f the C en tral Unit have p a r t ic ip a te d  in  

CEIAI)E''s tech n ic a l a s s is ta n c e  to governments in  the a r e a , sp e c ia l ly  in  the 

f i e l d s  o f popialation d is tr ib u t io n , demographic-economic models and urban 

se r v ic e s  and in fra e s tr u c tu r e . •

D. Y/orkshops, sem inars and m eetings

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3* '^ork Plan for 1976-77

In June 1974, the Programme Committee presented to the donor agencies of 
PISPAL the tentative Programme of Activities for 1975, 76 and 77, together with 
a formal request for financial support for this second stage.^

This programme which is now officially under way, contemplates a substantial 
increase in research activities and the creation of the conditions still, needed 
to fulfill the objectives of PISPAL.

The Work Plan for the Central Unit is in accordance with that Programme of 
Activities and with the role that its functions and its institutional location 
give to this team in the Latin American Regional Population Programme.

The Work Plan comprises: research activities, dissemination of information 
relating to the Programme, training and technical assistance, and workshops and 
seminars.

• Research.

The activities regarding research are oriented to attain the fullest possible 
integration of all research projects into coordinated and comparative programmes 
within the three research areas: Agincultural Development and Population Dynamics; 
Urbanization, Industrialization and Population, and Political Structure and 
Population Policies.

With that purpose, the Central Unit has been requested by the Programme 
Committee to coordinate the research projects now under way, so as to ensure that:

a) they ere integrated into a research strategy which allows for coping 
gradually and systematically with those problems deemed crucial for the 
development of scientifically based population policies within each 
country, and

b) the potential of their findings for theory building and comparative 
purpose is exploited fully.

As i t  i s  explained below, workshops are the usain v e h ic le s  through which 

these purposes are  expected to be achieved. A ll the a c t i v i t i e s  re la te d  to them 

should c r y s t a l l iz e  in  the- p roposal o f comparative p ro je c ts  to be ca rr ie d  out 

during 1976-77. The approved Programme o f A c t iv i t ie s  fo r  1975-76-77 has not 

sp e c if ie d  which those p ro je c ts  w ill  be, but in  general terms i t  is  expected th at 
they adopt two d if fe re n t  forms:

a) p ro je c ts  which are  the d ire c t  outcome o f the workshops. These p r o je c ts  

vrí.11 be centered on the p r io r ity  area covered by the s p e c i f ic  workshop 

and th e ir  com parab ility  w il l  r e s u lt  from having chosen a common research  

problem and having agreed upon the general methodology to be used, ra th er 

th at from fo llow ing the same research  design  or using the same instrum ents. 

In  other works, t h i s  type o f comparative p ro je c t  i s  b u il t  upon s p e c i f ic  

su b p ro jects which keep th e ir  in d iv id u a lity , but which are  coordinated

and th e ir  f in d in g s in teg ra ted  by the C entral U nit.

b) comparative p ro je c ts  in  which the C entral Unit chooses the problem, 

p repares the research  design , s e le c t s  the co u n tries to be covered, 

b u ild s  the instrum ents to  be used and determ ines the a n a ly s is  to  be 

done, a l l  t h is  then being suggested to p o ssib le  p a r t ic ip a t in g  cen tre s.

As in  the previous type, these p r o je c ts  v /ill involve s o c ia l  sc ien ces 
cen tre s from se le c te d  co u n trie s and the a n a ly s is  w il l  be p a r t ia l ly  done 

by them; the re sp o n sa b ility  fo r  coordinating the p ro je c t  a s  w ell a s  fo r  

the comparative a n a ly s is  o f the d a ta , w il l  remain vri-th the C en tral U nit.

