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COORDINATION BEIWEEN THE INTER-AMERICAN ECONOMIC AND
SOCIAL COUNCIL AND ECIA.

Mr. MARTINEZ CARATIAS (Executive Secretary) reai a
Joint statement by the execulive secretaries of the
Inter-American Economic and Social Council and the Economic
Commiseion for Iatin Americe (B/CN.12/120). He said
that during ths present session of ECLA it had become
apparent that the economic problems of Latin America include
many different aspscts of mumerous phenomena. This should give
an opporvunity to Eoth organisme to cooperate to & better
vnderataniing of such problems, and meke it necessary to
maintain full cooperation andl coordinatlion in the tasks
of their Secretariats. Since both of them have to jeal
with aimilar problems the activities undertaken by any
one of the organisations should complement the results
obtainel by the other. He proposed a programme which
would avoid any duplication in the activities of the
Inter-imerican Economic and Social Council snd ECIA. He
expressed the belief that duve to the ;ack of statistical
data and the nature of the problems demlt with, the
economists take upon themselves a great responsibility,
which makes it necessery to maintain constant correspondence
and consultations. The two executive secretaries
understand that cooperation does not mezn that the
organisma should divide rigidly their field of interest.
Fach organization, however, should concentrate on those
activities from which the other one could also benefit.
They consider that their respective organizations should
help the secreterists vegerding the application of

resoluticons sphroved as being essentisl. This should

/include
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include instructions tc the Executlive Secretaries about
the progress of their tasks, their natuve ani‘scope,
requesting both gecretaries to rerors fo their respective
orpanizations on the implementaticon of their duties,
avoiding 3uplicstions.

Mr, FERRER VIEYRA (Argentina) cungratulated both
Executive Secretaries on their joint astatement ani
suggested to empover the Secretarist to send officials
to Washington so &s tc keep the Cumminsion inférmed
about the activities of the Inter-inerican Ecconomic and
Social Council. Mr, FEIRER VIEYRA eniced afterwards the
Secretariat to report on cocrdination at the next session
of the Comnlsssion.

Mr. MARTINEZ CaBAX.S (Executive Secretary) expressed
his thanks to ths Commission ant ststed that the
Secretarist will try, within the limits of its budgets,
to send officials to Washington ani‘that at the next
scesion the delegations will be spscifically informed
on coordination.

Mr. SMITH {inlted States of Americs) stated that he
would like to have an indication about the possibilities
of & more deteiled information concerning the provpossd
agtivities of the Executive Secretariss. He 3id not want
to meke any objections to the joint staterment and
expressed the hope that both of them will consuit esch
other about the plenning of future tesks.

Mr. TAYIOR {Executive Secretary of the Inber-American
Economic and Social Council) stated that he understood
that ths Council will give every information to ECLa that

may be nscessarr to sectre coordinstion offering the most

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complete cooﬁeration on behalf of the Council,

Mr. CORZALTZ (Uruguay) prop&sed amenduments to the

draft of the joint statement by the Secreteries.

(Cuba), ALVARADO (Bolivia) and SMITH (United States of

Mr. SANT: CRUZ (Chile) introduced a resolution to be
approveld along with the Joint statement of the Secretariats.
The proposed resolution reed: "The Fconomic Commission for
Latin America, considering its willingness to cooperate with
the agencies of the Oxgapization of American States which
work in the same fields es the Commiesion &nd in accordance
with the desire of the Inter-American Economic and Social
Council to avoid duplication of'tasks, takes note, with
gatiofaction, of the jolnt statement dy the Execuilve
Secretaries (E/CN.12/120) and deems that the fullest
implementations of the tasks expressed in such statement,
will contribute to the fulfilment of the mandate glven to
the Commission in paragraph 9 of the resolution of February
25, 16kg."
