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1, The secretarict submits to the Commission, for its information,

the attached Note, preparsd by the secretarist of the Prepesrstory
Commnission of the International Atcmic Eunergy agency, which describes

the basic feetures of the IAEA, os well zs developments since the approval
of the Asencyls Statute,

2, At the sause time, the Executive Secretary wishes to draw the attenticn
of the Commission to resolution 597 B (XXI) adopted by the Economic and

Sociel Council at its twenty-first session, which, ipter-alia,

specielized agencies concerned, to prepare for submission to

the twenty-fourth session of the Council a report on possible

applications of atomic energy, especially in the fields of

power, industry ¢nd agriculture,
3. This repoert is at present being prepared at United Netions Headquarters,
Following an exchange of views during the meeting of an advisory panel of
expertx on econumic applications of nuclear encrgy, which opened on 25
February and completed its work on 8 March 1957, it was decided that the
report would comprise two parts: the first, exclusively concerned with
the economics snd applicetion of atomic energy in the fizld of power,
industry and sgriculture; the second conbaining supporting material,
nsmely, the replies of the Govermments of Brazil, Canada, Francs, Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics, United Kingdom, end United States of
America to the questionnaire addressed to them; meterial releting to the
technical, administrative, iraining and safety aspechs of ostonic energy;

and relevant tables and chaits,

THE INTERNATIONAL ATOMIC DNSRGY AGENCY

1. The Statute of the Internstional Atomic ZEnersy Agency is the product
of almost three yesrs of negotietlons widch begen nfter the zddress by the
President of the United States to the Genersl Assenbly on & Decenber 1953.

/These nezotiations
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These negotiations were initially conducted in Washington by the United
States and a group of other countries, and culminated in the final
Conference on the Statute at United Nations Headquarters from 20 September
to 26 Octcber 1956,

2, The Agency will be under the auspices of the United Natlons and the

latter has taken an active interest in the evoluticn o the Agency,

3. The objectives of the Agency as set forth in the Statute are to

accelerate ond enlarge the conitribution of atomic energy to peace, health
and prosperity throushout the world, and to ensure, so far as 1t is able,
that assistance provided by it or at its request or under its supervision

is not used in such & way as to further sny militery purpose,

e The Agency will be the body primerily responsible for the inter-
nationel peaceful uses of stomic energy in the fields covered by its
Statute. The scope of its authority includes activities to encourage

and assist the developmz=nt and the nractieal application of atomic energy
throughout the world, It mey act as an intermediary in securing services,
materials, equipment or facilities from one member for ancther; and it

may perform operations or services useful in the development or practical

application of atumic energy for peaceful purposes,

5, Within this framework, the Agency is authorized to supply materials,
services or equipment to members, with due consideration for the needs

of the under-developed areas of the world; to foster the exchenge of
gcientific 2nd technical information; to encourage the exchange and training
of scientists and experts, and in certain circumstances to scquire or
establish any facilities, plant or equipment nseful in cerrying oubt its
functions.

6, The igency is also required by its Statute to establish and administer
safeguards to ensure that its ectivities are not used in such a way as to
further eny military purpose end to apply these sefeguards, at the,

request of the parties, to bileteral end multilaberal arrangements, These

safeguards are spelled out in coasiderable debail in the Stetute, The

/Agency!s rights
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Agency's rights and responsibilities with réspect to safeguards will

be prescribed in each sgreement, and will be limited to the extent
relevant to the project or arrangement concerned. They will accordingly
vary considerably in each case, They are to be applied only to ensure
that the project or arrangement in cquestion will not further any military
purpose, that it complies with applicable heelth and safety stendards and

that it will permit effective application of safeguards,

7. The Statute also authorises the igency to estobiish or adopt, in
consultation with other internstional organizatioas concerned, eppropriate
standerds for the preservation of health and safety, and to apply these
standards to its own opsrations as well as to those brought under its
supervision,

8, In carrying out its functions, the Agency 1is required to conduct
its activities in accordance with the purposes and principles of the
United Nations ond in conformity with the disarmament policies of the
United Nations. It is also required to submit annual or other reports
to the organs of the United Nations and in particular to inform the
Security Council and the General Assembly if there is nonwcompliance

with the safeguzirds incorporated in «n agreement,

9, Initial mambership of the Agency is open to the eighty States which
signed the Statute. These States may become members by depositing an
instrument of ratification with the Government of the United States,
Subsequent membership is open to sll States whose membership has been
approved by the Apency upon a determinstion that the State concerned is
able and willing to carry out obligations of membership and after dus
consideration if its obility end willingness to oct in eccordance with
the purpeses and principles of the Charter of the United Notions, The

