STATEMENT BY MR. VILDCSOL® OF THE CHILE.N DELAG) TIGN
AT THE PLEN.AY SESSION ON 1 SEPTEMBER 1955
i Mr. Chairman, fellow Delegates: The delegation of Chile only
wishes to add o few words t> the cutstanding strtements already mrde by
Lelegates to this session. I want to refer, Mr, Cheirmen, to the problem
of programming snd the way in which my country h=s tackled this problem.
A Bhort time ago, we heard Dr. naul Prebisch emphotically repeat
the pressing neced which exists for »11 under-developed countries to reach
a higher st~ge of industrislization in order to give employment of greater
productivity tc the surplus agrarian populstion, I would like 1o express
the entire agreement of the Chilesn deleg tion with these fundamental
concepts. Many years »go Chile already understood the imperntive need of
this phenomenon ~nd established one of the earliest institutions for

geconomic develcpment in Lotin fmerica, I refer to the Coporacidn de Fo-

mento de ia Produccidn, I do not want to give full detnils of the func-

ticns carried out to dote by this body, because its work is well known
throughout the region ~nd has served as a model for similer organizations
in other L-tin American countries,

The Corporacidn de Fomento, during its five years of existence,

hes established the brsic industries of Chile’s economy which ~re the
fundamental suports for its development: energy, petroleum anG steel,
in addition to many other smoller suppleméntary industries, Without
the risk of exeggeration, we cen say thot industrialization in Chile

only began to ~cquire substantial proportisns when the Corporacifn de

Fomento was created, The wany menufecturing branches which have
developed as a result of the basic industries mentioned nbove, have
allowed this sector to abserb a growing propertion of the rgriculiural
popul-tion. In consequence, Chile today hrs one of the lowest percentages
of sctive popul-tion employed in -~aricultura in the region.

Despite the accelernted rote of industrialization which hew
chrrreterized Chile’s rccent growth, techniczl progress in agriculture
hins not kept pfce with this progress ~nd ~ diseguilibrium has thus bsen
coused which hrs unfavoursbly influcnced the over-all economic development

of our country. Thet is why the growth of Chile’s gross notionsl product

/does not
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does not reflect the vigorous exononsion of its industry. In recent years,
os @ reaction to these events, the Govermment of my country decided to
attack the problem of the relatively backward state of agriculture and
requested international crgonizations, such as the Internationcl Bank

or, Recenstruction and Development and the Food and sgriculbture Organization
of the United Nations to send a2 field mission to study the problem and
suggest apporopiate solutions, Once my Goverrment had r6061ved the Joint
report ¢f these two bodies, it immediately proceeded to prepare a complete
programme for the develorment of agriculturc, which alse had to inciude
the problem of transport, This plan for the development of agriculture
has becn presernted for the consideration of the two orgonizations, to
obbain the necessary technieal ana financiel aid for its implementation,
It shows how well the Govermment of Chile hos understood the suggestions

mede by BCLA for so long o period and which were so clearly expressed by
the Exccutive Sceeretary,

This plan, even though it only covers & fraction of Childe's
gconemic activity, will certainly serve as 2 besis for the over-all
progromming of economice develoment in my country., Consequently, we have
welcomed with sympathy ond gratitude the efforts displayed by ECLh to offer
a methodolo¢1cal 1ngnrunen+ for programming te the Latin nmerlcqn nwtlons

I ulso wont to mention some general ideas on foreign troade policy
in my country. at o later stage, in the apnropricte committee, my
Delegation will be pleased to desl with this subject in all the detail it
merits,

. Fellow Delegotes, Chile fully comprehends that foreign trade is
o decisive factor in development problems and That, 2s o direct result,
it is absolutely essential to raise inter-Lotin-dmerican trade to higher
levels, For this reason, my country is willing to do 2ll in ibs power
to establish a2 system which will enable trade between the countries of
the region to be liberalized ond to establish mutual markets for specific
goods.

This attitude on the part of Chile continues o policy which has
dated since the nindteenth century. It is apparent in a number of
cgreements with BEuropean countries which, with the exception of the
most-favoured-nation clause, envisaged benefits or preferences similar

/to those
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to those Chile had given to nations of this region,

Today, the General agreement on Tariffs and Trade represents o
factor of importance in the commercinl policy of my country. We believe
this multiloteral agreement has been o useful element in stabilizing our
expory trade.

