the architect of the building.

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REPORT OF THE AD HOG COMMITTEE ON THE GIFT PRO®AMME FOR THE 
UNITED NATIONS BUILDING IN SANTIAGO, CHILE 

1 . At the tenth session of the Economic Commission for Latin America 
(Mar del Plata , Argentina, 6-17 May 1963), several of the member Govern-
ments announced further donations to be added to those enumerated by the 
Ad Hoc Committee in i t s preceding report to the Commission (E/CM.12/676). 

2 . Since that date, other generous offers have been rat i f ied or 
implemented, while some countries are dispatching the formalities 
required by the national constitutions concerned prior to informing 
the Committee of the amount of their contribution, 

3 . On 10 December l a s t - the fifteenth anniversary of the Universal 
Declaration of Human Rights - the Ambassador of Canada in Chile handed 
over the sum of 10,000 dollars to the members of the Ad Hoc Committee, 
by whom i t was transmitted to the representatives of ECLA, The ceremony 
took place on the s i t e donated to the United Nations, and the members of 
the Committee were able to note on this occasion the rapid progress that 
i s being made in the work of construction of the building« 

4 . I t i s also gratifying to report that a t a meeting of the Fif th 
Committee of the United Nations General Assembly, l a s t December, the 
delegation of the Republic of Argentina o f f i c i a l l y stated that i t s 
Government had decided to contribute the sum of 35,000 dollars to the 
construction of the Building, 

5 . Another donation which the Committee has pleasure in announcing 
i s that of the Government of Mexico, which has declared i t s intention 
of supplying building materials to a value of 20,000 dollars . The 
architect of the Building will draw up a l i s t of suitable materials 
produced in Mexico, so that the Government of that country may select 
those i t deems most appropriate, 

6 . The ECLA secretar ia t informed the members of the Committee that 
the building was expected to be completed by November 1965 at the l a t e s t , 

7 . The members of the Committee wish to take the opportunity afforded 
by the present session of the Committee of the Whole of ECLA to express 
their gratitude for the generous response of the member Governments to 
the appeal formulated on 28 September 1962, The donations announced, 
and the recent decision of the United Nations General Assembly to make 
an additional allocation of 500,000 dollars in 1964, will enable work 
to continue on the new Building, which will be a magnificent centre for 
international meetings.
