Events d u r i n g  the first D e v e l o p m e n t  De c a d e  indicate that 

the gap that e xisted b e t w e e n  the d e v e l o p e d  and the d e v e l o p i n g  

cou n t r i e s  in the 1950s, far f r o m  n a r rowing, w i d e n e d  even further. 

M a n y  of the e c o n o m i c  and social d e v e l o p m e n t  p r o b l e m s  that the 

d e v e l o p i n g  c o u n t r i e s  then had to face still r e m a i n  u n s o l v e d ,  and, 

in addition, n e w  o b s t a c l e s  and c o m p l i c a t i o n s  ha v e  a r i s e n  w h i c h  

make it d i f f i c u l t  to improve the living c o n d i t i o n s  of m u c h  of the 

r e g i o n ’s pop u l a t i o n ,  to r e l i e v e  the c o n s e q u e n t  social tensions, 

and to a c h i e v e  rapid and ind e p e n d e n t  growth.

Be this as it may, the fact that it o b v i o u s l y  is pos s i b l e  

to ove r c o m e  the e x i s t i n g  d i f f i c u l t i e s  and that the p r o g r e s s  

a l r e a d y  ma d e  in d e f i n i n g  the p r o b l e m s  and s e t t i n g  u p  i n s t i t u t i o n a l  

m a c h i n e r y  to deal w i t h  t h e m  gi v e  gro u n d s  for optimism.

for a s s i s t a n c e  f r o m  g o v e r n m e n t s  or groups of g o v e r n m e n t s  ha v e  to 

be de a l t  with, and secondly, b e c a u s e  some of the a d d i t i o n a l  

r e s o u r c e s  r e q u e s t e d  in the B u d g e t  E s t i m a t e s  f r o m  1972 and 1973 

m a y  not be a p p r o v e d .  It m u s t  also be borne in mind that in 

s e t t i n g  out the projects, a c c o u n t  has not b e e n  taken of the large 

n u m b e r  of v a c a n c i e s  n o r m a l l y  e x i s t i n g  in the s e c r e t a r i a t  b e c a u s e  

it is not p o s s i b l e  to a n t i c i p a t e  in w h i c h  u n i t s  these v a c a n c i e s  

are li k e l y  to occur.
