I, Trû iimre

Diiring 1973, training programjD.es for personnel in the field of research 
as v/ell as teaching in the veirious La t i n  American countries constituted, as 
in the past, one of CELADE's principal activities. These programmes, accord­
ing to their nature and objectives, can be divided into five large groups:
(a) the Eegiil.ar Training Programme, (b) the Master's Degree in Economics with  
Specialization in Demography, (c) national Courses in Demography, (d) Seminars 
or Special Training Courses, and (e) Participation in courses organized by other 
institutions.!/

1, Regular Training Programme

The Basic Co u r s e , 10  months in length, was inaugurated in Pebruary 1973 
at CETADE/Sari Jose (Costa Rica), with a  total of 20 students distributed as 
follows; 12 from 9 countries of Central America, the Caribbean and Mexico, and 
the remaining 8 from 5 La t i n  Ame r i c a n  countries. The majority came fr o m  u n i ­
versity centres (7 ) and from statistical bureaus (7 ). In addition, all had 
completed at least one year of imiversity studies: 6 already held a university 
degree and the remaining 10 had completed at least 3 years of university 
studies.

Between theoretical classes and laboratories, the teaching staff dedicat­
ed a  total of 777 hovirs to the demands of the Basic Coiirse. Additionally, 
during the last two months of the training period, professors and researchers 
advised the students on the preparation of a  monograph, one of the req\iisites 
for completing the course. The various subjects covered by this final paper 
v/ere as follows: composition and spatial distribution of the population (3 ), 
mortality and/or fertility (4 ), interior migration (l), demographic aspects of 
labor (3 ), educational characteristics of the population (3 ), health and housing 
(2) .

The Advanced Course was not given in 1973. It wa s  given previously at 
the Centre in Santiago in 1972, wi t h  the intention of reinitiating it at 
San Jose in 1974.

The Specialization Course, 12 mo n t h s  in length, took on two fellows in 
Santiago, Chile, at the beginning of 1973. In accordance wi t h  the type of 
training given in this, p m g r a m m e ,  they were linked directly to the teaching 
activities of the Centre and/or research projects in progress. Unfortunately, 
one of them had to return to his country due to the political events occurring 
in Chile, thus discontinuing his training.

1/ A  statistical appendix containing information on these activities is 
included as an Annex to this Report. ;
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The Prograrmae for Research Fe l l o w s , varyin.g in length according to the 
activities of its members, received two students (for one year and six months, 
respectively) in 1973 at the Centre in Santiago, A s  above, one had to return 
to his country because of the recent political events in Chile.

Finally, it is interesting to point out once more that the monographs 
prepared by the students of the Regular Training Programme are broadJ.y based, 
in general, on research carried out by the Centre, thus enriching the research 
itself to a certain degree. These monographs are issued as CRLADE publications 
when their originality and results merit it.

2. Programme of Studies f o r  the Master's Degree in Economics 
with Specialization in PemographV

U n d e r  CELADE's direction, the first course in this programme. Introduc­
tory Demography, was given to two groups of students in the first semestre of 
1973 as well as in the second (the remaining courses are the responsibility of 
the Department of Economics, West Campus, of the University of Chile). Partic­
ular circumstances, outside the control of this Centre prevented the initia­
tion as planned in the second semestre of the second course of the programme. 
Demographic Analysis.

Thirty-nine students attended Introductory Demography (the total from both 
groups). The great majority, of Chilean nationality, were regular students in 
a department of the Faculty of Economic and Administrative Sciences of the Uni­
versity of Chile and took the course as one of the requirements for their de­
partment ,

The students of the lîaster's programme itself were only six of the total 
previously mentioned. However, the number could be considered ideal for a 
programme of this kind; in the succeeding coirrse, it will facilitate a closer 
dialogue between teachers and students, which will in turn allow the various 
subjects under discussion to be dealt with in greater depth.

E a c h  of the two courses in Introductory Demography given in 1973 signifi­
ed a n  average of 50 hours of teaching on the part of CEIADE personnel.

3. National Courses in Demography

In accord with its policy of decentralizing the teaching of demography for 
the greater benefit of every nation, CEDADS has responded favorably during 1973 to 
several requests for collaboration in organizing and carrying out Intensive 
National Courses in Demography, These courses, approximately 13 weeks in length, 
cover in abridged form the complete curriculum of substantive material of the 
Basic Course,

Pour coiirses were given in 1973, all w i t h  the financial support of the 
United Nations* Fund fo r  Population Activities (UNFPA):

a) in the FaciXLty of Economic and Social Sciences of the University of 
Zulia (llaracaibo, Venezuela), with 99 hours of teaching out of a total of 390 
carried out by professors of this Centre; 22 students, professionals of various 
public and private institutions, attended;
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b) in the faculty of E c o n o m c  and Social Sciences of the Autonomous 
University of Santo Domingo (Dominican Republic), wi t h  234 hours of teaching 
by GELADE personnel out of a  total of 386 hours; 21 students participated;

c) in the Faculty of Economic Sciences of the Rational University of 
La  Plata (Argentina), wi t h  114 t e a c M n g  hours out of a  total of 342 on the 
peu’t of this Centre; 18 students attended this course; and

d) in the Department of Sociology and Politics, of the Social Sciences 
Centre of the PontificiaA Catholic University of Rio de Janeiro (Brazil), with 
116 hours of classes and laboratories under CE L A D E ’s direction, out of a total 
of 400 hours; it began wi t h  19 students. This final course received additional 
finan-cial support fr o m  the Ford Eoimdation.

4. Special Training Seminars or Courses

The second of a series of four Research and Training Seminars on Fertility 
(s i E F ) , financed by the Canadian International Development Research Centre, was 
carried out at the Centre in Santiago between lilarch and Aiigust 1973, under the 
guidance of a  social demographer contracted for this purpose and wi t h  the par­
ticipation of 5 fellows from the following nations: Brazil (l), Costa Rica (l), 
Mexico (l), and Peru (2 ). Also participating in this seminar were 5 profes­
sionals of the Fertility Sector of this Centre and 2 observers, a student of 
the Specialization Course and a  staff me m b e r  of the ELAS-CELADE programme.

