Mr. TORRES (Colombia), speaking as Rapporteur, declared that during 
i t s ten years of existence the Commission had developed i t s own approach' 
to the problems of the region and had gone far towards attaining i t s object 
of raising the levels of living of the Latin American peoples. He î ras sure 
that the secre tar ia t would carry out i t s new commitments - such as ohe 
regional market project - with i t s usual efficiency. 

He then presented the annual report of the Commission. 

The annual report was adopted. 
The CHAIRMAN submitted a draft resolution for action by the Economic 

and Social Council (Conference room paper N°8). 
The draft resolution was adopted„ 

CLOSING SPEECHES 

Mr. ROJAS (Venezuela) thanked the Chairman for this conduct of the 
session and the secretar iat for i t s co-operation in the work of the 
Committee. He also expressed his gratitude to the Government of Chile for 
i t s hospital i ty . 

Mr. NCGUES (Argentina) endorsed the remarks of the Venezuelan 
representative. His Government wished to record that i t unreservedly 
maintained the position i t had taken up in previous conferences on inter -
Latin American trade and supported the work of the Commission in a l l i t s 
Implications. In part icular , i t s a c t i v i t i e s in the field of economic 
integration should be continued. 

Mr. VIAIJD (France) pointed out that the world economic situation had 
deteriorated since 1957, a fact which might have serious repercussions on 
the l iberalization of trade and payments«. That problem should be studied 
at the next meeting of the Regional Market Working Group and a second 
session of the Trade Committee should be convened in order to examine the 
possible adverse effects of the world situation on the advances already ma 
in the work of l iberalization and on i t s future progress. 

He associated himself with the Venezuelan representative in his prais 
of the s e c r e t a r i a t ' s work.

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The CHAIRI1AN said he had been honoured to preside over the Committee 
' the Whole on the occasion of the Commission's tenth aniversary. He 
*ew attention to the fact that the representative of Venezuela had made 
special journey in order to attend the session. The unity of view among the 

)vernments members of the Commission had been clearly shown during the 
setings and had brought them nearer to an objective which had hitherto 
jpeared unattainable; the creation of a regional market. The Commission's 
¡ t iv i t ies had been frui tful in both that and other f ie lds . Lastly, he 
jped that the important tasks ahead of the Commission would be accomplished 

rth the success that had always distinguished i t s work in the past. 

Mr» RANPALL (United States) thanked the Chairman for his remarks and 
idorsed the sentiments expressed by the representative of Venezuela.
