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INTRODUCTION

The fifth edition of the document entitled Selected Statistical Indicators of Caribbean
Countries accomplishes two purposes. It revises and updates the data set presented in the
previous documents while responding to user feedback for the amplification of data coverage.
The inclusion of new data sets has been made possible through the cooperation of information
units at the national 1level. The ECLAC/CDCC Secretariat wishes to acknowledge this
cooperation and looks forward to developing closer links with the countries. Care has been
taken to ensure that the data sets presented in this document remain most accurate.

The contents of the present document may need to be explained for the full understanding
of all readers. This document seeks to collect nationally prepared and published statistics
which have a greater chance of being methodologically consistent over the years than figures
produced from time to time on an ad hoc basis by agents other than the national information
units. This type of data preparation is prone to variations in methodology and smoothing
which results from preparation by different visiting experts from one period to another. The
increased and ever-widening user demand for the document is testimony of its increased use.

However this increased demand for the document at a time when printing costs are on the
rise has led to a re-examination of the dissemination modality. The effective use of
computer technology has made it possible to disseminate its content in machine-readable form
and thus save substantially on the cost of printing more copies of the document. This
modernization in dissemination is one aspect of a number of improved means of data delivery
being put in place by ECLAC. It relegates hard copy to being at the "lower end" of the
spectrum of data delivery media. At the same time, more research is being conducted to make
the electronic access and use of the data more versatile and user-friendly. To that extent
ECLAC/CDCC continues to produce and improve the softcopy of the document for more versatile
use and cost-effective dissemination. The present issue contains context-sensitive help to

further assist the user of the software.
