1. In accordance with the decisions taken at the Fourth Session of
the Caribbean Development and Co-operation Committee (CDCC) at Suriname
on 19-26 March 1979 that a meeting be convened “"to examine and approve

... an Inter-Governmental meeting was held im Kingston, Jamaica from
14-17 April 1980 with the objective of giving the final approval to the

statutes.

2. The meeting had before it the text of the proposed statutes
(Appendix II) generally acéépted at the Fourth'Session of the CDCC as
well as Amendments proposed by the Govermment of Jamaica (previously
circulated}, Surinameé and Dominica (tabled at the meeting). Prior to
the discussions it was agreed that no substantive changes would be
introducediin the statutes. —

Examination pf the Proposed Statutes‘

8. The meeting considered the amendments proposed by different
governments proceeding to a detailed analysis of the prpposed statutes -
which are attached as Appendix Ti. The amendments_adogted by the meeting

are set out hereunder (the new words are underlined):

The Executive Committee shall be competent to act, in the name of

the Council, in any matter the urgency of which would not permit it to be

submitted in sufficient time for consideration of the Couneil, and it shall

report such action to Council as soon as possible for ratification, informing

it of the circumstances and implications.

The Council shall establish an Executive Sécretariat Btafféd by paid,
full-time personnel as might be authofised by succeeﬂing Regﬁlar Plenafy
Sessions.

The Council shall meet in Regular Plenary Sessions once a vear
in a different member country and the agenda of such meetings shall
include, inter alia: consideration and aEBrovai of the previous

financial year's balance sheet; the Council’s draft Amnual Report; and
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the Council's draft Programme and Budget, provided for inm Articles 16 and

29, proposed by the Executive Secretary for the succeeding vyear.

Article 23
The First Reguiar Session of the Council shall be convened by the

CDCC Secretariat, in cd«bperation with ﬁNESCO, as soon as six (6} CDCC

member countries have designated their representatives in accordance with

the provisions in Articles 5, 6, 7, 31 and 33, thus sigpifying their wish

to form part of the Council. The First Regular Session shall elect its

own Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Rapporteur and shall conclude with election

of the Council's regular officers as provided for in Article 9.

Appropriéte regional and international govermnmental or non-governmental
organizations with which the Council has entered into formal working relations
may be invited by the Secretariat, with the Executive Committee's prior
approval, to designate observers to meetings of the Council or of the Executive
Committee. '

(The words “and/or technical advisers" were deleted).

Article 27 .

A quorum shall be constituted by a half plus one of the member countries.
Each member country shall have a single vote. All decisions at meetings held
under the Couﬁcil's auspices shall be taken by a simple majority vote of
those present and #otiﬁg. However,.pfoposals for modification of the statutes
must be approved.at a Plenary Session by a majority of two-~thirds of those

present and voting, subject to the provisions of Article 32 and three months

prior t¢ the meeting at which the proposals are to be considered.

Article 31

These statutes shall be subject to ratification or acceptance by CDCC

member countries. Tnstruments of ratification of acceptance shall be

deposited with the Director of the ECLA/CDCC Office who shall inform all

CDCC members of each deposit and the date thereof. .




Article 32

Any modification to these statutes shall be in accordance with

Article 27, and shall be subject to ratification or acceptance by

member countries of the Council.

Article 33

These statutes shall enter into force upon the deposit of

instruments of ratification or acceptance by six CDCC member countries.

Article 34

Until such time as the Council is in g position to establish its

own Executive Secretariat, as provided under Article 15, the CDCC

Secretariat shall assist in provision of the secretariat services in

collaboration with any government or organization specified in Article

17 (ii), (iii) and (iv) that the Council may designate. The requirement

in Article 15 that the Executive Secretary shall be the Secretary of the

Council and all its committees, and that in Article 14 with respect to

meetings of the Executive Committee shall not apply until gppointment of

the Executive Secretary.

Signing of the Statutes

9. At a special ceremony on the morning of Thursday 17 the representatives
of eleven govermments signified their approval of the statutes by signing
them as indicated in the Annex. The representative of the Commonwealth

of the Bahamas indicated that he was not empowered to sign.

Recommendations

10. The meeting having considered issues relating to the legal identity
of CCST, the need to have CCST formally established as early as possible,

and other aspects of CCST's operation,

UNANIMOUSLY recommends:
1. To CDCC member countries, that as a matter of urgency
they give ratification or acceptance of the statutes

for the CCST as annexed to this report, if possible

before the mext CDPCC meeting scheduled for 4-10 June 1980

in Jamaica.

