augural ceremony scheduled for the morning of 17 April the details
of which including the opening addresses will be announced in the

corresponding order of the day,

2. Eleection of Officers

Rule 5 ¢f the Rules of Procedure provides that "the Chairman
of the Committee shall be the Minister designated as ex-officio
member of the Committee by the host country of the session and

elected by the Committee.™

Rule 7 states that at "each session the Committee shall also
elect two Vice-Chairmen and a Rapporteur, who may be Ministers,

advisers or experts.”

At the Committee's First Session in Havana it was agreed that
subject to apprepriate changes of rank;, the officers of the Min-
isterial Level Meeting should come from the same countries as the

corresponding officers of the Technical Level Meeting.

3. Adoption of the Agenda

The Provisional Apgenda proposed by the Secretariat in document
E/CEPAL/CBCC/259 gsubject to the changes which may bhe introduced by
delegates, is intended to serve for both levels of meetings, it being
understocd that the conclusions and recommendations of the Technical
Level Meeting will constitute the main basis for the discussion 2%

the Ministerial Level.
