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" Introduction

In compliance with General Assembly resolutions 1518 (Xv],
1709 (XVI) and 1823 (XVII}, and Economic and Social Council resolutions
793 (XX), 823 (XXXII) and 879 {XXXIV} on decentralization of the
United Nations economic and social activities and strengthening of the
regional economic commissinns,'thg ECLA secretariat established a
Technical Assistance Co-ordinmating Unit in September 1962 with the
main purpose of systematicaelly co-ordinating the direct provision of
advisory services to member Governments of ECLA and to the secretariats
of regional and sub~regional economic integration agencies, and organizing
special training courses, seminars and technical meetings of governments
exparts,

These activities are financed with ECLA's own resources and by the
United Naticns Development Programme, section 12 of the United Nations
regular budget, the United Nations Trust Fund for Population Activities
and funds donated by some European Governmerits, They cover the fields
of natural resources and energy, export promotion, maritime and road
transport, ports, regional development, economic development and development
financing, statistics, national accounts, industry, public administration,
rural comunity development, Fiscal policy and budget progfamming, trade
policy, and promoticn of tourism. Up to 31 December 1971, the United
Nations Regular Technical Assistance Programme was cantributing fairly

substartially to the flnanclng of ECLA's operational act1v1tles in the
region.

Early in 1970, the ECLA secretariat decided that these operationsl
activities should be carried out in the form of programmes, grouping in
each programme a number of regional advisers in related subjects, and
supplemgnting some of them by specialized training courses and high-level
technical seminars, By this means it is sought to harmonize and co-ordinate
these activities with the research being carried out by the secretariat
in each of the fields covered by the various apsrational programmes,
with the two~fold purposs of adopting a common unified approach to both
these activities and transferring the results of the research to the
countries in the region by means of technical assistarnce. The final
objective of this system is to ensure that ECLA's research activities
should be applied in practice.

With the aim of establishing the .necessary machinery for the practical

harmonization and co-ordihation &f thase two activities, the ECLA
secretariat established the DiVl51on of Operations in May 1972 with the
purpose af setting pnloritles For the technloal assistance provided by .
ECLA, admlnlstsrlng operatlonal programmos ‘and projacts approved in lire
with ths policy and orger of priority eotabllshed in tha Comm1551on's
work programme, and translatlng broad obaeotiuea 1nd general policy
guidellnes into conorete operatlonal obJectives.

‘ For thls purpose, the DlVlSlOﬁ of Uberatlons is respon51ble For (
wldentlfying and Formulating multlnatlonal, reglonal and ‘sub=regional
technical . assistance projects and programmes, taking into account the
‘devolopment obJactlves ‘of countries or groups of oountrles, the resolutions
adopted by intergovermmental bodies, and ways in which thay can complement
country projects; for co-erdinating ECLA's technical assistance to .
countries in the region, through both r glonai advlsers and substantive
staff members of the qecretariat' and for co-ordlnatlng in ccnsultation
with the technical divisions of the secretarlat, the execution of
‘1nterdlsc1pllnary and multi-divisional progects which have the Following
objectives: {a) to assist in solving priority economic and social problems
at the request of oountrles or groups of countries in the reglon- (b) to
.help develop their econdmies and institutions; dnd (c) to intensify regional
and sub-regional eoonomio\iﬁtegration. '

In ﬂddltlﬂﬂ, at tha request oF governmants, the Unlted Nations i
Davelopment Programme or participating and executing agenoles, the Division
of Operations co-ordinates ECLA's assistance to the Latin American
Governments in the preparatlon of background document and briefs of the
uarious sectors which are requlred by UNDP as the fxrst phase in the country
programming exerc1se and in ths 1dentLF10ation and formulation af progects
included in the' programme approved by the UNDP Govarning Counczl

, Thls document presents 1nFormatlon on the most important operatlonal
actlvitles carried out by ECLA between Janyary 1971 and August 1972, with
hoth 1ts own resources and those made avallable to it by UNDP, UNFPA, the
tUnited Natlons bilateral technlcal as sistance agencles. Although this
informatian dogs not cover all the operatlonal act1v1ties untertaken by the
secretarlat during this perlod, it oJearly indicates that these act1v1tios
form a highly important part of ECLA’s overall work programme. Suffice

of the secretariat staff 1/:

The man-months devotad to operational activities include substantive
staff members and regional advisers attached to ECLA.

The estimates for 1971 are roughly similar, and the trend in 1972
indicates virtually no change.

I. DIRECT ADVISORY ASSISTANCE TO GOVERNMENTS



A. Dsvelopment of Natural Resources

1. Backgound

The year 1956 saw the heginning of technical assistance to the
countries of the region in this field with the creation of the
ECLA/OTC/WNO/WHO(PAHD) Water Resources Survey Broup 1/, which implemented
various projects on water resources and erergy stemming from ECLA
resolutions 59 {vI), 164 (VIII), 185 (VvIII), 186 (VIII), 204 (IX) and
302 (XIv), and resolutions 533 (XVIII) of the Economic and Social Council.
Generally spesking, the activity of the regional advisers enrolled in
the project toock the line of ensuring that Latin America should take
full and rational advantage of its water resources, and take appropriate
measures to avoid the harmful effects of water.

The regional advisers assisted the majority oF‘tha Latin American
countries in preparing studies on the economics of ensrgy, and how to
make the hest multi-purpose use of water resources. As regards this
latter topic, the fields covered have been: tydrometeorology, agrometeorolaogy,
hydrology, industrial drinking water, irrigation and drainage,
hydroelectricity, disposal of sewage and contamination of water reserves,
flood control and groundwater run off, legal and institutional
organization,

The advisers alse collaborated with the Central American Ecanomic
Integration Programms in a sub-regional study on water resources and the
development of enmergy. It is hoped that it will be possible to prepare
a similar study for the countries of the Andean Group.

2. Ubjectives
Among long-term aims may be mentioned aid to the countries of the
region for developing natural resources, sspecially water, hydroelectricity
and minerals, by means of nationel, regional (within a country) and
inter-regional (border areas'and-gruupé of countries) studiss, plus
studies of river basins as part of the regional planning of aconomic
and social development.

3 Activitles undertaken between January 1971 and
duly 1972 to meet these onjactives

In order to ach;sue the aims msntioned‘lngthe preceding section,
the regional technical assistance advisers and the staff-members of:
ECLA taking part in the project have svolved, inter alia, the follow1mg
activities at the request of the interested Governments:

{a) Hydroslectricity.

(i] Rﬁssinn‘ta Peru.fdanuary—February 19?1)

A missmn WaS . semt to adv:.se the Hegicnal Office f‘or the Develapment
of the North of .Peru {CORLEN) and the Reconstruction and Ashabilitation .
Committee (CRYRZA) for.the aree affected by the earthquake of 31 May 1570,
in investigating the damage caused to electricity supply systems, analysing
emergency solutions and recommending others. The result of this mission
was the preparation of a programme for the development of the energy
sector in the North of Peru. .The peruvian Government is carrying out
studies, projects and construction in acccrdance with the main recommandations
of the report. : ‘

(ii) Mission to Jamaica (June-July 1971)

.+ At the request of the Public Utilities Commission an economic. report
was prepared. gn the possibility of buillding hydroelectric stations with
pumped storage power, entitled: Preliminary study of pumped storage
power potential in Jamaica. This analysed the electricity generating
resources of Jamaica, andvprcduction‘costs and suggested the most
appropriate types of plant to instell in Jamaica. PRecommandations
include:

~ To review the numerous bodies engaged in the research, evaluation
and use of the water rescurces of Jamaica, with the aim of concentrating
all these operations in the Electric Energy Authority;

~ To study systematically where in Jamaica hydroelectricity is
generated in order to find the most appropriate sitas;

~ To find out whether storage ressrvoirs could be built in the

gastern area of Jamaica, since the rest of the country does not allow
of it. '

(ii1) mMission to Nicaragua {November-December 1971)

Advisory services wsre provided to the Ministry of Economy,
Industry and Trade on hydroglectric resources as part of the Central
American Hydrometeorological Project, on water balance in Lakes Nicaragus,
Managua and Apan&s and on the use of the waters of Lake Nicaragua for
generating electricity.

Existing data was anelysed for this purposes; the water balance of
Lakes Managua and Nicaragua was studied together with the factors
involved in the estimate; a critical review was made of the studies on
the generation of electricity using the waters of the River San Juan,
which flows into the Atlantic; and the possibility of diverting the
waters of Lzke Nicaragua into the Pacific was studied. In addition,
data and estimates on the water balance of the Apanés Reservolr were
revised. :

The report on this mission contains suggestions for additional
studies and recommends, inter alia:

- The extension of the Central American Hydrometsorological
Project into a second stage, in order to formulate and evaluate
hydroslectric and irrigation projects, and other multi-~purpose prajects.

- The expansion of tﬁéhstudies for the project to divert Ehe
waters of Lake Nicaragua intoc the Pacific, teking into account that

this will serve not only for gensrating electricity but also for
irrigation, navigation and pisciculture.

. At the regquest of the National Planning Office {ODEPLAN] the expert

‘Advisory services wera provided for the Ministry of Economy,
Industry and Trade on variocus studies and for the critical review of
irrigation and drainage projects. As a result .of this mission, the
following reports were made to the Bovernment:

(114) Mission to Brazil [January=February 1972)

At the requsst of the Depariment of Sanitary Works (ONOS), which
depends on the Ministry of the Interior, collaboration was provided
in various aspects of irrigation, drairnege and flood control in the
valleys of the Rivers Sapucaf, Picac and Piumi, all in the State of

/Vina Gerais.
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Minas Gerais. The expert also mads recommendations on the construction

project of the Taguaril Tunnel io supply the. c1ty of Belo Hbrlzante
with drlnking water.

Soma favourable results of this mission were the considerable savings
in the drainage and facings systems of the irrigation: channgls of the Sapucal
praject; recommendations on irrigation systems, administration and
payment of investment by the irrigator; DNOS? decision, in accordance
with the recommendations of the expert, to suppress the permanent drains,
gxpansion joints and metal reinforcements in the Taguaril Turnel.

{iv) Mission to Chile {March 1972)

Technical assistance was provided for studying the CONCHI Reservoir
project in the province of Antofagastaz, at present under construction.
The adviser recommended, broadly speaking, a solution of great importance
in terms of the cost and security of the construction, for the clamping
of the right wall of the reservoir which for geological reasons appeared
to be rather precarious, The recommendation was accepted by the Office
for Irrigation and the selution projesct wes handed over to engineers of
the office. Other recommendations were made an the slopas of the wairs
these were also accepted, both by the OFfice for Irrigation and by the
French firm BACHY, technicians from which took part in the discussions
and collaborated in the construction work,

(v) Mission to Brazil [NMey-Jurne 1972)

The expert again returned to Brazil to advise the Natlonal

Department of Sanitary Works (ONOS) on flood control and drainage in

the coastal erea of the northeeast of Brazil, in the states of Rio Grande
do Norte, Parafba, Pernambuco and Alagoas, to review progress on the
work recommended in the previous mission an the Valley of Sapucal and to
make an investment study of 30 million cruzedirds over a pericd of two
Years, in accordance with the agricultural p0551b111t1es DF the whole
valley.

(1) Mission to Paraguay (June—July 1971)

With the collaboration of the WMO regional adviser on hydrometeorology,
assistance was rendered to the Technical Secretariat of Economic and
Social Planning to create a national centre for the co—ordination of

he also drew up & report for the Government of the Dominican Republic,
containing an evaluation of the possibilities for the legdl and
institutional machinery of the country to. satisfy the neéds of developing
the water resources.

(i) Mission to Venszuela {October-November 1971)

Advisary services were provided for the Geological Office of the
Ministry of Mines and Hydrocarbons on mineral prospecting programmes.
The report of the mission underlired the great importance of the coal
seams of the State of Zulia as a potential future source of supply of
metallurgical coke for Venezuela itself and part of South America.

(i1} Mission to Nicarsgua {November-December 1971)

Advisory services were provided for the National BGeological Service
in the exploration and evaluation of mineral deposits, mainly of copper.
The expert visited the copper deposits of Madriz, studied earlier mining
reports and drewup a preliminary report, . '

With the recognition of the deposits of Cerro del Cobre it was
observed for the first time that there were indications of important
copper depusits in the western part of Nicaragua. On the basis of the
expert's report, the Bovermment decreed several resvlutions for carrying
out an exploratory svaluation of the deposits. '

(iii) Mission to Jamaica (April 1972)

At the request of the Department of Mines, the expert made various
suggestions and recommendations for prospecting mineral metal deposits,
mainly of copper. He reviewed all the geological, geochemical and
gaophysical data available in the country and made a visit to the fField
for purposes of information; he is at present preparing a technical
report on this subjeat to be presented to the Government,

(iv) Mission to Ecuador {April-May 1572}

At the requast of the Office of Mines and Geology, the expert
visited the deposit of porphyritic copper in Chaucha, the first.sizeable
copper deposit discovered in Fcuador, and gave a series of lactures on
econonic geology at the reguest of the National Polytechnic School of
Buito.

The group suggested
that country case stmdies should be made in six countries in different -
parts of the world, 1nc1ud1ng Colombia in Latin Amerlca, The Executive
Committes of the WMO approved the project which will be implemesnted with
aid from the UNOP, The studies will be aimed at evaluating in each
sector of the sconomy tha present and potential beneflts UF the
metemrnlaglcal sarv1cas in relation to their cost,

{iid) Mission to Paragpay (Juneudulg,1971) N

Assistance was givan to the Technical Planning Secreteriat, in
collaboration with the regional adviser on legal .and .institutional
matters, on the creatlan of a cantre for co—ordlnatzng hydrcloglcal
actlvitles.

