" 1. Proclaims the Second United Nations.lDevelopmex-lt Decade
starting from 1 January 1971; - ‘
2a ﬁggpﬁﬁ_thé‘following International Development Strategy
for the Decade:



PREAIIBLE

1. On the threshold of the 1970s, Goveraments dedicate themselves
anew to the fundamental objectives enshrined in the Charter of the
United Nations twenty-five years ago to create conditions of stability
and well-being and to ensure a miﬁimum staﬁdérd of living consistent
with human dignity through economic and social prbgress and
developﬁeht.. | o h

2. The launching in 1961 of the First United Nations Development
Decade marlzed a major world-wide endeavour to give concrete substance
to this soleun pledge. Since then attempts have continued to be made
to adopt snecific measures and to fashion and employ new institutions
of international co-operation Zor this purpose.

3. However, the level of living of countless millions of people

in the developing part of the world is still pitifully low. These
people are often still undernourisheé, uneducated, unemployed and
wanting in many other hasic amenities of life. While a part of the
world lives in great comfort and ever affluence, much of the larger
part suffers from abject poverty, and in fact the disparity is
continuing to widen. This lamentable situation has contributed to

the aggravation of world tension.

4, The current frustrations and d’sappointments must not be allowed
to cloud the vision or stand in the way of the development objectives
being really ambitious. Youth everyvhere is in ferment, and the 1970s
must mark a step forward in securing the well-being and happiness not
nnly of the present generation but also of the generations to come.

S The success of international development activities will depend
in large measure on improvenent ir the general international situation,
particularly on concrete progress towards general and complete
disarmament under effective international control, on the elimination
of colonialism, racial discriminaticn, apartheid and occupation of
territories of any State and on the promotion of equal political,
economic, social and cultural rights for all members of society.

Progress towards general and complete disarmament should release



substantial additional resources which could be utilized for the
purpose of economic and social development, in particular that of:
developing countries. There should, therefore, be a close link
between the Second United Nations Development Decade and the
Disarmament Jecade.

6. In the conviction that development is the essential path to
peace and justice, Governuents reaffirm their common and unswerving
resolve to seek a better and more effective system of international
co-operation whereby the prevailing disparities in the world may be
banished ' and prosperity secured for all.

7 The ultimate objective of development must be to bring about
sustained inprovement in the well-being of the individual and bestow
benefits on all., ' If undue privileges, extremes of wealth and social
injustices nersist, then development fails in its essential purpose.
This calls for a global development strategy based on joint and
concentrated action by developing and developed countries in all
spheres of economic and social life; in industry and agriculture,

in trade and finance, in employment and education, in health and
housing, in science and technology.

8a The internationsal community must rise to the challenge of the
present age of unprecedented opportunities offered by science and
technology in order that the gcientific and technological advances
may be equitably shared by developed and developing countries, thus
contributing to accelerated economic development throughout the worlds
9. International co~operation for development must be on a scale
commensurate with that of the problem itself. DPartial, sporadic and
half-hearted gestures, howsoever well intentionded, will not suffice.
10. Economic and social progress is the common and shares
responsibility of the entire international community. It is also

a process in which the benefits derived by the developing countries
from the Jdeveloped countries are shared by the world as a whole.
Lvery country has the right and duty to develop its human and natural
resources, but the full benefit of its efforts can be realized only

with concomitant and effective international action.:



11. The primary responsibility for the development of developing
countries rests upon themselves, as stressed in the'Charter of
Algiers;g/ but however gfeat thair ocwn efforts, these will not be
sufficient to enable them to achieve the desired development goals

as expeditiously as they must unliess they are assisted through
increased financial resources a2d more favourable economic and -
commercial policieé on the part of developed countries.

12. Govefnmenfs designate the 1970s as the Second United Nations
Developmeﬁf Decade and pledge themselves, individually and collectively,
to nursue nolicies designed to create a more just and rational world -
economic and social order in which ecvality of opportunities should
be as much a prerogative of nations es of individuals within a
nation. The& subscribe t6 the goals znd objectives of the Decade.

and resolve to take the measures to translate them into reality.

These aims and measures are set out in the following paragraphs.
GQALS AND CLJLCTIVES

13. The average annual rate of greowtl in the gross product of the
developing coﬁntries as a whole during the Second United Nations
Development Decade should be at leas? 5 per cent, with the possibility
of attaining a ﬁigher rate in the second half of the Decade to be. .-
specified on the basis of a comprehensive mid-term review. .This

target and those derived from it are a proad indication of the scope

of cbhvergen{ efforts to be made during the Decade at the national

and intérnational levels; it should be the responsibility of each
deve10p1ng country to set iis own target for growth in the light of

its own c1;cumstanceso

16.  An average annual rate of growth of at least 6 per cent in the
gross product of developing countries during the Decade will iﬁplj
an afgrégg annual expansion of:. -
‘ (a) 4 per cent in agricultural output;
(b) & »exr cent in manufacturing output. ‘ “
X7, For attaining the oveérall growth target of at least 6'perlcené
per annum there should be an average annual expansion of: -
(a) 0.5 per cent in the ratio of gross domestic saving to the
gross product so that this ratio rises to around 20 ﬁer
cent by 1950;
(b) Somevhat less than 7 per cent in imports éhdHSOmewha; _
higher than 7 per cent in exports. | ‘ '
18.  As the ultimate purpose of development is fo provide inéreésiﬁg'
opportunities to all people for a better life, it‘is eéééntial'té
bring about a more equitable distribution of income and wealth for |
promoting both social justice and efficiency of production, to raise
substantially the level of employment, to achieve a greater degree of

income security, to expand and improve facilities for education, health
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nutrition, housing and social welfare, and to safeguard the environment.
Thus, qualitative and structurel changes in the society must go hand in
hand with rapid ecomomic growth, and existing disparities - regionmal,
sectoral and social - should be substantially reduced: These
objectives are both determining factors and end-results of development;
they should therefore be viewed as integrated parts of the same .
dynamic process, and would require a2 unified approach:

.- (a) lach developing couniry should formulate its national
employment objectives so as to absorb an increasing proportion of
its workinz population in modern-type activities and to reduce
significantly unemployment and undercmployment;

- (b) Tarticular attention should be paid to achieving enrolment
of all thildren of primary school age, improvement in the quality of
aducationh at all' levels, a substantial reduction in illiteracy, the
reorientation of educational »rogrammss to serve cevelopment needs,
and, as appropriate, the estadiiskmen: and expansion of scientific-
and technological institutions;

(¢) Zach developing couniry should formulate a coherent health
programme for the prevention and treatment of diseases and for raising
general levels of health and sanitaticn; .

{d) Levels of nutrition should be im»roved in terms of the
average caloric intake and the protein content, with special
emphasis being alaced on the needs of vulnerable groups of population;

(e) Housing facilities should be expanded and improved,
especially for the low-income groups and with a view to remedying
the 1lls of unplanned urban growth and lagging rural areas;

(£) The wellfbeing of chiléren should be fostered;

(g) The full participation of youth in the development
process should be ensured; o

(h) The full integration of wcmen in the total development

effort should be encouraged.



POLICY MEASURES

19. The above goals ané objectives call for a continuing effort by
all peoplec anc Governments to promote economic and social progress in
developing countries by the formulation and implementation of a
coherent set of policy measures. Animated by a sPirit of constructive
partnershin and co-operation, based on thé interdependence of their
interests and designed to promote a rational system of international
division of labour, and, reflecting their political will and collective
determination to achieve these goals and objectives, Governments,
individually and jointly, solemnly resolve to adopt and implement the
policy measures set out below. .

20. The policy measures should be viewed ih a dynamic context,
involving continuing review fo ensure their effective implementation
and aGaptation in the light of new developments, including the far-
reaching iusact of rapid advance in technology, and to seek new areas
of agreement and the widening of the existing ones. Organizations of
the United llations system will appropriately assist in the implementatio
of these measures and in the search for new avenues of international’
co-operation for development. |

;nternatiqnal trade

21. All. eiforts will be made to secure international action before

31 December 1972, including, where appropriate, the conclusion of
international agreements or arrangements on commodities mentioned in-
the relevant resolution 2/ acdopted by the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Jevelopment at its second session, in accordance with the
procedure agreed upon at that session, and on the basis of a time-table
for the consideration of those matters to be drawn up by the Conference.
22. Comuodities already covered by international agreements or -
arrangements will be kept under review with a view to strengthening

the working of such agreements or arrangements and to renewing, where

appropriate, agreements or arrangements due to expire.

23. All »ossible resources for the pre-financing of bufferstocks,
when necessary, will be consicdered while concluding or reviewing
commodity agreements incorporating bufferstock mechanisms.

2k, Efforts will be wmade to reach agreement, before the third

session of the United Naticns Conference on Trade and Development, on a
set of general principles on pricing policy to serve as guidelines for
consultations and actions on individual commodities. As one of the
priority aims of pricing policy, particular attention will be paid to
securing stable, remunerative and eguitable prices with a view to
increasing the foreign exchange earaings from exports of primary
products from the developing countries.

25. No new tariff and non~tariff darriers will be raised nor will the
existing ones be increased by developed countries against imports of
primary products of particular irterest to developing countries.

26, Developed countries will accord priority to reducing or
eliminating duties and other barriers to imports of primary products,
including those in processed or semi-~processed form, of export interest
~ to developing countries through intermational joint action or unilatera
action with a view to emsuring that developing countries have improved
access to world markets and to market growth for products in which they
are presently or votentially competitive. This objective will be sought
to be achieved through the continuance anéd intensification of
intergovermmental consultations with the aim of reaching concréte

and sigpificant results early in the Decade. Ifforts will be made
with a view to achieving these results bafore 31 December 1972.

