1« Opening addresses 
The programme for the inaugural ceremony and opening addresses will 

be announced in the order cf the day for the opening meeting« 
2» Election of o f f i cers 

Rule 16 of the rules of procedure provides that "the Commission 
shall , at the commencement of each session, elect from among the 
representatives a Chairman, 'two Vice-Chairmen and a Rapporteur, who 
shall hold o f f i c e until their successors are elected« They shall be 
e l ig ible for re-e lect ion" . 
3« Adoption of the agenda 

The provisional agenda (E/CN.12/710) was sent to the member 
Governments together with a note inviting them to attend the present, 
session. The Commission may introduce changes or include other items 
in the agenda. It may also amend i t at any time during the session« 
4» The present position of the Latin American economy 

(a) General considerations 
(b) Progress in planning 
This item wil l permit a general discussion on the position of the 

Latin American economy. It wi l l begin with a statement by the 
Executive Secretary, followed by comments on the subject by the repre-
sentatives and observers on the l ines of a general debate. In order 
to fac i l i ta te the discussions, the :secretariat presents the Economic 
Survey of Latin America, 1^64» which contains an analysis of the major 
events occurring that year in the economic f i e l d . Part Three of the 
Survey comprises a special chapter on economic policy and planning in 
Latin America« The secretariat also presents the Statistical Bulletin 
for Latin America and other documents l isted below. 

The incorporation of Jamaica and of Trinidad and Tobago as members 
of the Commission has opened up a new f i e l d of activity for the 
secretariat. A preliminary study submitted here deals with aspects of 
economic development and trade in some of the Caribbean countries, and 
was prepared by a special consultant«

5» The economic integration and trade policy of Latin America 
(a) Latin American economic integration 
(b) " United Nations Conference on Trade and Development 
There i s a clear consciousness in Latin America, to which the major 

pol it ical statements of the past few weeks bear witness, that" regional 
economic integration is vitally necessary in order to overcome some of 
the major obstacles to the region's economic and social development. Hence 
the time is ripe for a technical discussion of the methods whereby integration 
may be achieved. The obstacles thereto can . best be removed by the expansion 
of Latin America's markets, more intensive and rational use of i ts factors 
of production and better allocation of the resources that integration would 
bring in i t s train, and these are some of the topics that wil l be considered 
at the present session. Steps have recently been taken in the region to 
expedite and broaden i ts integration movement, and, although the practical 
implementation of i t s principles depends on the pol it ical decision of the 
Governments, research and technical studies are essential as a basis for 
.such decisions. The secretariat has prepared a study on the salient factors 
involved in any endeavour to achieve integration, which include the ways 
in which "it may be ..given dynamic force,- the institutions that should be 
set up and the investment policy to be followed. The study will be presented 
to the delegations at the present session.

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A report wil l also be submitted on integration activities in . 
Central America, where the Common Market i s developing very satisfactorily. 

The United Nations Conference on Trade and Development, held in 
Geneva from March to June 1964, was an event of vital importance for the 
future of the world economy, and was followed with keen interest by the 
Latin American countries. At the Commission's request, the secretariat 
convened the fourth session of the Trade Committee in November 1964> 
at which i t presented the study The United Nations Conference on Trade 
and Development - Analysis of the results and prospects for Latin America 
as a basis for the discussions. This document, together with the report 
of the fourth session of the Trade Committee, are submitted to the 
present session. 

Subsequently, the executive secretaries of the regional economic 
commissions, including ECLA, and the Secretary-General of the Conference 
met in New York to study measures for implementing the Conference 
decisions. The brief report issued on that occasion is submitted here 
for the consideration of the Commission, 

The Trade and Development Board is scheduled to meet in New York 
in April 1965, and the secretariat x<tfill make every effort to present to 
the Commission the report of that meeting, or at least i ts major conclusions. 

The secretariat has prepared an evaluation of the results achieved 
by ALALC, which will help the member Governments to reach conclusions 
on the progress made.

6» The industrial development of Latin America 
This i s a particularly important item of the agenda, not only 

because i t will serve as a basis for preparing the regional symposium 
on industrialization, which i s to be followed by a world symposium on 
the subject, but also because the industrial development of Latin America 
and the possibil it ies of accelerating i t on .a co-ordinated basis are 
matters to which the countries of the region have devoted increasing 
attention, since they constitute one of the mainsprings of the general 
economic integration process. In response to the evident need for 
criteria on which to base an industrial development policy at the 
regional level,, the secretariat has undertaken research aimed at explaining 
Latin America's industrialization process over the last few decadesj for 
some time past, too, i t has been engaged in technical and economic. 
analyses of the most important branches of industry. The object of 
these studies is to formulate sectoral prograrujn.es for the reorganization 
and development of industry, and to faci l i tate the evaluation of specific 
investment projects by providing background data, at both a country and1 

regional level , on the market, the technical features of i ts operation, 
production costs, and other similar questions. The studies cover the 
following industries: steel, basic industrial equipment and machine-tools, 
textile machinery, metal-transforming in general, chemicals, pulp and paper 
texti les , aluminium and copper, either in the form of country studies or 
reports covering the whole region. 

The trend towards integrated industrial development is also 
reflected in the establishment of the Joint ECLA/INST./IDB Programme,., 
on Integration of Industrial Development. The three sponsoring agencies 
are pooling their efforts to intensify and accelerate progress in this 

/ f i e l d and . 
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f i e l d and to secure suff ic ient data within a relatively brief period 
upon which to base an action policy within the appropriate branches 
of industry. 

One of the two background documents for the discussions on this 
topic contains an analysis of experience relating to industrialization, 
and the other summarizes the knowledge acquired through the new sectoral 
studies on the problems and prospects of the major branches of industry. 

The document on industrialization starts with an analysis of the 
past evolution of the manufacturing sector and goes on to examine the 
problems affecting industry and the policy followed in various countries 
of the region. It also considers the future growth prospects of the 
manufacturing sector and the pol ic ies to adopt in order to meet the 
requirements of a new stage in the industrialization process. 

The problems and prospects of the major sectors of Latin American 
industry (steel , chemicals, pulp and paper, aluminium, metal transforming 
and text i l es ) are analysed in a second report prepared by the secretariat, 
which high-lights the salient features of each branch of industry, i t s 
present position and problems, and the possibi l i t ies opened up by 
regional integration. 

The report of the Seminar on the Development of the Chemical Industry 
in Latin America i s included in this item of the agenda instead of in 
item 7, because the results of this ECLA-sponsored meeting can be more 
usefully analysed in the discussions on industrial development. 

It should be noted that the act ivit ies in connexion with industry 
are closely linked to item 5 of the agenda, since they bring to light 
speci f ic data on integration possibi l i t ies in different sectors of 
industry, in terms of the countries' resources and potential.

% virtue of resolution 220 (AC.52) adopted by the Commission at
