In another report submitted by the Secretariat pursuant to s resolution
of the Second Session - "Trade Trenis and Policlea of Iatin American
Countries” (E/CN.12/165) - 4%t hed been Impossible, for lack of time, to deal
with as many countries as 1t was wished; but an analysis on three couniries
on vhich adequate material had been obtatnsd was available at the Commission's
headquarters,

Further, in co-operation with the United Nations Depertment of SBocial
Affaiys and severul specialized sgencies, the Secretariat had prepared a study
on immigration (E/CN.12/169, E/0N,.12/169/4d4.1-Add.3), which, In the interests
of making a thorough and painstaking anslysis, had been confined to three
countries,

With refarence to a projected study on tranaport problems in Iatin
America - & mosl importaat subject, since transport directly conditioned
" economic developnent « 1% kal unfortunately been lmpossibdle thus far to secure
the services of qualified experts to carry out the study on & scale enviseged .
by the relevant resoluticn of the Second Secssion. In that commection, he
remaried that, for financial reasons, it appeared that the prcblem of inland -
transport in Latin America might better be dealt with through combined
economic-technical surveys made wnder the technical essistance prograume; the
Secretariat of the Cormisajion would be glad to take part in such a project.

The Secretariat wes not yet yreparsed to make & report on the promotion of
economlc research and training of economists; it had, however, collected some
material, and‘hoped.- to be e.uthoﬂzad to continue the study. .

The Secretariat was collaborating in the United Nations Progremme of
Technical Asslstance fox Fconomic Development; he perticwlarly drew the
attention of delegations to Part II of document E/CN,12/171, which discussed
the role of the regional economic commissions in that programms. The Secretariat
felt that it had a very useful role to play in that fleld., .

The last section of the report gave acoount of co-operation, duwring the
past yoar, with the specialized ageucies and the Inter-American Economic and
Social Cownclil.. He wighed to pay a particular tridbuite to the latiter
organization for its great helpfulness and to note that most cordial and amicable
