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CONSIDERATION OP THE PROVISIONAL REPORT OP THE COMMITTEE 

Mr. MEMDEZ (Colombia), speaking also on "behalf of the delegat ion of 
Venezuela withdrew the d r a f t r eso lu t ion on planning and economic in t eg ra t ion 
(Conference Room Paper IT0 2 ) . However, without introducing a formal r e so lu t ion , 
the two delegat ions wished to place on record t h e i r i n t e r e s t in convening 
meetings of d i r ec to r s of na t iona l planning o f f i c e s , as proposed in the reso lu t ion 
with the technica l a ss i s tance of ECLA and the I n s t i t u t e . 

The CHAIRMAN inv i ted considerat ion of the provis ional repor t of the 
Committee on Development Planning (E/CN.12/AC.59A) and the d r a f t reso lu t ion 
approved by the Committee (Conference Room Paper N° l ) . •. - . . 

Mr. de l a HELENA (Peru) r eca l l ed tha t h i s delegat ion had suggested t h a t 
ECLA should consider at the regional level the p o s s i b i l i t y of devising models 
f o r planning areas r e l a t ed to i n t eg ra t i on , but t h a t the suggestion had not been 
embodied in the r epor t , 

Mr. VUSKOVIC ( S e c r e t a r i a t ) explained tha t s p e c i f i c requests f o r s e c r e t a r i a t 
a s s i s t ance appeared in the summary records, but could not be included in the 
repor t unless they were the subjec t of formal r e so lu t i ons .

Mr. SETTE (Brazil^ suggested t ha t the four th l i n e s should read " . . . and

Mr. SAN MIGUEL (Argentina) suggested tha t the fol lowing phrase should be 

added a t the end of the second sentences "although, of course, in other cases such 
changes might have favourable e f f e c t s . " He also suggested the addi t ion of the 
fol lowing phrase a t the end of th© paragraphs "and should e f f e c t i v e l y meet each 
count ry ' s p r i o r i t y needs ." , 

I t was so agreed.

In response t o . a suggestion by Mr. L. GARCIA (Venezuela), Mr. AGUIRRE (Chile) 

suggested t ha t the words "and e f f i c i e n c y " should be added a t the end of the 
f i r s t sentence.

Mr. SAN MIGUEL (Argentina) suggested tha t the words "over other 

considera t ions" a t the end of the second sentence should be de le ted . 
I t was so agreed. 
Paragraph 13 was approved as amended. 

Paragraph 14 
Taking in to account the poin ts ra i sed by Mr. MENDEZ (Colombia), 

Mr. SAN MIGUEL (Argentina)and Mr. COSSIO (Cuba), the CHAIRMAN suggested t h a t the 
f i r s t sentence should read as fol lows s "These d i f f i c u l t i e s were i d e n t i f i e d by 
the Committee on the almost unanimous assumption t ha t e f f e c t i v e means of over-
coming them could be found within the framework of the market economy system."

machinery and the en t r ep reneur i a l , labour, r u r a l and other soc ia l s ec to r s . 
Their p a r t i c i p a t i o n i s important , even i f there are d i sputes on planning 
p o l i c i e s , s ince lack of communication deprives the planning bodies, of very 
valuable information concerning opinions, poss ible reac t ions to a l t e r n a t i v e 
economic pol icy measures or const ruct ive suggestions. Their p a r t i c i p a t i o n 
i s one of the important incent ives to gain support f o r and strengthen the 
ac t ion of planning systems and cont r ibutes ma te r i a l ly t o the achievement of 
plan o b j e c t i v e s . " 

I t was so agreed. 

Paragraph 17 was approved as amended. 

Paragraph 18 

Mr. M. MARTIHEZ (Honduras) suggested tha t the words "With regard to 
employment po l i cy , " a t the beginning of the l a s t sentence should be de le ted .

(Ecuador), Mr. SETTS (Braz i l ) and Mr. ZAMORA (Mexico), should be approved? 
"Some delegat ions emphasized tha t agreements ehould be ooncluded as soon as 
poss ible to f o s t e r the exchange of experience as a f i r s t s tep towards the 
gradual co-ordinat ion of some f e a t u r e s of na t iona l programmes and the more 
rapid implementation of complementarity arrangements, j o i n t programmes in • 
bas ic i n d u s t r i e s and sub-regional agreements and towards expedit ing the 
balanced development o f . i n f r a s t r u c t u r e and the u t i l i z a t i o n of technological 
and s c i e n t i f i c advances, in response to the des i re f o r i n t eg ra t i on expressed 
in the Declarat ion of the Pres idents of the Americas. One delegat ion pointed 
out , however, t ha t the co-ordinat ion of na t iona l plans could take place only 
within the framework of abso lu te ly uniform object ives and in t en t ions . Other 
delegat ions expressed the view tha t those questions should be deal t with in 
accordance with the procedures of ex i s t ing in t eg ra t ion systems and the decis ions 
made by the Chiefs.of S ta te a t .Pun ta del Es t e . "

concerning regional i n t eg ra t ion and the decis ions taken a t the recent 
Punta del Este meeting, as recorded in the relevant summary record ," .

paragraph 2 (b) of the reso lu t ion approved by the Committee, which i nco r r ec t l y 
r e f e r r e d to " s t ruc tu ra l reforms" instead of " s t r u c t u r a l changes".
