Mr, ROYER (Goneral Agreocnent on Toriffs and Trede) described
recent trade developnents and fuiure prospcects in the Latin
American region and cxpressed the view that the Letin Ameriean
countries could expand the velume of their exports by pursuing
a more active trade policy.

Mr. PRERISCH (Executive Soccretary) explecined, in conncxion

with the GATT ruprcsunfative's stetement, thet it had not been
his intention to prescnt a ploomy picture of prespects for the
cxpansion of Latin drmericon trnde. He had sinmply wished to

“indicate thet imports of Letin Amcrican privary comnodities by

the industrinlized countrics were determined by threc factors.

The first two, nemely the rote of inerease of per capita income

and flexibility of demand in the industrializced countries werc
factors over which the Latin American countriecs had no control,.
To say that was to be realistic rather thoun fatalistice. They
could, on thelother hend, influcnce the t=oriff policics of the
industrialized countries, which wns the third factor deternining
the level of their exports. Indcoed, they should bond all their
efforts te that ond nnd should endeavour, by ceocncluding trade

agreements, to cxpand the volume of their trade and thus obtain

Chairman had roecived a telegranm from the Ceolombian Ambassador to
Bolivia, in which the 4mbassader, on instructicns from his
Government, annhcunced thot Colembia weuld be unable to send a
representative to ECLA's scventh session, owing to the political
situation in the ccuntry. The imbossador further congratulated
the Chairman »n his clection and wished the Cemmissicn cvery
success in its werk.