Three p r o je c ts  o f the f i r s t  type are planned fo r  the period 1976-77, one 

fo r  each b a sic  p r io r ity  a r e a . In the area o f a g r ic u ltu r a l  development and 

population  dynamics, i t  i s  planned to in te g ra te  the in d iv id u a l p r o je c ts  a lread y  
being financed by PISPAL, or th a t might be financed in  the fu tu re , d ea lin g  with 

the impact o f d if fe re n t  m o d a litie s  o f a g r ic u ltu r a l  development on ru ra l employment 

and on ru ra l m igration  (both in tr a r u r a l  and ru ra l-u rb an ). The fo llow ing financed 

p r o je c ts  w ill  be included in  t h i s  cooperative e f f o r t :  "Demographic changes in  

d if fe re n t  a g r ic u ltu r a l  socio-economic con texts o f Mexico" (CEEDj E l C olegio  de 

M éxico); "Socio-economic c h arac te r iz a tio n  o f the ru ra l ai'eas o f A rgentina"
(CEUS, I .T .T ) ; "Development and ag rarian  s tru c tu re  in  B r a s i l "  (CEBRAP); "Population  

ru ra l development and m igration  in  C en tral America" (Programa Centroamericano de 

C ien cias S o c ia le s ,  CSUCA); "Population  dynamics; the case  o f the Uruguayan ru ra l 

se c to r"  (CIESU).
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A first integrated progress report on this project is planned to be 
finished by the end of 9̂76-, but its very nature makes it impossible to start 
working on the final report until the individual projects ere finished. Because 
of this it is not anticipated that it will be prepared earlier than 1977.

In the area of urbaniEation, industriali-zation and population, the main 
effort to integrate findings will be centered on the relationships existing 
between different urban settlemerit systems, the urban social stratification 
structure and the rates of natural growth of tiie urban population. The studies 
on ''Urban system, urban structure and marginality; the Brazilian case" (CEBEAP); 
"The insertion of the Argentinian worlcing class in the economic structure; 1952- 
1972" (CBUR, I.T.t ); "iligration arid health" (a SCOPAIIE) are the three presently 
financed projects which at this moment are more relevaht for those integrating 
purposes. It is expected that the coming workshop on the subject will bring 
as an outcome the formulation of new projects which might enrich both the number 
of countries included and the analyses done.

Because most of the individual projects participating in this cooperative 
effort will start in 1976, no integrated report is planned until 1977.

In the priority area dealing vrith the study of political structures and 
population policies, ccanparative research will develop along the lines of 
research suggested by the recent Seminar on the subject matter of this area.

On that basis, comparative research in this subject arra will be carried 
on through a project in which the core is made up by two specific and closely 
interrelated research problems that can be summarized as follows;

a) for different societies in^Latin America, what are the relationships 
that can be established between sets of policies that define different 
strategies of national development (i.e. policies of industrialization, 
agrarian reform, urbanization, employment and so), the structural features 
of socio-economic development and the demographic■dynamics of.these 
national societies;

b) for the same cases, what are the relationships that can be established 
between the political processes of policy making at the State level 
(phases, agents and issues), and the viability of population policies 
integrated into national strategies of planned development.
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Two p ro je c ts  already  being financed by PISPAL (CCSP "Development p o l ic ie s  
and s p a t ia l  d is tr ib u t io n  o f  the population  in  se le c te d  L a tin  American co u n trie s" ; 

CEIADE, "Development s t r a t e g ie s  and population  p o l ic ie s  in  l a t i n  ALaerica") w ill  

allow  to  fu rth e r  sp e c ify  some o f the r e la t io n sh ip s  involved in  th is  comparative 

a n a ly s is .  B e sid e s , i t  i s  expected th a t the next workshop in  t h i s  p r io r ity  area 

w il l  in crease  the number o f p ro je c ts  to be subm itted fo r  f in a n c ia l  support next 

y ear . Thus, an in te g ra te d  report of thi.s comparative p ro je c t  should not be 

expected before 1977.

One comparative p ro je c t  o f the second type i s  planned fo r  the period  1975- 

1977. The work advanced by the C entral Unit dux-ing 1975 has allowed to make 

some prelim inary  s p e c if ic a t io n  a s  to what the research  problem w ill  be and the 
cou n tries to  be covered.

With regard  to  the f i r s t  p o in t, i t  was considered d e s ira b le  fo r  the problem 
to  cut a c ro ss  the three p r io r ity  a re a s , so a s  to  complement and help in  the 

in te g ra tio n  o f f in d in g s  from the f i r s t  type o f p r o je c t s .  Taking t h is  in to  

account, i t  was decided to study on a comparative b a s i s  the in te r r e la t io n s  
e x is t in g  between reg io n a l investm ent p o l ic ie s  (both o f productive a c t i v i t i e s  and 

s e r v ic e s ) ,  settlem ent p a tte rn s o f the ru ra l a s  w ell a s  the urban population , 

d i f f e r e n t ia l  a c c e ss  to  se rv ic e s , and n atu ra l growth determiirants o f the ru ra l 
and sem i-rural population .