Agency is based on the principle of the sovereign equality of all Members,

10. The governing bodies of the Agency will he a General Conference
consisting of all menbers and a Beard of Governors, The authority of

the General Conference includes the spproval of new members, consideration

Jof the
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of the annusl reports of the Board of Governors, apvrovel of the

budget, and approval of various reports to the United Nations and

of agreements between the Agency ond the United Hoticns and other
organizations, The General Conference is empowcred to discuss any
questions within the scope of the Statute and it may wske recommendations
tc the membership of the Agency or to the Boapd of Governors on any such

questions,

11, The Board of Governors will be composed of: (a) spproximately 13
members designeted by the outgoing Boerd of Governors on the basis of
functional and geograpaical criteria, including advancement in ths
techneclogy of atomic energy, production of source msterials and supply
of techniecal assiétance; and (b) 10 members elected by the General

Conference zlso with due regard for world-wide geographical representation,

12, The Board of Governors hias asubhority to carry cul the functions of the
Agency, subject to its responsibilities to the (Gensrel Conference, and it
is required to submit %o the Jatter annual reports on the operations of
the Agency &nd certain categories of reports which the Agency will send to
the United Natious snd moy send to other internstional organizations,

13, The Director Generzl of the Agency is to be appointed for four years
by the Board of Goveraors, with the zporoval of the General Conference, He
will carry out his functions subject to the general direction of the Board
of Governors. The Statute containg provisions to ensure the independence
of the staff and to prevent‘the disclosure of industrial secrets or other

confidential information,

1k, The Statute makes speciosl provision for vhe supply by members of
information, materials and services, ecuipment end {facilities to the Agency,
Members are, for instanc:, required to muke svailable all scientific
information developed zs & result of Agency assistcnce, sna may also mske

available fissiopable materials, source materials snd other meterials,

15. Any member or group of uembers desiring to seb up a pesceful atomic

enorgy project may reguast the essistunce of the .szency to procure special

/fissionable and
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fissionable and other meterials, services, ecuipment end facilities
necesaary for their purpose, While the Agency will not be required
to provide gusrantees or to assume any financizl responsibility for
the project, it may assist in meking arrengements to secure finances

from outside sources.

16, The Agencyis expenditures will be classified in two categories, The
first cotegory consists of adminigtrative expenses and the cost of
implementing safeguards snd storing end hendling fissionazble materials,
In general these expenses will be epportioned smongst all members on a
scale for which the United Nations scale of assessments shall serve as

a guide, The second category relates to those expenses incurred in
assisting individual members or groups of members, These are to be
covered by payment eccording to a uniform scale of charges by the menbers
concerned, Provision is also made for the receipt of voluntary

contributions by the Agency,

17. Provision is made in the Statute for relationship with the United
Nations and other orgenizations. The Statute also provides for the
recognition of the legal capacity of the Agency ond for the zrent of -
privileges and imuunities to the Agency, to delegetions and the governing
Board, and to the Director General and staff, It niskes provision for
the reference ol certsin legal cuestions to the Internationel Court of

Justice,

18, The Agency will come inbto being when eighteen signestory States,
including at least three of z group of [ive Statesl/; hoave aenosited
instruments of retification,

19, To make all necessary sdveuce preporstions for the first session of
the General Conference and the first meeting of the Board of Governors,
the Statute esteblishes an eighteen-nation Freparatory Coumission which
was constituted on 26 COctober 1956, The Preperstory Comsission is to
designate the non-elscted members of the first Boerd of Governors and to

make studies, reports and recommendations on subjects requiring immediate

periea /ottention, These
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attention., These include such matters as the financing of the Agency,
programmes snd budget for the first year, the establishment of s
permsnent Agency steff and the location of the headquarters of the
Agency, The Preparatory Commiassion is required to prepere a draft
agreement between the Agency and the United Nations and to moke
recormmendations concerning the relationship of the Agency to other

international organizstions.

20. In 1956 the Austrian Government offered to mske facilities available
for the headquarters of the Agency. The Conference on the Statute noted
this ofier with satisfaction and expressed the opinion that Vieana would
be a suitable site for the Agency,

21, The Preparatory Commission has been in session ab the United Nastions
Headquarters in New York since its dinception on 26 October 1956, It has
entered into preliminary negotistions with the United Fations on the
question of the relationship zgreement end hes vegun studizs of the tasks
conferred upon it by the Statute, ineluding the preparsticon of recommendetions
regarding ﬂhe programmes and budget for the first year of the .\gency. These
studies are still in 2 pralimipary phase, Among the subjects which have
been considerad by the first meeting of an expert oriking Group of the
Comnission are research in the pesceful uses of astomic cnergy, reactor
progrommes and other prectical applications of stomic energy, the exchenge
of information, the treaining of scientisis and expsrits, and guestions
relating to heslth and sefety and safeguards,

22, The Prep:zratory Cormission has decided in princinle to hold the first
gession of the General Conference and the first meeting of the Board of
Governors in Vienna snd it has undertaken preliminasry consultations with
the Austrisn Government, It has also set 19 sugust 1957 as a target date
for the opening of the first sesslon of the General Conference, It will
of course be possible to meet this target dute only il sufficient

rotifications are recslived in time,