I want to close by repecting the sincere copgroetulations of the
Govermment and the Chilean Delegation to ECLA and its magnificent body
of economists for such complete studies, which have so much significance
for the economic future of Lotin imerica, I am abgolutely sure that we
ghall cobtain impertant and valuable conclusions from this meeting, which
will contribute to link still further the fruitful and cordisl relations

which exist between zll our countries,

of its ancient University, one of the cldest on this continent.

ECLA is o kind of seminar for economic studies, and no
other amphitheatre Could suit i1t so well as this austere city,
whose spirit partnkes of the loftiness of the Andes thot
surround it. Here the thinker, the academician, the economist,
are preporing to undertake research and programming which may
prove of the gre~test bencfit to 2ll our communities. |

The spirit of warm friendship with which the
Government of Colombia hos weclcomed the delegntions to the
present sixth scssion of ECLA mokes this hospitality even more
cordinl and implels me to express, on behalf of my country, our
appreeintion oand gratitude.

The preccdents estnblished at former meetings of this
rcglonal agency of the Unitcd Notions inspirc us with the hope
that ot the cutcome of this meeting, to which studies of
outstonding importonce hove nlreody been submititcd by the
sceretoariot, the complex cconomic problens with which the

JAmerican republics
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Americon republics ore frced today, will be set forth as
cffectively os possible.

None of us con £2il te 2prrecinte ECLA’s contribution
at its full worth, It has already brought about o revolution
in this region’s approach 4o cconomic oroblems which is yiclding
censtructive resulis, TIts 2dnireble work of resenrch and
analysis hns freed us, in 7 relatively short time, from 2
nucber of prcjudicés which were distcrting the vision of our
ceonomists and cenfirming thes in 2 nesiticn of iscloticn from
the boasic economic probloms of the Irtin dAmcricon countries.

The cotnlytic effect of its nction is. clrendy mmking itself
fe¢lt, not only in the tcehnienl resources of the professionnl
ccononists, but f©lso in govermment proccdurcs, ond, in addition,
is apporent in the behovieur pn%tern.of those seciors which
most fully represcnt the Americon comnunities.

s the Delegnte of Brazil, I hove greot pleasure in
stressing the importonce of this Commission. Indced, the
nethodology adopted in its studies and the results cof its
anclytic research on Brnzil s cconony Set up nodels which ocur
own research orgonizations are striving to imitote, 2nd which
‘have conscquently given risc to substontinl nodificntions in the
work of our stotistical institutions -ond in the interpretotion

of c¢conomic dats, Recentliy, 2 government body of outstnnding

importonce, the Bonco Wacionol do Descnvolvinento Econonico,
asked the ECLY secretorict do collabornte in the troining of a
group of speciclistes whosc ¢fforts woere to be devoted to

/applying in
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aprlying in Brozil, by means of prolonged ond thorough rescarch in
into the country’s econonic structure, the tcchnique of econonic
developnent projections which wos introduccd in 1953, and the
prospeets for which scen to us highly nronising.

The results of this jeint effort, which would have
been impossible without the technicnl co-opcrotion of ECLA,
are now subnitted to the dele gotes here assenbled for their

pproaisal ond criticism, This pioneer study, if the consicderable

Sstrtisticol deficicnceies 8till in existence in oy cocuntry are
taken inteo account, not only constitutes o point of deporture
for nmore conprehensive and occurnte studies, but even now
offers invalunble elements for the fernulation of alternative
pelicies of econsmic development, adjusted to current
circunstonces,