The second SIEF seminar contributed toward the production by the fellows 
of five d o c m e n t s  based on analysis of the data of the compaiative interview 
on fertility known as PECFAL-Rural (for further detail, see Chapter II, section 
B).

Between September and November 1973, CETADE/Sontiago carried out a 
Course on Computer Programming Applied to Statistics and Demography, whose 
organization received the valuable collaboration of the Inter American Centre 
for the Teaching of Statistics (CLERES). G?his initiative originated in the re­
quests received from various Statistics Bureaus in La t i n  American coimtries, 
expressing *‘the need to rely on s p e c i ^ i s t s  in data processing with a background 
enabling them to solve programmes of  tabulation or statistical-demographic ana­
lysis".

The course was attended by 23 students from 9 countries of the r e g i o n ; ,13 
of them had scholarships financed by UITFPA, and the participation of the others 
was paid for by their own institutuons. The complete course covered a  total of 
390 hours of theoretical classwork and practical exercises.

Finally, in accordance with its plans for special training programmes 
GELADE developed in San Jose, from the end of October to the end of December, 
a  Course on Techniques of Biosocial Research applicable to the evaluation of 
family planning programmes. The course proposed to "train the participants in 
the design, execution, and analysis of biosocial surveys and, fundamentally, of 
surveys designed to evaluate the effects of the different activities of family 
planning programmes as a function of their specific objectives".

The course was attended by 22 students from 12 L a t i n  American countries,
20 of them with scholarships financed by URFPA (I8 ) and PAHO (2 ).



A s  part of the programme, participants had the opportunity to carry out 
field work, which consisted mainly in interviews to users of faioily planning 
programmes of several health units of the Public Hea l t h  tlinistry. A  standard 
questionnaire for fertility surveys designed with the purpose of obtaining 
useful information for the evaluation of programmes was used. They also pa3v 
ticipated in the different stages of a  demonstrative survey organized for this 
purpose on a small population sample; instructions to interviewers and super­
vision of their v/ork, coding, tabulation plan and data analysis.

5. Participation i n  Coiu?ses Organized by Other Institutions

CEIAPE's participation in courses organized by other institutions, either 
international or national, obviously depends on the demands on the part of the 
sponsors of these programmes and on the Centre's possibilities to meet them.

a) Participation in international covirses
In 1973, as in previous years, CELADE collaborated with CIENES in the 

Inter American Course on Educational Statistics, structured fimdamentally for 
professionals of the Ministries of Education of Latin America. This time, the 
classes directed by this Centre dealt with "Processing Techniques and Equip­
ment", and covered a  total of 16 hours.

In addition, a me m b e r  of the institution gave 15 hours of demography in 
the Multinational Course on Educational Admiriistration and Planning sponsored by 
Centro” 'áVTer¥e"ccionmíento, Experimentación ”e investigación Pedagógicas of the 
Chilean Ministry of Education and the Organization of American States. Porty- 
five participants from 12 Latin American coimtries joined this course.

Another programme in which CELALE participated is the II Inteinational 
Coixrse on Pemography and Health organized in Bogota (Colombia^ by the Pederacián 
Panamericana de Asociaciones de Facultades de Medicina (PEPAFEíM) and 
the Pontificia Universidad Javeriana of that city. A s  in the first course of 
the preceding year, two expearts from this Centre gave a total of 36 hours of 
class to the students, whose number reached 29 (of which 25 were professionals 
in the field of health),

b) Participation in national courses
During 1973, a member of CELALE gave classes on aspects of induced abortion 

in the First Local Training Course fo r  Programmes of Y/oman's Integral C a r e , car­
ried out in the city of Eancagua by the Chilean Association for the Protection 
of the Family.

A l s o  in Chile, the Centre favorably answered a request from the General 
Health Office, taking charge of some classes on "Evaluation of the efficiency 
conditions of the services for mother-child care" in the Training Course on 
Administration of Mother and Child Health and Family Y/elfare Programmes of the 
National Health Service, organized in Santiago (Southern Sector, V H e a l t h  Zone) 
by the National Health Service.

CELALE/San Jose, in the framework of its programme of collaboration with 
the University of Costa Rica, gave 90 hours of class on Demography fo r  Soci­
ologists and 44 on Demography for Economists in the Department of Human Sci- 
ences (Faculty of Sciences and L e 1 1 e r s ) and the School of Economics (Faculty
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of Sconomic Sciences), respectivelye^^ The experts of GI2LA.DE/Sgai Jose also 
developed a  Semi.nar on Dejnography fox* Social \7ork, 29 hours in length, with 
the participation of the students of the School of Social v7ork, part of the 
Faculty of Economic Sciences and a  Seminar on Population and law, addressed at 
students of the Faculty of law.

Finally, as requested by El Colegio de México, two members of CEli’iDE/ 
Santiago gave a Course on Economic Development and Population Policy directed 
toward students taking the fourth-semestre programme in the Centre for Economic 
and Demographic S'tudies (CEED), The total length of this course was 59 hours.

^  likewise, CEIADE/San Jose professors delivered 20 hours of classes on
demography in several courses addressed at medical personnel, at the Centre 
on Social Studies and Population (CSSPO) of the University of Costa Pdca.
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II. RESEAEGH A M )  TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

A. POPULATION A N D  ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Un d e r  this heading are united a series of research and technical assistance 
activities that relate to internal migration, urbanization, and other demographic 
aspects of economic and social development. A s  well as contributing to the know­
ledge of the conditions and particular problems of the region in these fields, 
these projects propose to provide analytical instruments that can serve in the 
preparation of plans and the fozmilation of national policies in the economic, 
social, and population areas.