2, To the CCST, that at its First Plenary Session it adopts
a resolution calling on governments who have signified
ratification and acceptance of the statutes to enact,
where they have not already done so, legislation giving

legal identity to the CCST.

3. To CDCC V that all necessary steps be taken that no
impetus be lost on the establishment and functioning of

the CCST.

4, Te govermments, noting that Article 34 requires the CDCC
Secretariat to perform certain secretariat services for
the CCST, pending the establishment of a permanent
secretariat, that they instruct their Permanent
Representatives at the United Nations to request the
Secretary-General to take all necessary steps that would
enable the ECLA Office for the Caribbean (which serves as
the Secretariat te the CDCC) to give fullest support to
the work of the CCST.

5. To UNESCO, the UNDP and the recently established United
Nations Interim Fund for Science and Technology, to join
with CDCC member countries in technical preparations for
the First Plenary Session of the CCST and, subsequently,

in implementation of the CCST work programme.

11. The delegate from the Dominican Republic voiced the wish of his
delegation that, in the report, his opinion be recorded that under
paragraph (ix) of Article 18 of the CCST statutes, due attention be
given to "specialized workers'" ("obreros especializados") as a category
of talented and qualified persons who should benefit from measures to

encourage them to remain in the region.

12, The meeting noted that it may be necessary for the CCST te have
certain immunities and privileges to perform its functions effectively,
and that accordingly consideration would have to be given to this matter

at some future date.
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13. The meeting also noted that consideration should be given to
the question of providing for withdrawal from the Council by its

member countries.

14, The meeting having noted that CDCC IV had requested the
preparation by the Secretariat of the budget for an autonomous CCST
for submission to member governments and the Steering Committee,

directed the Secretariat to give this matter its urgent attention.

15. The meeting considered and, approved the agenda for the First

Regular Plenary Sessicn of the CCST. This agenda is attached as

Appendix IIT.

16. The meeting agreed that the working languages of the CCST will
be English, Spanish and French.

CHAPTER 1 - PREAMBLE

STATUTES OF THE
CARIBBEAN COUNCIL FOR SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

CHAPTER I ~ ESTABLISHMENT

Article 1

A Caribbean Council for Science and Technology (CCST) is hereby
constituted in pursuance of decisions of the Caribbean Development and

Co-operation Committee (CDCC).

Article 2

The Council shall promote co-operation in the field of science and
technology aimed at furthering the social and economic development of its
member countries, including the implementation of provisions of the
Constituent Declaration of the CDCC to promote efforts to co-operate in
the mutual transfer of science and technology in order to facilitate the
adaptation of imported tachnology and the development of domestic
technologies and increase the bargaining power of the Caribbean Countries

in their relations with countries outside the area.

CHAPTER ITI - OBJECTIVES

Article 3

The Council shall pursue the following specific aims:
(i) to implement CDCC objectives by designing
and executing appropriate joint scientific
and technological projects, and alsoc advise
the CDCC and its member countries on scientific

and technological issues requiring attention;

(ii) to identify institutions that could participate
in the projects, and establish the mechanisms

for co-operation;
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(iii) where no relevant institutions exist, to propose measures

for the implementation of particular prejects;

(iv) to devise procedures for the effective dissemination
of the results of Caribbean R+D projects, and their

application in member countries;

(v) generally, to promote the establishment and strengthening
of appropriate national and Caribbean organs and
mechanisms for science and technoleogy development and

application.

CHAPTER III — MEMBERSHIP

Article 4

Membership of the Council shall be open to member countries comprising

the CDCC.

Article 5

Each member country of the Council is entitled to designate two Council
members, one of whom must be a scientist chosen by the respective government
from amongst senior officials of national bodies responsible for séience and
technology policies, or of national science and technology research councils,
or, where such bodies do not exist, from amongst leading scientists and
engineers in the government sector, the universities, aﬁproPriate professional
associations or the productive sector. A country may designate only one
Council member if it so wishes, in which case he must be a scientist chosen
in the manner described above. Voting at meetings shall take place in

accordance with the provisions of Article 27.

Article 6

Council members are appointed by means of government communications
addressed to the CDCC Secretariat. Such appointments may be for an
indefinite period of time and may be revised at any time by the government

concerned.



Article 7

A government may, if it so wishes, designate an alternate to its

Council appeintee(s).

Article 8

The Council may establish such specialized committees or ad hoc
working groups as may be necessary. These will comprise recognized
authorities in the particular field concerned. The Chairman of each

guch committee or working group shall be appointed by the Council,

CHAPTER IV - OFFICERS

Article 9
The officers of the Council shall be:

~ The Chairman : elected annually at the end of the year's

Regular Plenary Session.