[iv] Mission to Brazil {June 1972) S

‘On a joint missicn with the regional adviser on irrigation and
drainage, the expert advised the National Degartment of Sanitary Works
{DNOS) on the processing of hydrological data in the Division of Studies,
and on the present situation gf_two;hyﬂhological,systams, cne. in the
River Sapucaf Basin and the other in the bagin of Lake Feisa.

- .,Studies made in both areaes were reviewed and short Pleld visits
made in order to ascertain the topographicel, climatic and hydrological
conditions. A rapid revision of the register of hydrologicel data was
also carried out and advisory assistance on procedure was given,

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(v} Other activities

During 1571, the expert collaborated during various periods in
different areas in the preparation of the Climatic Atlas of South™
America, prepared by the World Meteorological Organization. In visits
to countries of the region he collected material for this work to
which was added data available in ECLA., The Atlas with its first two
sets of maps was completed and sent to the WMOD secretariat.

(f) Drinking water, water for industrial use and drains

The regional adviser assigned to the Natural Resources and Energy
Programme depends administratively on the WHO/ PAHO Parn-American Centre
of Sanitary Engineering and Enviranmental Sciences {[DEPIS) whose
hemdquarters is in Lima., ECLA and WHO/PAHO agresd that he would
cellaborate with the Health Planning Centre, CEPIS and local and regional
programmes of WHO/PAHO, On account, then, of this agreement, a large
part of his activities have taken place outside the field of action
of the Programme. '

{i) Mission to Paraguay (April-May 1971)

The Paraguayan Government reguested the collaboration of the expert
in updating the report on sanitary dspects of the water resources of
Paraguay, prepared in 1956. In the preliminary report, after the
first mission of experts in 1966, it was recommended that a request
should be made to the UNDP to set on foot a programme of researtch
on the underground waters of the Chaco region. When the second visit
took place at,. the end of April 191, the UNDP project on research into
the underground water resources of the Central and Northeast Chaco
was in operation.

At the request of the Under-ﬁacretary mf State for Water Resources,.
assistance was provided in astablishing the bases for the national water

At the reguesst of the UNDP Resident Repressntative, assistance was
given to the Manager of UNDP project CHI/G9/35 for the development of
water resources in the Norte Grande area in defining the scupe of the
proposed studies of mathematical models: Fer this. purpose, visits were
paid in the Antofsgasta Province to some 40 industries, water intakes,
gauging stations, various water wcrks, tharmuelectric plants, mines
and manufacturing plants, etc. ‘
At several working méetings, the Préjact Marager, United Neations
experts and specialists from Chllean universmtles discussed the scopse
of the study with mathematical modelb, and subsequently a draft version
of these models (1nc1ud1ng a work prngramme and an nrganizatlunal chart) =
was prepared with a view to embarking immedlately on the praparatory e
studigs. E

At the present time, job descriptions are being prepared for the
recruitment of local spscialists ard Urdted Nations experts to meke up
the working group which is to study the mathematical models with the
co-operation of ths Universidad de Chile and the Universidad del Norte
{Antofagasta). The suggestion that the project team should be reinforced
has not yet bsen daveloped. It was proposed that economists, [UNDF, ECLA,
ILPES), socioldgists and demogrephers (ECLA, ILPES, CELACE) end other
experts (ECLA, FAQ, WMQ) should be irmcluded with a view to converting
the project into & geruineg study of regicnal planning in 8 critical
area of Chile where water is ore of the principal limiting factors.

/4. Extent
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4, Extent to which the objectives were met

Generally speaking, the country studies prepared on the basis of
advisory missions hy the experts engaged in this regional project led,
inter alia, to the following results: encouraging the national authorities
to take & keener interest in water resources; increasing the investment
and operational budgets for energy, meteorology, water supply for
household angd industrial use, and irrigation; facilitating the
identification of problems related to water resources within the broader
context of economic and social development; and encouraging the authorities:
to plan water resources projects well in advaence end to reorganize the
institutions eoncerred with the functional use of water,

In many cases it is difficult, if not impossible, to show that a
particular govermment decision or measure has been adopted as a result
of the technical assistance rendered by an expert or group of experts
from a particular international agency.

In very special cases, such as the original concepiion of & unique
project or the discovery of a ming, they can be lirnked without doubt to
a specific technical assistance mission} but in many other cases the
expert's conclusions or recommendations may coincide with the views
already expressed by local specialists before the mission by international
experts, which merely helps the goverrment authorities to - adopt a decision,
In other cases the recommendations contained in the report on a technical
assistance mission, for various reasons, have a favourable but
delayed effect.

The following are a few cases where it can be considered that
technical assistance missions of experts assigrned to this regicnal project
appreciably influenced the adoption of important goverrment decisions:

{a) The expansion and improvement of services and networks of
mateorological and hydrnlogical stations in Bolivia, Central
America, Chile, Colombia, fruador, Panama, Paraguay and
truguay, which were undertsken with UNDP assistance, The first
project of this kind in Latin America (and probably in the
world) was initiated in Chile in 1959, as a result of and
gncouraged by the overall study of water resources in this
country by the ECLA/BTAD/WMO Water Resources Survey Group.
Similar studies carried gut later in other countries have
led to the projects referred to as well as others which are in
course of preparation.,

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B: Rogional Desvelopment

1. Backgrourd

The inclusion of regional develapment in EGLA‘S openatlonal dctivities
is the result of the following three factors,

First, the greater knowlsdge which Latin America has acquired about
the nature and:projections of development, particularly in spatial aspects,
has caused planning concepts and processes mors'and mors td;réflact the
problems of regiocnal leocation and distribution of development ection and
benefits, both in diagnoses and in policy and strategy formulation, This
is manifested in practice .by the concern and interest of Latin American
Governments and planners to study and desdl with:spcial, sconomic and spatial
problems deriving from the marked regional disparities within the majority
of the countries in the regidn, and by their keen interest in planning
problems in relation to urban development and the related infrastructure.

Secondly, the objectives of economic’ integration and complemsntarity,
both in border areas and at the multinatioral level, which are pursued
by the Latin American Governments involve certain stretegic changes in the
location of infrastructurg and production activities, This is so, on the
whole, in- the case of transport infrastructure, especielly &s regards ports
and roads providing access to frontiers; or in that of certain industries
and establishments for processing agricultural commodities which regquire
a functional location faciliteting access to raw materials or semi-processed
products covered by complementarity agreements, or in gensral to the markets
of neighbouring countries, This has meant an increasing demand for technical
assistance experts for the preparation, of border regisnal development:
projects or multinaticrmal spatial inmtegration studies with a view to
multinational sconomic integration, such as the border:studies being carried
out by Venszusla or ths multinatioral studiea belng undertaken within the
. framework of. the Cartagena Agreement. : : _

Thirdly, thera is an evermincreasing direct demand from Goverrments
for advisory assistance in the preparation, execution and appraissl of
regiomal development projects at a natiornal lsvel, in expending and
regionalizing national development plans and in covering specific aspscts
of urban and local development policy,

ECLA started to provide technical assistance in connexion with regional
development in 1969, The three ECLA advisers in this field have always worked
together as a team, participating in individual or Jjoint advisory missions
and performing training activities at regioral and national courses.

/2, Db jectives
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2. Objectives

The following ocperatiocnal nbjectlues are pursuad by ECLA in connexion
with regiomal development: :

(a) to edvise on social aspects in the formulation of regioral and

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C, Export Development

1. Backaround

At tha meeting of the Executive Secretaries of .thg regional economic
commissions, held in New York in January 1267, an agreement was reached
to combineg activities and resources in a United Nations programme for
the promotion of exports from developing countries jf. The subjact
was discussed again at the meeting of Exscutive Secretaries held in
July 1967, with the participetion of the Secretary Gereral of UNCTAD,
the Director General of GATT and representatives of UNIDD, the UNDP
and FAD, At that meeting it was reaffirmed that the programme should
represent a co-ordinated effort with the participation of all the
organizations of the United Nations system interested in this topic,
with a view to ensuring the harmonious utilization of all the resources
and activities of the various departments concernsd with sxport promotion.
It was alsc agreed that sach of the sconomic commissions for the developing
regicns should set up & centre to promote the Programme; to that end
it was recommandsd that regicnal trade promotion centres or programmes
should be established within ECA, ECAFE and ECLA, and should operate
under the direction of the respective Executive Secretaries gf.

The UNDP, considering that export promotion fell within the sphere
of the assistance that it provides, welcomed the proposal for improving
the organization of the activities of the United Nations in this field.

In accordance with the above directives, in 1970 ECLA established
an inderdisciplinary programme of export promotion, one of the essential
features of which = reflecting its operational hias - is the provision
of advisory services and the organization of trainiog courses and
technical seminars.

Since 1965, ECLA, in co-operation with UNCTAD, has been preparing a
series of studies on the short-term prospects for exports of manufactures
and semi-manufactures by several Latin America countries g/. These studies
led the goverrments of the region to show interest in receiving assistance
from the NOP in this field.

/2. Dbjectives

In Latin America there exists a general consensus on the need to
increase and diversify exports of manufactures; thus,the governments
of many of the countries of the region have given the promotion of
induétrial exports a prominent place among their development objectives.

With a view tb abhieuihg this bbjectiue wifhin a reasonable space
of time, the governments have recognized the need for devising and
energetically epplying an integral set of measures designed to improve
tha efficiency of production, marketing and institutions, by dewveloping -
their ability to cope with the requ1rements of axport promotion. :
In this ccnnex1on, the Latin American governments have requested that
special attention be pald to advisory services connected with the
develaopment and diversification of manufactures and semi-manufacturss
destined for export. This would be in kesplng with the criteria they
have suggested with regard tg a general development strategy end would
provide the necéssary elements for an overall approach to the problem
of export promotion, teking into account its interrelations with
aconomic development in general, -

The above-mentioned draft project is currently under study by the
different organizations that would be involved with the implementation
of the project. It is hoped that action wiil be taken not only in the
field of international marketing, but slso with regerd to identification
of export products, which in turn wquld be useful from the point of view
of another request to the WNDP which the CARIFTA secretariat is currently
considering with a view to rationalizing agricultural production in

the region,

/4., Extent
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4, Extent te which the objectives were met

The Export Pramotion Programme started operating in 1970, and so
it is difficult to point to any positive achievements that have resulted
from its work, However, special mention may be made of certain
activities. As a result of the mission to Central America, ail the
countries of the arsa reguested advisory assistance from the Programme,
which enables them to co-ordinate and harmonize their initiatives
with those of Central America as 8 whole. Thus, too, the assistance
given to the Mexican Foreign Trade Institute, during the stage of
organization of its activities, led to the proposal of measures and
international technical assistance, which wers Favaurably raceived by
the Mexican authorities.

The governments have shown unfailing interest in the services
that are provided by the Programme*s advisers, and have mede an
effective contribution of counterpart staff to work with them.

It would thus appear that ECLA, in adopting a regiconal approach
and in placing emphasis on export policies and export planning, has
operned up & fFleld of activity in which governments do not as yet
receive sufficient international technical assistance and which
supplements the commercial and promotional aid offered by other
organizations.

/D. Statistics
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‘The results obtained from technical assistance missions imdicats that
many countries have made progress in their endeavours to przsent reliable
and timely information on population and related social guestions, This
prograss, however, has been insyfficient and has proceedecd by fits and
starts. Promising beginnings have not fully materialized owing to lack
of continuous support from the Governments themselves and from International
organizations, A dzpendable level of technical assistance is as necessary
as ever,

Even in the countriss of the region which are statietically relatively
more advancad, advice on specific problems in the conduct of population
censuses is being requested, especially on practical aspscts of preparation of
census plang, the preparation of questibnnaires and enumeratiocn Lvctructions,
the treinding of ernumeretors, supsrvisors-and other fleld and office staft, and
the preparation of tabulatiocn slans. This is particuiarly important in wview
of the 1970 populstion end housing census progremme for the Americas,

On the cther hand, modsrn eilsctronic equiprent is e eowerful teol for
data processing, sspecially for dealing with the huge damand for information
aerising out of a population census. However, little expsrience axists in
the countries of the region in ths solution of specific problems which arisae
in the use of electronic dats—processing eguipmeint in the slaboration of the
population census data, Only by an sfficient uss of the available equipment
can the main objective of timely results be obtsined,

It is also well known that statistical sampling can be applied to
seversl phases of the population census and to demographic surveys, In
certain occasions it could He applied to reducs the cost implied by a
complete enumeration, Sampling could alsc serve for determining the quelity
of the data obtaired in & full enumeration, for obtainlng edvance results,
and for other purposes as well, Though Latin American countries have
trained sampling experts in many cases, they have not yet acguired sutficient
working experience to solve all the practical problems which arise when
epplying the theoretical principles to detailed work procedures.

" Finally one of the most important uses of vitel statistics, which may
be obtalned from registration records or from other sources, is for
gemographic anglysis, which is an important aid in planming for ecoriomic
and social development, Vital statistics yield information on the rate and

Jtrend of
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trend of population growth and on the behaviour of its comporents, The
vital statistics available in Latin American countries are not of such
guality as to enmable them to serve these purposes and improvement is
urgently needed,

In ths field of natioral accounts; it should be noted that since the
end of 1968, the Unitsd Mations has recommended all Governments to use a
new integrated system of natiornal accounts, Letin American pl=aning bodies
can no longer cope with the incrsasing demand for information cwing to the
fact that their calculation methods and the national accounts systems
themselves dats fram the period betwesn 1958 and 1962 whereas in the meantime
a wide range of more up-to-date basic statistivcs has bevome availabls,
including many aspscts of social sceounting. Morecvar, atiention is now
being given te ths incorpovation of a supplemaniary system of jncome
distribution statistics, mational balances and public sector ascounts,
all of which makes it more useful and indispensablea,

In the past, ECLA®s cortinuing activity in this field was o determining
factor in the establishment of systems of rmatiorel accounts in most countries
of the region., ECLA, in turn, has been making 1n+anaiva use of these date
in its aralyses of the Latin American ecoromy,.