27 Implenentation of the provisions of paragraphs 25 and 26 above
should talie into account the resolutions, decisions and agreements
which have been or may be reached in the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development or in other relevant intergoverﬁmentél vodies
and organizations of the United Nations system. ' :

28.  Develoned countries will give increased attention within the
framework of bhilateral and multilateral programmes to supplement the
resources of the developing countries in their endeavour to accelerate

the diversification of their economies with a view to the expansion of
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the production and exports of semi-manufactures and manufactures, as
well as of semi-processed and precessed commodities, broa&ening‘the
patterns of exports in favour of commodities with relatively dynamic
demand conditions and increasing food production in food deficient
countries. Specific funds for ‘diversification will be one of the
features of commodity‘arrangeménté wherever consideéred necessary.
29. Appronriate action, ihcluding the provision of finance, will be
taken, as far as practicable, to initiate intensive research and
development efforts designed to improve market conditions and cost
efficiency and to diversify the end uses of natural products facing
competition from synthetics and substitutes., In their financial anc
technical assistance programmes, developed countries and the
international organizations concerned will give sympathetic consideratio:
to requests for assistance for developing countries producing natural
products which suffer serious competition from synthetics and
-substitutes, in order to help them to diversify into other areas of
production inecluding procesecing of primary products. Where natural
products are able to satisfy present and anticipated world market
requirements, in the context of national policies no' special
encouragenent will be given to the c¢reation and utilization of new
production, particularly in the developed countries, of directly
competing synthetics. T
30. The machinery for consultation on surplus disposal which existed
during the 1960s will be widened and reinforced in order to avoid or
minimize possible adverse effects of disposals of production Eurﬁluses‘
or strategic reserves, including those of minerzals, on normal -
- commercial trade, "and to take account of the interest of bothAsurPlus
and deficit countries. o
31.  Special attention will be given to the expansion ana
diversification of the export trade of'developing'couhtriés in
manufactures and semi-manufactures, particularly for énébling them
to attain increased participation, commensurate with the needs’6f
development, in the growth of international trade in these

commocCities.



32,  Arrangements concerning the establishment of generalized, non-
discriminatory, non-reciprocal preferential treatment to exports of
developing countries in the markets of developed countries have been
drawn up in the United Natiors Conference on Trade and Developméent and
considered nutually acceptable to developed and developing countries.
Preference-giving countries are deternined to seek as rapidly as
possible .the necessary legislative cr other sanction with the aim of
implementing the preferential arranpgenments as early as possible in 1971.
Ifforts for further improvements of these preferential arrangements
will be pursued in a dynamic context in the light of thé objectives

- of resolution 21 (II) of 26 iarch 1968,3/ adopted by the United Nations
Conference -on Trade and Developmeat at its sccond sessiomn. ‘

33. Developec countries will not, ordinarily, raise existing tariff
or non-tariff barriers to exports from developing countries, nor
establish new tariff or non-tariff barriers or any discriminatory
measures, Wiere such action has the offect of rendering less favourable
the conditions of access to the markets of manufactured and semi-
manufactured nroducts of export intersst to developing countries.

3L, Intergovernmental consultations will be continued and intensified
with a view +to giving effect early im the Decade to measures for the
relaxation and orogressive eliminatlon of non~tariff barriers affecting
trade in manufactures and semi-manufactures of interest to developing
countries. DIfforts will be made with a view to implementing such
measures before 31 December 1972. These consultations will take into
account all groups of processed and semi-processed products of export
interest”tb developing countries. -

35.  Developed countries, having in mind the importance of facilitating
the expansion of their imports from developing couatries, will consider
adopting measures and where possible evolving a: programme early in the
Decade for assisting the adaptation and adjustment of industries and
workers in situations whare they are adversely affected or may be
threatened to be adversely affected by increased imports of manufactures

and semi-nanufactures from developing countries.

reconmendatlons contained in sectlon IT of resolution 15 (II) of

25 March 1963,4/ adopted by the Unlted Natlons Conference on Trade

and Developnent at 1ts second eeselonn As no uniform method of
introducing multllaterallsm in payments relatlons between developlng

Trade exparsion, economic cowoperation and regional
integration among developing countries

29. The developing countries will continue their efforts to
negotiate and put into effect further commitments for instituting
the schemes for regional and subregional integration or measures
of trade expansion among themselves. They will, in particular,
elaborate rutually beneficial and preferential trade arrangements
which foster the rational and outward-looking expansion of
production and trade, and avoid undue injury to the trading
interests of third parties, including third cdeveloping countries.
4o. The developed market economy countries will, through -the
extension of financial and technical assistance or through action
in the field of commercial policy, support initiatives in regional
and subregional caq-operation of developing countries. In this
connexion, they will specifically consider vhat help can be given
to any concrete proposals that may be put forward by cdeveloping

.. countries. In the efforis of develsping countries to carry out -
.trade expansion, economic co-operation and regional integration
among themselves, :the socialist countries of Eastern Europe will
extend their full support within the framework of their socio-

econoemic system.

Financial resources for development

b1, Devéloping countries muét,.and!éo, bear the main responsibility
for financing their development. They wili, therefore, continue to
adopt vigorous meaéures for a fuller mobilization of the whole

range of their domestic financial resources and for énsuring the |
most effective use of availadle reSOJrues, both internal and external.
For this purpose, they will pursue sound fiscal and monetary

pOllCleu and, as requlred ramove 1nst1tut10nal obstacles through

the adoptlon of approprlate legislative and administrative reforms.
They w1ll pay partlcular attention to taking, as appropriate, the
necessary steps to st“eamllne and sirengthen tlheir systems of tax
admninistration and undertake the necessary tax reform measures.

They will keep the increase in their current public'expenﬁiture
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under close scrutiny with a view to releasing wmaximum resourdes for
investment. Efforts will be made to improve the efficiency of
public enterprises so that they meke increasing contribution to
investment resources.. Zvery effort will be made to mobilize private
savings through financial institutions, thrift societies, pest
office savings banks and other savings schemes and through expansion
of opportunities for saving for Specific purposes, such as education
and housing. The available supply of saving will be channelled to
investment projects in accordance with their development priorities.
L2, Tach economically advanced country should endeavourrto

provide by 1972 annually to developing countries financial resource
transfers of a minimum net amount of 1 per cent of its gross national
product at market prices in terms of actual disbursements, having
regard to the special position of those countries which are net
importers of capital. Those developed countries which have already
met this .target will endeavour to ensure that their net resource
transfers are maintained and envisage, if possible, an increase in
them. Those developed countries which are unable to achieve this
target by 1972 will endeavour to attain it not later than 1975.

Lz, In recognition of the special importance of the role which can
be fulfilled only by official development assistance, a major part
of financial resource transfers to the developing countries should
be provided in the form of official development assistance. Zach
economically advanced country will progressively increase its
official development assistance to the developing countries and will
exert its best efforts to reach 2 minimum net amount of 0.7 per cent
of its gross national product at market prices by the middle of the
Decade.

L, Developed countries mewmbers of the Development Assistance
Committee of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and
Development will exért'best efforts to reach as soon as possible,
and in any case before 21 December 1971, the norms set out in the
Supplehént to the 1965 Recommendation on Financial Terms and

Conditions adoPted by the Development Assistance Committee on
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12 February 1969,5/ designed to soften and harmonize-the terms and
conditions of assistance to developing ccuntries. - Developed
countries will consider measures a’med at the further softening of
the terms and will endeavour to arrive at a more precise assessment
of the circumstances of the individual developing countries and at

a. greater harmonization of terms given by individual developed
countries to individual developing countries. Developed countries
will consider, in the further evoluiion of their assistance policy
and with a view to attaining concreie and substantive results by the
end of the Decade, the specific suggestions contained in decision

29 (II) of 23 March 1968,6/ adopted by the United Nations Conference
on Trade and Development at its second session and made in other
international forums for further softening of the terms and .
conditions of aid. ' '

L5, In the light of the relevant decision of the Confefence at

its second session, financial assistance will, in principle, be
untied. While it may not be possible to untie assistance in all
cases, developed countries will ranidly and progressively take

what measures they can in this resject both to reduce the extent of -
tying of assistance and to mitigate aﬁy harmful effects. Where
loans are tied essentially to particular sources, developed countries
will make, to the greatest extent possible, such loans available for
utilization by the recipieat countries for the purchase of goods

and services from other developing countries.

Lo, Financial and technical assistance should be aimed exclusively
at promoting the economic and social progress of developing countries
and should not in any way be used by the developed countries to the -

detriment of the national sovereiganty of recipient countries.

43. . Arrangements for forecasting, and if possible, forestalling debt
crises will he improved. Developed countries will help in preventing
such crises by providing assistance on appropriate terms and conditions,
and developing countries by undertaking sound polic¢ies of debt
management. - Where difficulties do arise, the countries concerned will
.8tand ready to deal reasonably with them within the framework of an
appropriate forum in co-operation with the international instiftutiomns
concerned, drawing upon the full range of the available methods
including, as may be required, measures such as arranzements for
rescheduling and refinancing of existing ‘debts on appropriate terms and
conditions. | |

49. The volume of resources made available through multilateral
institutions for financial and technical assistance .will be increased
to the fullest extent possible and techniques will be evolved to enable
them to fulfil their role in the most effective manner.