As to the cou n tries to  be covered, a f in a l  se le c t io n  w ill  be made among the 
fo llow ing: Venesuela, Colombia, Ecuador, Peru, B o liv ia  and Paraguay. S ev eral 

co n sid era tio n s were taken in to  account to  make th a t  p re iim im ry  se le c t io n : in  

the f i r s t  p lace , with the only exception o f B o liv ia , a country with the h igh est 

m o rta lity  c f  the reg ion , the population  o f  these co u n trie s i s  growing a t  r a te s  

h igher than the reg ion al average. In the second p lac e , with the exception  of 

Colombia and Venezuela, they a l l  are  l e s s  urbanized than the L a tin  American 

average. The two exception s are  cou n tries where the urban ization  p ro cess has 

been very f a s t  during the l a s t  decade, thus making them p a r t ic u la r ly  re lev an t 

fo r  the purposes intended.
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]?rom anotlier point of view, it v/ae also taken into aceclmt: the need to 
obtain more information relevant for population policies from those countries 
7/hich, for vain.0us reasons, are at the moment poorer on this respect. By 
concentrating on those countries, not only the scope of comparable information 
will be considerably widened for scientific purposes, but also their governments 
will have a firmer basis for choosing among alternative policies, end their 
research centres will be strengthened.

Pinal decisions as to a sharper definition of the research problem and the 
countries and centres to be included will be taken during the second semester of 
1975. It is planned that the process of data collection will be initiated in the 
first semester of 197S, and thát the analysis as well as a general interpretation 
of the findings will be finished during 1977.

B . Dissemination of information relating to the Programme.

With the purpose of disseminating the knowledge accumulated throiigh the 
different research activities undertaken within PISPAD, the Progrtanme Committee 
has deemed of utmost importance to launch and editorial programme- Thid programme 
will be of special significance in the effort of reaching policy makers at 
different levels and of putting at their disposal the findings and results which 
are thought to contribute to the necessary scientific support of their work."

Therefore during 1975-77 the Programme aims at publishing through the Central 
Unit the reports of the different research projects, as they aré completed, so 
that their'results become known to professionals and students in the social 
sciences, to civil servants at decision-making levels in the area of population 
policies and to interested public opinion. Likewise, the Central Unit aims at a 
Wide diffusion of those documents prepared in or for the workshops and seminars.

Three books are planned to be publishéd duririg 1976: ■

1. Desarrollo Agrícola y Dinámica Poblaclonal (Agricultural Development end 
Population Dynamics), including a selection of the papers presented to 
the PISPAD Seminar on the subject;

2. Estructura Política y Políticas de Población (Political structures and 
population policies), a selection of the papers presented to the PISPAD 
Seminar on the same subject;
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3. La In v estigac ió n  en G ien ciss S o c ia le s  y l a s  P o l í t ic a s  de Población (S o c ia l 

Science Research and Population P o l ic ie s ) ,  now being prepared by the 

C entral U nit.

Por the moment, only two books are  planned to be published in  1977:'

1. U rbanización, E stru c tu ra  Urbana y Dinámica P ob lacional (U rban isation , Urban 

S tru c tu re  and Population  Dynamics), a se le c t io n  o f the papers to  be presented 

to  the Seminar on the su b je c t ;

2. M igración y D esarro llo  A gríco la  (M igration and A g r ic u ltu ra l Development) 

based on the f in a l  in teg ra ted  report o f the comjxjrative research  on the 

su b je c t .

a )  re p o rts  on research  p ro je c ts  undertaken by Member or. A sso c ia te  Centres 
w ithin the frame o f PISPAD;

b) documents on th e o r e t ic a l  and m ethodological approaches in  the s o c ia l  

sc ien ces a s  ap p lied  to population  s tu d ie s ;

c ) documents re le a se d  by the C entral U nit;

d) documents and re p o rts  from the Sem inars;

e) a p e r io d ic a l prepared by the C en tral Unit to rep o rt on the p ro g re ss  o f 
the a c t i v i t i e s  r e la te d  to  the Programme in  L a tin  America,