In fact, ECLi’s cctivities cover three distinct ficlds.
In the first placc, its studics supply us with increcasingly
recolistic and precise informntion 228 to the ccononic structure
and the developrment problems of the countries of Iotin Americn,
In the second nlace it 2cts 28 on orgon of generel and specific
technical assistonce, The Training Centre for Econconists, in
o serics of courscs and seninars, has enabled o large nunber
of Letin ﬁmerican gcononists to acquire o thorough knowledgze
both ¢f the concentunl instruménts of eccnonic annlysis which
ore c8sentinl for o proper grasp of ¢cononic developrent os it
takes place in cur ccountries, ~nd of the nost suitoble techniques

for denling with the nroblcems which such growth 5pontaneousiy

Jacnerctes. They
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gcnefates, They hove thus been troined for.effective
collaberation in the pubiic or privote ocdninisiration of

cach cowtry. Specifically, by scnding its gualificd cxperts
tc the voricus countries, BCLL h&srhelped in thc exccution

of highly importont works. Thirdly, a8 a naturnl outcome of
suoﬁ studies and such assistance, ond of pleonry sessions like
the present, it offers useful suggestions for the working out
of guiding principles for economic policy.

Lt the same time, the studics submittcd to the
consideration of this necting, cnoble the difficulties freing
our c;untries te bé defined ond the possibilitics of cverconing
them teo be assessed.  With impartial.rcalism, they point out
the persistence of "cleor symptoms of weckness in the rote of

atin Smericn’s econonmic dGVClopmenﬁ“, A8 the introduction to

the Econgmic Survey puts it, "despitc some circunstnntiol

evidence, throughout the year 1954 the factors unrovourchle to
the rcecavery of the high rates of growth ctiained by ILotin
fperica during the five ycars imnediotcly ofter the chond Viorld
Wer, rother thon slackening, have continued te opercte.”

| It is true thot according to prelinminary cstinntes
of Brazil’'s nationol revenuc for 1954, its reaol income has
continuced to increcsc, desSpite the lower rote of investrment in
the two preceding years. HNevertheless, if the internnl and
cxternel foctors thot contributed teo Brazil’s ccononic
development during the post-war period, are properly oppraised,

/the prospects
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the prospeets for the next fow years, on o boasis of 8pbntnﬁcous
develeoprment, comnet be vicwed with optimism, From 1939 to 1954,
according to the doto cormpiled in the onolysis and projections
of Br~zil’s cconcnic developnent to which we hove alluded, the
rote of econonic growth cctually wos exceptionnlliy high. In

nonetary terms, the volume of avoailable
rose fronm 175 thousand nmillicn cruzeires, 2% 1952 prices, to
413 thousond millions, or, in other words, was ncre thon

doubled. In relative terns, this cexponsion nennt on annual

per capite increment of 3.4 per cent Zuring the period under

review. If, within +this re¢lotively prolenged phree, we
consider shorter pericds, it con be seen thot during the
pest-wor yeors, thoat is, from 1940 tco 1945, the cvernge per
capite rote of growth stocd ot 0.7 per cent. In the next five
five-yenr peried it reoched 6.2 »or cent, ond in the lost, 4.5
per cermt, It shiould bec noted, howcver, thot these highly
significant results were sirongly offcected by cxternal fretors
which accounted for a2 total contribution of 116 thousand nillion
cruz¢iros between 19%9 ~nd 19%4., To judge by the conditions ot
present wrevoiling, it wceuld be unreclistic to assume thot

this fovournble c¢xternnl influence is likely to contiauc.
Should 1t not do so, the mrintononce of o rote of developnent
conparcble with that of the mericd under revicw, 1if o high rate
of investrent is postuleoted, will tend to demnnd o reduction

of the incrcnment in consumntion, ond even ¢f its nrescnt

/volune, eithcr
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volune, c¢ither indircctly through on openly inflationory
nrocess, or difcctly, by mcons of specific contrgls, Cleorly,
both nrocesses, oport frem their innumseroble intrinsic
disadvantages, nrc highly undcesircble for o country where
the stondords of living ore low.