1. Interrelationships between Popizlation and Economics

a) One of the principal activities consisted in the development of a 
project on w o m e n ’s participation i n  economic activities, related principally to 
education, standard of living, structural changes in the economy, and fertility. 
This research is a background study for a broader investigation begun several 
years ago in CELADE and oidented toward improving an economic-demographic model.

During the course of 1973, a document was prepared containing the research 
outline ("Economic and Social Development, labor Porce Participation and Fertil­
ity"); a  large part of the basic information necessary to carry it out was col­
lected and organized; and a  case study on the subject ("Female Labor in Bolivia") 
was produced, which will be followed by at least W o  others covering countries 
with different levels of development.

Gathering the statistical material f o r  this project represented more time 
than foreseen and was a difficult task, A  good part of the available material 
comes from census samples from the CEhlDE D a t a  Bank, particularly special tab­
ulations carried out for this study; but another invaluable part comes from 
household surveys undertaken in several Latin American countries. W i t h  the 
objective of obtaining the latter information, the researcher in charge of the 
project travelled to various countries, with rather satisfactory results al­
though slightly less than expected.

b ) During the first quarter of the year, a programme was begun of studies 
on urbanization and economic growth, whose outline was presented in an  ad hoc 
document ("Urbanization and Economic Growth. A  Framework"). This programme 
entails three interconnected studies which treat, respectively, urbanization 
and industrialization, educational level and the labor market, and an attempt 
to utilize the preceding results in a  regional economic development model.

A s  a  result of the v/ork accomplished, the preliminary version of the first 
part was concluded ("Urbanization and Industrial Development in Latin Ameilcan 
Coi-intries"). This study investigates the relationship between urbanization and 
industrialization with Chilean data at the national and regional levels, rely­
ing on the so-called "symmetrical model". A  similar methodology was us e d  to 
analyse the above-mentioned relationship at the level of the countries of the 
region, also making comparisons with European countries.
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c) A  third research project, whose background and work outline was pre­
pared during the second quarter of 1973 (printed as a  discussion paper under 
the title, "The Process of G r o ^ h  and the Transference of the Labor Force from 
the Countryside to the City in Brazil and Mexico"), tried as its objective to 
link rural eanigration to demographic growth, land tenure, mechanization of agri­
culture and productivity, the relationship of agricultural and nonagricultural 
prices, and other determining factors.

The choice of Brazil and Mexico is due to their similarities in.some aspects 
(large population, extensive territory, similar level of urbanization, rapid 
demographic growth) as opposed to important differences relating to the system 
of land tenure. It is souight to establish in Tdiat way and in what magnitude the 
analogies and differences influence the c o m t i y - c i t y  migratoiy movements in 
these two countries.

2. Internal Migration

a) Studies on migration in La t i n  America. A s  was noted in the 1972 Report 
on Activities, this project desired to systematically prepare estimation of net 
intercensus migration by sex and age groups for the greatest possible number of 
Latin American countries beginning in 1940. These estimations are being made at 
the level of the principal administrative divisions.

The estimations of net migration, as well as rates of migration by age 
group, are made considering diverse eiltematives that combine two versions of 
age (five and ten-year) with two versions of time (five and ten-year). These 
alternatives seek to approximate the solution that gives the best results. 
Computer programmes have been prepared for the calciilation of the estimations 
and rates.

In 1973, an improved computer programme was elaborated that solved several 
methodological problems which became apparent when the results of Chile, Mexico 
and Colombia, elaborated in 1972, were analyzed. The estimations and rates of 
the three mentioned countries were prepared again w i t h  the new programme.

In addition, the infomnation of the latest censuses in Argentina, Brazil, 
and Venezuela were collected, including in the two latter cases information from 
the last census (1970 and 197l). This material was ready to be processed in 
order to obtain estimations of net migration and its rate.

Toward the end of 1973, a  technical report was prepared which presented 
and discussed the methodology used in the estimation of internal migration 
("Factors Affecting the Estimation of Internal Migration").

b) Comparative analysis of surveys on migration in metropolitan areas in 
Latin America. Using the existing theory as a reference point, there was an 
attempt made to study comparatively the principal findings of different surveys 
carried out in the largest cities by CELADE and other institutions since I960.

This study had been planned to be initiated in 1972, but it started only 
recently in mid-1973 with the transfer of a  demographer-sociologist f r o m  C E L ^ E /  
San Jose,
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A s  a guideline for the study, as research plan vreis prepared which carried 
the same title the study. From this base, the available information was o r ­
ganized, although more slowly than planned. This latter was due to the re­
searcher in charge having to complete m f o r e s e e n  obligations during the last 
three months of 1973, collaborating w i t h  the United Nations High Commission for 
Refugees.

c) Survey on Immigration and Human Resources in the Metropolitan A r e a  of 
San Jose (Costa. Rica), This deals w i t h  a  project in conjunction wi t h  the Centre 
for Social and Population Studies (CMSPO). Following the lines set up in the 
document "The Theoretical Framework of Internal Migration", prepared in 1972, 
progress was made in connection with: i) preparation of a document wi t h  the 
specification of the variables required to test the research hypotheses ("Spec­
ification of the Variables Necessary to Test the Hypotheses"); ii) preparation 
of the definitive versions of the questionnaires to be used in the survey and 
the instruction manual.

Due to lack of financing, CESPO could not provide the person who was to 
prepare the sample and, later, direct the fieldwork. This situation paralyzed 
the work while efforts were made to obtain financing from UNFPA, which had fa­
vorable results and will allow work to start at the beginning of the current 
year.