— The Vice-Chairman : elected annually at the end of the year's

Regular Plenary Session.

- The Honorary Treasurer : elected at Regular Plenary Sessions

for three years and eligible for re-election.

In electing the officers of the Council members shall be guided by

the principle of equitable geographic distribution.

Article 10

The Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Honorary Treasurer and one other Council
member elected annually at the end of the Regular Plenary Session shall
constitute the Council'’s Executive Committee and represent the Council

between the Regular Plenary Sessions provided for in Article 19.



Article 11

The Executive Committee shall meet at least twice between Regular
Plenary Sessions to review the Council’'s activities and to consider the
draft Amnual Report, the Agenda and the working document of the next

Regular Plenary Session.

Article 12

The Executive Committee shall be competent to act, in the name of
the Council, in any matter the urgency of which would not permit it to be
submitted in sufficient time for consideration of the Council, and it shail
report such action to Council as soon as possible for ratification, informing

it of the circumstances and implications.

Article 13

The Vice-Chairman and the Honorary Treasurer, in that order, shall
replace the Chairman in all his duties if the latter should be absent from

the region or otherwise impaired in the exercise of his duties.

Article 14

Meetings of the Executive Committee are convened by the Executive
Secretary provided for in Article 15. . In the event that any member of
the Executive Committee cannot attend, a Council member will be co-opted
by the Executive Secretary to replace him, on the basis of seniority of

appointment to the Council.

CHAPTER V - SECRETARIAT

Article 15

The Council shall establish.an.Executive Secretariat staffed by paid,
full-time personnel as might be authorised by succeeding Regular Plenary
-Sessions. The Secretariat shall be._headed by a duly qualified Executive
Secretary, and shall be responsible to the Council. The Executive

Secretary shall be the Secretary of the Council and its committees,



Article 16

The Secretariat shall:

maintain links with international governmental and

submit for approval by the Honorary Treasurer,
at least one month before its presentation for

Programme and Budget of the Council;

prepare.all publications, reports, studies,
surveys and. any other written or audiovisual

material required for the Council's operations,

convene and technically organize all meetings

held under the Council's auspices.

CHAPTER VI - OPERATIONAL MECHANISMS

Article 17

To further the attainment of its objectives, the Council may:

ingtitutionalize its operations and draw up an

Annual Report and an Annual Programme and Budget;

conclude appropriate agreements with governments

of CDCC Members:
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(iii) conclude agreements with or establish close working
relations with other interested Caribbean regional
bodies, universities, scientific and technological
organizations and professiongl associations and

societies;

(iv) make arrangements for co~operation with the United
Nations, its Specialized Agencies, other entities of
the United Nations system, and other appropriate

national or international organizations;
{v) make regulations for the conduct of its business;

(vi) institute such other mechanisms as may be consistent

with its aims and objectives.

CHAPTER VII - OPERATIONAL FUNCTIONS

Article 18
The Council's Work Programme may include:

(i) didentification of priority scientific and
technological activities suitable for regional

co-operation;

(ii) encouragement of the design and adaptation of

technology to suit local circumstances;

(iii) advice on the monitoring and control, where
appropriate, of the transfer of science and

technology;

(iv) devising of measures and appropriate programmes,
within selected fields, permitting a better
utilization of the internal scientific and
technological potential of Ca;ibbean countries
with special attention to the’ contribution of
universities, R+D and.technical institutes

and scientific organizations or services;



(v) promotion of the use of functional budgeting
procedures by governments for scientific and

technological activities;

{(vi) prowmotion of measures for enhancing the status
of scientific researchers, teaching personnel and

other scientific and technical workers;

{(vii) action to foster the education and training of
specialized scientifiec and technological auxiliary

R4D personnel;

(viii) action to raise the level of public awareness of the
implications of science and technology for social

and economic development;

(ix) measures to encourage talented and qualified staff
to work and remain in the region, thus stemming the
exodus of such people to other countries and to
attract Caribbean research scientisgts and engineers,
teaching personnel and other Caribbean scientific and

technological workers, for work in the region;

(x) organization of symposia, seminars, workshops and

conferences;:

(x1) arrangements for the dissemination of the results

of its activities.through publications and other ways;

(xii) such other activities as may be consistent with its

aims and objectives.