With
regard to short-term estimates, the main deficiencies were shown up and
the improvements which should be made indicated,

(b) The plan for a continuing sample of households in Chile, and
the survey itself, will kezn up to date, nationalliy and regiorally spzaking,
statistics on labour, housing conditions, the structure of the household,
family income and sxpenditure, interral migration, and the asttitude of the
population as regards social, economic and political affairs,

() The household survey in Panama and Argentina will give the
characteristics of housing érd damographic varicbles, as weil as the structurs
of family budgets at tifferent socio-economic ievels.

(d) The national demographic survey carried out in the Dominican
Republic, which was a pioneer effort in Latin America for its plan, and which
takes in a sample and a sub~sample in the accumulation of date, developed
throughout all its stagses within the limlts forecast by the Government end
by the expert. For the first time in the Dominican Republic, the tabulations
of this survey will provide data on the fertility of the population, birth-
rate, death-rate, marital status, internal migration and economically active
labour feorce, which will be fundamental for evaluating the results put forward
in family planning and for the programming of the country%s population
policy in the future.

(e) Virtuslly all the expert®s recommendations were considersd when the

4, Extent to which the objectives were met

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As Central American Economic Integraetion Programme

1. Background

The Central American Economic Integration Programme was formally
started in 1952 on tha occasion of the first mzeting of the Central
American Economic Co-~operation Committee, a subsidiary organ of the
tconomic Commission for Latin America, formed by the Minmisters of
Economy of Costa Pica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Nicaragua and Hondines,

Ever since, the United Nations has been giving techriical aszistance to

that programmz conslztent with the interest of the Cantral 2rerican
Governmsnts in increesing trade among themselves, substituting imports

from cutsida the area, intensifying their agricuiturul development and
industrial producticn, as well as in establishing a systsm af svbragional
eglectricity interconnexion and improving their transportation systems

and infrastructure, within the plans for promoting the integration of their
eccnomies and expanding their markests through the co-ordination cf development
plars and the esteblishment of new regional enterpiisas,

The efforts of the Central American governmznts cuunireted in the
signing of the Generel Treaty orn Central Amsrican Economic Integration in
December 1960, This treaty world not only benefit the countries of the
Central Auerican market but would alsg sirengthen their expost capacity
to other countries ocutside the regian,

In the field of commerce and trade, assistance was origimaily
provided for the formulation of a Standard Central American Tariff
Nomsnclatura (NAUCA), which was adopted by the countries in the mid-1950s,
Later on, experts from the Unitsd Nations technical co-operation programme
and from ECLA collaborated in the establishment of a common external tariff
for imports from outside the area, which was incorporated as a protocel to
the General Treaty on Economic Integraticn, Thuse experts also collaborated
in the negotiation of anothsr protocol to the Generwl Treaty, For thz
liberalization of trade between the member countries of the Certral American
Common Market, by means of the gradual elimination of customs tariffs emony
them,. Continuous assistance was provided throughout the 1960s in connexion
with the implementation of the General Treaty and its Protocols and the
introduction of such changes in them as practical experience showed to be
Necessary .

On the other hand, ths efforts for increasing traede among the member
countries of the Common Market required improvement in their physical
infrastructure, particularly as regards their transport systems. In this
respect, the rsgiomal experts of the United Nations and UNCTAD have done

[much to
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much to help the countries to solve their problems in the field of land
ard ssa transport and the organization, administration and operution of
thelr ports,

At the end of the 1930s, tensions that had bean growing among certain
member courtiies erupted, and there was a broskdown in the growth of Centrel
American trade. Since ther,the mein line of andeavour has been to help
the Common Markst to re-establish trace flows, and to overcomz the
diffizultiss causad by the sbove~mentioned conflicts, In any event, despite
these difficulties, trade among Central American countries grew agein in
1970 and 1971, at & rate comparabls to that prevalent in the ysars immediately
preceding the 1969 civisiss

The support given by the United Nations to the industrial sector has
beeh highly significant for the process of Central Ameiican economic
integration, During the first phase of the Programmz, the work dong 4n
the industrial sector consisted in the formulatior of economic integration
and raesearch policies, which was thg governments?® contrdibutica to expeciting
the development of the institutiornal and legal framework within which the

industrialization programme would be carrind out, on ths twols of a policy
“GF’reciprucity in the field of trade and industry and the epiisum lecstion
of manufacturing industries.

With the help of the United Nations and other organizations for
international co~operaticon, the efforts of the Central Americen governments
resulted in the establishment of a common market, which was a decisive
factor in the increase in industrial preduction during ths 19603,

When the Beneral Treaty on Central American Economic Integretion
entered into force, with the purpose, inter alie, of contributing to
industrial integration, the United Nations placed grezt emphasis ¢n the
preparation of feasibility and’policy studies, to snable the countriss
"~ dinvolved in the process of intesgration te benefit from the possililities of
organizing certain largs-scale industrial activities. This would not only
benefit the Central American market but would also strengthen the capacity
of the countries of the regioh to export to countries autside the regioie
The resolutions of the Economic Co-operation Committee made a noteworthy .
contribution to the achievement of those objectives, in particular those .
‘resolutions relating to the 1966 industrial common market policies in the
field nf;industrial co-ordination, promotion,firancing, productivity and
technical training of personnel,

In 1961, when the Central American countries agreed to accelerate the
development efforts of the area by means of reglonal planning and regicnal
co-ordination in the implementation of plans, activities in the respective
countries were begun for the purpose of establishing industrial planning
mechinery and For the formulation of initial develcpment plans vor the
manufacturing sector's As a result, the ECLA/IDB/OAS Centrei American
Joint Programming Micsion was established, The Urdted Matiors supplied
the industrial development axperts required by the mission,

in 1967, planning was officially astablished at the regicnal level,
through the incorporation of the Joint Mission into SIECA, a5 a Development
-Divisigns Through the industrial plenning exrerts assigned to ETECA®s
Development Givisicn,.the United Netions (and izter (£170D0] have Heen
giving advisory sasigharnce to the counteies of the Conbtral American
Common Markst in the task of accelerating their indust:dial develcpment,
To that end plans of operation have been initiated and assistance has been
provided to ICAITI in the study of projects entrusted to it by the Econamic
Council and the Central American Bank, for the creation of an industriel
credit programme. At the regional lewvel, these experts have actively
parcicipated in the preparatinn of studies designed to assist the governments
of the area in the applicaticon of measurss related to the sdoption of
industrial policies and in the study of prospects for the expansion of
exports of goods from those countries canstituting the Central American
Common Markest

on the prospects of economic and social development -in the region over the
ter-year period 1970-1983, which is at present being prepared by SIECA;

" (vi) The expert collaborated with SIECA in drewing up an outline of
a Central American integrated industrial development policy for the 1970s;

(vii) Advisary assistance was glven to the Planning Council in
El Salvador in connexion with the formulation of a strategy and mediume
term plan for industry in that country. The expert also collaborated in
revising the industrial diagnosis, and in formulating a timstable of
industrial planning activities for the period October 1971-December 1972,
which covers the work recommended to make possible the ‘formulation of the
strategy and the plan for industry;

(viii) The expert collaburatad'with a highwlevel STECA technical wcfking
group in preparing elements of Jjudgement and general cormments on the problem
of restructuring the programme of Central American Economic Integration;

[ix)‘ Advisory assiétance was given to the Municipality of Guatemala
City in drewing up a plan for the promotion of industrial estatss,

/4. Extent
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4, Extent to which. the objectives were met

The Central American Economic Integration Programme is probably one
of the most outstanding programmes undertaken by the United Nations in
the field of development and international co-operation, Its value resides
in the fact that, as a result of the method of work chasen and the
regularity of the efforts made, it has gradually led to the adoption of a
wide and varied range of economic policy measures and to the initiation of
structural changes that have already opaned up new avenues for progress
that could hardly have been conceived of - let alone carried out ~ in a
contaxt other than that of regioral co-operation.

The extent to which the objectives have been, or are being, achieved
must be assessed in terms of concrete results and also in light of the fact
that the programme, has been aimed at an area in Latin America that is
economically relatively less developed and where obstacles and resistance
to change are especially acute awing to the shortage of management
technical and capital respurces,

From the outset, the integratian programme tock s pragmatic approach
establishing limited objectives and preparing basic studies leading up to
nagotiations and the conclusion of formal agreements,. Given thase ends,
the technical assistance provided by the specialized agencies of the
Uridted Nations significantly helped to get research and operatiornal work
under way and to promote the adoption of the first joint measures in trade,
industry, agriculture and transport.

After a preparatory pericd of slightly more than ten years (1951-1962),
the perseverance of the Central American governments bore fruit in the
establishment of the Central American Common Market, which marked the
beginning of a new phase in the dewvelopment of the subregion., While it is

“difficult to assess the real scale of all the changes that resulted from

the entry into force of the Beneral Treaty, one fact is certain: intra-area
figures have risen from insignificant values to close to 300 million dollars
per year, and it has proved possible to step up import substitution and
implement a joint trade policy vis-&8=-vis third countries designed teo reshaps
the external sector to make it compatible with the requirements of development,
Moreover, as regards institutional matters a complete network of regional
organs was yapldly set up and is now responsible for administering and
improving the Common Market,

/The key
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The key factor that has made regional technical assistance programmes
for Central America so effective has been, as noted earlier, the method of
work used and the fact that the pace of change was consonant with the
features of the region, Once the governments had set themselves the
ochjective of economic. integration and estaeblished the most immediate
targets, United Nations technical assistance was mainly aimad at identifying
areas where co~gperation was in the common interest and at aralysing the
prersquisites for the establishment of the Common Market. During this
stags, far from being dispersed, technical assistance was gradually
concentrated on activities that were of decisive importance for the
establishment of the free trade area,

Furthermore, instead of developing ideas or programmes in an academic
fashion, activities wera based on the dgclared objectives of governments
and technical assistance was related to the pace and requirements of 7
political decision-making, With this in mind, United Nations regional i .
technical assistence experts were allowsd on purely national matters, and )
ware provided with substantive direction and backstopping by the permanent
staff of ECLA, and later of the Permanent Secretariat of the General
Treaty on Central American Integration (SIECA},

In this connexion, the fact that the regionsl technicsl assistance
programme is discussed and preparad within the Central American Economic
Co-cperation Committes has helped to eliminate duplication of effort,
superseda purely locel views, and above all has made it possible to establish
a set of priorities in line with Centrsl American thimking on the most
important areas of work in which the Common Market requires ce-cperatlnn
from United Nations spec1alists.

. i
_ Once the Central American Common Market has been established, the

priority aress for technical assistance automatically changed, First,
certain projects had been completed or cutlived their usefulness; secondly,
a number of tasks farmerly undertaken by international experts became the
day-to-day responsibility of the integration agencies of the CACM; thirdly,
rew fislds for regicnal co~operation emerged requiring much more technical
resources than governments could supply, while other more traditiormal fields
~continued to demand an increasing amount of resources, In 1966, for example,

the emphasis was gradually shifted from the central problem of the formation
of a free trade arez to much more specific topics such as initisl efforts
to standardize practices for budget programming and overall and sectaral
planning, road traffic and identifying the physical and financial requirements
for complating the regiomal highway system, the regional system of
telecommunications, ports end harbours, glectricity interconnexion, eveluation
of industrial projects of regional interest, productivity, etc.

In other words, the conclusion of the Gerneral Treaty, far from
marking the end or the culmination of an intermatiorsl co-operation
programme, merely marked the beginning of a much longer process during which
the Central American economies will merge together. It is herdly surprising,
therefore, that the Central American Integration Programme has required
technical assistance for such e long period and will continue to do so in
the future, Past experience shows that economic integration is rot something
that can be brought about within the space of a few months; many years,
even decades are required, Since Central America is in a sense an experiment
= perhaps the first and probably the most important - undertaken by a group
of developing courntries that are endeavouring to work out their own response
to the challenge of underdavelopment, it justifies the priority received
from the United Nations and its speclalized agencies,

Furthermore, a seriess of recent events has intensified the need to
undertake expandsd programmes of technical assistance, Probably the most
important has to do with the fact that the growth rate has begun to fall
off before the Common Market has been able to establish alternative forms
of growth to offset the decline in the traditiocral export sector., Since
the rate of growth of the purchasing power of exports has fallen considerably
over the past five years, there has again been a genersl bottlemeck in the
exterral sector, While its dsflationary.effects wers temporarily offset
by the dyramism of intra-area trade, and through compensatory public
expenditure and an increased external debt, it was not long before public
spending reached a celling impgsed by static goverrment income, For this
reason, and also for balance-of-payments reasons, it became necessary to
apply restrictive measures that further depressed the rate of growth of the
Central American sconomies, Given such adverse circumstances, it is hardly
surprising that the resulting socio~economic tensions have had an impact on
Common Market trade, Morecver, as the economic recession becams more svidsnt,
it bscame more difficult to adopt new decisions at the regional level,
inter alia, because governments had less fresdom to manceuvre and tended to
concentrate on the most pressing short-term problems,