50. Developing countriee will adop£ apbfopriate'measures for inviting,
stimulating and making effective use of foreign pfivate capital, taking
into account the areas in which such capltal should be sought and
bearing in mind the importance for its attractlon of cond1t1ons k
conducive to sustalned 1nvestment. Developed countrles, on thelr part,
will consider adoptlng further measures to encourawe "the flow of private
capital to 'developing countries. Forelgn prlvate investment in
developing countries should be undertaken in a manner.oonsistent with
the development objectives and priorities establiahed in their national
plans. Foreign private investors in developing countries should
endeavour-to provide for'an 1ncrease in the local share in management
and administration, employment and training of local labour, ineluéing
personnel at the manaﬂerlal and technlcal levels, part1C1patlon of

local capital and reinvestment of profztsa Lfforts will be made to
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. foster better understanding of the rights and obligatiehs of both

host and capital-exporting countries, as well as of individual
investors. : : : = RN

51. In the context of the search for appropriate means for dealing-
with the problem of disrupticn ¢f development arising from adverse- A
movements in the,eprrt proceeds of ceveloping countries, the
International Bank for Reconstructicr. and Development-has been
requested to pursue its effcris at working ocut a scheme of supplementar;
financing. A The Bank is Invited %o give further consideration to the
adoption ef supplementary-finéncial measures at the earliest practicable
opportunity. ‘
52. As soon as adequate experience is available on the working of
the scheme of Special Drawing Rights, serious consideration will be -
given to the possibility of the estzblishment of .a linl between thé
allocation of new reserve assets under the scheme and the provision

of additional development finance for the benefit of all developing
countries. The question will, in any case, be examined before the

allocation of Special Drawing Rights in 1972. &

Having convenel a special session of the General Assembly to study
for the first time the problems of raw materials and development,
devoted to the consideration of the most important economic prohlenms
facing the world community, '

Bearing in mind the spirit, purposes and principles of the
Charter of the United Uations to promote the economic advancement and
social vrogress of all peoples,

Bolemnly vnroclaim our united dstermination to work urgently for
THE ESTABLIGHMENT OF A NEZY INTERNATIONAL TCONOMIC ORDER based on eguity,
sovereign equality, interdependence, common interest and co-operation
among all States, irresnective of the2ir economic and social systems which
shall correct ineoualities and redress existing injustices, make it
possible to eliminate the widening gap between the developed and the
developing countries and ensure steadily accelerating economic and
social development and peace and justice for present and future
generations, and, to that end, cdeclare

1. The greatsst and most significant achievement during the
last decades has been the independence from colonial and alien
doitination of a large number of peoples and nations which has
enabled then to become members of the community of free peoples.
Technological progress has also been made in all spheres of
economic activities in the last three decades, thus providing a
s0licd potential for improving the well~being of all peoples.
dovever, the remaining vestiges of alien and colonial domination,
Toreign occupation, racial discrimination, apartheld and
neco-colonialism in all its forns continue to be among the greatest
obstacles to the full emancipation and progress of the developing
countries and all the peoples involved. The benefits of
technological progress are not shared equitably by all members
of tae international community. The developing countries, which
constitute 70 per cent of the world's population, account for
only 30 per cent of the world's income. It has proved impossible
to achieve an even and balanced development of the internationeal
community under the existing international economic order. The



gap between the developed and the developing countries continues,
to widen in a system which was estgblislied at a time when most
of the developing countries did not even exist as independent
States and vhich perpetuates inequality.

2. The present international economic order is in direct
conflict with current developments in intermational political
and ecoaonic relations. Since 1970, the world economy has
experienced a series of grave crises which have had severe
repercussions, especially on the developing couniries because
of their generally greater wvulnerability to external economic
impulses. The developing world has become a powerful factoxr
that makes its influence felt in all fields of internationmal
activity. These irreversible changes in the relationship of
forces in the world necessitate the active, full and equal
participation of the developing countries in the formulation and
application of all decisions that concern the international
community. ‘ ’

3. All these changes have thrust iato prominence the reality
of intercependence of all the members of the vworld community.
Current events have brought into sharp focus the realization
that the interests of the developed countries and those of the
developing countries can no longer be isolated from each other,
that there is a close interrelationship between the prosperity
of the developed countries and the growth and development of the
developing countries, and that the prosperity of the international
comaunity as a wvhole depends upon the prosperity of its constituent
parts. International co-operation for development is the shared
goal and common.duty of all countries. Thus the political,
economic and social well-being of present and future generation
depends more than ever on co-operation between all the members
of the international community on the basis of sovereign equality
and the removal of the disequilibrium that exists between then.

- %. The nev international economic order should be founded
on full respect for the following principles:

(2) Sovereign equality of States, self-determination of all
peoples, inadmissibility of the acquisition of territories by
force, territorial integrity and ron-interference in the internal
affairs of other States;

(b) The broadest co-operation of all the States members of
the international community, based on equity, whereby the

prevailing disparities in the world may be banished and Prosperlty
secured for all;
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(g) 1ll and effective participation on the basis of
equality of all countries in the solving of world econonmic
problems in the common interest of all countries, bearing in mind
the necessity to ensure the accelerated developnent of all the .
developing countries, while dezvoting particular attention to
the adontion of special measurss in favour of the least
developed, land-locked and island developing countries as well
"as those develoning countries most seriously affected by
econonic crises and natural calamities, without losing sight of
the interests of other develoning countries;

(g) The right of every country to adopt the economic and
social system that it deems the most appropriate for its owa
development ancd not to be subjected to discrimination of any
kind as a result;

(3)‘Fu11 permanent sovereignty of every State over its
ratural resocurces and all economic activities. In order to
safeguard these resources, each State is entitled to exercise
eifective control over them and their exploitation with means
Suitable to its owrn situation, including the right to nationalization
or transfer of owvnership to ite natiomnals, this right being an
expression of the full permansnt sovereignty of the State. Do
State may be subjected to economic, volitical or any other type
ol coercion to prevent the free and full exercise of this
inalienable right;

(i) The right of all Statecs, territories and peoples under
foreign occupation, alien and colonial domination or apartheid
to restitution ané full coapensation for the exploitation and
gepletion of, and damages to, the natural resources and all other
resources of those States, territories and peonles;

(g) Regulation and supervision of the activities of
transnational corporations by taking measures in the interest
of the rational economies of the countries where such transnational
corporations operate on the basis of the full sovereignty of those
countries;

(h) The right of the developing countries and the peoples
of territories under colonial and racial domination and foreign
~occupation to achieve their liberation and to regain effective
controel over their natural resources and economic activities.

(i) The extending of assistance to developing countries,
peoples and territories which are under colonial and alien
domination, foreign occupation, racial discrimination or zpartheid
or are subjected to economic, political or any other type of
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coerclive meagures to obtain from thewm the subordination of the
exercise of their sovereign rights and to secure from them
advantages of any kind, and to neo-colonialism in all its forms,
and which have established or are enceavouring to establish
efifective control over their natural resources and economic
activities that have been or are still under foreign control;

(i) Just and equitable relationship between the prices of
rav materials, primary commodities, manfucatured and seui-
nenufactured goods exported by developing countries and the
prices of- rair materials, primary commodities, wmanufactures,
capital goods and eguipment imported by them with the aim of
bringing about sustained improvement in their unsatisfactory terns
of tie trade and the expansion of world econony;

(k) Dxtensicn of active assistance to developing countries
by the whole international conmunity, free of any political or
nlllta"y conditions;

, (1) Ensuring that one of the nagin aims of the reformed
international monetary system shall be the promotion of the

cevelopuent of the developing countries and the sdequate flow
of real resourecs to them;

(m) Improv1ng the competitiveness of natural materlals
facing competition from syntiietic substitutes;

(n) Preferential and noa-reciprocal treatment for developing
countrles, wherever feasible, in all fields of 1nternatlonal
economic co-operation vhenever possihle;

(o) Securiﬂg favourable conditions for the transfer of
finanecial resources to developing countries;

(n) Giving to the developing countries access to the
achievements of modern science and technology, and promoting
-the transfer of technology and the creation.of indigenous
technology foxr the benefit of the developing countries in

forms and in accordance with procedures which are suited to
their economies;

{q) The need for all Siates to put an end to the waste of
natural resources, including food products;

{r) The nesd for developing countries to concentrate all -
their resources for the cause of development;

(s} The strengthening, through individual and collective
actions, of mutual economic, trade, financial and technical
co-operation anong the developing countries, mainly on a
preferential basisz;
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(£) Facxlltatlng thz role vhich producers' associations

rnaJ ﬁTby Ulthln ‘the framevork of intermatiénal co-operation and,.

in Bursuance -of their aims, inter alia assisting in the promotion
of sustained. growth of the wcrld economy an6 accelerating the

‘cevelopment of develeping countries.

5e The unanimous adoptiér. ‘of the International Developument
Strategy for th» 3econd United Nations Development Decade 1/
was an important step in the »romotion of international econonic
co-operation on a just and ecuitable basis. The acceleratecd
implementation of obligations and commitments assumed by the
international cowmunity within the framework of the Strategy,
particularly those couceraing imperative developnent needs of
developing countries, would contribute significantly to the
fulfilment of the aims and obj2ctives of the present Declaration.