9/D. Workshops and sem inars.—

Workshops

In  order to  achieve the research  purposes described  above, three y early  

workshops have been programmed, in  which re search ers o f  Member C entres,
A-ssociated C entres and Guest C entres, w i l l  meet m th  one or se v e ra l o f  the 

fo llow ing purposes.*

a )  compare and analyze the d if fe r e n t  th e o re t ic a l end m ethodological 
approaches suggested by the C entral Unit o r by re search ers vdio are  
a lread y  a c tiv e  or vdio intend to  i n i t i a t e  s tu d ie s  on su b je c t in  the 

re search  a re a s  which f a l l  w ithin the scope o f  the Programme so a s  to 
a llow  a le v e l  o f coord ination  conducive to  a more sy stem atic  approach

to the corresponding f i e l d  o f study and, in  the long run, to  an in te g ra ­

tio n  o f the r e s u l t s  obtained ;

b) prepare and coordinate comparative research ;

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c) prepare research  p r o je c ts  in  v\hich two or more cen tres jo in t ly  aonlyze 

the same problem (cooperative  re se a rch )|

d) review  the p ro gress o f p r o je c ts  viiich have been undertaken using the 

coordination  mechanism affo rd ed  by the v/orkshops, and

e) examine p ro gress a tta in e d  by the C entral Unit in  the study o f  d if fe re n t  
a sp e c ts  o f  the research  a re a s .

One workshop m i l  be held y ear ly  fo r  each o f the three b a s ic  research  are a s  

a lread y  mentioned. Those to be held in  1976 w ill  be p a r t ic u la r ly  concerned with:

a) approving a coordinated research  programme fo r  each o f the p r io r ity  a r e a s ;

b) agreein g on the s te p s  to  be follow ed so a s  to  g rad u ally  and s is te m a t ic a lly  

analyze the d if fe r e n t  research  problems in  a l l  co u n tries involved;

c) d isc u ss in g  the an a ly se s made and su ggestin g  fu rth e r  an a ly se s o f the d ata ;

d) determining the procedure to be follov/ed so a s  to  make a v a ila b le  fo r  

secondary a n a ly s is  by the C entral Unit the data whj.ch a re  being gathered 

in  the d if fe r e n t  p r o je c ts .

The workshops during 1977 w ill  be devoted to review the work done in  each 
b asic  research  a re a , examine the p ro gress made by the C en tral Unit in  the 

in te g ra t io n  o f the d if fe r e n t  fin d in g s , evalu ate  th e ir  im p lica tio n s fo r  popula­

tio n  p o l ic ie s ,  and decide on the p u b lica tio n s to be made.

Seminars

In ad d itio n  to the workshops, the C entral Unit w ill  organ ize y early  sem inars 

during 1976-1977. While p a r t ic ip a n ts  in  the former a re  re se a rch e rs  from Member 

and A sso c ia te  Centres engaged in  p ro je c ts  financed by the Progiamme, the work­
shops thus having an in te rn a l ch aracter, in  the Sem inars, o ther h igh ly  q u a lif ie d  

p ro fe s s io n a ls , from L a tin  America or otherw ise, w ill  a lso  be in v ite d  to 

p a r t ic ip a te .  A ccordingly, th is  type o f s c i e n t i f ic  m eetings w il l  be concerned 

with:

a ) enabling re search ers involved in  the Programme to obtain  inform ation on 

the p ro gress achieved by review ing a given f i e l d  o f knowledge which has 

a d ire c t  in te r e s t  fo r  the Programme;
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b ) g iv in g  resesTOhers involved in  the Progirainme the opportunity to  p a r t ic ip a te  

in  d isc u ss io n s  in  order ;to compare th e ir  th e o re t ic a l  and m ethodological 

approaches with those suggested, by other re se a rch e rs  in  o th er reg io n s or 

in  L a tin  America, who are not d ir e c t ly  involved in  the Programme, and

c) f a c i l i t a t in g  the p re sen ta tio n  and d iscu ssio n  o f re p o r ts  on research  

p r o je c ts  completed.

A Seminar on Urban S tru c tu re , U rbanization  and P opulation  Dynamics i s  planned 
to  take p lace  during 1976. I t  i s  a ls o  planned th at by the end o f  1977 a Seminar 

on the gen era l problem area  covered in  the comparative re search  conducted by the 

C entral Unit w ill  be organ ized.