Tz tnke into Considcrhtion only the rnost rcecont
neriod, from 1948 4 1954, grvoss investnent, which st the

riillion cruzcires, atthinc? its nenk of 65 thousond millions
in 1952, and in the lasi twe ycors slightly dccelinced, unde
the influence of exfcrnal fectors, thovgh in both relotive and
obscolute terms 1t wos Still‘higﬁcr than thot registcred for
19483, Dcsnite the foct thot throughout this whole peried the
shore of investment in notionnl expenditure cexceaded 12 per
cent, there was no effective reducticn in consurmption, which,
on the centrory, rose steadily., It shcould be pointed out,
however, thot these results would not hnve been cbinined if-
it hod net been for certtin factors which were strictly
srenking indencndent of Brozil’s dorestic cffort, oné of
norkedly tronsient chorneter. The trend of the terms cof trade,
which hod evelved under such foveournble nuswnices in the last
two five~-yenr perions, wos reversed o5 frenm the cnd of 1954,
nor, in current circunstnnees, docs it sccen rengonnble to
assune thot it will recover., [Murthermore, in consequence
of the fintneinl burdens inpcscd by short-tcrn debts or cother

Jeconnitnents, port
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conrtitnents, prrt of the preoduct of the internal saving effort
will hrve to be Jdiverted obreod,

Trking such trends into account, and on the assunption
of given bosic relaticnships, the study on Brozil’s cconenie
developnent, without introducing pessimistic hypotheses o8 to
the froetors deternining srowth, reaches the cenclusion thnt,
in 21) likelihced, between 1955 and 1962 it will nct be possible
to attoin o rote of growth conpornble to that recorded in the
recent past. The stuly aodds thot if in the coursc of the next
five yenrs Brozil were to 1ose the whole of the inprovement in
the terms of trade which it secured during the foregoing
five-year period, its econonic progress would be even nore
severely restricted.

Consequently, oy o untry, which ncturally hos no
wish to scec o continuance cof the discrenoncies between it
and nore highly-develoned econonies, is foced with the problens
of overconing thesc difficultics,

If we toke inteo nccount only cur donestic ¢ffort to
inprove substontinlly upon the forccost boasced on current
tendencics, we sholl be  obliged 12 have rccoursc to two
nethcds or +to o combination of‘them both, In the first nloce
we shall have to roisc the rote of soving; ond this, o8 hos
alrendy becen pointed out, necessarily reons o reduction in the
ro.te of incrcase of consumpfion, which invclves censidernble
proctical difficulties. In the sccond ploce, by neons of

/o wise
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o wise crientation of investment policy, we shall have to
inprove the rotic between the nntionel product and existing
productive capitel. Terhans this lotter is the nore fruitiul
aiternntive,

Innsnuch as this problcen nust be systcinticolly
teckled, with duc rcgord to the over-oll cconony ond the
interdepcndence-of the voricous ccononic activitics, the moin
gffort to solve it must toke the form of the destruction of
bottlenecks or +the restoraticn of the balonce between the
vericus sectors, so o8 to renove obstacles to the developnent
precess., To this end, Brozil, aware of the impoertance of
eliminating such haondicaps, has been pursuing a policy of
chonnelling an even lorger velunce of savings towards those
sectors whosc inndequnte growth is_prevcnting the sicady
expansion of the rest. Thus, by ncans of non-inflationory
nrocedures, it hns crented specific ond generel funds to
nrovide resources for investnent in these fields,

Nevertheless, whilec it is true thot some of the

sectors in dquestion, a8, for instance, €nergy ond tronsntort
y y b s ’

are potently arong those which should reap the benefit of such
a policy, there are othecrs which ore olso sources of
disequilibhriuvn but which arc not so cleorly aprarcent. The

identificotion of these scctors, ond the neced to estoblish

bl

prioritics in view of the sconty resources ovonilable, induced
ny country’s governmenit, and the crgonizotions rcsronsible

/for the
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for the handling of the funds set up, to give their decided
support to structural surveys of Brazil’s economy, like the
one made with ECLA”s co-operation.

This rational line of action, which implies neither
over~all programming nor the imposition of economic controls, is
essential for the develcopment of private initiative itself.
Conversely, without these guiding principles, a progressive
contraction of free enterprise would take place.

One of the most serious difficulties with which
Brazil is at present confronted is the disequilibrium in its
ba}ance of payments. The total lack of a substantial inflow
of liquid foreign capital, and the pnredicted deterioration of
the terms of trade in relation to the recent pcricd,.call for
measures which, on the one hand, will promote the best possible
utilization of such foreign exchange as enters the country and,
on the other, will encourage the expansion of the export trade.