Forthcoming activities include preparation of the sample, a test survey, 
and the survey itself, the last to be begun probably in mid-1974. CELADE's 
participation will consist in assigning a  researcher (demographer or sociologist) 
in S a n  Jose to the project and in advising on the elaboration of the analytical 
plan on the part of a  demographer-sociologist in Seintiago. The project, includ­
ing a general report with over-all results of the survey, should be finished in 
mid-1975.

d) Sur\'-ey for the Study on Internal Migration of the Asuncion Area. This 
project is being carried out in collaboration with the Paraguayan Centre for 
Sociological Studies. A s  mentioned before, the survey was undertaken during the 
third quarter of 1972. Since then, CELADE's contribution has consisted prima­
rily in the following:

i) Preparation of codes and instruction manuals and other procedures for 
processing data;

ii) Preparation of a  plan for tabulating information collected in the 
household questionnaires (Questionnaire "A");

iii) Preparation of a  computer programme (SPSS);
iv) Preparation of marginal tab\rlations and 34 basic tables.

In order to continue with the tabulation programme, the cards containing 
information from the remaining questionnaires, vshich dealt with migratory his­
tory and professional mobility, are being awaited from the Paraguayan Centre for 
Sociological S'budies.
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3. Other Activities

In the first months of the year, final form was given to the IDB/CELAhE 
research project on "Urban Growth i n  Latin America"', wi t h  mimeographs of two 
volumes with a  total of 516 pages and 32 ma p s  of countries and c i t i e s . ^

Related to the research projects just mentioned, the follovdng documents 
were prepared to be presented in the technical meetings specified in each case:

- "El Crecimiento de las ciudades medianas del Brasil y  México: U n  enfoque 
para proyecciones de grupos de ciudades", submitted to the Latin American 
Meeting on Migration Policies in Bogota, September 18-22.

- "Los motivos para migrar: u n  enfoque segdn la  teoría de los grupos de 
referencia", presented in the IV Meeting of the Working Group on Internal 
Migration, Commission on Population and Development of CLA.CSO, which took 
place in Bogota, September 17-21,

B. PERTiirry a k d  h e a l t h  a k d  p o p u l a t i o h

1. Pertlli1;y

A s  in previous years, the ma j o r  part of the work during 1973 in the Fer­
tility Sector was centered on the PECPAL-Rural surveys, but with a change in 
emphasis from the organization of the data to their analysis. The principal 
vehicle fo r  conducting the analysis was the Research and Training Seminars on 
Fertility (SIEF), which concentrated on demographic, social, and comparative 
analysis of four PECFAL-Rural surveys. These seminars were directed by a Vis­
iting Professor recruited for the y e a r  by the Fertility Sector,

During the period covered by this report, a  student group from the seminar 
and its director, as well as peniminent CELADE Staff, were involved in analyzing 
data of the PECFAL-Rural project. Also, there v/as work done in organizing the 
data, which primarily included control- of the inconsistencies in pregnancy his­
tories. To facilitate the use of the data by other investigators, a  document 
in English and Spanish was published titled, "Alphabetical listing of variables 
by subject in the PECFAL-Rural comparative fertility surveys (with a  brief de­
scription of the study and a  copy of the questionnaire)". This document can be 
used jointly with a set of comparative marginal tabulations for all women.

A  demographer from the United States specially hired prepared a  study 
entitled "Hatural Fertility, Using Da t a  from the PECFAL-Rural Fertility Survey", 
A n o t h e r  demographer, fr o m  Canada, worked on formal demographic analysis. A
tape w i t h  special data was prepared f o r  this purpose, 
document is being finished for publication.

The second of the foiir SIEP seminars began in M a r c h  1973 and ended in 

August of the same year. Participating in this seminar xmder its Director's 
orientation were five professionals from the Pertility Sector, five associate 
researchers (from Brazil, Costa Rica, Mexico, and two from Peru), a student 
from the CELADE Specialization Course, and a  member of the EIAS/CEÍLADE project, 
the latter two as observers,

Pive documents were prepared diiring the soninar, all based on a compar­
ative analysis of the PECPAl-Roral data:

- "luptiality patterns in Latin American rural society"
- "Attitude toward family size according to structural characteristics 

in Latin America"
- "Differences in real and ideal marriage ages in the female rural pop­

ulation in four countries in Latin America"
- "Differential knowledge of contraceptive methods according to social 

and family structure of the couple"
- "Education, contact with communications networks, communication between 

husband and wife, and use of contraceptive me t h o d s  in the rural areas 
of Latin America"

Also, a  series of other topics was investigated; documents on wh i c h  are 
in preparation;

- "Motivation for faxaily size a n d  decision making between husband and 
wife; Examination of their relationship with the gap knowledge-use of 
contraceptives in rural Latin America"

- "Education and contraception in Latin America"
- "Knowledge and practice of family planning a s  related to level of 

development and economic-social level"
- "Use of contraceptives in rural Latin America"
To summarize the results of the first year of seminars, a proposition was 

made to edit a monograph with the possible title, "Contraceptive Knowledge and 
Adoption in Rural Latin America, Eertility Surveys in Colombia, Costa Rica, 
Mexico and Peru".

A n  economist-demographer was recruited with experience in formal analysis 
of fertility to direct the second group of seminars. Because he could not com­
plete his previous engagements until the end of 1973, the beginning of the third 
SIEP seminar was postponed until M a r c h  1974.

Plnally, the Sector also engaged in investigations of lesser scope which 
are summarized below:

In July, a pilot survey was begun i n  Chile to investigate "opinions and 
values of the parents w i t h  respect to their children". The data collection for 
the u r b a n  part is completed and ready f o r  coding, whereas the field-work in  the 
rural area had to be postponed due to reasons beyond the Centre's control.
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In conjuac-tion Twith E C I A ’ s Popvilation Division, a  documoit was px-epared 
titled, "Social and Economic factors Affecting Population Trends in Latin 
America".