CHAPTER VIII - MEETINGS

Article 19

The Council shall meet in Regular Plenary Sessions once a year in a
different member country and the agenda of such meetings shall include,
inter alia: consideration and approval of the previous financial year's
balance sheet; the Council’s draft Annual Report; 2and the Council's
draft Programme and Budget, provided for in Article 16 and 29 proposed

by .the Executive . Secretary for the succeeding year.



Article 20

The Council's Annual Report and approved Programme and Budget shall

be transmitted to the CDCC and to CDCC Member States.

Article 21

At the request of its Chairman or at least half plus one of its

members, the Council may meet in Extraordinary Plenary Session.

Article 22

Regular or Extraordinary Plenary Sessions shall be convened and
organized by the Council's Secretariat. Such meetings shall be presided
over by the Chairman, the Vice-Chairman or the Honorary Treasurer, according
to the availability and in that order. Regular Plenary Sessions must be
convened with three months prior notice and Extraordinary Plenary Sessions

with six weeks notice stating the agenda in each case.

Article 23

The First Plenary Session of the Council shall be convened by the
CDCC Secretariat, in co-operation with UNESCO, as soon as six (6) CDCC
member countries have designated their representatives in accordance with
the provisions in Articles 5, 6, 7, 31 and 33, thus signifying their wish
to form a part of the Council. The First Plenary Sessions shall elect
its own Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Rapporteur and shall conclude with

election of the founcil's regular offjicers as provided for in Article 9.

Article 24

- Each specialized committee or ad hoc working group shall be chaired
by its designated Chairman (cf. Article-8 -above) or, in his absence, by a

participant designated by the committee or working group concerned.



Articie 25

Apprepriate regional and international governmental or non-
governmental organizations with which the Council has entered into
formal working relations may be invited by the Secretariat, with the
Executive Committee’s prior approval, to designate obszrvers ro

meetingsof the Council or of the Executive Commitiee.

Articie 26

The Executive Committee shall decide cn official represantation cf
the Council at appropriate conferences, meztings or othey events reiated
to its aims and wozk and in which the Couacil is officially invited to
pariicipate. The Exezutive Committes ghall veport on its action in this

vegard, to the Council, at Plenary Sessions.

Avticle 27

A quorum shall be constituted by a kalf plus one of the member
countries. Each member shall have a single wvota. All decisions at
meetings held under the Council's auspices shall be takan by a simple
majority vote of those present and voting. However, propoaals for
modifications of the Statutes must be approved at a Plenary Session by a
majority of two~thirds of those present and voting subject to the provision
in Article 32 and three months notice having beeﬁ given to member countries
of the proposals for modifications, prior to the meeting at which the

proposals are to be comnsidered.

CHAPTER IX - FINANCES

Ariicle 28

(a)- The finances of the Council shall consist of:
(i) Contributiong frow Member Governments, with
additional support from organizaiions within

the United Nations system and other institutions.
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(1i) Funds for projects sponsored or launched by the Council,
and which qualify for assistance within the framework .
of activities of organizations of the United Nations -
system, or any other appropriate intermational, regional

or national organization.

(b) The Council may establish a Special Fund for .Scientific and
Technological Development in the Caribbean, to be used
particularly to assist priority R+D projects of an Intra-
regional nature, within the guidelines set down by the Council,
Regulations for the operation of the Special Fund must be laid

down by the Council.

Article 29

The Council shall keep proper books of account and prepare an Annual
Balance Sheet, properly audited. Funds received and disbursed under the
Special Fund referred to in Article 28(b) shall be presented in a separate

account.

Article 30

The Council’s financial year shall run from 1 January to 31 December.

CHAPTER X - FINAL PROVISTONS

Article 31

These statutes shall be subject .to ratification or acceptance by CDCC
member countries. Instruments of ratification or acceptance shall be deposited
with the Director of the ECLA/CDCC Office who shall inform all CDCC members

of each deposit and the date thereof. v

Article 32

Any modifications to these statutes shall be in accordance with Article 27
and shall be subject to ratification or acceptance by member countries of the

Council,
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Article 33

These statutes shall enter into force upon the deposit eof instruments

of ratification or acceptance by six (6) CDCC member countries.

Article 34

Until such time as the Council is in a position to establish its own
Executive Secretariat, as provided under Article 15, the CDCC Secretariat
shall assist in provision of the secretariat services in collaboration with
any government or organization specified in Article 17 (ii)}, (iii) and (iv)
that the Council may designate. The requirement in Article 15 that the
Executive Secretary shall be the Secretary of the Council and all its
committees, and that in Article 14 with respect to meetings of the Executive

Committee shall not apply until appointment of the Executive Secretary.