Helping to solve or at least allsviate the most evident effects of
the crisis that Centrel America is now undsrgoing, without detriment to the
progress made in the formation of the Common Market, is certainly a task

that is very much in line with the objectives of the United Nations as a
whole,

Relating this specifically to technical assistance, four major fields
for co-cperation can be distinguished, The first relates to activities that
warrant immediate attention from the organs of the Common Market, or from
governments, such as the development of joint secteral peolicies, the
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identification or evaluation of regional investment projects and the
improvement of the legal and institutional irstruments and machinery for
integration, and also certain urgent problems of ‘common concern (fimancing,
public finances, etc.)s. The second relates to assistance in connexicn with
specialized topics or the establishment of new programmes of regioral
- co~operation, This involves helping to undertake technicel studies that ..
will ‘only be translated into aspecific action in the medium or long term
and yst are extremely important for pinmpointing or identifying significant
development opportunities. Examples of these are projects relating to
the interconnexion of electricity systems, the. joint use of water and
energy resources, study of the possibilities and costs of the various’
altermative methods.of transport for intra-area trads in goods, and the
identification of regional possibilities for import substitution and the.
promotion of rew exports. The third fisld consists of undertaking work
at the national level on the basis of standard criteria that will subsegquently
facilitate the adoptlon of decisions at the regionsl lswel, This is being
dona through advisory services for the harmonization of port, shipping and
tariff policies, or the reorganization of certain public services. Fourthly.
there arg a number of tasks tlosely linked with the identification and
evaluation of long«term integration and development strategies with which
governments are concerred and which are essential in prder to make jaint
policy for growth mors dynamic. Under this head tome research work connected
with the problems and methods of application of the principle of harmonious
developmert, the formation of a customs union, relations with third countries
or groups of countries, and the formulation of a Jnint policy for financing
and protecting the balance of payments,

So far, an attempt has been made to give a brief summary of the main
characteristics, development and current requirements of the regional
technical assistance programme for Centrel Americas. A number of related
points should also be mentioned, ' '

The actiuitiea conducted esssntislly by ECLA and SIECA along with
other regioral and United Nations agencies within the regipmal technical
essistance progremms are’ co-ordinated by means of various mechanisms which,
by avoiding duplication, offer the sdvantage of a constructive pooling of
efforts,

Besides holding frequent bilateral cunsultaﬁians, the ECLA secrstariat
takes part in the SIECA/BCIE/ICAITI/ICAP/SECOMCA Inter-Agency Co-ordination
Meetings and in the periodic meetings convened by the UNDP Regional .
Representative in Central America; all of thess activities are combingd with
those traditinnally carried out within the Central Ameracan Econumic
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Co~agperation Committee and its subsidiary bodies. Thus, the necessary
steps have already been taken to ensure a suitable co~ordination of
functions and projects, Some examples are given below of the extent to
which the objectives of the programme have bsen fulfilled.

(a) Elsctric power development

(1) Action was taken to stimulate the interest of electric powsr
agencies in the area in studying the adwantages of the interconnexion of
their systems with those of adjacent countries. As a result, representatives
of Costa Rica and Nicaragus, who met in March and November 1970, agreed on
the aspects to be covered by a feasibility study of the project which would
be fimanced jointly by both countries., The basis for the distribution of
profits from the interconnexicn are yet to be negotisted, but it is expected
that an agreement will be reached in the tourse of 19723

(ii) Nicarague and Honduras have initiated studies on the possibilities
of interconnexion of their respective systems, as a basis for the preparation
of an important hydro-slectric project in Honduras;

{1i1) The cost estimates for the production and distribution of
electric energy and the reports on the improvement of electric power systems
have besn most useful to the Central American electric power agencies and
regiomal groups in amalysing and planning the expansion of glectric power
systems, The experts? work has facilitated the publication of retiocnal
statistics on electric energy in six Central American countries;

{iv} Electric power companies in Central America adopted a standard
method of calculating the depraciation of fixed assets, uniform criteria
for the amortization of intengible assets and a set of recommendations in
connexion with the solution of specific problems and the objectives of
rural electrificatian programmes;

(v} The electric power companies adopted regional standards for
the design of electric enmergy transmission and sub-transmission systems
and the cholce of equipment for the distribution systems;

(ui] A standard system of coding electrical eguipment and material

used by electric power companies was finalized and a start was made on
applying it at the regional level} and

f{vii) The



(vi1) The electric power companigs approved a regionel agreement among
the Central American Governments on thg subject.and standard legal provisions
for public bids, te be applied for the jomnt ‘purchase of the equipment,
materials and sarvices that thay nsed. ‘

{6} Netural rescurces develogggnt

Operational activities in this sector consisted mainly of the
preparation of studies for the attainment of.long-tarm objectives.

' (i) A preliminary estimate of hydrc-alectrlc potential and an - ;
astimata of demand in this sector over the period 1970~1990 were completed;

(i1) Work was completed on a review of allraapaptsnrglating to the
conservation, survey and utilization of water resources, and.a diagnosis
was prepared of the water resources situation in the Central American
caurtriesi and

{411) Recommendations were put forward for %be-snlution of problems .
hampering optimum water use in Costa Rica and El1 Salvador,

(c) Economic and social development

(1) Planning offices in the Central American countries wers
strengthensd so that they are now able to prepare overall and sectoral
development plahs and annual operational plans with a minimum of exterral .
aid, which is mainly centred on guiding the work of local axperts in thess
tasks and preparing apecial economic and social studies.

(¢} Budget programming and fiscal policy

(i} Steps wers taken to strengthen the budgst offices in the subregion,
most of which have already adopted the programme and performance budget
system and have made great strides in the establishment of systems for
controlling the implementation of fiscal budgets; ‘

(e} Transport

(1} The Central American countriss and Panama haus established
port authoritiss responsible for all activities connected with the handling
and development of port facilities, This step has introduced indispensable
alements of ratioralizetion for the orderly growth of port activitigs, which
serve as a basis for co-ordinated regional action in this fisld;
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(31) A rnumber of port concessions which lave long been in force
in the Centrel Amsrican countries have been remsgotiated. The new contracts
have resulted in substantigl benefits for the countries concermed, and
for their import and export trads flows, and several ports - such as
Puerto Lim8n and Puerto Barries - have even revertad to State administration;

(iii) The taesk of distinguishing the areas of responsibility of
customs and port authorities is nearing complstion; the latter will be
lsft in a position to fulfil more effectively the responsibilities for
which they were established and to continue with the programme of regional
harmonization of port management and development activities and the more
efficient mobilization of import and export trade;

(iv} In 1971 and early 1972 the Central American Port Authorities
Commission (COCAAPR), Shippers® Association [USUARIOS) and Shipowners®
Association (ACAMAR) consolidated their activities, so that the Central
American countries are now in a much better position to negotiats freight
rates and bring about an improvement in the conditions imposed by the '
shipping conferences;

{v) Work was completed on a study of alternative transport
possibilitlies for the whole of Central America, which covers the following
aspectss description of transport infrastructure; regional trade; opersting
costs of motor vehicles and transport rates; preparation of the model of
percentage distribution of tonnage among the various alternmative routes
by type of goods, taking into account costs, the time factor and aveilable
statistice} projected trade in goods during the period 1965-1990;
application of the sstablished model and other transport alternatives to
previous projactions; determination of tha resultant economic effects;
conclusions and recommesndations:

{vi} A study on a standard tariff structure for port terminals in
Central America is in its final stages of preparation, The work has been
based on a pilot or model port, It can be considered a pioneer study in
this fileld arnd has awakensd considerable interest in the appropriate
UNCTAD circles; and

(vit} A document on port administration was completed; it comprises
an analysis of the services currently rendered in Tentrel American ports
in respect of both ships and carge, and describes the reguirements in
terms of documents . and formalitiss.
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(f) Industrial development

(1] Work was completed on the series of sectoral studies planned
for the petrochemical and radio and television assembly industries. At
- the same time, the bases for the formulation of a dreft protocol to govern
the activities of the phermaceutical industry are in course of preparetions
The study on the pharmaceutical industry also includes a revissd version
of the study on this sector which was carried cut by ICAITL in recent years;

{i1) vork was completed on th 1ist of industrial projects and the
regional survey of industrial projects in each of the five Central American
countries, and on the przparation of summary cards for each project,
together with the mppropriate tabulations, by country end by tector; of
investment, financing, working capital, welue of producition, utilization,
exports, etc, This list was prepared at SIECA¥s request 'as part'of an
effort ta strengthen the process of planning industrial development in
Central America and to establish in SIECA a permanant directcry oF projscts
and ideas for projects; .

(1i1) An svaluation of the process of regional industrializetion
through import substitution, including an emalysis of industrial develepmsnt
stretegy, policy and instruments, will shortly be completed; and

(iv) A study is being completed for SIECA which includes an evaluation
of the past experience and prospects of the Agreement on the Régime for
Central American Integretion Industries, which was signed in 1988 by the
States members of the Central American Comman Market, and included as a
basic aspect of industrial integration im the Gereral Treaty on Central
American Economic Integration concluded in 1960,

It has been considered that the study of this Agreement, besides
being useful for the purposes set ocut in article X of the Agreemsrnt, which
states that perdodical studies shall bs carried out with a view to
enabling the Govermments of the signatory States to swaluate the results
of its application, is also consistent with the interest, sharpenad by the
crisis in the Central American Common Market, in promoting a revision of
the Agreement with a view to strengthening it, making it more Flexibls and
ensuring the full attairment of its objactives.
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8, Caribbean Integration Praoramme

1. Beckground

The Govermments of the English=speaiing Caribbean countries are
convinced that a higher rate of dewvelopment is necessary if living
standards are toc be improved in the face of high rates of population
graowth and high levels of uremployment; and it is the gereral consensus
that this can be achieved only by inducing a process of economic
transformation for the re-orientation of their economies, It is also
evident that the econaomic re-orientation required has the best possibilities
of success through the opportunities that could be provided by economic
co-gperation in the subregioni and this has stimuiated a movement towards
the intensification of trade through its liberalization, and the adoption
of policies for closer economic harmonization by same countries in the
subregion,

Economic and social co=operation in the Caribbean dates back to the
early years after the dissolution of the West Indies Federation, as an
attempt to ¥find solutions, at the regional level, to the many problems
deriving from the small size and external dependency of the former English
territories in the region, I{ is one more case in the world-wide movement
toward regional irmbegration, - '

By and large, all the countries in the subregion are producers of
primary commodities and heavily dependent on agriculture and mining. In
the majority of cases they provide raw matérials for industries located
outside the region, and their ability to import depends on the prices
they receive, which in turn affect almost the whole range of production
inputs and goods for consumption. The result is that they compete with
one another at the level of the world market, and are all similarly affected
by movements in the terms of trade. WMuch of their trade has been conducted
under special preferential arrangements with the relsted metropolitan
country, and in exchange for such preferences on the items they export
(mainly sugar, fresh fruit and spices), they give preferences for the full
range of import items.

These bilateral links between individual Caribbesan countries and
the metropolitan centres were in every case much stronger than ths contacts
among the Caribbean countries themselves, and this has served to keep
them relatively isolated fyom one amother, As a result there has been no
vigorous development of multilateral trading between the Caribbean countries,
and correspondingly there is an absence of institutions or stimuli tor
assisting sach other in mutual dsvelopment.
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In addition to their relative iscletion from one ancther, the
Caribbean economies face the major handicap of having small domestic
markets, Teken individuelly, this pleces a mavked limitation on the
possibilities for growth and for economic diversification, Unquestionably,
given a wider market, the possibilities for agricultural and industrial
giversification and growth would increase, so that closer economic
co~operation could help in surmounting some problems of small size, It
is alse evident that possibilities for strengthening their economic systems
are greater if they can act together than if they remain in isolation, as
they could make more efficient use of the available resources, through
co-ordination of their several econgmic programmes and policies.

In these circumstences, integration became the irevitable course
of action to overcome the shortcomings of the high degree of fragmentation
and external dependency of their economies. Just as in Europe, East
Africa, Asia, Central America and the Andean Group, the Caribbean countries
have embarked on a detemined effort to strengthen their economies by
pooling resources and increasing commercial interchange emong themselves,

The present impetus towards formulating some process of closer
aconomic co-operation in the Caribhean subregion has centred mainly round
tha policies of the newly independent countries and the West Indigs
Associated States. These policies developed out of the recognition that
the trade which these countries conduct in the subregion is relatively
small and the expectation that intensification of intre-regional trade
could help stimulate their mutual development,

The first step was taken when the Goverrments of Antigua, Barbados
and Guyana adopted the text of an agreement for & Caribbean Free Trade
Association (CARIFTA) 4n Dscember 1965; and although that agreement was
not put into effect, it later beceme, as the Principal Agreement of CARIFTA,
the basis for wider-ranging negotiations aimed at enlarging the membership
and the scope of the Association.

By early 1967 all the Governments of the Commonwealth Caribbean had
agreed that an attempt should be made to enlarge the area of economic
co-cperation, The proposals farmuleted at the meeting of senior government
officiala held in Guyana (14-18 August 1967) included the creation of a
free trade area, the establishment of a Caribbean Development Bank and
recommendations for other measures of co-pperation in trade and industry,
with an outling of the necessary supporting institutions, These went
forward as recommendations to the Fourth Conference of the Commonwealth
Caribbean Heads of Governmarts who met at Barbados {23-29 October 1967)
and adopted most of the proposals,
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The Agreement establishing the Caribbean Free Trade Association
{CARIFTA) came into effect on 1 May 1968 with four members: Antigua,
Barbados, Guyana, and Trinidad and Tobago, On 1 July of the same year,
Dominica, Grenada, S5t, Kitts-Nevis~Anguilla, St. tucia and St. Vincent
acceded to the Agreement, Montserrat and Jamaica beceme members an
1 August 1968 and Belize (British Hondures) joired at a later date.