6. The United illaticns as a universal organization should
be capable of dealing with pro:tlems of international economic
co~-operation in a comprehensives manner and ensuring egually the
interests of 21l countries. Tt must have an even greater role
in the establishnent of a nev international economic order. The
Charter of Zconomic Rights and Duties of States, for the
preparation of whieh the presert Declaration will provide aanc
additional source of inspiratiion, will constitute a significant
contribution in this respect. All the States lembers of the
United Mations are therefore called upon to exert waximun efforts
vith a view to securing tae implementation of the present
Declaration, which iz one of the principal guarantees for the
creation of better concditions for all peoples to reach a life
wvorthy of humaa dignity. ‘

7. The present ‘Declzration on the Zstablishment of a
New International IZconomie C.ler shall be one of the most
important bases of econonic relations between all peoples and

all nations.

The General Assembly

- Adopts the following Programme of Action:

PROGRAWMB OF ACTION ON THE EJ LABLISQMENT OF A
NEY INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC QEDER

Introduction

1. In view of the continuing severe economic imbalance in the
relations between develoned and developing countries, and in the

conteut of the constasnt and continuing aggravation of the imbalance

of the econcmies of the devéloping counlries and the consequent need

for the mitigation of their current economic difficulties, urgent and
effective mecasures need to be taken bty the international community to
assist the developing countries, while devoting particular attention

to the least devsloped, land-locked and island developing countries and
those develoning countries most seriously affected by economic crises and

natural calamities leading to serious retardatlon of development
processes.

2o With a view to ensuring the application of the Declaration on
the Establishment of a New International Economic Order,l/ it will

be necessary to adopt and implement within a specified period a
progranme of action of unprecedented scope and to bring about maximum
economic co-operation and understanding among all States, particularly
between developed and develoning countries, based on the principles

of dignity and sovereign equality.

I. Fundamental problems of raw materials angd, nrlmary commodities
as related to t“ade and develogment

1. Raw materials
Al efforts should be made:

(a) To put an end to all forms of foreign occupation, racial
discrimination, apartieid, colonial, neo-colonial and alien domination
and exvnloitation Lhrougn the exercise of permanent soverelgnty over
natural, resources,

(b) To take measures for the recovery, exploitation, development,
marketihg and distribution of natural resources, particularly of
developing countries, to serve their national interests, to promote
collective self-reliance among them and to strengthen mutually beneficial
international economic co-operation with a view to bringing aboui the
accelerated developmennt of developing countries;

(¢) Wo facilitate the functioming and to further the aims of
nroducers' assceciations, including their joint marketing arrangenents,
orderly commodity trading., inprovement in the exprrt income of
producing developning countries gnd in their terms of trade, and
sustained grovth of the world econony for the benefit of all:

(6) To evolve a just and equitable relationship between the
prices of raw materials, primary conmsdities, manufactured and seui-
manufactured goods exported by deve_oping countries and the prices
of raw materials, prinary commodities, food, manufactured and seni-
manufactured goods and capital equipment imported by them, anc to
vork for a link betueen the prices of exports of developing countiies
anc¢ the prices of thelr imports from developed countries;

(e) To tale measures to reverse the continued trend of stagnation
or decline in the real price of severzl commodities exnorted by
develoning countries, Jegpite a generzl rise in cormodity prices,
resulting in a decline in the expori earnings of these developing
countries;

(f) To tale measures to expand the marlkets for natural products
in relation to synthetics, taking into account the interests of the
Geveloping countries, and to utilize fully the ecoclogical advantages
of these procducts;

(g) To take measures to promots the processing of raw materials
in the producer developing countires.

- ——

A1l efforts.should he pade:

{a) To talke full account of spzcific problems of developing
countries, particularly in times of food shortages, ia the international
-efforts connected with the fool problem;

(E} To talke into account that, owing to lack of neans, some
ceveloping countries have vast poteat1a11 ies of unexploited or uncder-
exploited land which, if reclaimed azd put into practical use, would
contribute conciderably to the solution of the food crisis;.

(c) By the international comuunity to undertake concrete and
speedy measures with a view to arresting desertification, salination
and camnage by locusts or any other similar phenomenon iavolving



several developing countries, particularly in Africa, and gravely
affecting the agricultural production capacity of these countries,
and also to assist the developing countries affected by any such
phenonenon to develop the affected zones with a view to contributing
to the solution of their food problens:

(&) To refrain from damaging or deteriorating natural resources
anc food resources, especially those derived frou the sea, by
preventing pollution and talking appropriate steps to protect and
reconstitute those rescurces;

(e) Dy developed countries, in evolving their policies relating
to proguctlo_ stocks, inmports and exports of food, to take full
account of the interests of:

(1) Developing 1mnortlng countries uhlcn cannot afford high
prices for thelr imports:

(ii) Developing exporting countries which need increased mariet
oppertunities for their exports;

(£} To ensure that ceveloping countries can import the necessary
quantity of food vithout uandue strain on their foreign exchange
resources anf without unpredictable cdeterioration in taeir balance
of payments, and, in this context, that special measures are taken
in respect of the least developed, land-locked and island develoning
countries as well as those developing countries most seriously affected
by econonic crises and natural calamities;

(ﬁ)‘To ensure that conerete measures to increase food production
anc storage facilities in- developing countries are introduced,
inter alia, by ensuring an increase in all available essential inputs,
1ncluc1ng fertilizers, from developed countries on favourable terus

(h) To promote exports of food products of developing countries
through just and equitable arrangements, inter alia, by the progressive

elinination of sucn protective and other measures as constitute unfair
conpetition.

3. General trade

All efforts should be made:

(a) To take the followving measures for the amelloratlon of
terms of trade of cCeveloping countries and concrete steps to eliminate
chronic trade deficits of developing countries:



(i) Fulfilment of relevant commiiilents already undertaken in
the United lations Ceonference on Trade and Developument anc
in the Taternational Developument Strategy for the Second
United MNations Developiment Dacade;2/

(ii) Improved access to markets in developed countries through
the progressive renoval of tariff and non~tariff barriers
and of restrictive busianess practices;

(iii) Iypeditious formulation of coanodity agreements where
appropriate, in order to regilate as necessary and to
stakhilize the world markets for rar materials and primary
comaodities;

(iv) Preparation of ca overall integrated programme, setting
out guidelines and takiag inzo account the current work
in this fielc, for a compreheansive range of commodities of
export interest to develoning countries;

(v) lhere products of developing countries compete with the
domestic production in developed countries, each Cevelopec
country should facilitate the expansion of imports frou
cCeveloping countries and provide a fair and reasonable
opportunity to the developing couniries to share in the
grouth of the market: :

(vi) Yhen the importing developed countries derive receipts
from customs duties; taxes and other protective measures
appliecd to imports of these »roducts, consideration shoulc
be given to the cloim of the developing countries that these
receipts should be reimbursed in full to the exporting
developing countries or devoled to providing additional
resources to meet their development needs;

(vii)} Developed countries should mole anpropriate adjustments
in their economies so as to facilitate the expansion and
diversification of imports from developing countries and
thereby permit a rational, just and equitable international
division of lahour;

(viii) Setting up general mrinciples for pricing policy for exporis
of commodities of develoning countries, with a view to
rectifying and achieving sstisfactory terms of tracde for them;

(i) Until satisfactory terms of trade are achieved for all
developing countries, coasicderation should be given to
alternative neans, including improved conpensatory financing,
schenes for meeting the development needs of the develoning
countries conceraeds

(x) Imnplementation, improvement and enlargement of the generalized
systern of preferences for exrorts of agricultural primary
coumodities, manufactures and semi-manufactures from
developing to developed countries and consiceration of its
‘extension to commodities, including those which are processed
or semi-processed; d¢eveloping countries which are or will
be sharing their existing tariff advantages in some developed
countries as the result of the introduction and eventual
enlargement of the generalized system of preferences shoulc,
as a matter of urgency, be granted new openings in the
markets of other developed countries which should offer them
export opportunities that at least compensate for the sharlng‘
of those advantages;

(xi) The setting up of buffer stoclks within the framework of
commodity arrangenents and their Tinancing by international
financial institutions, wherever necessary, by the developed
countries and, vhen they are able to do so, by the developiag
countries, with the aim of favouriag the producer developing
ancd consumner developing countries and of contributing to
~the expansion of world trade as. a wiole;

(xii) In cases yhere natural materials can satisfy the requirenents
of the market, nev investment for the expansion of the
capacity to produce syanthetic materials anc substitutes
shiould not be made:

(b) To be guided by the principles of non-reciprocity and
nrelerentmal treatment of developing countries in multilateral trade
negotiations between developed and developing countries, and to seek
sustained ané additional benefits for the international trade of

teveloping countries, o as to achieve a substantial increase in their
foreign exchange earnings, diversification of their exports and
acceleration of the rate of thelr econoiic growth. -

L. Transportation and insurance

All efforts should be nade:

(a) To promote an increasing and equitable participation of
developing countries in the worlc shipping tonnage;

(b) To a;rest and recduce the ever-incs reasing frelght rates in
order to reduce the CQotS of imports to, and exports from, the
developing countrises;



(c) To minimize the cost of insurance and reinsurance for
developing countries and to assist thz growth of domestic insurance
and reinsurance markets in dewveloping countries and the establishment
to this end, where appropriate, of institutions in these countries
or at the regional level;

(Q) To ensure tﬂe early implementation of the code of conduct
for liner conferences

(e) To take urgent measures to increase the import and export
capability of the least developed countries and to offset the
disadvantages of the adverse geograpsnic situation of land-locked
countries, particularly with regard to their transportation and
transit costs, as well as developing island countries in order to
increase their trading ability:

(i) By the develoned countries to refrain from imposing
measures or implanenting policies dz2signed to prevent the importation
at equitable prices, of commcdities from the developing countries or
from frustrating the implementation of legitimate measures and
policies adopted by the developing countries in order to improve
prices and encourage the export of such commodities.