Brazil's economic developmént shows an irrevocable
trend towards import replacement, which has been revealing
itself in an intensive process of industrialization. Owing
to this long-term trend, the ratio between imports and national
expenditure is gradually decreasing and the composition of
imports is being substantially modified. Nevertheless, as a
general rule, this same tendency creates a need for further
imports of raw materials and capital goods; but the |

satisfaction of such requiremcnts is hampered by the capacity

/ to imnort
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to import. This copnecity is well known +5 be the outcone of
thrce foetors, nonely, the quontun of cxperts, the terms of
trode ond the inflow of feoreign capitel, The outlock 2lreadly
described mokes it urgently nccesscory te rromote the expoansion
cf experts. With this end in view, the Brozilinn Government
is mnking cvery pessible effort to overt 2 situntion which
would nrove intcolercble, OF coursc, it docs not forget thet
this nnust be acconplished within 2 fronewerk of internationnl,
and e¢specinlly inter-ircricon co-oncrnticn, ~nd thot possiblc
effects on the countries of this henisvherc rnust be censtontly
borne in mind. Thc recent ogreement concluled between Brazil,
Gernneny, the Unitcd Kingdon ond Holland, and mentioned by Dr,
Roul Prebisch in his nosterly address, constitutes on of the
measures concerned, It is also worth while pointing out thet
this understonding,in which cther countrics noy ultinately
marticinpote, represents o step towards the negotinticn of
nultiloteral clearing cperntisns hetween Latin Americon and
Burereon countries., It will ke recalled thot ot its fifth
session ©ECLL exvnressed itself sntisficd thot it would be
roseible to carry out this tyvne of tronsection throuch the
focilities provided by the Furcpern Poynents Union, and
requested the secrectoriat, in collaboration with the o-rroprinte
interm ticoncl agencies,te ~ursue the studiecs 2lrendy besun to
this ¢nd, 2and ~l1lso to eximine the mest suitoble methodls for
rutting then into ¢ffect,

/Furtherncre, the
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Furthernore, the Brozilicon Government's intercst in this
sericus problen is lending it to unlerinke studles 2incd at
secking the right sclutions to bring atout an exponsicn of
the velure of Brozil’'s exiports.

It weuld, howcver, be deeply regrettnble if such cims
were defented by on adversce novenent in the prices of cur
export nreducts.  Unfortunctely, this is o »ossibility which

nct cnly threatens ny own country’s ¢xrortoble

s

coods, but also
constitutes o nentce to all Lotin Americon exporitcers of princry
»roducts, Hessures fire reguired which will be the result of
international co-cpcration ond which will =21low sone check ot
least to be nloced on the fluctuations in the nrices of such
comnodities, stabilizing them nore firmly ot satisfoctory
levels,

The suggestioqé cn this yoint prepored by the Working
Connmittee 2prointed by the ECLY sceretorict, ond submitted to
the Meeting of Ministers of Finance c¢r Econony, ot the fourth
gxtrooriinary session of the Inter-imericnn Fconcmic ond

Socinl Council, held ot Rio de Janeiro in UWovenber, 1954,

should be the object of coreful considceration on the nort of
both gevernments ond internotionnl orgonizations.,

The copacity teo inmrmort and, ur te o noint, the
possibility cf roising the stondor? of living, lorgcely denend,
in Latin Jnerico, on the world »rices of coffec, a product
which concerns fourtcen of the countries of the region ond is
of gZrect inrmortonce t: eirht of then. Wevertheless, o Dr.

/Roul Prebisch
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Roul Trebisch rightly nointced cut in his rcrort, thesc prices
ore innerilled by the likelihecd of ovew-nroducticn in the
near future, though ot the rrescnt time this nossibility

hos becone nore rem~te, on nccount of the recent frosts and
their devostating e¢ffcet on the Brozilian crop.

This wos o cisnster for Brozil, since the doto
conpliled reveal thot the Stote of Far-nn - Brozil's new
Promised Tond where coffec i¢ concerncd - witnessed the donrpe
or destructicn of 300 millicn coffee trees. This will meen
thoet the horvest in the Stote in quosticn, for the agriculturnl
jeﬁr 1956/57, will be only onc-fourth of the normal fisurc.