The I'esearcher in charge of the Sector travelled briefly to the sugar plan­
tations in northern Peru, which appear to be an appropriate place to study the 
effect of structural change (transíomu,ng the plantations into cooperatives) on 
fertility during the process of change itself. It was agreed that the Fertility 
Sector wou3.d cooperate wi t h  the Centre of Population and Development Studies 
(CSPD), in lima, in the development of a  project of this natxire, which is ex­
pected to start in the second quarter of 1974.

Members of the Sector participated in the following scientific meetings 
of interest to their activities;

- Second Meeting of the V/orking Group on Population Reproduction, Popula­
tion and Development Commission, of ClACSO, taking place in Santiago in 
July. Several documents with the studies from the first SIEP seminar were 
brought to this meeting. There also was presented a  document titled, "Pro­
posal for a Computerized Latin American Fertility Bibliography and Clears 
ing House".

- IÜSSP Conference, Liege, where the document "Latin American Fertility 
Trends and Influencing Factors" was presented.

- Second Technical Advisory Meeting of the World Fertility Survey, held in 
London, in November.

2. Health and Population

A s  in preceding years, the principal activities of this Sector can be sep­
arated into two groups. One is research through analysis of the data gathered 
through fertility, abortion and use of contraceptives surveys carried out by 
CEIADE in various Latin American Cities (PEAL and PEAL/TRANSLONG) . The other 
is in the form of technical assisteince to family planning programmes in the 
region, including advising on service statistics, surveys, and.studies on 
programmes evaluation, and courses on biosocial research techniques. This 
latter type of activity has taken on greater importance in the Sector, whereas 
that relating to research has been reduced to only revision and publication of 
various studies and reports, which are cited as follows:

Technical assistance

The principal activities relating to technical assistance were carried 
out in four countries of the region, noted as follows;

C h i l e ; In the Progranme of Extension of Mother and Child Health and 
family Welfare Services, E'/aliiation and Research Unit, the Health and Popvd- 
ation Sector offered assistance to the Rational Health Service, by delegation 
of the Popiolation Division of the United Rations

The evaluation and research unit for this programme includes various
j.'esearch projects, in wh i c h  CELADE rendered assistance in the aspects described 
as follows:

i) "Research project on the coverage of mother and child programmes in 
the 25 health areas where the PESMIB Project has been carried out 
from 1970 to 1972"; during 1973, the complete planning and partial 
training of personnel who will be in charge of collecting data and 
supervising fieldwork was accomplished. The method used in this in­
vestigation is the System of Service Statistics (SIDES), developed by 
CELADE.
Household surveys; Research project on perception of the attention 
given in the Mother and Child Services of the Rational Health Service; 
Svirvey on knowledge of, attitude toward, and practice of contraception; 
and Research project on the knov/ledge and practice of contraception by 
the users in relation to pregnancy, deliveiy, post-delivery, and care 
of the child. During 1973, the samples fo r  these projects were design­
ed and partial planning for its execution was carried out.
Training of personnel of the Rational Health Service and the Rational 
Statistics Institute in the research piviject on levels of mo t h e r  and 
child morbidity and mortality. Durirg 1973, the processing of out­
going hospital patients began for the years 1970 to 1972. Marginals 
were obtained f o r  the year 1971, and the basic tabulations were 
planned,

iv) Planning for the survey of the research project on follow-up for
women accepting the regulation of fertility. Da t a  were collected from 
the sample of women accepting the family planning programmes in the 
south and southeast areas of Santiago.

B r a z i l : The final editing was completed on the report of the mis s i o n  in
conjimction with the International Development Research Centre, takijag place in 
Brazil in 1972, with the goal of evaluating several aspects of the Family Plan- 
n3.ng Programme directed by the Baraailian Family Welfare Society (BEiiFAM): "A 
look at data collection and evaluation activities of EEOJFAM".

Panama; Wi t h  personnel from Santiago and San Jose, the adaptation of the 
System, of Service Statistics (SIDES) vras carried out f o r  the Family and Maternal 
Planning Progracsiie of the Public Health Ministry. Executive personnel were 
trained to undertake a retrospective study of the activities developed by the 
Family Planning Programme during 1970-1972, Da t a  frtmi the Chorrera Health Area 
were gathered and the Tabulation Plan was worked out.

Other activities

CBLA.d e  maintains an index of information on family planning activities in 
Latin America, which is kept up to date throiigh periodical consultation with 
public and private institutions that offer planning services. Wi t h  this index as 
a  base and with data received until Ma y  1973, a  preliminary version of the re­
port “Family planning programmes in L a t i n  America: The situation around 1970,
description and evaluation of the esqjeriences of different countries" was pre­
pared, At  the same time a  report current to December 1972 was in preparation.

The System of Service Statistics (SIDES) wa s  applied experimentally in 
order to fulfill the necessities of PESIvUB in the Lucas Sierra Clinic of the 
Chilean Rational Health Service, In relation to the SIDES application, there 
was a report prepared on the activities of 1971 and 1972 in the Rational Medical 
Service for 3]Jmployees in Valparaiso, Chile, Semilarly, an analysis eind review 
also wa s  carried out of the data resulting from its application to the Family 
Planning Programme that the Ministry of Public Health of Costa Rica maintains 
in the province of Alajuela,

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C. POPUIATIOK POLICIES

1• Population Policies Sector

The activities of the Sector have centered on social research and, partic- 
vilarly, on the conclusion of the project "Actors in the Poiraulation of Popvila- 
tion Policies: A  Study of Political Parties and Social Scientists in Chile",

Until September, work consisted mainly in interviews to leaders of polit­
ical parties; qualitative analysis of the production of social scientists in 
Chile (1 9 5 6 -1 9 7 2 ), particularly of publications deali33g with population; and 
interviews to outstanding social scientists. During the last quarter of the 
year, the activities of the Sector's team concentrated on the analysis of in­
terviews and the preparation of preliminary reports.

The analysis of content of the publications centered mainly on population 
studies. A n  attempt v;as made to delimit problem areas, analyzing the terms in 
w h i c h  they are defined, the arguments us e d  and the solutions proposed.