The approach of the Gommonweslth Caribbean countries to economic
integration has been highly pragmatic and dynamic. For instance, the
agreement establishing the Caribbeaen Free Trade Association provided from
the outset for the elimination of duties on almost ths whole range of items
contained in their customs tariffs, The signatories also sgreed to
initiate immediately studies towards: standardization of their external
tariffs; harmonization of industrial incentives; formulation of industiral,
tourist and transport development programmes and policies at the regionel
level; rationelization of sgricultural production and marketing; and
establistment of mechanisms and institutions to assit in financing their
devalopment and to direct the progress of the integration programme,

2a Objectives

In general terms, the projsct has the objective of assisting the
Member Goverrments of CARIFTA in priority fields within the fremework
of the sconomic integration and development process of the Commonwealth
Caribbean group of countries, In this connexion, the Govermments of
the area envisaged the process as not only limited to trade liberalization,
but also aimed at developing maritime transport, export of egro-based
industries, agriculture, and other sectors, Therefore, the specific
abjectives can be summed up as follows:

(a) to advise the CARIFTA and East Caribbsan Common Market (ECGM)
secretariats on the formulation of common external tariffs;

(6) to formulate and introduce commercial policies and methods
designed to expand trade within the area, with ather Latin American countries,
and with the rest af the world;

(c} to promote efficient intra~regional maritime transport and
establish effective consultative machirery for nsgotiating freight rates
with overseas shipping lines, primarily the WITASS Conference lires, which
include advise to the Goverrments of the area on measures required for the
improvement or yeorganization of the present "schooner®™ traffic between
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the islands, the rationalization of its operating conditions, the introduction
of freight rates conducive to the exparision of regional trade, and the
improvement of the uparat1ng conditians of the West Indies Shipplng
Corporation;

(d) to asaist the Goverrments of the Caribbean region in all aspects
of economic planning, including the preparation of development plans for
the countries and the organization of planning boards, where required;

(e} to pruvide advisory services in connexion with rural and community
development policies and programmes, and assist in the planning, organization
and implementation of training and actiqn programmes,

3. Activities undertaken to mest these objectives

(a) Meritime transport

(i) Assistance was given to the CARIFTA Regional Secretariat in . -
matters dealing with ocean freight rates, regional shipping services,

(i) Advice was provided to the Goverrments and Port Authorities.of

and ocean freight rates, including the systematic collection of shipping
and port statistics, and the preparation of new statutes for the Regional
Shipping Courcil and WISCO;

affect overseas shipping serving the Commonwealth Caribbean (undertaken
in conjunction with the CARIFTA Regional Secretariat), and @ feasibility
study on a refrigerated small freighter to carry fruit and vegetables from
Dominica to the V;rgin Islands,
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(b) Irads policy and integration 1/

(i) The expert advised the Secretariat of the East Caribbean Common
Market {ECCM} on the formulstion of a Common Externsl Tariff, Consultative
services were also provided to the CARIFTA group responsible for preparing
the CARTFTA Common External Tariff, These tasks involved several field
missions to GARIFTA end ECCM headquarters in Guyana and St. Lucia,
respectivaly, as well as to ECCM countries g/ to infarm govermment officials
on the implications to international trade arising out of the introduction
of a common external tariff, Opecial attention was devoted to assisting
the Goverments in their negotietions on the outstanding controversial
points relating to the ECOM Common External Tariff, especially the list of
exemptions. Assistarce was also rendered to the Goverrments regarding the
implementation of the tariff in legal form for adoption by the individual
Govermments,

{c) Economic development 3/

(1) The adviser assisted the BGovermment of Barbados in eveluating
the performance of institutions engaged in promotionel work on industry;

(i1) Advisory services were rendered to the Government of St. Vincent
on the organizetion of a Govermment%s Develgpment Corporation;

{ii1) Assistance waa given to the Planning Department of Dominica in
the Fformulation of the Goverrment's Five-Yeser Plan, 1971-1975;

{iv) At the request of the Commonwealth Caribbean Regional Secretariat

(1) Consultation Machinery

The traditional situation in the Caribbean has been charecterized
by the Conference Limes being able to fix cargo rates arbitrarily, without
any form of consultstion, With the smergence of some territories as
independent States and the formation of CARIFTA, Soverrments of the subregion
have insisted on some form of consultation when upward revisions of rates
are cnntemplated.

The adviser was able to make a significant contribution in this
connexion. Mainly through this expertise and guidarge, the Eastern
Caribbean Consultation Committee was organized for consultation with
WITASS He assisted with ressarch into the factual situation and the
preparation of material for the mestings with WITASS, outlined a system
of cost/revenue data as a basis for hegutiations, and participated actively
with officials in the formulation of concrete policies for the Goverrments,

~ All recommendations on methods of consultation and policy were accepted
by the Regional Shipping Council in January 1972, The implementation was
only partially successful since the transatlantic shipping conference has
not fully accepted the minimum requiremente of information requested by

One ‘outcome of the negotiations with Conference Lines has been the
decision by the Rsgional Shippimg Council to investigstr the feasibility -
of the CARIFTA countries' estahlishing a regiomel trers-ccean shipping
lire, In this connexion, the adviser prepared several papers outlining
the canditions under which such a regional line would bz feasible, and at
the requast of the Council prapared a draft incorpnratlnq the mazn points
of policy, . .

At this stege a joint policy decision is required because of differences
of opinion as to the methods by which tihe monopoly enjoyed by overseas shipping
conferences could be broken, In additiom to "corsultations®, independent-
shipowners could be ercoureged to enter tradec daminated'by conference
lines, or a regional shipping emterprise could ba formed, -

On this latter issus, the adviser suggested an elternmative approach
in which the line could be formed by Barbados, Guyana and Trinidad and
Tobago only, These Goverrments hawe been xecently apprOachad for their
reactian to this alternative prﬁpasal. :

Considerable progress was made in the formulation of the ECCM

has been prepared, ang its introduction date which hed been postponed on
several occassions, 1s now scheduled for 1 September 1972,

(i1) CARIFTA Tariff

A team undgr the leadership of the Secretary-General of the Commonwealth
Caribbean Regional Secretariet was set up to work out a common external
tariff for CARIFTA countries, The adviser served as a consultant to this

Although the adviser has made an cutstanding contribution in the wider
field of community dewvelopment, two aspects of his activities are of special
significance, i.e., regional youth camps. and the Caribbean Seminar on
Central Services to Local Authorities 1/,

Youth camps are a feature of community develogpment in Jamajica and
Trinidad and Tobaga, but not in the Associated States where thay are urgently
nseded, The adviser persuaded the Govermments of these States to éstablish
yauth camps on & regional basis, and subsegquently assisted in their
establishment,

The first camp wes establish in Dominicg in 1970, Since then, the
adviser has assisted in solving some of the initial problems mssociated
with physical asmenities and finance, During 1971, he was centrally involved
in preserving and promoting the regional character of the camp, seeking and
obtaining UNICEF aid, and obtaining technical assistance from Jamaica and
Trinidad and Tobago, :

With regard te the sscond camp, which was to be located in Montserrat,
there were some problems, Working through the Reglonal Development Agency,
he was able to splve same of the dxfficulties and clear the way for its
astablismeht.

Ca deyisogz Programme to the’Cartagena Agresment Board
(Andean Group)

In the second half of 1970 the Cartagena Agreemert Soard, in collabnration
with ECLA end ILPES, injtiated work oriented towards the outlining of a regional
development strategy as provided for in the Cartsgena Agreement,

In a second stage work was initiated in 1971 with a view to showing
what branches of indystry could be most important from the standppoint
of integration and would therefore deserve priority analysis, In that
phase, fuller considgration was te bs given tu the possibilities of
specialization and integration in the egricultural ssctor, the need to
create emplaoyment and the effects that higher levels of employment and
income would have on the level and composition of demand. - Special
importance was attached to linking the analysis of the region as a whole
and of the different integrated development policies with national
development plans and policies, with 8 view to schieving their gradual
co~ordination. Lastly, provision was made for the analysis of the
econamic infrastructura requirements derived From integration.

The caurse that integration activities hava_been taking made it
necessary to cover some aspects which had not initially been ervisaged
in the programme and to deal more thoroughly with others than was
originally contemplated, Thus, very special attention was devoted to the
analysis of specific branchas of industry which could be the objsct of '
the sectoral industrial developmsnt programme envisaged in the Agreement,
This analysis included a study of current demand and projections of
demand up to 1985 for a considerable rumber of industries- that make up
the area of programming and also &ccount for a decisive proportion - S
of the industrial imports of the Andean Group. In the case of those
industries, the region's potential for satisfying such demand on the
basis of increasingly integrated industrial development were pointed cut
end evaluated.

Slmllarly, a study of the different financing alternatives raquired
to carry forwerd the development of the subregion on a significantly
broader scala than in the past was included in the wark carrned aut,

In December 1971 the document entitled Bases generales para una

gstrategia suggggignal dg desarrollg Was, camplated- it - comprises:
o /{a) Bereral
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(a) Germeral orientation of development. An attempt is made to specify
the extent to which the intsgration process can speed up the growth

rate, relieve acute balance-of-paymgnts problems and permit the
incarporation of currently marginal sectors into ths labour and consumer
market. To that end, an analysis is made of the effects of the developed
integration of basic industry cambired with the possible export of
manufacturas to third countries and with policies designed to mobilize
the domestic market through increased employment and incomes.

The increased lnvestment requirements cavsed by economic integration
are quantified and analysed, a study is made of financial feasibility and
mantion is made of the need for new mgthods of extermal financing and
for a very intensive effort at domestic capital formation.

The future prospects for the development of the Andean Group ars

presented and the main elements that determine those prospects are
analysed.

{b) Agricultural development and subregional intggratlon. For the first

time the main problems and prospects of agricultural development are
analysed in relation to the region as a whole. On the basis of the
analysis measures are suggested to: carry forward a regional import
substitution programme; achisve greater complementarity between specific
argas of the subregion; produce in the subregion machinery, agricultural
equipment and cther industrial inputs; and define the needs and
potential of joint technglogical research in the agrlcultural sector by
the five countries of the subraegion,

(c) Ihe industrial ggctor in an integrated developme tmpallqé. The role
of industry in the integration process is studied, ths policy orientations
that appear most necaessary for the region as a whols are dessribed and

the demand for manufactures, the prospects for their production and their
expart potential to third countries are gquantified and studied. In this
connexion, mention is mads of the need to apply the difierent instruments
of tha Cartagena Agreement, in particular the sectorel derelopnmant
Programnes,

Buidelines are alsg included for the main sectors of industry.
The sectors specially studied ere stegl, paper and pulp, chemicals, .
automobiles, noneslectrical machinery, and electrical machirery and
equipment. OCther ssctors broducing_ncn-durable consumer goods and
intermediate goods are studisd in lsss detail.

/2. Objectives
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2 Objectiyes

The two stages of the first phase of the work has alrsady been
completed in relation with the glaboration of a subregional development
strategy. When the second phase of the work is commsnced, the Board will
alrgpady have considerable experience of the progress and problems of
the integration process and it will have at its disposal the results
of the studies and investigations that are being carried ocut with the
collaboration of ECLA and ILPES, and of other studies that the countries
are carrying out on their own eccount. The machinery of free trade
and sectoral programming will then be beginning to work positively.

During the phase of rapid development of the common market, the Board

needs to maintein a balanced and realistic outlook on the real

development prospects opened up for the individual countries and the

region as a whale by that process. To that end, it should be provided

with an irn~depth analysis, at the country level, which goss on incorporating
~ as they appear - the foundings of the studies mentioned above, and

which racords the affects that are being or may be produced by integration
in the future.

The following are some of the. specific objectives oF the second
phase of work to be. undartaken in 1972 and . 1973, ' :

(a) studying the way in which the integration process in the
countries of the Andean Group may help to solve somg af the most serious
problems of development in those countries or $o facilitate the
accomplishment of the objectives set out in ths national development plans
and strategles. This enalysis by countries will include an examination
of tha prospects for integrated development.by activities and mein
progremmes, and should also point to those national areas whose development
could bs promotad better through integration, . :

(b) Taking advantage of the findings of previous studies to consider
vhy and to what extent the problems of balanced development of the
different member countries can be dealt with, Particular attention
will be pald to the cases of Bolivia and Ecuador and an attempt will
be made to find a formula whersby these countries can rely on the common
market to solve their development problems.

{c) Investigating the most suitable and practicsl methods of
evaluating progress in the process of esconomic integration of the Andean
Group, The Cartagena Agreement provides that the Board shall make an
annual evaluation of that rrocess and rendsr dus account to the Commission

of the Ceartagena Agreement.
o /(d) The
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{d} The study of the development potential of specific areas
as centres of economic activity and the growth prospects of the current
development poles should give rise to & spatiel pattern that will
gradually be assumed by the subresgional economy of the Andean Group.
This pattern should be designed in such a way as to be able to serve

as a gulde to long—range studias on transport and sconomlc infrastructure
in general.

3 Activitiss undgrtaken between January 1971 and July 1972
to reach these objectlve

In compliance with the specific objectives of the project, the
document on thg regional development strategy was completed the following
year and submitted to the Board in December 1571.

The branches of industry which were of the greatest importance for
integration and should be given priority attention in studies were
identified and a more detailed analysis was made of the possibilities for
specialization end integration in the egricultural sector, the need
to creats new employment opportunities, and the sffects of higher lsvels
af employment and ircome on the level and structure of demand, Special
attention was devoted to linking the analysis of the subregion as a
whole and the various integrated development policies with rational
development plans and policies. It was also expscted that the sconomic
infrastructure requirements deriving from integration would bs analysed.