II. International monetary system and financing of the development
of developing countries

1. Objectives

All efforts should be made to reform the international monetary
system with, inter zlia, the following objectives:

(3) Heasures to check the inflation already experienced by the
teveloped countries, to prevent it frow being transferred to developing
countries ard to study and devise possible arrangements within the
International ionetary Fund to witigszte the effects of inflation in
developed countriss on the economies of developing countries;

(b) Measures to eliminate the instability of the international
mounetary system, in particular the uncertainty of the exchange rates,
especially as it affecits adversely the trade in commodities;

(¢) Maintenance of the real value of the currency reserves of
the developing countries by preventing their erosion from inflation
and exchange rate depreciation of reserve currencies;

(d) Full and effective participation of developing countries in
all phases of decision-~making for the formulation of an equitable and
durable monetary system and adequate participation of developing
countries in all bodies entrusted with this reform and, particularly,
in the proposed Council of Governors of the International Menetary Fund.
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(g) Adeguate and orderly creation of additional liquidity with
particular regard to the needs of the developing countries through
the additional allocation of special drawing rights based oa the
concept of world liguidity needs to be appropriately revised ian the
light of the new international enviroument; any creation of
international liquidity should be made through international
multilateral mechanisms;

(£) Early establishment of a link between special drawing righta
and additional ¢evelopment financing in the interest of developing

countries, consistent with the monetary characterlstlcs of special
drawing rights;

(g) Review by the International Monetary Fund of the relevant
provisions in order to ensure effective part1C1pat1on by developlng
countries in the de01510n-mak1ng process;

(g) Arrangements to promote an increasing net transfer of real
resources from the developed to the develcping countries;

(1) Review of the methods of onerat;on of the International
Monetary Fund, in particular the teruas for both credit. repayments and
“stand-by" arrangements, the system of compensatory financing, aad
‘the terms of the financing of commodity buffer stocks, so as to enable
the developing countries to make more effective use of theun.

2. Measures

All efforts should be made to take the following urgent measures
to finance the uevelopment of developing countries and to meet the
balance-of-payment crises in the developing world:

() Implementation at an accelerated pace by the developed
countries of the time-bound programme, as already laid down in the
International Déveloprent Strategy for the Second United Nations
Development Decade, for the net amount of financial resource transfers
to developing countries; increase in the official component of the
net amount of financial resource transfers to developing countries
S50 as to meet and even to exceed the target of the Strategy;

(b) International financing institutions shdgld effectively
play their role as development financing banks without discrimination

on account of the political or economic system of any member countrya
a551stance being untied;

(c) More effective partlclpatlon by developing countrles, whetner
re01p1ents or contributors, in the decision-making process in the
competent organs of the International Bank for Reconstruction and
Development and the International Development Association, through
the establishment of a more equitable pattern of voting rights;



(d4) Exemption, wherever possible, of the developing countries
from all import and capital outflow controls imposed by the developed
countrles,

(e) Promo+1on of foreign investnent, both public and private,
from developed %o developing countries in accordance with the needs
and requirements in sectors of thesir sconomies as determined by the
recipient countries:

(f) Appropriate urgent measures, including international action,
should be talken to mitigate adverse conseguences for the current
and future development of developing countries arising from the
burden of external debt contracted on hard terms;

(g) Debt renegotiation on a case~-by-case basis with a view to
concluding agreements on debt cancellation, moratorium, rescheduling
or interest subsidization;

(1) International financial institutioms should take into
account the special situation of each developing country in
reorienting their lending policies to suit these urgent needs; t?ere
is alac need for improvement in practices of international financial
institutions in regard to, inter alia, development flnaa01ng and
1nternatlonal monetary p:oblems,

(1) Appropriate steps should be taken to give priority to the
least Héveloped land-locked and island developing countries and
to the countries most seriously affected by economic crises and
natural calamities, in the availability of loans for development
purposes which should include more Fayourable terms and conditions.

I1I. Industrialization

All efforts should be made by th2 international community to
take measures to encouraze the Industrialization of the oeveloplqg
countries, and to this ead:

(a) The @eveloped countries should respond favourably: within
the framework of their official aid as well as international financial
ingtitutions, to the requests of developing countries for the '
financing of industrial projects; ' ‘

(b)) The developed countries should eancourage investors to finaﬁ?e
industrial production projecis, particularly export-oriented production,
in developing countries, in apreement with the latter and within the
context of their laws and repulations; S -
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{c) With a view to bringing about a new international economic
structure which should increase the share of the developing countries
in world industrial production, the developed countries and the
agencies of the United Nations system, in co-operation with the
developing oountries, should contribute to setting up new industrial
capacities including raw materials and commodity-transforming
facilities as a matter of priority in the developing countries that = -
produce those rav naterials and commodities;.

(&) The international community should continue and expand, with
the aid of the developed countries and the international institutions,
the operational and instruction-oriented technical assistance
progratmes, including vocational training and management development
of national personnel of the developing countries, in the light of
their special cevelopment requirements.

IV. Transfer of technology

All efforts should be made:

() To formulate an international code of conduct for the
transier of technology corresponding to needs and condltlons prevalent
in developing countries;

(h) To give access on improved terms to modern technology and
to adapt that technology, as appropriate, to specific economic,
social and ecological conditions and varying stages of development
in developing countries;

(¢) To expand significantly the assistance from developed to
develonlng countiries in research and development programmes and- 1n
tne creation of suitable indigenous technology;

(d) To adapt commercial practices governing transfer of technology

to the | reguirements of the aeveloplng countries and to prevent abuse
of the rights of sellers;

{e} To promote international co-¢gperation in research and -
development in exploration and exploitation, conservation and the
legitimate utilization of natural resources and all sources of energy.

In taking the above measures, the special needs of the least
developed and land-locked countries should be borne in mind.

V. Fegulation and control over the activities of transnational
corpaorations

411l efforts should be made to formulate, adopt and implement
an international code of conduct for transnational corporations:



(a) To prevent interference in the internal affalrs of the
countrles where they operats and tﬂalr collaboration u1th racist
régimes and colonial administrations

(b) To regulate their activities in host countries, to eliminate
restrictive business practices and to cotiform to the national
development plans and objectives of Zeveloping countries, and in
this context facilitate, as necessary, the review and revision of
previously concluded arrangements;

(¢) To bring about assistance, transfer of technology and
managenent skllls to developing countries on equitable and favourable
terns;

(4) To regulate the repatriztion of the profits accruing from
their operatlons, taking into account the legltlmate interests of all
parties concerned;

(e) To promote reinvestment of their profits in developing
countries. :

VI. Charter of economic rights and cuties of states

The Charter of LEconomic Rights snd Duties of States, the draft
of which is being grepared by a vorking group of the United Nations
and which the General Assembly has already expressed the intention of
adopting at its twenty-ninth regular session, shall constitute an
effective instrument towards the establishment of a new system of
international economic relations based on equity, sovereign equality,
and interdependence of the interests of developed and developing
countries. It is therefore of wvital importance that the aforementioned
Charter be adopted by the General Assembly at its twenty-ninth session.

VI, _- Promotion of co-operation among developing countries

l. Collective self-reliance and growing co-operation among
developing countries will further strengthen their role in the new
international economic order. Developing countries, with a view %o

expanding co-operation at the regicnal, subregional and 1nterreg10nal
levels, should take further steps, 1nter alia:

(a) To support the establishmen: and/or 1mbrovement of an
approprlate mechanism to defend the prices of their exportable
commodities and to improve access to and stabilize marikets for thenm.
In this context the inc¢reasingly effective mobilization by the whole
group of oil-exporting countries of their natural resources for the
benefit of their economic development is to be welcomed. At the sane
there is the paramount need for co-oteration among the developing
countries in evolving urgeatly and in a spirit of solidarity all



possible means to assist developing countries to cope with the
immediate problems resulting from this legitimate and perfectly
justified action. The measures already talien in this regard are

a positive indication of the evolving co-operation between developing
countries.

(b) To n;otect their 1nallenable right to permanent sovereiganty
over their natural resources

(¢) To promote, establish or strengthen econowic integration
at the . regional and subregional levels;

(d) To increase coa51de1aoly their imports from otaer deveWOplnv
cou1tr1es&

(e) To ensure that no developing country accords to imports from
develoPed countries more favourable treatment than that accorded %o
~imports from ceveloping countries. Talking into account the existing

international agreements, current limitations and possibilities

and also their future evolution, preferential treatment should Dbe
given to the procurement of import requiremnents from other developing
countries. Wherever possible, preferential treatment should be

given to 1mpocto from developlng countries and the exports of Those
countries

(f) To promote close co-operation in the fields of finance,
credit relations and monetary issues, including the development of
credit relations on a preferential basis and on favourable terus;

(g) To strengthen efforts which are already being made by
developing. countries to utilize available financial resources for
financing development in the developing countries through investment,
financing of export-oriented angd energenCJ progects and other
long-term assistance;

(h) To promote and establlsh effective instruments of co-operation
in the fields of industry, science and technology, tvansport shipping
and mass communication media.

2. Developed countries should suvpport initiatives in the
regional, subregional and interregional co-operation of developing
'couqtrles througih the extension of financial aud technical assistance
by more effective and coacrete actlon, paﬁtlcularly in t1e field of
commercial policy. '



VIIT. ASBlStEECe in thu Jorxercise of nermpmcnt "soversusuty of staotes
over natural regourcea

ALl efforts should e made:

(a) To defeat attempts to prevent the free and effective
exercise of the rights of every State to full and permanent
sovereignty over its natural resources

(b) To ensure that competent agezcies of the United Iations
system meet requests for assistance from developing couatries in
connexion vith the oneration of natiocalized means of production.