The cotastrophe was o1l the greater hecousc, wherens
in Brnzil such frogsts ore n cyclicol :hcnomenén which reaprenrs
in o nore cor less oecoute form ot overagse intervols bf eleven
yeors, on this ccceanion it wes rejéited within thec short spocce
of two YEﬁTS,lSS in 1953 fundanentrl domagse hod been deone in
the Stotcs of Dopann and Sta Toule, Althoush for Brozil +his
wos on irreporcble ctlomity, the July froests in the rrescent
yeor scrveld to stabilize the price of coffee on the world
norket by re-estoblishing the bolance between supply =nd demand
if we toke rroduction figures for the current and future crone
os o wholce, '

But the increasce in the preduction of coffee
throughout the world should be o 8scurce éf overwh ning anxicty
to the coffece-prowing countrics of I~tin fAnmericr., which o~y

/fin? thcnsclves
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find themsclves foced teo-morrew with o foll in coffec nrices,
in censeguence of ovir-nrocduction.

Bven so, o comnen effort would be capoble of averting
this donger, cither by acticn designed to incrense consunytion,
o5 4 cvén, if circunstoncces demanded it, by reons of an
internnticnal agreencnt such o8 18 being studied by the
Srecial Ceoffece Cemnission of the Inter-imericen Boccononic ond
Scecial Council., To this cgrecment 2llusion wos nnde in these
discussions cnly wvesterday by the Delcgate of the United States,

Tt will not bc surcrfluous too 2d,. by way of
concluding the nresent remorks, thot the inteasive drnestic
effert, with its rencrcussicns on the rote of incre-se of
censunpticon, which cur eccenonies will be called upen to noke
in order t2 pnintoin their rote of develonnent, night be
nitigeted if n~n 2dequnte degrec of stinulus were »rovided
by internctionsl technienl ond finoncinl co-crerotion.

It is an established oand oft-reitercted foct thot
in recent ycnrs foreign coanitol hos mode o relotively sonll
contributien to Lotin ‘nerico’s develornent,

In the cosc of nmy own country, os is dercribed in the
study on the »rogronming of cceoncmic developent, the exrerience
of history shows thot the contribution of foreign capitol
hnve been only srinll ond oceosicnal, voiloble data show
thot os fron half-way through the last century, there hos
been no ¢ ecade in which the infiow of rcal goods and Services
intc Brozil hns exceeded their outflow.

T 2o not fcel thet it is neeessary to Stress thot the
weakening of the inflow of =rivate copitol is in ne way Jue
to o hostile nttitude on the »ort of the countries delrived
of it. Rother is. it the result of o lack of cencrnl .

/cecononic and
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cconcnic ~nd tecchnienl frcilities which recduccs the incentive
to »riveote invesitnent., Unfortunntely, these bosic focilities,

1. The Ecconomic and Socinal Council is grateful to the Adwisory
Committee on Administrative and’ Budgetary Questions for its review,
made at the request of the General 4dssembly, of the adninistrative
procedures and expenditures of the Expanded Programme c¢f Technical
Assistance, and for the comments and suggestions set out in parts I
and IT of its firgst 1"epor't§'i to the General assembly at i1ts ninth
session.

2. With regard to the ﬁatters reviewed in part I of the report of
the Advisay Committee, the Council approves the views and
recommendations of its Technical issistance Committee, which are
stated below:

a) While recognizing that in addition to the resident representative
of the Technical Assistance Board who, in connexicn with the
shift of emphasis to country programming have been assigned a
special responsibility under Council resolution 5142 B.(XVIEI),
there may -be a need for agency regional representatives and
country mission chiefs, the Technical Assistance Committee has
requested the Technical Assistance Board and the participating
organizations to keep under review their arrangements for field
representation with a view to appreopriate inter-agency
co-ordinaticn in the field, and to eliminating any unnecessary
posts and overlapping functions and to report to TiC on this
matter. The TAC reiterated its views that all participating
organizations should make the fullest possible use of the
resident representatives.

b) The TAB secretariat and the participating organizations have
‘been urged in promoting the objectives of the Expanded Programme.
to make the fullest use of the existing administrative and other
services of the United Nations and the.specialized agencles, in
order that as rmuch as possible of the Special jhccount may be
available for operational purposes.