The preparation of two monographs v/as initiated w i t h  the material collect­
ed. The first examines the influence of the social context on the content of 
the social scientists' production. The second monograph analyzes the process 
of decisions about policies related to population and the location of the cen­
tres of decision on these matters within the Chilean political system during 
recent governments.

During the period under report, the Sector initiated the preparation of 
a I'lanual on Population Policies and Theories as a  collaboration with the "Pede- 
racidn Panamericana de Asociaciones de Eaciiltades de Medicina".

Staff members of the Sector participated in several scientific meetings 
of direct interest to their field of work:

A  work meeting w a s  held in Mew York on 3-5 May, organized by the Institute 
of Society, Ethics and the life Sciences, vdth the participation of experts 
from Asia, Africa, Latin America and the Middle East, Its purpose was to pre­
sent a  research project on "Ethical and Value Aspects of Population Planning" 
and discuss with these experts its content, its feasibility in different regions 
of the world and specific possibilities of collaboration.

During August a  me m b e r  of the Sector participated in the Latin American 
S eminar on Population Policies held in Jamaica and organized by the Association 
of Caribbean Universities and Research Centres (u m i CA) and the United States 
National Academy of Sciences (AMC).

A  member of the Sector attended the Sysposivim on Population and the Pamily, 
held in Honolvilu on 5-15 August, organized by the Un i t e d  Nations Population Di­
vision in preparation of the World Population Conference. CELALE submitted the 
document: "Public policies, population and the family: a  first approximation to 
the Latin American Case".

A  Popiilation Conference preparatory for the IX International Congress of 
Anthropological and Ethnological Sciences, was held in Oshkosh, Y/isconsin, in 
early September, The document "Social change and reproductive behaviovu: in the 
marginal family" was submitted on that occasion.
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2 . Prograiaae of Social Regearch on Population Problems Relevant 

•bo Population Policies in Latin America ( P ^ ^ A X )

A s  will be recalled," this is a progranme in vrfaich six national research 
centres in the social sciences and two Latin American regional centres parti­
cipate. On behald of seven of these centres, CELALE became the headquarters 
of the Central Unit of the Programme. A  summary follows of the activities ca­
rried out by this Unit beginning in Ilarch 1973 according to the directives of 
■the Programme Committee, its highest authori-ty.

The first ordinary meeting of the Programme Committee of PISPAL took place 
in Santiago, in ráarch 1973, thus officially inaugurating its activities.

In that meeting, general orientations on the following subjects were dis­
cussed and approved;

a) Insti-tutional structure and administrative organization of -the Programme ;
b) Substantive content of the tasks to be carried out by the Member Centres 

and the Central Unit.

Regarding the first item and in  fxfLfillment of its functions as headquarters 
of the Cen-tral Unit, CELALE initiated the arrangements leading to the recruit­
ment of professional adminis'trative personnel for that Unit.

Three experts were thereby engaged, one of whom acts as Coordinator, an 
Associate Researcher, and a Research Assistant, as well as an Administrative 
Assistant and "two Secretaries. Currently, recruitment procedures have been ad^ 
vanced for "two additional experts, wi t h  whom the professional staff of the Cen­
tral Unit will be complete.

In reference to item (b), the first task undertaken by the research team 
of the Central Unit during 1973 was directed at facilitating the preparation of 
a n  Inventory on research, in progress or finished, w i t h  rele'vance to popxilation 
policies. To achieve this objective, -the Central Unit made explicit its cri­
teria for relevance, translated them into a scheme for classifying the research, 
prepared the form to be used, and proposed 'the methodology to be followed in 
carrying out the inventory. With all the preceding approved in the second or­
dinary meeting of the Programme Committee talcing place in Santiago, Chile, in 
August 1973, it was agreed to begin preparation of the inventory in four coun­
tries: Brazil, Colombia, Argentina, and Chile, wi t h  the Member Centres of those 
countries being responsible for executing it. The M exican Centres ha d  previous­
ly begun efforts in this regard, so that it was agreed that they would carry on, 
making adjus'tments to the classification scheme and procedures adopted by the 
other countries. CELALE and ELACSO were responsible f o r  talcing the inventory 
in Chile, for which they proceeded to hire a researcher at the post-graduate 
level who had worked in close contaict with the Central Unit. The collection of 
information for the inventory will be ccanpleted by the end of Iferch.

In the second ordinary meeting, the Programme Committee also approved the 
procedure to be followed in the preparation and evaluation of research projects 
submitted by researchers of the Member Centres and for which financing was being 
requested from the Programme. This involved the evaluation of all of them by 
the Central Unit. A  total of nine projects was presented. Por each one, the 
Central Unit made out a detailed critical report, which was sent to the
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researcher responsible for the project so that he coijld take it into account 
in his presentation to the Committee, \/ith the same objective, the researchers 
of the Central Unit made personal contact with those in chai'ge and discussed at 
length the problems of form and substance that the projects presented. The de­
finitive proposals will be presented in the third meeting of the Programme Com­
mittee, to take place in March in Maracaibo, Venezuela.

Concvirrent with the preceding taslcs, and effort was begun to critically 
evaluate the state of knowledge on problems relevant to population policies.
A  first report on progress made in this area was prepared to be distributed to 
the members of the Programme Committee in its third ordinary meeting.

Pinally, an effort at publicity for the Programme was developed during the 
year by the preparation of ajxi introductory document that, together with those 
prepared in relation to the inventory, was sent to centres and institutions in­
terested in problems related to population policies, and by attendance at va­
rious seminars and working meetings on themes allied to the objectives of PISPAL.