The way in which integration activities had been developing made
it necessary to consider certain aspects that had not griginally been
part of the objectives end to consider others in rather more deteil than
had at first been envissged. Thus, For example, special attention was
devoted to studying the specific branches of industry in which the
sectoral industrial development programmes laid down in the Agresment
could be implementaed. The study included an anzlysis of current demand,
with projections tp 15085, for a considerable humbsr of industries within
© the programming srea which account for a sizeable smount of the Andean
Group?s industrial imports, and it further identified ond evaluated the
subregion's possibilifties of satisfying projected demand for the type
of goods produced by such industries by steppirg up the degree of
integration in industrial development,

The work done alsg ihcluded a study of a number of options for
sacuring the finance reguired to promotes the development of the subregion
at a much Faster pace than hitherto,

To illustrate the coverags of the work carried out to echieve the

joint Andean market.’ The subjscts dealt with in greater detsil in the
- general sectian were ‘the following:

(i) Analysis af probable external sector trends assuming that past
circumstances continue to preveil, and analysis of the possible
effect of develogment with integration on these trends. Past
trends for exports and 1mparts wera analysed far each country
individually.,

{ii) Anmelysis of growth rates for the subregional economy that are
feasible given various development policy assumptions, with
hreakdown of the gverall rates into major economic sectors.

{i1i) Study of the lebour mbsarption possibilities of the main economic
sgotars and their relation to growth trends and productivity,

{iv) Analysis of the estimaeted distribution of income in recent
. years in the Andean Group countries by major socio-sconomic
categories, the sstimated structurg of consumption. corresponding
to each category, and the impact of improvimg the standard of
living of the low-income strata on the structure of demand and
production and on amployment trends,.

/{v) ODetailed
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(v} Detailed statistical analysis of past demand trends and projected
demand in gach sector of industry, including analysis of the
proportions of demand to be met from domestic production and
from imports from outside the subregion. In particular, a
statistical analysis was made of the metal-transforming sector,’
because of its importance in the production of capital goods.

{vi) For purpases of analysing the external sector, individual
savings and trade gap models were prepared for each of the
five Andean countries.

(b} Financial im lications

- The process of integration has, inter alia, certain implications
as regards financing that have rmow begun to bs studied, These implications
concern especially the domestic savimgs cgpacity reguired to give new
impetus tu growth, and the conditions and mechanisms regulating the
flow of external firmancisl resources to the integrated area. Analysis
under this heading was thersfore directed, on the basis of certain
necessary working hypotheses, towards defermining the financial feasibility
of the growth of the subregion within the framework of integration,

{c) Ihe role of industry in development with integration

Particuler attertion was devoted to considering the role of the
industrial sector in the process of integrated development.

For all the sectors analyssd (steel industry, motor~uehicle
industry, matal-transforming industry, chemicsls industry, pulp and
paper industry), past trends were considered and projections were made
of the volume and structure of demand. In several cases, current plans
for expanding production were considered together with their future
impact; the raw materials situation was analysed, and finelly a picture
was built up of what each sector might manage to achieve by 1985
through proper use of the meghinery of the Agreement.

D. Advisorz Programme to the Latin American
Free Trade Association

As & technical advisory bady to ALALC, ECLA has an office in
Montevideo, with a very small staff, to represent ECLA to ALALC and
provide advisory services for the working-groups of the Association and
its subsidiary organs, especially the Advisory Committes on Statistics
and the Advisory Committes on JIndustry. These advisory services are
recessarily very limited owing to a lack of adequats resources,

Apart from the continuing assistance the ECLA Office gives ALALC,
there were discussions with the Advisory Committee on Statistics {CAE)
in September 1971 on an ECLA/ALALC statistics programme for processing
data on external trade available within the organization, stored in the
form of magnetic tapes.

/III. COURSES
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III. COURSES AND SEMINARS
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Between January 1971 and August 1572, ECLA's pperational activities
included four training courses and three seminars closely connected with
the services being provided by regional advisers attached to the Commission
and with research programmes being conducted by the secretariat.

In addition, three seminars will be held at ECLA headguarters in
Santiago between September and December 1972 on subjects of major
interast to Latin American countries.

A, Begional Courses on Regional Development Planning

te .Backgfound'

During the 1960s, most of the activities connected with economic
ard social development planning in Latin America were concerned with
national aspects. While this no doubt afforded an adequats framework
for formulating the globel strategies and policies of the varicus countries,
it lacked the necessary elements for defining satisfactorily the problems
that arose at the regional level,.

Along with theses attempts at global plamning, a rnumber of countries
havg been conducting specific developﬁent programmes gearsd to isolated
regions which have ensbled them to test several strategiss and policies
while at the same tinme ascquiring valuable experience. In a number of
cases, either because they were implemented prior to, or simply independently
of, national development plans or, frequently, becauss they were designed
solely to resclve some specific ‘type. of problsm (such as the incorperation
of unexploited natural resources — mostly of an extractive or hydrological
nature ~ into the productive process), the projects could not be suitably
integrated into an effective strategy for the extension and development
of the sconomic space,

Moreover, whils attempts to industrialize, develop infrastructure,
raise productivity and income and extend sccial services have flourished
(and standards of living have risen accordingly) the tendency has been
for scute regional disparities either to remain or to become accentuated.

J/In some
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In some cases, these disparities seem to be cancelling out many of the
advantages of economic growth and even help to agoravate the social
and political disputes that ga with underdevelopment.

it is mamnly because of this’ that Governments and planning experts
have beesn show1ng increasing 1nterest in reglonal problems over. recent
years. Work has: therefore begun on tha regional disaggregation of '
national development plans and the Formulation af what are known as
regzonalizatlon pollcles."" ‘

Furthermnra, on account of their nature and scope, the existance =
of a growing rumber of multlnational economic 1ntagration projects
(such as those relatlng to Central. Amarica, the. Andearn subregicn and
the River Plate Basin) and border development projects points to the
need for a regional approach whose. particular techniques and concepts
are somawhat different from those used at the global level.

These are some of the reasons why the United Nations in gereral
and ECLA and ILPES in particular have become interested aﬁd‘actfve
: in this new field of reglonal development and plannlng. As early as
1269 ILPES-included under the Gensral Plannlng section of its Basic
Caurse the topic "Regional analysis and plannlng“, which became '
increasingly important and comprebensive with each course. At the
sama time, various intensive ‘training courses in development planning
sponsored. by ECLA, ILPES and the Bovernments of the region began to'
devote special attention to problems of regional planning, This was’ true,
for instance, of the courses held'in Heche, Brazil (1968), Lima, Paru
(1969}, Monterrey, Mexice {1969F and Campinas, Brazil (1970). Similarly,
ECLA "included a study of the matter in the Economic Survez of Latin -
Amerlca, 1968, *ong-: oF‘whose chaptars ccntained an analysis oF the
regional distribution of aconomic actluitles - the flrst time the
subject had been dealt with explic1tly and spsc1flcally 'in these annual
SUrvays. Then in 1959 "ECLA and ILPES organlzed & seminar on the Social
Aspects of Aegional Cevelopment i/ and co-sponsared the inter«American
seminar on Regionalization QF Development Policies in tatin Ameripa g/.

All the forsgoing activities, along with a number of studies on the
matter, were used in preparing the three courses on Begional Development
Planming 1/, )

2, Objectives

Broadly speaking, the courses on flegicral Development Planming are
designed to cover the problems that arise from the acute regionsl disparities
that occur in the various national territoriss, Mare specifically, the course
is intended:

{a) to compils and revise all availsble information on regional
development and planning in Latin Amerieca and other regions} '

(b) to study the practical feasibility of applying the theories and
methods of regional planning te Latin America, '

The systsmatic treatment of the subjects covered by the syllabus of the
course tekes the form of lectures, given by spacially chosen teachers and
seminmars, at which an attempt is made  to encourage a wide exchange of ideas
and experisnces, with the active participation of the participants,

During the lsctures and semirars, various intsrpretations of the regional
davelopment process are discussed and a general pictures is given of regional
analysis and planming machinery so as to determine the relationship that should
exist between regional and national planning, with special reference to the
situation prevailing in Latin American countries,

The course attempts to-prnvide the participants with a comprehensive
view of the regioral development planning process, as well as of the content
and scope of each specific stage and operation in the process,

3. Extent to which the objectives were met

Now that two of the courses have been completed, it mey be concluded
that they served to satisfy a real need for personrel training (govermment
officials and university professors) in these disciplines and to provide
information and disseminate and evaluate theories, problems and experiences,
which is necessary if any progress is to be made in this field, Moreover,
the courses served to promote caontact between Latin Amerdican technicians
with regional planning responsibilities in their respective countries,

;j The first course on Regional Development Planning was held from 31 August
te 3 October 1970 arnd lasted 5 weeks; the second lasted 15 weeks, from
2 August to 12 November 1971, and the third, which began on 19 June 1972
will end on 6 QOctober, All the courses have been hgld at ECLA
headquarters in Santiago, Chile. [since they



since they were given the opportunity to hold a broad exchange of views,
to learn of their respective experiences and to compare their
preoccupations regarding the problems posed in this gphere of activity.
In view of the difficulties that exist with regard to the exchange of
know=how and information, this aspect of the contribution mede by the
training courses takes on a special significance for weighing the
slements that should be considered in any eveluation of such courses.

Note should also be teken of the positive influence that the
courses have had on the participants, many of whom now occupy more
responsible posts in their own countries, and have begun to develop
teaching activities in this field in the universities of their countries;
in one case, an ex-pupil has even provided advisory ssrvices as &

Undited Nations expert.

Lastly, the growing demand for regional development planning
courses at the country level on the part of ths governments of several
Latin Americen countries {Argentina, Brazil, Peru and Venszuela} and
the persistant requests for places in future courses are a measurs of
the great interest that these courses have arocused.

8, Regional Trade Policy Course
1. Background.

At its third session heéld in Santiego, Chile, in May 1961, the
Trade Committee adopted resolution 14 (III} which recommends to the
secretariat that it organize courses 4/ on specialized training in
trade policy covering subjects relating to the movement towards
multilateral economic co-opsration, : The resclution considersd that the-
changes that had occurred at the regionel and world level in respect
of trade and trade policy had created situations and problems which
could only be dealt with by spacialists in this Ffisld, of whom there is a
marksd scarcity in Latin Amerzca. ' :

Y/ In compliance with this resolution, six regional courses, each
lasting seven-weeks, have been held between 1966 and 1971, with
a total participation of 131 Government officials from the various
Latin American countries. .The seventh regional course is scheduled
from 31 duly ta 15 Septembar 19?2.

2. Dbjectives

Resolution 14 {IIL) stipulates the need of courses, that is to
say for the systematic treatment of the subjects making up a syllabus.
Moreover, the courses should aim at specislization, which suggests not
only that the participants should possess general basic knowledge of
the subject but alsgc that the courses should be desigred to provide
further training. The intention, therefore, is to train intermediate
Gavernment officials who are already directly involved in formulating
the trade puolicy of their respective countries and may one day find
themselvss actively collaborating in the framing and implemsntation
of that policy. . .

3. Extent to which cbﬁectives wers made

The experience of the six courses organized between 1966 and 1971
has confirmed the farsightedness of the Trade Committes's recommendation.
Each of the annual courses has been attended by between twenty and
twenty-four intermediate government officials from all the Latin American
countries of the region, all of them persons directly linked with
national bodies responsible for formulating and implementing trade policy.
There has been a notable interest in participation in the courses, as
demonstrated by the increase in the number of candidates proposed by
each country over the last few years; this in turn is a reflection of
tha interest of an increasing number of organizations within each country.
Another noticeable fact has been a steady rise in the staridard of
qualification of the participants, resulting in their benefiting to =
greater degree from the lectures and seminars which make up the
programmg of each course,

It has been gratifving to note that a large number of the graduates
subsequently represent their countries at international meetings and
confaerences, From this it may be assumed that countriss are making use
of the special skills agquired by some of their civil servants, and
also that the progremme of the course is adapted to their needs as
regards providing officials in the space of a few weeks with specialized
training in trade policy matters.

/Although it
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Although it is somewhat difficult to quantify ths benefits ths
participants derive from the courses, thers are certain clear advantages.
One is personal contact and direct acguaintance with the experience of
other countries and the discussion of common problems in the seminars
on special subjects held during the training period, which subsequantly
brings greater ease of communication and understanding of the part of
 those who teke part in interngtional meetings. Another is that the
courses have besen more and more directed towards the ana1y51s and
discussions of the particular prnblem F351ng the Latin Amerlcan countries
within the general context of their international. trads relations, thus
strengthening the linrks of sclidarity and codopsration among them and
with the rest of the world,. -

To sum up, the regional courses on trade policy have been profitable
in many senses; they have contributed to a better and clsarer understanding
of the problems facing the Latin Americen countries, and have made for
more efficient and more active particzpatlon by these countries in the
efforts and activities being carried out. by’ the uariuus agencles of the
United Nations.

C. Intensive Course on Economic Development
- in Central America :

1e Background

Eight annual courses (19653 to 1971) have been held so far with
the participation of approximstely 350 government officials to meet
the requirements of regional authorities and agencies; lectures have
been given about questions related to the davelopment of the Central
American economies and integration process.”

The first four intensive courses 4 y providad a large group of .
government officials concerned with overall and sectoral programming in
the six countries of the Centrel American Isthmus with training in
sconomic planning techniques, virtually exhausting the stock of human
resources capable of undergoing this training. Logically encugh, the
host country took advantege of these regional courses ta obtain treining
for a larger number of their officisls. '

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It began to be apparent, especially in the fourth course, that the

technical level of the participants was gradually descending as a result

of several factors, such as: the duration of the coursss - three or
 four months ~ which made it impossible for central or sectoral plenning
offices to spare their highly-skilled and intermediate~level staff; many
similar courses in more attractive places organized by other international
agencies; and the loss of momentum in the plenning agencies at the
national and sub~regional level during the second half of the 1960s.