IX. Strengthening the role of the United Nations system in the field
of international economic co-aperation

1. In furtherance of the objeciives of the International
Development Strategy for the Second United Nations Development Decade
.and in accordance with the aims &nd objectives of the Declaration on
the Establishment of a New International Economic Crder, all Member .
States pledge to make full use of the United Nations system in the
implementation of the present Programne of Action, jointly adopted
by then, in working for the establishaeiht of a new international
economic order and thereby st rengthem:ng the role of the United MNationsg
in the field of world-wide co- operas ion for economic and social
development. ' ‘

2. The General Assembly of the United Nations shall conduct an
overall review of the implementation of the Prograume of Action as
a priority item. A1l the activities of the United Nations systen
to be undertaken under the Programme of Action as well as those
already planned, such as the Yorld Population Con;erence 1974 , the
Yorld Food Conference, the Second General Conference of the Uﬂlted
Nations Industrial Development Organization and the mid-term review
and appraisal of the International Development Strategy for the
Second Urited Nations Development Decade should be so directed as
to enable the special session of the General Assembly on development,
called for under Assembly resolution 3172 (XYVIII) of 17 December 1973,
to make its full contribution to the establishment of the new
international economic order. All lember States dre urged, jointly
and individually, to direct their efforts and policies towards the
success of that special sessicn.

3. e Beconomic and Social Council shall define the policy
franeworlt and co-ordineste the activities of 211 organizations,
institutions and subsidiary bodies within the United Nations system
which shall be entrusted with the task of implementing the present
Programme of Action. In order to eaable the Economic and Social
Council to carry out its tasks effestively:



(a) All organizations, 1nst1tutlons and subsidiary bodies
concerned withii the United Nations system shall submit to the
Economic and Social Council progress reports on the implementation
of the Programme of Action within their respective fields of

-competence as often as necessary, but net less than once a ‘year;

(b) The Economic and Social Council shall examine the
progress reports as a matter of urgency, to vhich end it may be
convened, as necessary, in special session or, if need be, nay
function continously. It shall drav the attentiod of the General
Assembly to the problens.znd difficulties arising in connexion with
the implementation of the Prograﬂme of Action.

_ h. All organizations, institutions, sub idiary hodies and

conferences of the United Nations system are entrusted with the
implementation of the Prograamme of Action. The activities of the
United Nations Conference on Trade and Developuent, as set forth in
General Assembly resolution 1935 (XIX) of %0 December 196k, should
be strengthened for the purpose of Tollowing in collaboration with
other competent organizations the develonment of 1nternatlonal
trade in raw materials throughout the world.

5. Urgent and-effective measures should be taken to review
the lending policies of international financial institutions,
taking into account the special situation of each developing country,
to suit urgent needs, to improve the practices of these institutions
in regard to inter alia, d¢evelopment financing and iaternational
monetary problems, and to ensure more effective participation by
developing countries = whether recipients or contributors -~ in the
de0151on-nahlng process througn appropriate revision of the pattera
of votinug rlghts. ,

6. The Geveloped countries and others in a 0051t10n to GO S0
should contrlbute substantiazlly te the various organlzatloQSs
programmes and funds established within the United Nations systen
for the purpose of accelerating economic and social development in
developing countries.

7« The present Programne of Action complements and streangthens
the goals and objectives embodied in the International Development
Strategy for the Second United Nations Development Decade as vell as
the new measures formulated by the General Assembly at its twenty-eight
session to offset the shorfalls in achieving those goals and objectives.

8. The implementation of the Programme of Action should he taiien
into account at the time of the mid-term review and appraisal of the
International Development Strategy for the Secoud United Nations
Developunent Decade. New commitments, changes, additions and
adaptations in the Strategy should be made, as appropriate, taking
into account the Declaration on the Establishment of a New International
Zeonomic Order and the present Programme of Action.



K. Special progranne

The General Assembly adopts the following Special Progranae,
including particularly emergency measures to mitigate the difficulties
of the developing countries most seriocusly affected by economic crisis,
bearing in mind the particular problem of the least developed and
land~locked countries:

The General Assembly,

Taking into account the following considerations:

(a) The sharp increase in the prices of their essential
imPOrts such as food, fertiligers, energy products, capital goods,
equipment and services, including transportation and transit
costs, has gravely exacerhated th2 increasingly acdverse teris
of trade of a number of developinz countries, added to the burden
ol their foreign debt and, cumul.atively, created a situation
which, if left untended, will melre it iwpossible for them to
finance their essential imports aad development and result in
a further deterioration in the levels and coaditions of life in
these countries. The present crisis is the outcome of all the
problems that have accumulated over the years: in the field of
trade, in monetary reform, the worlé-wide inflatiorary situation

~inadequacy and delay in provisioa of financial assistance and
many other similar problems in the economic and developmeantal
fields. In faciung the crisis, this complex situation must be
borne in mind so as to ensure that the Special Progranme adopted
-by the international community srovides emergency relief and
timely assistance to the most ssriousiy affected countries.
Simultanecusly, steps are being taken to resolve these
outstanding problems through a funcdamental restructuring of the
world economic system, in ocrcder to allow these countries while
solving the- present dlffleultles Lo .reach an acceptable. level
of ‘development.

(b) The special measvures acdozted to assist the most seriously
affected countries rust enconpass not only the relief which they
require on an emergency basis to maintain their import
requirements, but =2lso, beyond that, steps to consciously promote
the capacity of these countries to produce and earn more. Ualess
‘such a comprehensive approach is adopted, there is every .
likelihood that the difficulties of the most seriously affected
countries may be perpetuated. Nevertheless, the first and most

¥ - pressing task of the internationzl comnmunity is to efjable these
countries to meet the shertfall in their balance-of-puyments
vositions. But this must be 51mu1taneously supplenented by
accéitional development assistance to maintain and thereafte
accelerate their rate oi econoric uevelonmento



(3) The countries which have been most seriously affected are
precisely those which are at the greatest disadvantage in the world
economy: the least developed, the land-locked and other low=income
developing countries as well as other developing countries whose
economies have been seriously dislocated as a result of the present
economic crisis, natural calamities, and foreign aggression and
occupation. An indication of the countries thus affected, the level
of the impact on their economies and the kind of relief and assistance

they require can be assessed on the basis, inter alia, of the
following criteria:

(1) Low per capita income as a reflection of relative poverty,
low productivity,,low level of technology and development;

(ii) Sharp increase in their import cost of essentlals relative
to export earnlngs,

(iii) High ratio of debt servicing to ‘export earnings;

(iv) Insufficiency in export earnings, comparative inelasticity
of export incomes and unavailability of exportable surplus;

(v) Low level of foreign exchange reserves or their 1nadequacy
: for requirements;

(vi) Adverse impact of higher transportation and transit costs;

(vii) Relative importance of foreign trade in the development
process. :

(4) The assessment of the extent and nature of the impact on the
economies of the most seriously affected countries must be made
flexible, keeping in mind the present uncertainty in the world
economy, the adjustment policies that may be adopted by the developed
countries and the flow of capital and investment. Estimates of the
payments situation and needs of these countries can be assessed and
projected reliably only on the basis of their average performance

over a number of years. Long-term projections, at this time, cannot
. but be uncertain. : .

(e) It is important that, in the special measures to mitigate the
difficulties of the most seriously affected countries, all the
developed countries as well as the developing countries should
contribute according to their level of development and the capacity
and strength of their economies. It is notable that some developing
countries, despite their own difficulties and development needs, have
shown a willingness to play a concrete and helpful role in ameliorating
the difficulties faced by the poorer developing countries. The various
initiatives and measures taken recently by certain developing countries
with adequate resources on a bilateral and multilateral basis
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to contribute to alleviatiag the diff culties of other developing
countries are a reflection of their copmitment to the principle of
effective econonic co-operation among developing couatries.

(f} The responce of the developed countries which have by far
the greater capacity to assist the affected countries in overcomin
‘their present difficulties must bes commensurate with their
responsibilities. Their assistance should be in additioh to the
presently available levels of aid. They should fulfil aanc if
possible exceed the targets of the International Development
Strategy for the Second United MNations Development Decade on
financial assistance to the developing countries, especially that
relating to official development assistance. They should also give
serious consideration to the cancellation of the external debts of
the most seriously affected countries. This would provide the
sinples and quickest relief to the affected countries. Favoura
consideration should also be given to debt moratorium and
rescheduling. The current situation should rot leacd the 1naustr1allzem
countries to adopt what will ultimately prove to be a self-defeating
policy aggravating the present crisis.

Such assistance should be in addition to the existing level of aid
and provided at a very early date to the maximum possible extent on
a grant basis and, where not possible, on soft terms. The
disbursement and relevant operational procedures and terms must reflect
this exceptional situation.