¢} The Executive Chairman has reocrted that the Consultative _
Committee on Administrative Questions has reviewed the present
classification of costs in the light of the recommendation of
the Advisory Committee that the present distinction between
"administrative®™ and "indirect operational costs™ be removed,
and produced a unanimous report, which has been endcrsed by
TAB and the Administrative Committee on Co-ordination, It is
proposed that the new classification of costs, which will bring
the accounting practices of the Expanded Programme into line
with those of all the other operating agencies in the United
Nations, should go into operation on 1 January 1956.

d} The Executive Chairman has reported that intensive efforts
have again been made this year by the participating
organizations and the TAB secretariat to reduce the level of
those costs which are now classified zs indirect operational
and adminigtrative costs to the lowest level consistent with
the efficient operation of the programme. The TAC noted with
satisfaction that the Executive Chairman expected that, in
1955, those costs would not exceed the limits suggested by the
Advisory Committee, namely, 12 to 14 per cent of total programme
costs in the case of the participating organizations, and
approximately 5 per cent of the total cost of the Expanded
Programme in the case of the TAB secretariat and field staff,
in spite of the heavy additional responsibilities reSulting

from the new country programme procedures.

e¢) The TAC has urged the participating organizations to do
everything possible to increase the effectiveness of the
integration of expenditures under their regular programmes and
the Expanded Programme, and invited the comments of the
Administrative Committee on Co-ordination on the annual report
of TAB, with particular reference to the interéfelationship
between the Expanded Programme and comparable activities under
the regular budgets.

/f) While it
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While it 1is too early to make a final judgement, the TAC heard

with approval the following statement by the Executive
Chairman on the new local costs payments scheme: VExperience
in the ficld so far indicates that the centralization of local
cost payments is developing satisfactorily and is relieving
Governments of much detailed work. Agencies which have not yet
fully come into the plan as regards payments to their experts
are increasingly making use of TAB field office facilities in
this fespect and it is hoped that this tendency will continue
wherever savings can be shown or improved administrative
support for the experts would result". The TAC will review
the operation of the scheme 2t a later date.

The TiC noted that considerable progress had been made in
securing uniformity of administrative and financial terminology

and procecdures. The new classification of costs would bring

the administrative costs definition into line with that of
other United Nations programmes. & substantial measure of
uniformity'prevailed in financial practices. One or two
outstanding differences still existed (such as the definition
of period of validation of obligations) but efforts were being
continued to remove those differences, consistently with the
special requirements of the Expandei Programme.

It was expected that the Working Capital and Reserve Fund would
reach a total of $9 million this year, and $12 million early
in 1956. “When the total of $12 million was reached it would

be desirable tc review the purposes for which the Fund was
established.

The TAC considered that, in view of the new country programme
planning and épproval procedure, it was unreal istic to expect
TiB to carry out its responsibilities in two sessions only,
as‘suggeSted by the Adviscry COmmittee,'and-endorsedfthe view
expresséd by the Executive Chairman that three meetings would
be the normal number, except in an emergency.

The TaC considered that while the inter-agency responsibility
for the supervision of the Expanded Programme should be
exercised primarily through TiB and its own working committee,
that shculd not exclude the use of subsidiary organs of the
4CC such as the Consultative Committee on Administrative
Questions and the Consultative Committee on Public Information
where appropriate. The role cf the 40C is referred to in

paragraph 3 below.

With respect to evaluaticn of the Expanded Programme, the TAC
had not reduested TiB to undertake any extensive or costly
processes. Six country studies and a review of the Fellowship
programme had been prepared by the TAB secretariat and the
participating organizations, but no additl onal budgetary
provision had been made for that purpcse. In view of the
rrimary responsibility of recipient Governments for determining
the effectiveness of the programmes, a general gyestionnaire

is also to be addressed to countries to which resident

representatives have been accredited.