D. ESTHÎATIOIÎS A E D  PROJECTIONS

1. PopiELation Projections

During 1 9 7 3 , revised projections by sex and age for 14 countries of the 
region were prepared which, added to the 6 previously prepared, complete the 
table fo r  latin America,

Because census information from 1970 (approximately) was not available for 
several countries, the corresponding projections are provisional. In carrying 
out this work, collaboration of official institutions of the countries has been 
sought as m u c h  as possible, with the aim of producing results that would be 
accepted by the governments and by the Population D ivision of the United Nations. 
The results of the revised population projections of countries of the region, 
which were ready only at the end of 1 9 7 3 , yielded valuable and numerous material 
for the preparation of a document on the present demographic situation of the 
region and prospects until the year 2000. The preparation of document has been 
already initiated and it is expected to be concluded in March in order to submit 
it as a  reference document to the Preparatory Meeting fo r  the World Population 
Conference, to be held in San Jose, Costa Rica, in April 1974.

2, Demographic Bulletin

Numbers 11 and 12 of the Demographic Bulletin were published, with results 
of the revised population projections for Chile, Panama, and the Dominican Re­
public (number ll) and Brazil, Nicaragua, and Venezuela (nvunber 12).

Historical Demography

Research on documentary sovu?ces f o r  historical demography, begun in 1972, 
was concluded during the period of this report. It included areas of Argentina, 
Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Mexico and Peru.
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In July, a  seminar took place in Santiago, whose objective was to examine 

the resuJLts of the research, which materialized in the presentation of 10 doc­
uments prepared by various investigators which summarize fundamentally the a- 
vailability of documentary sources in different areas of Latin America v/hich 
m g h t  be used in future studies. A  summary prepared by CELADE on ''Documents 
useful fo r  the study of historical demography in La t i n  America" was submitted 
to this seminar. The group established several points that they deemed neces­
sary to the future development of studies in this field and which referred, in 
s3mthesis, to the publication of an informative bulletin; efforts to convince 
cultural institutions to conserve existing documentary sources and to convince 
the Catholic Church to give researchers access to its registers; completion of 
the description of documentary sources and development of research m ethods for 
the sources and data available in La t i n  America.

Several steps were taken to put these recommendations into practice, among 
which stands out a presentation to UESSCO and the Spanish Ctrltural Institute 
on conservation of documentation. In addition, in early 1974 the wo r k  on de­
scription of documentary sources and uniform designations will hopefully be 
concluded.

4. Research on International Migration in Latin America (BIILA)

There has been almost no progress in gathering data for this programme 
(persons ,bo:m in one La t i n  American country and residing in another), despite 
a series of efforts toward this end. Up to the time of the preparation of this 
report, there have been available only the censuses of Panama (1970), Costa Rica 
(1 9 6 3 ), and Nicaragua (l972).

5. Technical Assistance to Coimtries

Technical assistance missions were carried out in connection with the pre­
paration for demographic analysis programmes, population estimates necessaiy 
for the formulation of development plans, and organization of a population study 
vinit in Qiiito (Demographic Analysis Centre), Belo Horizonte (Planning Office of 
the State of llinas Gerais), and Maranhao (institute of Economic-Social Research),

The Sector continued to offer advisory services on prospective demographic 
surveys. The tabulation programme of the Honduras national demographic survey 
(EDEííH )  should be noted. The preparation of the series of booklets on the EDEHH 
Survey, planned for 1973, was delayed for more than a. year. The Da t a  Bank and 
Computation Service (as described in the pertinent Section) due to the heavy 
workload and urgent activities it ha d  to carry out, ym s unable to prepare the 
tables w i t h  results from EDEHH necessary for the elaboration of the monographs. 
The EDEHH, tabulations will be prepared at the beginning of 1974 and the set of 
monographs should be concluded during the same year. Also, plans were discussed 
for carrying out similar surveys in Panama and Peru, advancing their organiza­
tion i n  some respects, particularly coverage, feasibility, resources, and others.

Some assistance was offered in the preparation of a n  analytical programme 
for the latest population census to the Demographic Analysis Unit of the Hational
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Office of Statistics and the Census of Peru, and in the Development of a  work 
programme for a  demographic study unit that would function in the Technical 
Secretariat for Planning in Paraguay.

6 . Other Activities

In close relation to the subjects in charge of the SectoXj various tech­
nical reports were prepared, the m a jority of which were presented in confer­
ences, seminars, and working meetings. The following shovild be noted;

E. POPULATION CENSUSES, DATA BANIC, A N D  COMPUTATION SERVICE

1. D a t a  Bank

During 1973, the organization of the Data Bank was, completed, preferential 
attention having been given to the tape library, which currently contains about 
600 units with information derived from population censuses, surveys, and other 
sources of demographic interest.

The OMUECE Programme (Operation Census Sample). Copies of the tabulations 
prepared by CELADE from the I960 census samples have been supplied to ECLA and 
other international organizations as well as to investigators. W i t h  the infor­
mation from the 1970 censuses, the programme has expanded greatly. In addition 
to the census samples fr o m  Chile (442 657 entries), El Salvador (l65 729 entries), 
Nicaragua (l89 469 entries), Panama (285 321 entries), and the Dominican Republic
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(292 ogo entries), the Da t a  Bank possesses a copy of the complete census data 
of the Dtitch West Indies, M c a r a g u a ,  Panama, and Trinidad and Tobago. A  fami 1 j  
register has been created based on the 1970 Chilean sample.

A l l  of this information has been of great use f o r  poptLl.ation studies not 
only fo r  CELADE but for other institutions and users as well.

Information Exchange ■■ The Data Banlc maintained a  permanent information 
exchange with similar institutions, especially with the Batjji American Data 
Banlc of the University of ZLorida,

2. Computation Service

The Computation Service offered assistance to various research projects 
being developed by CELADE. During 1973, nearly 800 computer hotirs (iai/360-40) 
were us e d  and nearly 400 hours of terminal time 2741 (/iPL-IHi).