This led to the suspension of the 1967 course in order to study
a new training programme more in line with the new conditions orevailing
in the subregion., After consulting the Central American Governments
and egencies concerned, it was decided to shorten the intensive courses
and orient them towards special sectors which at the time might demand
greater attention because of the new approaches to Central American
development and integration, Thus the fifth Intensiwve Course on
Trade Policy was held at San Salvador in 1968, and the sixth Intensive
Course on Annual Operetional Plans and Project Evaluation in Panama in
1969, They were of 7 to 9 weeks? duration and completed the first round
of intensive courses held in each of the Central American capital
cities.

Since these modifications, though positive, were insufficient,
the Central American training programme was once again reorganized as
from 1970, The courses were further shortened with a view ta attracting
government officials of a higher professional level, and it was decided
to hold them in Mexico so as to obtain greater technical support from
both Mexican institutions and ECLA.

The seventh Intensive Course on National Accounts was held in
Mexdeoo in 1970 and lasted four weeks., It was attended by the heads and
assistant heads of national accounts units in central banks and planning
offices of the Central American Isthmus,., GSignificant progress was made
in imparting knowledge about the new United Nations System of National
Acecounts and in the adoption of a minimum programme of improvement and
co~-ordination of social accounting at the sub-regional level,

The eighth course on the plectric power sector in 1971 was also
held in Mexico and lasted thres weeks. It was organized in response
to the request formulated by the directors and managers of Central
American electricity agencies at a seminar sponsored by the Central
American Institute of Public Administration {ICAP) in December 1969.

/The electric
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The slactric power sector is one of the most dynamic sectors in the
sub~region, and both the ECLA DFFice in Mexica and the regional -
WNDP/QOTC experts maintain close bo-operation with its. suthorities in
connexion with actlvltlas. advlsary services and studies of regional
interest, particularly on electrlclty interconnexion in the arsa.

Because of the interest aroused by the eighth course - on account not only
of its content but of the place and duration - it was -attended by
managing-directors of aganc1es For the regulaetion of public services,
deputy general managers and heads of planning departments. of electrification
institutes, and chisfs of electric powsr sections of national planning
offices. Owing to the fact that it was held in Mexico, advantege was
taken of the experience of the Federal Electricity Commission of that
country, which made availsble teachers and lecturers from emong its top
specialists. Three staff members of the Federsel Commission took part

in the course and there wers elghteen participants from Central America
ar Panama.

At the express desire of the government suthorities of Central
Amsrica and Parnama, the ninth Central American Intensive Cnurse 1/ is
intended to provide officials in national planning offices and in
planning units of para-State agenciés with additional knowladgs about
planning technigques, particularly with regard to public sector investment
and industry.

- The course. is d951gned mainly to pressnt up-to~date methods and
apprmaches, espacially in connexion: with new advances in industrial
and public investment plaenning, examining the partlcular problems and
features of the sub-regicn and the obstacles hampering the use of these
techniques in Central America, taking into account that they will be
used in countries in process of integration which are experiencing
regional deficiencies and disequilibria in industry and which heve their
own specific procedures for formulating public investment‘brdgrammes.

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2. DBbjectives
To train government officials of the Central American countries

and Panama to take care of programmes of most contern to planning and
other government affices. '

3. Extent to which gbjectives were met

These courses have been one of the most effective methods of
extending the study and analysis of ecoriomiec and social development
and planning problems (both global and sectoral) to wider circles than
those with direct access to training courses held at ILPES, ECLA and
elsewhere, I{ has thus been possible to train large groups of Central
American and Panamanian professionals from government agencies and
universities, which has had significant impact on their respective
countries,

A large number of former participants now hold key positions at
the SIECA, Central American Bank for Economic Integration and government
agencies,

Ne survey has been conducted among governments or participants
regarding the extent to which they have put into practice the knowledge
acquired in these courses. However, as regards the seventh Course,
for instance, it can be pointed out that the majority of the participants
continue to work on national accounts and some of them have been
promoted within their services or asSigned to higher responsibilities.

One of the most significant results of this course has been a
Conference held in San José, Costa Rica, in Jume 1971, which was attended
by many of the participants in the seventh Course, and where a decision
was reached on a minimum programme of improvement and co-ordinetion of national
accounts at the Central American regional level. This was a resultant
of the fact that the Course was a combination of formal training and
discussion seminars in which participants were able to take active
part, voice their opinions and suggestions and discuss the problems
they were facing in discharging their responsibilities as government
officials of the statistical or planning services in each country.

/The interssts
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The interests of the Central American Governments and integration
sgencies were teken into account in organizing each of the nine
intensive courses. To this end, they have covered the main fields
suggested by the Central American authorities and decisive support
has been given to the ideas regarding regional integration. Care
has been taken to avoid the routine and rigidity foreseen in 1965
and 1966, which would have meant that the reglonal courses would have
lost much of their sffectivensss, -

D. Second Multinéﬁimnai Courss on Export Promotion -
' Bagiaround

To increase exports is a key factor in the present stegs of Latin.
Amgrica's econowic development and its importance is greowing os mora .
progress is made in the plans for diversifying the econcmies. In many countries
the formulation and implementation of export promotion progremmngs are
hampersd by the shortage of adsquately trained personnel. 7The professional
training of mationals of developing counmtries to take care of varicus
aspects of export promotion is an essential reﬁuisite for the implementation
of integrated and well-conceived programmes in this field.

The second Course on Export Proﬁbfioﬁ"jf, which was held from
5 July to 19 November 1971, offered a tfaining programme for 20 participants
from Chila, Cclombie, Peru and Vergzuela, In order that the results
should be disseminated as widely as possible 1n each country, tha
particinants includsd gavewnment officials ard reoresentatives of private
institutions concernzd with export promotion. Befors the Course itsslf,
each participant spent four wesks preparing a detailed study of his
country®s producticn and export possibilities for specific products,
chosen becsuse of their present or potential importance for the. country's
foreign trade, Staff members of ECLA and the UNGTAD/GATT International
Trade Centre personally directed the participants® work in ths various

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countrigs, assisted in carrying out the studies and supervised the
proparation of ths reports they wers regiired to prepare before leaving
for Santiago, and later Gensva, to tske part in the Course.

The first part of the Course was held from 30 August to 10 September
1971 at ECLA hsadguarters, ECLA staff members and regional advisers
an export promotion gave lectures on various subjects related to export
promotion policy and strategy and the adaptation and development of
production capacity for the export msnufactures.

The second part of the Course was held at the UNCTAD/GATT
International Trace Centre in Geneva from 13 September to 19 Novemher,
and was followed by visits to some Eurcpean trade centres. This pert
of the Course dealt mainly with subjects related to research on the
marketing of exporis, trade promotion and other supplementary activities.

2, Objectives

. The purpose of the Courae was to provide training for officiels
af government trade hodiss and expoutives of private enterpriss in
expcrt promotion and international marketing methods, to link trade
promotiocn ssiwices with economic devalnpment activicies a* the national
level, and t2 serfect the machinery for co-operation and communication
between goverrment trade Dfamotidd services ard the private sector. -

3. Extent to which the ohjectives werg met

At the snd of the Coursa, both the uNCTAD/GATT Internaticnal Trade
Centrs and ECLA made an appraisal of its results by means of questionnaires
to be completed by the participants. The general dpihion was Favourable,
It is worthwhile to note that many of the participants hold important
posts in their respective countries, in some cases as & result of the
training they received, and that some cof them have helped to prepare
the international technical assistance programme for their couniries
irn connexion with export promotion, with a sounder knowledge of both
the problems involved and the resources actually available for such
assistances '

In the light of the experience ecquired in the first two multinational
courses, some changes were introduced in the third with respect to the
sglection of candidates and the content of the programme to ensure that
it would as nearly as possible meet each country's requirements.

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E. Third M;ltinatigral Course on Export Promotion

1. Background

The third Multinational Course on Export Promotion was held for
participants from the English-gspeaking Ceribbean couniries, It was
attended by representatives of seven Caribbean countiries and territories
and observers from the CARIFTA secretariat. Training in the formulation
of export programmgs is an important Tactor in carrying on the efforts
being made to expand and diversify exports, in the Caribbean erea,

The Course took place from 17 Jancary to 7 April 1572, Before it

- started, each participant carried out a detailed stuidy cf his country®s
productlon and export capacity For certain commodities chusan because

of their present or potential 1mportance for thas country¥s foreign trade.
A ztaff member of ECLA and another from the International Trade Centre
persanzlly supervised the participants? work, assisted in the preparation
of projects end reviewsd the reports prepared by the participants bafore
leaving theair own countries.

The firet part of the Course was conducted by EOLA, at Port-of-Spain,
Trinidst and Tokago, from 17 to 28 January 1972, EG.A c’lrf menhers
from both the Pori-of-Spain Office and Santisgo hsadquertsrs, toysther
with the regional azvisers, gave a series of lectures and seminers.
In addition to the basic teaching programme, specizsl attention was paid to
particuiar prolems of the Caribpbean, on which notable persoins in the
sub~region were invitad to lscture.

The second part of the Course was held from 1 February to 7 April 1972
ot the UNCTAD/GATT International Trade Centre in BGeneva and at
European trade centrss, in sccordance with the pre~arrarnged programme,
but with some necessary changes to satisfy the interests of the participants
and their fespective countries,

/2.- Dbjectives
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2. 0Oh jéﬁ‘!:ives

The objectives af the Course were to provide training in expart
promoticn and international merketing methods for administrative and
executive trade personnel, to lirk export promotion services with
economic development activitiss at the national level, and to improve
the machinery for co-operation and communication betwesen trade promotion
services and the trade sector.

3. Extent to which the cbjectives were met

As a rasult of this Course, & certain amount of intsrest is
observable in the Carihbbean area to study in greater depth particuiar
aspects of expart promotion such as the formulation of an sxport strategy
and the study of markets for agricultural-industriasl preducts From
tha Caribbean.

Fe Meeting of Experts on the Formulaticn and Implementeiion
of Stratugies for the Expart of Manufacturas

1le BaCkE§ E‘Jnd

The Meeting of Experts on the Formuletion and Implementation of
Strategics for the Ewport of Manufactures which was organized by the
Economic Commission for latin Americe, was held at ECLA headquarters in
Santiage, Chile, from 26 July to 4 August 1971,

At its thirteenth session, the Commission considered that the esxpansion
and diversification of exports were of primary interest to Latin America
"in the formulation of a cancerted action programme” as part of a&n overall
development strategy within the context of the Second United Natiaons
Development Decade 1/. It thersfore recommended that the secretariat,
"in the context of its programme of work, should give special attenticn to
studies, research and atvisory services® desigred, inter alia, for "the
developmant and wtiversification of the production for export, not only of
primary products but alse of manufactures and semi-manufactures® Ef, and
urgad that it should intensify “its work in the field of export promotion,
with special reference toc the problem of supply, marketing and financing"gf.

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In compliance with these resolutions, at its fourteenth session, the
Commission approved the secretariat‘s programme of work which includes the
orgarization of the Mesting uF-Expefts on the Formulation and Implementation
of Stretegies for the Export.of Manufactures 1/,

This project also responds to the desire expressed by several Latin
Amarican Governments to include the expansion of industrial exports as one
of the main objectives of their respective developmant programmes, In order
to achieve this objective within a reasonable period, it hcs been deemed
necessary to apply a set of measures designed to improve *the erficiency
of production, marketing and firancial activities and to adapt the functions
and structure of public institutions to thg requirements of this new sxport
drive. ‘ : '

2. Dbjectives

The general aim of the Meeting was to examing jointly with latin
Amarican experts certain elements for the precevation of an export stracegy,
particularly aspscts eonnacted with industrial develosment, commercisl and
administrative pbliCy,‘and inatitutional organizaticn, in order to cbtein
their views in the light of their technical knowledos and experience,

‘The concrste objectives were as follows: to iderdtify and eralyse the
methodulogical problers possd by the formulation of & stratagy to evport
manufactures; to exchange views and obtain recommendations with refezrance
to measures aof industrial and commercial policy and institutionsal organization
designed to impiement such a strategy within the context of the sccio-economic
framework of the various countries of the region; and to discuss ways and
means of mobiiizing the public and privaete sectors, as well as public opinian,
behind a clear and significant objective of increasing irdustrial exports.

Je Extent ta which the objectives wers mst

The Mgeting was attended by Latin American specialists in industrial
development, institutional organization and commercial policy, as related
teo export promotisnj experts from outside the region, especially in the
field of export promotion; and officials from interrational organizations
dealing with this subject,

Thae Meeting provided an opportunity for the experts %o exchange
views and experiences, as a means of clarifying the complex problems that
were the subject of discussion. From the debate and the documents presented,
guidelines smerged for appropriate future action at the metianal (both
public ard private}, reglonal and international levels,

The different economic structures of the countries whosa evpeiriencs
was examined at the Meeting and the differsnces in the technical backsround
of participants, made it possible to obtain informaticn on 2 wide rangs of
policies and stratecies that could be applied in the countivas.

It is hoped that the results and conclusions will be useful to Latin
American Governments in plenning and implemeniing practical export strategies
for manufactures ard that they will serve as a positive oontribution to
the delibsraticns of future regional and worldwids meetings. Soms Governments
and sub=regiongl instlituiions have expressgd a dosire that simdilar meetings
be held at the rational and sub-regional levels gja

B. Sominar on Export Strateay

1, Background

AT the Meeting of Excerts en the Formulation and Inplemertation of
Strategiss for the Export of Manufacturss, the Government of Brazil requested
ECLA®s co-operation in the organization of e similar seminar at a national
level, The ECLA regional advisers in export promotion collaborated in this
Seminar and a large pert of thz documentation presented at ths Mesting of
Experts was used, Promoted by the Commerciel Associaticn of Sao Pauvln and
sponsorad by the Brazilian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, ths Seminar was held
at Sao Paulo frum 25 to 28 Qctober 1971,

Uays of focusing the participation of other sesctors in the
expaort process, as part of an overall strﬁtegy designed to encourage such
‘particlpation, were also discussed,

3s Extent to which the objectives were met

The agenda of the Seminar was prapared in consultation with ECLA,
The topics ware introduced by the ECLA regional advisers and commented on
by rotable Brazilicn specialists, To that end; the Brazilian orgacnizers
reproduced and distributsd the documents prepared by ECLA for the Meeting
of Experts at Santiaygo, and prepared summaries of them in Portuguese.