4. AEDeQ£§ to the developed counrries to consider favourably
the cancellation, moratorium or rescheduling of the debts of the
nost seriously affected developing ccuntries, on their request, as
an important contributien to mitigating the grave and urgent
difficulties of these ccuntries:

5. Decicdes to establish a Special Fund under the auspices
of the United Wations, through voluntary contributicans from
industrialized countries and other pctential contributors, as a
part of the Special Programme, to prcvide emergency relief and
developument assistance, which will ccmmence its operatioans at 7
the latest by 1 January 1975: :

9. Reouests the World Bank Group and the International Monetary
Fund to place their managerial, financial and technical services at
the disposal of Governments contributing to emergency financial
relief so as to enable them to assist without delay in channeling
funds to the recipients, making such institutional and procedural
changes as may be required;

10, Invites the United Nations Development Programme to take
the necessary steps, particularly at the country level, to respond
on an emergency basis to requests for additional assistance which it
may be called upon to render within the framework of the Special
Programme;



11. Requests the Ad Hoc Cormittee on the Snecial Programme to
submit its report and recommendatiors to the Economic anrd Social
Council at its fifty-seventh sessior aad invites the Council, on
the basis of its consideration of tkai report, to subnit suitablg
recomnendations to the General Asserbly at its twenty-ninth session;

l2. Decides to consider as a msiter of high priority at its
twenty-ninth session, within the framework of a new international
economic order, the question of special measures for the most seriously
affected countries.

Recalllng that the United Nations Conference on Trade and.
Development, in its resolution 45 (III) of 13 May 1972,1/ stressed
the urgency to establish generally accepted norms to govern
international economic relations systematically and recognized that
it is not feasible to establish a just order and a stable world as
long as a Charter to protect the rights of all countries, dnd in
particular the developing States, is not formulated,

Recalling further that in the same resolution it was decided
to establish a Vorking Group of governmental representatives to draw
up a draft Charter of Economic Rights and Duties of States, which the
General Assembly, in its resolution 3037 (XXVII) of 19 December 1972,
declded should be composed of forty Member States,

Notlng that, ‘in its resolutlon 3082 (XXVIII) of 6 December 1973,
it reafflrmed its conviction of the urgent need to establish or
improve norms of universal application for the development of
international economic relations on a just and equitable basis and
urged the Working Group on the Charter of Economic Rights and Duties
of States to complete, as the-first step in the codification and
development of the matter, the elaboration of a final.draft Charter -
of Bconomic Rights and Duties of States, to be considered and approved
by the General Assembly at its twenty-ninth se551on,

Bearlng_ln mind the spirit and terms of its resolutlons

3201 (8-VI) and 3252 (S-VI) of 1 May 1974, containing the Declaration

Fundamentals of international economic relations

(n) International co-operatior, for development;



(0) Free access to and from the sea by land-locked countries
vithin the framework of the above principles.

CHAPTER II

Economic rights and duties of States

Article 1

Every State has the sovereign and inalienable right to choose
its economic system as well as its political, social and cultural
systems in accordance with the will of its people, without outside
interference, coercion or threat in any form whatsoever.

Article 2

1o Every State has and shall'freely éxefcise'fgll permanent
sovereignty, including possession, use and disposal, over all its
wealth, natural resources and econonic activities.

o Hach State has the right:

(a) To regulate and exercise authority over foreign investment
within its national jurisdiction in accordance with its laws and
regulations and in conformity with its national objectives and
priorities. WNo State shall be compelled to grant preferential
treatment to foreign 1nvestment'

(b) To regulate'aﬁd supervise the activities of transnational
corporations within its national jurisdiction and take measures to
ensure that such activities comply with its laws, rules and regulations
and conform with its economic and social policies. Transnational
corporations shall not intervene in the internal affairs of a host
State. Every State should, with full regard for its sovereign rights,
co~operate with other States in the exercise of the rlght set forth
in this subparagraph;

(¢} To nationalize, expropriate or transfer ownership of
foreign property, in which case appropriate compensation should be
paid by the State adopting such measures, taling into account its
relevant laws and regulations and all circumstances that the State
considers pertinent. 1In any case where the-question of compensation
gives rise to a controversy, it shall be settled under the domestic
law of the nationalizing State and by its tribunals, unless it is
freely and mutually agreed by all States concerned that other
peaceful means be sought on the basis of the sovereign equality of
States and in accordance with the principle of free choice of neans.
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In the exploitatien of natural resources shared by two or more
countries, each State must co-operate on the basis of a system of
information and prior ccnsultations in order to achieve optimum use
of such resocurces without causing damage to the legitimate interest
of others.

Article %

Every State has the right o engage in international trade
and other forms of ecopomic co~operaiion irrespective of any
differences in political, ecoaomic and social systems. No State shall
be subjected to discriminaticn of ary kind based solely on such
differences. In the pursuit of international trade and other forms
of economic co-operation, every Stete is free to choose the forms of
organization of its foreign eccnomic relations and to enter into
bilateral and multilateral arrangements consistent with its
international ob11gat10ns and with the needs of international economic
co-Operat1on.

Article 5

All States have the right to associate in organizations of
primary commodity producers in order to develop their national
economies, to achieve stable financiag for their development and, in
pursuance of their aims, to assist iIa the promotion of sustained growth
of the world economy, in particular accelerating the development of
developing countries. Correspondingly all States have the duty to
respect that right by refraining from applying econonic and polltlcal
measures that would limit i<.

Article 6

- It is the duty of States to contribute to the development of
international trade of goods, »narticularly by means of arrangements
‘and by the conclusion of loag-term wultilateral commodity agreements,
where appropriate, and taking irto account the interests of producers
and consumers. All States share the respoasibility to promote the
regular flow and access of all commercial goods traded at stable,
remunerative and equitable prices, thus contributing to the equitable
development of the world economy, taking into account, in particular,
the interests of developing countiries.

Article 7
Every State has the primary responsibility to promote the

economic, social and cultural development of its people. To this end,
each State has the right and the responsibility to choose its means



and goals of development, fully to mobilize and use its resources,

to 1mp1ement progressive economic and social reforms. and to ensure
the full participation of its people in the process and benefits of .
development. All States have the duty, individually and collectively,
to co-operate in order to ellmlnate obstacles that hlnder such

States should co-operate in facilitating more rational and
equitable international economic relations and in encouraging
structural changes in the context of a balanced world egonomy- in
harmony with the needs and interests of all ¢countries, especially

Article 9

All States have the respon51b111ty to co~ operate in the economic,
social, cultural gcientific and technological fields .-for the promotion
of economic ‘and soclal prog ress throughout the world especially that
of the developlng countries. .

Article 10

A1l States are juridically equal and, as. equal members of the
international community, have the right to participate fully and
effectlvely in the international decision-maling proctess in the
solution of world economic, financial and monetary problems, inter,
alia, through the appropriate international organizations in accordance

with their existing and evolving rules, and to share equitably in
" the benefits resulting therefrom.

Article 11

All States should co—operate to strengthen and c0nt1nuoualy
improve the eff1c1enCy of international organizations in implementing
measures to stimulate the general economic progress of all countries,
particularly of developinpg countries, and therefore should co-operate
to adapt them, when appropriate, to the changing needs of 1nternat10nal
economic co-operation.

Article 12

1. States have- the right, in agreement with the parties concerned,
to participate in subregional, regional and interregional co-eperation
in the pursuit of their economic and social development. All States
engaged in such co-operation have the duty to ensure that the policies
of those groupings to which they belong correspond to the provisions of
the present Charter and are outward-looking, consistent with their
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international obligations and with the needs of international economic
co-operation, and have full regard for the legitimate 1nterests of
third countries, especially developing countrles,- :

2a In the case of groupings to which'the States concerned have
transferred or may transfer certain competences.as regards matters

that come within the scope of the present Charter, its provisions shall
also apply to those groupings, in regard to such matters, consistent
with the responsibilities of such Siates as members of such groupings.

1. EZvery State has the right to 2enefi® from the advances and.
developments in science and technology for the acceleration of its
economic and social development.

A2¥_ All States should promote intsrnational scientific and
technologlcal co-operation ard tke transfer of technology, with -
“proper regard for all legitimate interests intluding, inter alla,

the rights and duties of holders, suppliers and recipients of
technology. In particular, ail States should facilitate the access
of developing countries to the achievements of modern science and
technology, the transfer of technology and the creation of indigenous
technology for the benefit of the developing countries .in forms and
in accordance with procedures wh*ch gre sulted to. thezr economles

and thelr needs. ) :

L Accordingly,,developed countries should co-operate with the
developing countries -in the establishment, strengthening and development
of their scientific and technological infrastructures and ‘their
sclentific research and technological activities so as to help to

expand and transform the economies o developing countries.

Lo All States should co-operate in:research with a.view to evolving
‘further 1nternat10nally accepted guidelines or regulations for the
transfer of technology, taking f&lly into account the 1nterests of
developlng countrles. -

Every State has the duty to co-operate in promoting a steady
and increasing expansion and liberalization of world trade and an
improvement 'in -the welfare and livinz standards of all peoples, in
particular those of developing countiries. Accordingly, all States
should co-operate, inter alia, towaris the progressive dismantling
of obstacles to trade and the improvement of the international Iframevork
for the conduct of uorleé tracde and, t6 these ends, co~ordinated
efforts shall be uade to solve in an equitable way the trade problens
of all countries, takxing into account the specific trade probleous
of the ceveloping countries. Iz this connexion, States shall tale
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measures aimed at securing additional ‘benefits for the international
trade of developing countries so as to achieve a substantial increase
in their foreign exchange earnings, the dlver51flcatzon of their
exports, the acceleration of the rate of growth of their trade, taking
into account their development needs,‘an 1mprovement in the
possibiltities for these countries to participate in the expan51on of
-world trade and a balance wore favourable to developing countries in
the sharlng of the advantages resultlng from this EYQAﬁSIOn, through,
in the largest possible measure, a substantial improvement in the
conditions of access for the ‘products of interest to the developing
countries and, wherever approprlate, measures designed to attain stable,
equ;table and remuneratzve prlces for prlmary products.