On the question of administrative co-ordination with other
agencies, TAC noted the comments made in the seventh report

cf TaB to TAC, which states: "The General .Assewbly hag
adopted two resolutions, 411 (V) and 672 (VII), which
encourage the use of joint administrative services in the
field. There are one or two promising develcopments which may
mature in 1955. A more concentrated effort will, however, be
required if substantial progress is to be achieved, especially
with regard to the smaller offices. In the meantime it must
be reported that progress was disappointing during 1954, when

no significant improvement could be noted ...” é@/

of the Américan republics, end not ell the figurss were
suffidiently aceurnte to serve as a besis for ecnclusions thet
might be of vital importance for the economic development of the
LatIn Americesn nations., It would be well to review those services
and to provide them with such technicsl assistence os they might
require, Another polnt wrrth careful consideration wes thset
compariscons between the economiss of the various Amerlcan
republics, snd s8till more, betesen the Latin fmsrican sconomies
and those of the mcre developed chuntrics of the world sheould be
avoldéd. A solucisn that might serve one country might not .s¥rve
abother, and what might be beneficial for a country at one-time
might not be beneficial at another.

With regard to the roports themselves, it wos encoureging
to ses that in the post twenty years the Latin fmericsn
countries, despite obstrcles such as the depression of 1930, the
Second World War and ths post snd pre-war difficulties which
affected all econsmics, had bsen able to increasse the flow of
goods and services to their peoples., That fact was all the
more encoursging in thet it hed been achieved almost through
their own unaided efforts.

/The revorts
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The reports showed that Latin America hrd gterted to
diversify its production, to become less dependent on one or
two pro ducts, and toincrease troede within tke zone, Ansther
noteworthy peint made in the renorts was that if the development
of the Latin Americen countries wes to be sgpeeded up, they would
raquire technical assistance ond foreign capital.

A11 the renublics werc sware of the importence for their
future development of capital from thz more developed countries;
end l1ittle by litfle, favourable conditionswere being cfeated.
But it was a process that must not be undertaken hastily, or the
inflow of capital might do mors herm then good., Capitsl should
not take the form of almsglving, but e¢ither on the basis of
loans or in association «ith orivate intorests, foreign capitsl
must take root in ths counfries .concerned amd graduslly merge
with national cavnital, in asccordance - ith the capacity of
particular cconomy to benefit from such co-oneration., It wes
to be hoped that Latin America -ould cease ts be toid - "put
vour house in order first snd then we will help you" and would
begin to hear Instesd - "Let us all help one another to put ouwr
houses in order", BECLA recognized this as the right approach
to such eollaboretion - the sytem used to heln sn impoverished
and d vided Europe ofter the -ar, :

The current ssssiosn would have to drew up a programme of
futwe work, and the Latin Armericam-countries hoped that the
goordination of their economic development, eéspecially in its
in dastrial sspects, would be intensifisd, In that direction,
ECLA had an slmost unlimited field of action, in that it

/involved not
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involved not only technical assistance, but slso specific
studies of the verisus pheses of incdugtrialization. Ten yenrs
oreviously, ot Chasultepee, he had submitted & Chileen propossl
to that effsct, but wnfortunstely it hod not been properly
anprscisted, Now, in ECTA, the idea could bear frult, with
great sdvantages for the future,

Enother projoct that ECLA should undertoke was tha study of
the enormous potzntinl resourcss of Latin Am-trica, meany <f them
ag yet vnexplorsd or undiscovered, Thore wers still mony people
who doubted the gre-~t peogsibilities of the Latin fmericen
countries, #nd no doubt mrny Adifficulties stond in the way; bub
cnce an atmogphere of confidence in the future was created and
the world wss told of all the resources of thase tapritorics that
could be explolited for the benefit not only of the continent but
of 211 mankind, o big step woculd have been taken towserds
svercoming Latin Arerica's oroblems, He reslized thet in that
rzspect ECLA hrd a grest task to earry out, Yet it should not
prove difficult, All ECIA had to do was to 8inte the truth
ccnearning the nobtentialities of Lat’n America, For that resson
the delegations hed come to the pressnt sessgion full of optimism

and with the convietion that their conbined sfforts would
culminate in 2 series of res-lutions «which »ould ensble them to
face the futurc with greater c¢onfidence and with batter prospects,