Programme library. The Computation Service Ib s  expanded the programme 
library. The following activities have been undertaken;

a) Up-dating the SPSSG and SPSSH versions (Statistical Package for the 
Social Sciences);

b) Programming and setting in m o t i o n  programmes of generalized use to 
obtain frequency marginals from 32Ic computers;

c) Implementing and testing the COCEiTTS programme (COBOL Census Tabulation 
System), developed by the United States Census Office;

d) Special statistical and calculation programmes used in API;
e) Implementing a  programme of general use for studies of pregnancy 

histories in fertility surveys.

3. Technical A ssistance to the Cou n t ries

W i t h  the aim of training personnel of the national statistics bureaus in 
computer methods and techniques applicable to the preparation of census data, 
various coiirses were carried out un d e r  C E L A D E ’s direct i-esponsibility or in 
collaboration with other national and international organizations. Am o n g  those, 
the following stand out, several of which have already been mentioned i n  the 
chapter ‘'Training'’.
1. Course on Computer Programming A pplied to Statistics and Demography, 390 
hours in length, carried out in Santiago vinder the auspices of CEilADE and the 
Inter American Centre for Statistical Training (CIiaSES) of the Organization of 
American States,
2. Course on CEUTS language (Census Tabulation System) for personnel of the 
national Bureau of Statistics and Cesosxises of the Eepublic of Guatemala, with 
15 persons attending,
3. Course, on COCHEiTS l a n g u a g e , (COBOL Census Tabulation System), attended by 
seven programmers from the national Statistics Office of the Dominican Republic,
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4. Course on Introduction to Computation, as part of the course on Techniques 
of Biosocial Research held by CELABB in Costa Rica,
5. Classes on processing techniques in the Inter A m erican Course on Educa­
tional Statistics held by the Inter American Centre f o r  Statistical Training 
in Santiago.

The activities undertalcen with a  vi e w  to training personnel in the use 
of computers in demography and statistics led to the prepara,tion of users' 
maiiuals and notes that after revision m i l  be circul.ated in GSLADE's series J.

e ) Preparation of a programme for consistency and binary conversion for 
the Guatemalan Population Census and assistance in the organization of punching 
and tabulation of the sample.

f ) Assistance to Bolivia to determine the need fo r  equipment to register 
data from the population census and other projects un d e r  the direction of the 
Statistics Bureau.

g) Tabulation of a  set of twenty tables for the Dominican Republic based

4. Experimental Censuses

W i t h i n  the programme of Experimental Censuses, that CELADE has carried out 
since 1958 in cooperation wi t h  the countries of the region, the Centre collab­
orated in taking a  Test Census in Eciiador previous to the National Population 
Census taking place this year. This operation h a d  as, one of its mo s t  impor­
tant objectives the testing of a  training system fo r  the census-takers based 
o n  the use of audio-visual material according to a basic design prepared by 
CELADE.

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III. ■ SXGHAJJGE, PÜELICATIOHS, A N D  OTHER ACTIVITIES

1. ELAS/CELADE Programme (PROELCE)

In accord w i t h  the principal objective of this prograamie (to promote the 
development and definition of an area of information on the sociology of pop­
ulation in Latin A m e r i c a ) , activities centered on advancing a  series of research 
projects.begun during 1972. In the period covered by this report, the first 
annual reports were ccanpleted as follows:

"Study of the con^jarability of census information on the economically
active population of Latin America: 1940-1960"
"Incidence on the distribution of income and on occupation of chaaages
in economic development patterns during the last decade".
"The social division of labor: A n  example of empirical study, Chile, 1970"
"Poprilation reproduction in 10 cities in Latin America: Approximation to
a group analysis"
"Socio-reconomic aspects of rural emigration in L a t i n  America".
In addition, the presentation of the final report of the project, "Strat­

egies of economic survival in family units of the. popular urban sector", should 
be noted, and the initiation of another project on which a  partial report was 
prepared "Social Reports: Reproduction of the Labor Force",

The projects mentioned above also filled a  teaching function. In effect, 
students of the Latin American School of Sociology (ELAS) completed their 
practice in social research through them.

F o r  three days in July 1973» a'first evaluation seminar of the activities 
carried out by FROELCE took place w i t h  the participation of members of URFPA, 
ECLA, FLACSO, and CELADE, Having acknowledged the merits of the work already 
acccanplished, the g ra iip indicated- the convenience of continuing the p r o g i m m e  
within the outlines in w h i c h  it had been developing, adapting it where possible 
to the changing necessities of the region.

2. Publication and Information

The reorganization of the Editorial .Services and Publications Sector 
undertalcen at the beginning of 1 9 7 3 pennitted an effective development of ac­
tivities in this area.

Four titles have appeared 
under Series AS, wi t h  three research works, including a report with the results 
of the Nicaraguan experimental census (1969); 2 titles under Series BS, train­
ing material, and 7 under Series DS wi t h  translations from articles t?y the 
following authors: K, Davis, A,L, Levine, W, Petersen, R, Bachi, S, Bourgeois- 
Pichat-, F. Yates and A.H, Pollard,

In addition, several issues of periodical publications have appeared, i,e,, 
the "Informative Bulletin of the Honduras National Demographic Siirvey" (Nos,

The publication of the monthly Bulletin vra.s discontinued and a  quarterly 
Bulletin started to be issued,, containing information on material entered and 
a  supplement with the periodical publications received during the year.

The Library increased its small collection of m a p s  wi t h  the addition of 
numerous maps obtained from seven Latin American countries and others prepared 
.at CELA.d e  in .connection with the study on iirban growth developed during 1972- 
1973.

b) CELADE/San Jose Lib r a r y . The San Jose Library enriched its material 
with 2 067 publications Cboo^Sj imprints, booklets, monographs and other peri­
odical publications).

The extension of the training programme in CELADE/San Jose meant more 
demands on the Library, particularly regarding collection of bibliographic m a ­
terial. and the rendering of consultory services.