The Seminar was attended by approximately 150 representetives of the
public and private sestors in Brazil., The discussions wera relayed to other
meeting rooms by clesedecircuit television, and were regorted in great detail
in the Gao Pauls press, 1na Mlnisters of Planning, Indusiry and Finance of
Brazil gave naster classes at the snd of each of the daily meetings.

The Seminar helped to highlight the importance which the privats sector
can have in the expansion cf exports of Braziiian manufactures, Also apparent
was the private sectarfs keen interest in participating more actively in
the export process, which wiil be reflected in the commenis it will submit
“to the Government on the basis of the conclusions of the Seminar,

Lastly, the Brazilian authorities have initiated cnrtacts with a view
to obtaining technical assiatance in the establishment of merketing
enterpriges for export along the same lires aa the tradlng companies found
"in Japan. :

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H. Seminar on the preparation and use of populatign
and housing census tabulations

1. Background

When populaticn and housing censuses were taken around 1860,

Boverrnments demonstrated their interest in making the best possidle use

of census data so that, in addition to the specific relevance of these

data to administrative affairs, they should serve to obtain the kird of

data that are necessary for the scientific enslysis and assessment of the

composition, distribution, and past and foreseeable growth of tihe populations
- Public authorities, research experts and the private sector ars all concerned

with the demographic, economic and social characteristics of thz pepulation

such as they are revealsd through population and housing consusas. It was

this gereral inisrest that gave rise to the United Natiors Ssminer on

Evaluation and Utilization of Population Census Data in Latin America which

was held in Bantisge, Chile, from 30 November to 18 Cecember 1939 1/,

This concern for the proper utilization of population census data has
increased tremendously over recent years, during which beth Latin American
econamic study centras and planning institutes and the interrational agencies
have, for thzir own purposzs, devoted much attention to selecting topics
for census investigation and corresponding tabulations in terms of regional
variancs “/. From 15 to 25 September 1989, an Interregion:1 Seminar on
Application of Damographic Data and Studies to Davelopment Planning was also
held at iiev, Ukrarian S8R 3/,

As the tnited Nations Population Commission pointed out in its report
on the fifteznth session ﬁj, the studies being carrisd ocut on fertility and
family planming, mortality, urbanization and migration, demagraphic aspects of
social development, demographic aspects of economic development and demographic
projections created a demand for the many kinds of data that are; cr could be
obtained in population censuses from all enumerzted persons or from a sample
af them,

It
alsg recommended that the secretariat should "Intensify its efforts to
assist the countries of the region to meet the statistical requirements which
are considered of priority importance in the task of appraising the progress
of the Strategy for the Sgceond Development Decade, with special referenca
to the need to co-ordinate the compilation of basic data and the statistics
derived therefrom, and to this end giving consideration to tne more frequent
use of such modsrn methods as sampling” 2/.

This Seminar was held at a very opportune moment sirce, in sccordance
with the inter-Amerdican population and housing census programme for the 1970s,
fifteen countries have already carried out their censuses, namely, Argentina,
Barbados, Brazil, Chile, Cuba, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guyara,

Haiti, Jamaica, Mexirco, Nicaragua, Pamame; Trinidad and Tobago and Venezuela.
The stage reached in processing the cansus data varies from country to country,
the most important rational tabulation being available in only a few of them,

Nine countries are currently in the process of planning or preparing
their censuses. Guatemala, Hondurss, Paraguay, Peru and Uruguay will
complete the operation in 1972, and Bolivia, Golombla, Costa Rica and
Ecuador in 1973,

In pursuance of the Tirst objective of the Seminar, the participants
analysed and discussed the content and geographical scope of a set of
tabulations covering a whole range of statisticel data satlisfactorily
meeting the requirements of all those who are responsible for formulating
economic and social development programmes in Latin America.

In the coursz cf the Seminmar, it was pointed out thet thase tabulations
may include several groups: rational tabulations, regionzl tabulations,
preliminary sample tabulationsi special tabulations, in accordznce with
specific requirements of nmational or regional programmss that may
necessitate prior collection of additiomal material bszsed on a samnle survey
conducted in the appropriate gecgrephical framework supplied by the national
Census,

The groups of tahulations that were considered included -~ for basic
reference purpnses - thoas that were recommendard by the United Naticns for
the 1970 population ard bousing censuses, 0Of the formsr, comprising
thirty—nire tabulatiszps, twenty-two are classified as of Tirst priority,
seven of second priurity, and ten as other useful tabulcotions %j, As for
the latter, of which there are sightean, eleven sre recomendes tabulations,
the remalning ssven being doscribed as other ussful tabulations 2/. Tha
tabulations that were taken into consideration also included the furtyv=three
population and feurtecen housing tabulations inciuded in the 1970 Census of
the Americas Prograsive by the Committee on Improvement ot Natiomal Statistics
(COINS) in the report of its ninth session 3/,

In harmony with the chbjective of obtaining suitable census tzbulations,
it was demonstratsd by means of examples, how these tabulations can be used
in analysing population, social, educatioral and economic data. At the same
time, possible deficiencies in some of the tabulations used wers nointsd put
and improvements were suggested, Specialists in this field thus had
methodological guldelines for the proper analytical use of census data.

functiong suck as civic &ffairs, maintenance work and the like. Howsver,
there iz a growing awarensss of the need for closer invoiwvement of pzople®s
reprasentative institutions at the local . level in dseision-tsking and
implemantaticn easential to the process of development, Intsrest has also
been gererated in local area planning and bringing about a greater f051un
between community development and area davelopment.

of national development and endeavour, The 19689 workshop specifically
identified "decentralization of pelitical and administrative structures to
enable concrete participation of rural communities in the decision-making
processes affecting local and natioral development” as one af the "sube
objectives® of integrated rural development,

In the light of thess factors, it was considered that the time had
come to hold a regiorml seminar an the new role of loczl governmment in
accelerating overall cevelopment, the measures to equip locsl ™ government
authorities with the nzcessary compgtence and expertise to perform with
efficiency and dispatch the variad developmental functions they would be
called upon to undlerteks, and the role of central services in improving the
functional capatilify of local government for a larger and exponding role
in economic and socisl development, These aspects assume particular significance
in the context of the currerntly prevalent impatierce and fervour on the part
of large sections of communitias in the Caribbz=an countiies to have a greater
say in moulding their ocwn and the nation®s destiny,

3, Extent to which the ohiectives wers met

The Seminar proved to be a very useful forum for orienting senior
officials and central planners of the Caribbean 1/ in the nsw role of
local government irn promoting overall developmant, and for acuuainting
them with the types of central services reeded for 1mpruving tha functional
capacity of local government in discharglng its larger and expancing
functions,

The Seminar was very timsly in that it was held at a periad when
there is a growing recognition in the Caribbean of the imsortance of
involving local authoritias in the development process, which has found
specific expression in the statements of policy of various arsa governments,

The Seminar was of particular value from the peirmt of view of'axchdhge
of experience among the participants and their acquairtance with the latest
trends of thought in the theory and practice of loczl government. The
particisaticorn was so corganizsd that the delegates rerressited not only the
ministries in charge of loc:l governmant,, but also various devslopment
ministries and cent:ral planning units,

It was motewnrthy that the Semirar camz out with concrste action
proposals appropriate for epplication to the circumstarces prevailing in
tha Caribbean territoriss. Of special significance are the recommendations
relating to improvement of local gavernment firance and financial adminlstratinn
and creation of a sound personnel system for local authorities including
propcsals for the trsining of four categories of personnsl viz,, local
government staff, senior central government officials dealing with
development, elected members of local authorities and local government
trainers, The measures suggested for emabling local government units to
play an effective role in reglonal planning and development should be of
particular validity and usefulness to the larger territories in the
"Caribbean,

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The Seminar made several practical recommandations for technical
cowoperation for the imgrovement of local goverrment in the Cardibbsan,
These are addressed to the agencies thet sponsored the Seminar and regional
Institutions like the Caribbean Davelopment Bank, the two Universitles, and
the Carihbean Hegianal Saur*tarlat (cARIFTA ),

The report of the Semlnar 1/ was well received and some of the.
Governments have shown interest in following up the proposals made,

Following a study of the Seminar report, the Gavernment of Trinldad -
and Tobage suggested a locsl ‘government traxning officers® development
course on a regioral besis.

In Jorales reswonse was favourable to the suggested Tvalrers®
Training Course in local govarnment. It was propesed to clrculate copies
of the report to all parish councils to slicit their views,

Cominica evinued kean irtsrest in the recommandations of the Ssminar,
Thz central plannsrs wsrg toliowing up the recammzndstions regarding the
entrusting of nzw aress of taxation to the locel authoritles, especially
thase in rural areas, without sncrosching on the tax rescurces of tha
cerntrel governmerit, in adulvicn, a country lewvel traeiniiyg confevence of
staff and councillors was hald, This confersncz considered the proposals
of the regional seminar and 1dentified certain recommendztions for priority
implementaticn in the territory,

In 5t, Lucia a working party was set up censisting of remreszntatives
of the Mlnistries cf Local Government and Finence, the Attornzsy Gereral®s
Office and the local authorities to go into the implications of ths acceptance
of those proposals which would entail amendment to the existing statuts.

In 5t. Vincent there was growing recognition by the Gavernment of the
nead for tha provisicn of an institutioral fremework to sustain the initial
zeal of community development and group work, It was expscted that the
community councils, which would provide an organizational basis for community
development at the local level, would emerge as truly representeiive local
governmant institutions, It was hoped that the recommendations made by the
Seminar on Central Services to Local Authorities would greatly assist this
Process. '

At the second session of the United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development {UNCTAD), held et New Delhi in 1968, there was unanimous agreement
in favour of the early sstablishment of a mutually acceptatle system of
general non-reciprocal and nonediscriminatory preferences to bensfit the
developing countries. The objectives of the system of preferences are to
increase the developing countriss® export earnings, to promote their industrial
development, and to spezd up their rate of economic growth,

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The UNCTAD Special Committee on Preferences has developed measures
relating to the establishment of the generalized system and, after having
obtained the necessary waivers in line with the regulations of GATT, certain
developed market-sconomy countries have begun to implament their systems,
Following the Joint Declaration by five socialist countries of Eastsrn
Europe, two of thesz countries have alsc begun to implement their systems.

The generalized system of preferences {GSP) comprises a number of
systems that differ in some important aspects, such as proiuct coverage,
depth of tariff'cut, and saving tlauses, Each preference-granting country
has sstablished rules of origin for the goods eligible for preferential
treatment, It is nscessary to have a complete understancing of the
various systems to enable Governments and entreprensirs in prefersnce-
receiving countries to taks the most suitable measures for peoducing and
promoting exports eligible for preferential trecatment, With a view to
co~operating in the efforts being made by preference-veceiving countries
towards this ond, UNCYAD, with the help of financing from the United Nations
Devalooment Prcoremme {UHDP), is executing a projoct to provida training
and advisory services an the G&BP,

2, Objectives

The main objective of the project is to assist participating
Goverrments to benefit from the advantages of the G3Pc .

HBoth Semirmars sxhaustively discussed the technical and methodological aspects
of all tha elements involved in the organization, éstablishment, function
and control of a civil registration system, In view of the little practical
progress matle since the last Ssminar, it is considered that the most
gppropriate action would now bed

For this purpose, a Committee of Experts on the Promotian of Current

The purpose of the project is to improve demographic statistics since
they are an essential basis for the gconomic and socisl development programmes
of the countries of the region.

At the first meeting scheduled for 1972, the Commitiee would consider
guidelines for its work, and at the second, scheduled for 1973, it would
discuss the working document(s) prepared as a result of its first meeting,
which would serve as a basis for the promotion campaign to be undertaken
by the Committee. In addition, the experts and consultants participating
in the mestings would discuss the means reguired to carry out an intensive
and high-~level promotion campaign aimed at the Governments of the region
during 1974, and would make a critical and realistic appraisal of activities
to be undertaken in the future to develop current demographic statistics,

Since 1965 ECLA has organized working groups of experts from the
region in order to discuss and disseminate information about the latest
progress made in connexion with national accounts, At these meetings, which
have been held biennially,; the following toplcs have been discussed: in
1965 and 1967, a draft version of the New System of Natioral Accounts, which
has already been translated into final international recommendations; in
1969, a propased system of price and quantum indexes, to supplement the
above System; in 1971, a proposed system of statistics on income distribution,

Jconsumption and
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consumption and wealth, A standlng group of experts in social accounting
- an important instrument. of development in this area - was set up, and
the ECLA secretariat assumed the role of co—ondiﬂating centre of the Group,

In 1972 the aim is to establish a Wbrking Brnup to discuss the
proposed United Nations System of Demogvaphic,andrSocial Statistics. This
would be the first meeting to bs held in the regien on a subject which the
Urited Naticns has been stydying for a number of years, Its origin dates
back to the studies by Mr, Hichard Store, who in 1968 prepared a preliminary
draft version at the request of the Statistical Office of the United Nations.
This version has undergone verious modifications as a result of meetings
similar to that now proposed, held. by the Conference of Eurppean Statisticians
end ed ‘hoc working groups convened by the economic commissznns for Asia and

Africa,

The System was also given special attention at the last meeting of the
Statistical Commission held in Gereva in October 1970, at which ths United
Nations Secretariat was recommended to cortinue its work aimed at sstablishing
a final system of interrational guidelines on the matter,