All States have the duty to promote the achievement of general :

T It ie the rlght and duty of all States, individually and
collectively, to eliminate colonialism, apartheid, racial discrimination,
neo-colonialism and all forms of foreign aggression, occupation and
domination, and the economic and sécial consequences thereof, as a
prerequisite for development. States which practise such coercive
policies are economically responsible "to the countries, territories

‘and peoples affected for the restitution and full compensation for

the exploitation and depletion of, and damages to, the natural and.

all other resources of those countrlea, territories and peoples°

Tt is the duty of all States to extend assistance to them.

2. No State has the right to promote or encourage investments that

may constitute an obstacle to the liberation of a terrztorv occupied
by force.

' “Article‘17

International co-operation for development is the shared goal
and common duty of all States. Lvery State should co-operate with
the efforts of developing countries to actelerate their economic and
social development by providing favourable external conditions and
by extending active assistance to them, consistent with their
development needs and objectives, with strict respect for the sovereign

equality of” States and free of any condltlons aerogatlng from their
soverelgntya-
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Article 18

Developed countries skould extend, improve and enlarge the system
of generalized non-reciprocal and non-discriminatery tariff preferences
- to the developing countriss consistent with the relevant agreed
conclusions and relevant decisions as adopted on this subject, in the
framework of the competent interratioral organizations. Developed
countries should also give serious cor.sideration to the adoption of
other differential measures, in areas whers this is feasible and
appropriate and in ways which will provide special and more favourable
treatment in order to meet the trade and development needs of the
developlng countries.

'Article 20

~ Developing countries should, in thelr efforts to increase their
overall trade, give due attention to .the poasibility of expanding their
trade with socialist countries, by granting to these countries :

ﬁrticle 22

Tc enhance the effective mobilization of their own resources,
the developing countries should strengthen their economic co-operation
and expand their mutual trade so as to accelerate their economic and
social development. Al countries, especially developed countries,
individually as well as through the coupetent international
organizations of which they are members, should provide appropriate
and effective support and co- operatlon.

Article 24

All States have the duty to conduct their mutual economic
relations in a manner which talies into account the interests of other
countries. In particular, all States should avoid prejudicing the
interests of developing countries.

Article 25

In furtherance of world economic development, the international
community, especially its developed members, shall pay special attention
to the particular needs and problems of the least developed among the
developing countries, of land-locked developing countries and also
island developing countries, with a view to helping them to overcome
their particular difficulties and thus contribute to their economic and
social development.

Article 26

All States lave the duty to coexist in tolerance and live together
in peace, irrespective of differences in political, economic, social and
cultural systems, and to facilitate trade between States having
different economic and social svstems. International trade should be
conducted without prejudice to generalized non-discriminatory and non-
reciprocal preferences in favour of developing countries, on the basis
of mutual advantage, equitable benefits and the exchange of most-
favoured-nation treatment.



Article 27

1. Every State has the rizht to ernjoy fully the benefits of world
invisible trade and to engage in the expansion of such trade.

2. . World invisible trade, based on efficiency and mutual and
equitable benefit, furthering the expansion of the world economy, is
the common goal of all States. The role of developing countries in
world invisible trade should be enhanced and strengthened consistent
with the above rbjectives, particular attention being paid to the
special needs of developing countries.

3. All States should co-operate wita developing countries in their
endeavours to increase their capacity to earn foreign exchange from
invisible transactions, in accordance with the potential and needs of
each developing country and consistent with the objectives mentioned
above.

Article 29
All States have the duty to co~operate in achieving adjustments
in the prices of exports of developing countries in relation to prices
of their imports so as to promote just and equitable terms of trade
for them, in a manner which is remunerative Jor producers and
equitable for producsrs and consumers.

CHAPTER IIZ

Common responsibilities towards the
international community

Article 29

The sea~bed and ocean floor and the subsoil thereof, beyond
the 1imits of national jurisdiction, es well as the resources of the
area, are the common heritage of mankind. On the basis of the
principles adopted by the General Assembly in resolution 2749 (XXV)
of 17 December 1970, all States shall ensure that the exploration
of the area and exploitation of its resources are carried out
exclusively for peaceful purposes and that the benefits derived
therefrom are shared equitably by all 3tates, taking into account
the particular interests and needs of developing countries; an
international régime applying to the area and its resources and
including appropriate international machinery to give effect to its
provisions shall be estahlished by an international treaty of a
universal character, generally agreed upon.
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é;ticle EQ

The protection, preservation and enhancement of the environment
for the present and future generations is the responsibility of all
States. All States shall endeavour to establish their own
environmental and developmental policies in conformity with such
responsibility. The environmental policies of all States should
enhance and not adversely affect the present and future development
potential of developing countries. All States have the responsibility
to ensure that activities within their jurisdiction or control do not
cause damage to the environment of other States or of areas beyond
the limits of national jurisdiction. All States should co-operate

in evolving international norms and regulations in the field of the
environment.

CHAPTER IV

Final provisions

Article 31

All States have the duty to contribute to the balanced expansion
of the world economy, talting duly into account the close
interrelationship betueen the well-being of the developed countries
and the growth and development of the developing countries, and the
fact that the prosperity of the international community as a whole
depends upon the prosperity of its constituent parts.

Article 32

No State may use or encourage the use of economic, political
or any other type of measures to coerce another State in order to

-obtain from it the subordination of the exercise of its sovereign
rightSa

Article 33

Te Nothing in the present Charter shall be construed as impairing
or derogating from the provisions of the Charter of the United Nations
or actions taken in pursuance thereof,

2. In their interpretation and application, the provisions of
the present Charter are interrelated and each provision should be
construed in the context of the other provisions.



Article 3t

An item on the Charter of Economic Rights and Duties of States
shall be included in the agenda of the General Assembly at its
thirtieth session, and thercafter on the agenda of every fifth session.
In this way a systematic and comprehensive consideration of the
implementation of the Charter, covering both progress achieved and
any improvenentis and additions which might beccme necessary, would
be carried ouw and appropriate wmeasures recommended. Such consideration
should take into azcount the evolution of 211 the econouic, social,
legal and otkar factors related to the principles upon which the
present Charter is based ancd on its purpose.

The Economic Commission for Latin America,

Having taken note of General Assembly resolution 2626 (XXV)
laying down the International Development Strategy for the Second
United Nations Develupument Decade, and of the document on the same
subject presented by the secretariat (E/CN.12/869),

Bearing in mind that Latin America as a whole maintained the
same growth rate in the First United Nations Development Decade as
in the 1950s and made significant progress in various important
economic spheres, but such progress was not evenly spread over all
the countries of the region, the trends were not sustained and, in
general, were not reflected in qualitative and structural changes
that would help to satisfy the expectations awakened or alleviate
the economic and social tensions prevailing in many countries of
the region, :

Considering that, in spite of some 1mprovement in 1ts external
economic relations, Latln America is not receiving its fair share of
the growth of the world economy, that the terms of trade have
frequently shown unfavourable trends, and that payments disequelibria
have often resulted in high levels of external indebtedness,

3earing in mind that economic and social progress is the common
and .shared responsibility of the entire international community, as
is recognized in United Nations resolution 2626 (XXV), and that the
circumstances in which the Latin American economies are developing
show the evident need for greater internal and external efforts to
overcome the obstacles to economic and social progress,

o Recognizing that the Latin American countries are anxious to
attain appreciably higher development goals than in the past and to
spread the resulting benefits more equitably, and that they have
expressed their will and determination to participate actively in the
action laid down in the United Nations International Development
Strategy, inasmuch as it provides an appropriate framework for
combining and harmonizing national policies and external co-operation
measures,

- Reaffirming that, as recognized by the General Assembly, the
primary responsibility for development lies with the developing
countries themselves, and making the most effective use of their
national economic potential depends on each country’'s internal efforts
and on the policies it adopts to that end, but that it is for the
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international community to facilitate and complement those efforts
through the adoption of corncerted and more favourable policy measures
by developed countries in such fields as financing, trade, and
technology,

Considering that ECLA will zssume the main responsibility for
appraisal at the regional level, "in co-operation with regional
development banks and sub-regional groupings, and with the assistance
of other organizations of the Uanited Nations system',

Taking into account that the developing countries will, as
appropriate, establish or strengtlen their planning mechanisms,
including statistical services, for formulating and implementing
their naticnal develonment plans curing the Decade.

1. Recommends that the Governments of the developing couniries
members of the Commlss ion should:

(a) Define as soon as possible their economic and social
development goals and objectives in the context of their national
programmes for the present decade, as indicated in the International
Strategy, particularly with respect to the acceleration of their
economic growth rates and the quali:ative and structural changes
that should accompany it, iwmport and export needs, the mobilization
of domestic resources and their complementary requirements in terms
of external financial and technical co-operation;

(b) Strengthen and perfect planning systems that are attuned
to each country's special characteristics, so as to provide themselves
with the best possible technical bases for formulating and
implementing their economic and social policies and to facilitate
appraisals thereofy

(c) Adopt the necessary measires to improve their statistical
services and, in particular, to make available up-to~date basic data
for the periodical review and appraisal of progress towards national
and regional development. These data should relate to: (i) the rate
and steadiness of prowth; (ii) the structural and technological changes
that have occurred in the process of development; (iii) the social
impact of the development process; (iv) trends and changes in the
external sector;

(¢) liake available periodically on a regular basis, particularly
for the appraisal of the social effects of development, the basic
statistical data required for following trends in: (i) employment and
the structure of employment; (ii) income distribution; (iii) the
level of living of the urban and rural population; (iv) regional
imbalences; {v) the position with regard to nutrition, health,
education, housing and other social factors;
