Summary

The new tasks that derive direetly froem the CDCC work programme
may be viewed as falling into three categories - (i) items mandated
for immediate implementation but for which the supporting experiise
has to be soughi outside the Secretariat, (ii) the conducting of studies
for formulating feasible co-operation activities of the Governments, and
(iii) the co-ovdination of inputs from the United Natiens side in support

of CDCC activitvies,

2, Regarding the firsi group, the iiems mandated specifically reguired
the convening of meetings of experts and academicians te formulate the
Caribbean approach; and for these an outline of the preparatory

activities undertaken is presented in the decument E/CEPAL/CDCC/17.

3. A3 wregards vhe second group, the conducting of studies for
formulating feasible co-operatvion activities, i1 was recognised thav

the commencement of work was dependent on the provision of resources.
Conseguently, appropriate presentations were made to the General
Agssembly Thiriieth Session, and as the resuli of strong support by the
CDCLC countries’ Representatives, four additional professional pests

and five general service category posits were approved for the ECLA
Office for the Caribbean. Recruiiment to these posts was initiated
early in 1976; hevever, it was not until Nevember that additional

gtaff arrived at Portv-of-Spain, and even now the recruitment process

i8 nov complete. Mext important, the pest of Co-ordinater is still
unfiiled alchough a candidate was selected in wid-1976. Notwithstending
these delays pregress has been made towards the establishment of
esaential infragiruciure for the technical co-operation and co-ordinaticn
the CDLC envisages. Ln particular, a Deocumentation Centre has been
established which is to be the vehicle for identification and exchange
of technelogical and methodological information on the systems and
processes developed {tc meet the particular circumstances of Caribbean
couniries., This is deseribed in the decument E/CEPAL/CDCC/16.
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k. Concerning the third group, ce-erdinatien e¢f UN inputis, the
decision at the first seasion that a meeting of all the UN Agencies
should be convened t¢ consider co-ordination in the context of the
CDCC has been implemented. The meeting was held at New York Head-
gquarters, 28-30 June 1976. The ocuicome from those deliberatiouns is
presented in the document F/CEPAL/CDCC/11. It should be noted that the
paper was prepared as a working document, reflecting in its firsi part
the CDCC concepts and the broad consensus thét had been reached; and
in its secend part, presented in tabular form the identification of
subject areas in which the Agencies considered they were able to make
a specific contribution to the CDCC group of countries. Subsequeni to
preparation of the document, efforts have been devoted to obtaining
more precise definition of the items in the tables, the nature and
scope of the resources, and the time~frame of the activities. The
objective behind this process is to be able to indicate to the Govern-
ments specific steps by which these various activities ean be geared
to provide greater benefit tﬁ the CDCC e¢euntries; and as paxt of ihis
process, to develop specific joint programmes by the Agencies to serve

the CDCC member Governments.

5. Additvional to the above three categories, the CDCC mandates
breadened ithe scope ef previcus activities. Accordingly, with emphasis
en reorienting the substantive work of the Office so as to cope more
ably with the wider range of duties and responsibilities, on-going
studies were broadened, where feasible, to bring into their scope the
non-CARICOM Caribbean countries. The decument "Agricultural Statistices
of the Caribbean Countries" (E/CEPAL/CDCC/13) reflects this effort. In
addition, responding te one e¢f the mandates in the work programme,
compilation of a "Directory of Associations of Producers and Exporters"
was undertaken. The progress so far achieved is reflected in the
document ¥,/CEPAL/CDCC/14.

6. Consistent with the authorization and responsibilities given the
Office, there was continued collaboratiﬂh with the Seéretariat of the
West Indies Associated States (WISA), the Caribbean Community Secretariat
(CARICOM), the Fast Caribbean Commen Market Secretariat (ECCM), and

the Caribbean Development Bank (CDB);, and participation in variocus
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working groups of the integration programme. These activities were
supplemented by work undertelen upon specific request Irem Haiti
directed tovards facilitating consideration of matters relating to
accession to the integration group. For the purpese of preparing the
required dossiex, which was a joint FCLA/Country activity, national
economists were attached to the ECLA Office iemporarily io supplement

the available rescurces.

7o Technical assistance end requests for advisory services were
rendered on an &4 hor basis, This ineluded assistance in preparing
Development Plans, revising External Trade Statisties Clasgifications,

and preperatiocan and publication of statietical reports.

8. The O0ffice also continued te provide inputs to region-wide
projects hendled at ECLA headguarters. Indeed, the function of
providing bagic date on Caribbzan couniries for ECLA region svudies

continues t0 increase as new counyries emexge o independence.

I
IMPLEMENTATION OF TEE CPCC WORX PROGRAMME

9. At its first seesion, the Commititez spelt out the scope of
operations that should further Caribbean co-operation. The aetivitvies
that have since been undertaken by the O0ffice for the Caribbean within
the frameverk of those mandates awe reported belov aecording to the
claggificaticon and ordering of the work pragrammeol Up to the time of
preparation of thia report, no specific actions had yet been initiated

in the Settionz E = Publis Health and G - Tourism.

A, Techulcar Co=gueration amony Caribbean Couvntries

10. First zfforis were devosed 1o pursuipg the mreans fer implementing
the CDCC deevisions on promotion of collaboration among the Universities
and other Resenrch Instituticns by way of & meeting of Recters of
Universities of the Caribbecan., This initiastive ia 40 be implemented
in cloas eclimboration with the Uniteca Watioms University. Some basie

PECLeTatOry arrangenenty have been wapped outv for this meeting which.

il. The Latin American Centre for Econemie and Secial Documentation
(CLADES) has supported effectively the efforts of the Office to

establish infrastructure that can stimuiate intra-Caribbean technical
co-operation and collaboration of academic centres and international
erganizations. CLADES prepared after consultation with relevant UNESCO
and UWI officials, Conference paper E/bEPAL/bDCC/IG, Documentation Centre

to serve the Countries of the Caribbean Development and Co-eperation

Committee. Acc@r&ingly, the Documeniation Centre was established in

January 1977.

B. The Agricultural Sector

12. A second issue of the compendium of Agricultural Statistics for
Caribbean Ceuntries, E/bEPAlbeCC/ij, was released in August 1976, Tt

is a revised and amplified version of the first issue and includes for

the first time, data on area and production ¢olleeted directly from the
relevant official sources. This issue inecludes statistics on fisheries,
shows aggregates for the CDCC eountries, and zontains selected graphs.,
These data will serve as a basis for future studies on demand for foed
and agricultural raw materials for agre-industries, within the broad

frame-work of possibilities of specialization and complementation.

13, Within the cvontext of the integration of the agricultural sector,
the Office assists with improving the workings of the Agricultural
Marketing Protocol and other instruments designed teo promsie preduction
and development in thisg sector. As a follow=up aetion td'the study
Critical Fvaluation of the Performance of the Fast Caribbean Common
Market (ECCM) Countries under the Agricultural Marketing Protocol (AMP)
and the Guaranteed Market Scheme (GMS) (ECIA/POS 74/16) the Office was
requested by the Council of Ministers of ECCM Countries to p&rtﬁcipate

with ECCM agrieultural technicians in a study of the pr@posalé. As a

result of those deliberations, the recommendations of the study slightly

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modificd by the agriculiural techmicians were presented to the BOCM
Council of Ministers meeting in Antigua, 18-22 Nevewber 1975, The report
wvas sccepied and the Ministers agreed that the main recommendation to

set up an AMP Liaison Group "be givem early attention by ECCM Govern-
wents, singe it was aimed at creating the control base for all AMP
matters and so introduce a managewent system which is so vital te the

successful monitering of the AMP and GMSY,

1&. In the same line of activities the 0ffice participated in the
diseusgions of CARICOM Working Party on AMP, during 1976. Inefficiency
in operation of the price mechanisms was considered to be cne of the
main constraints to development of trade under the AMP. Discussiens
een@entré{ed on formlation of a new pricing system. The question of
Processed Preducts vis-a-vis the AMP was also examined, resulting in
their eliminatvion from ithe AMP list of articles and the formulation of
en appropriate definition of fresh produce. The Office was also
requested by the ECCM Secretariat to participate in the discussions on
the Feod Plan and Food Corporation with agriculiural technicians and
officials of the ECCM countries, to help wake recommendations to the

Eleventh Meeting of the Council ¢f Ministers of the FCIM.

15. Besides preparation of refercnce material in response to specific
requests by Governments and inter-gevernmental institutions, the 0Office
carried out a meil survey in the Caribbean countrizs te gather
information on Associations of Agricultural Producers and Dealers and
Exporters in wmain agricultural and livestock products, with a view to
devising mechanisms for dbringing them cleser tegether for concerted
action at regional and exira-regional levels, required by the CDCC
mendate. As a result of considerable response by the CARICOM couniries
the infermaticn was compiled and circulated awong these countries for
cooments and revision. The survey was then extended to cubrace all

the CDCC couniries ond the information collected forms part of the

Preliminary Drait Directery of Associaticns of Producers, Dealers and

Exporters of Apricultural and Livestock Products of the Caribbean
Countries, E/CEPAL/CDCC/14.
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. The Industrial Sector

16. The assignment of an Industrial Eccnomist, has made it possible te
initiate some concrete actions censistent with the CDCC mandates. Work
has started on the preparation of an inventory of expertise available in

the regien.

17. As regards Natural Resources, work commenced on the project
identified in the CDCC Work Programme titled "Formulatien ef a Sub-
Regional Energy Programme™, During the third quarter of 1976 a draft
outline for a sub-project tentatively titled "Energy Resources and Uses
in the CDCC Countries" was prepared. Research material was collected
and collaied,and statistical tables were compiled. 1t is expected that
work on the sub-project will be completed by the end of the second
quarter of 1977.

D. The Social Sector

18. During the period under review, activities focused on the sgocial
aspects of stimulating agrieulture - Montserrat being used as a test

case for the enquiry and hypothesis. A preliminary report on Mebilization

¢of Community Interest and Efforts for Agricultural Development in

Montserrat, has been completed but not yet discussed at gevernmental
level. In addition, two macro-sociclegical studies by Consultantis on
the characteristics of Caribbean societies, needed for the formulation
of integrated policies were revised. It is already evident that this

research needs to be expanded.

19. A start has been made on evaluation of the Caribbean social
situation. In view of the limited statistical background data, it was
decided to proceed on a country-by-country basis, paying more attention
to qualitative assessment. This contimuing exercise has started with
the smallest territeries which are mere in need of such everviewsz; the

evaluatien for St. Tueia will be completed shortly.

20. As the first step towards the study of non-demographic aspects

of the labour force, a paper on Methodelogical Propesals te Measure

the Supply of Manpower on the Labour Market was circulated as a

restricted document ameng Caribbean and ECLA specialists. Tt is hoped
that this will serve as a basis for manpower planning and for the study

of the demand of labeur force in different economic organizations.

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21, Discussicns have beecn helé with CELADE officiels but studies

on wigrational trends, migration ef gualified persennel, inadequate
educational facilities, buman settlement, and on the Regiomal Population
Programme, have nct yet been initieted due te the staffing situwation

at the Caribbean 0ffice. Hopefully, a more encouraging reperit will

be pnt forward at the mext session.

F. Education and Culture

22. Digscussions beld with UNESCO have centred on the elaboration of

2 medium-term programme to supplement the preogramme of immediate acticn
for assistance, reflected in the Inter-Agency Meeting Report,
E/bEPAL/hDCC/ilaj/ A UNESCO Senior Regional Adviser has been

seconded to the CDCC Sezretvariatv for a period of % months to develop
this programme (and vhis secondment will be renewed peri@dically)o

Ii hag alse been possible o take profit of UNESCO®as Consultant cmn
Museun Developweot and to formilate a preject related te the premetion,

strengthening and preservation of Caribbean cultures.

93, The UNESCO/ECLA/UNDP regional project on Edvcation and Develop-
ment for Letin America and the Caribbean has been activated in the

CDCC area. Tarough this project & study on Education and Development

in the Fnglish-speazing Caribbecan has been contracted, while propesals

ere being finslized 4o meet requests from twe CDCC member countries.

H. reaneport, Comrunications and related services

24, Some support has been given to the CARICOM Secretariet in cerrying
forvard the pilot project in Trinidad and Tebage to implement BECLA

Propesals for Celigecticn apd Processing of Regienal Poris and Shipping

Statistics (FCLA/POS 74/6). This consisted of evelmating results
from a preliminary survey end in the awendmzav of the Ship Visit Repert

form so that sthe infgrmevion contained could be wszd for planning purpeses.

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25. Preliminary discussions have been held withfITU‘EOneerning the
improvement of public telecommunieatiof servicés within the CDCC area,
and with ICAO concerning civil aviatiofi. The appointment” of a Transport .
Economist has enabled some assistance to he’ given to CA3100m; €DB and

the West Indies Shipping Corporatien cdnéerning the best reute patiern

and optimum vessel size for the ¢arrier.

I. Marine Resoureces

26. The Coimitiee autherized that work be undertaken in this area which
would include adequate devélopment of fisheries, environmental protection,
ah@;promotion of co-@ﬁeration among Caribbean countries of a nature to
assist them to protect their basie rights and essential economie interests
in relation te’ the resources of the sea. Efforts have been directed to
the convening of a Specialist meetiné, at ﬁxpert level with primary
emphasia on the establisbment of a Special Regime of the Law of fthe Sea
in the Caribbean, within the frameworl 6f the future general law of the

Sea.i/ The date for this meeting is still to be scheduled.

K. Regiopal Co-operation

27. In addition to the continuing task of ecllaborating with the
CARICOM countries in analysing problems arising out of the effortis
towards intensifying the economic co-operation process, the Office
responded te speeific requests for studies whiech would facilitate the

taking of decisiens on closer collaboratien with the Caribbean Community.

28. Assistance was given to the Gevernment of the Republic ef Haiti

with preparatien of the document entitled Dossiér,for Presentation to

the Caribbean Community and Commen Market. The Government of Haiti

upon the Office's request, senti three egonemists to the CDCC Secretariat
to eomplete the study. In addition, preliminary evaluation was made

of some of the implicatiens for Haiti e¢f aceession to CARICOM; ineludihg
a comparative study to appraise the revenue effeets which weuld result
from the adoption of the CARICOM Commen External Tariff (CET)» A summary

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of the findings of ihia analysis has been submitted to the Government

of Haiti.

M. Natural Disasters

29, In response to appeal to ECLA and to the UN Secretary-General hy
the Govermnment of Grenada, the Office for the Caribbean was required

to make an evalnation of ithe rainstorm damage of 9 Novewher 1975. Tield
work znd preparation ¢f the report was carried out during the month of

December 1975. The report Evaluation of Damages caused by Grenada Rain-

storm and Implications for Economic Development Programmes, (ECLA/?OS 75/9)

E/CEPAL/bDCC/Q was submuicited at the end of December, and subsequently

circulated io CDCC mexbers and other ECLA member states.

GENERAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, STATISTI1CS,
AND ADVISORY ASSISTANCE

30. The O0ffice centribuced Country Notes to the Economic Survey

Jamaica, Trinidacd and Tobage and the West Indies Associaied States.

A summary giving & brief vrew of general economic trends in the Cariboean
Common Market Aréa wes algo prepared and the document Economic Activity

- 1975 - Caribbezz Comaunity Counvries, (ECLA/POS 76/6) E/CEPAL/CDCC/15,

was published. Work started during the last quarter of 1976 on ihe

Economic Survey cf Latin America, 1976.

31. Despiie the ceontinued lavk of a specialist Statistician, attention
was given to stalisticz; especially external trade statistics in the
West Indies Assotiated Svates. Data were collected and complled for

ECLA (Caribbesn Oifice and Seniiage) vrojects.

32. Propoanls bave beer ibcorperated in a paper, Amcudments to the

Standard Ezternal Traas Statistics Classificavicn for the Faui Caribbean

Commen Market Cononiviegs (ECLA/?OS ?ﬁ/ﬁ), arising from adjustments to

tne ECCM Commen Extersa: Tarifi. In addition, some pregress bas been
made on a Stavisvical Brolievin for the area covered by the Caribbean
Office, this worik being at an advanced stage on the secticon deaiing

weth Revall Trices. Woerk bas alse commenced on the Demographic
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Statistics section of this bulletin. Specific assistance has been given
te¢ Governments in response to ad hoc requests. For example, the Govern-
ment of Antigua was assisted with the preparation and publication of

their second Abstract of Statistics, and their 1975 External Trade

Statistics Rewort. Similarly, the O0ffice provided to various governments

statistics on Retail Price Indexes, External Trade in Petrocleum and

Petroleum Products and ether subjects.

33. In the general area of Advisory assistance for de#el&pment
planning, the Regienal Economic Adviser began preparation in May 1976
of an Agricultural Development Sector Plan feor Grenada cevering the
period 1977-1981. The Expert has been working in close ceollaboration
with field staff in the Miristry of Agriculture whe have been providing
basic data for plan preparation. Data collection is now complete and
draft copies of some of the chapters have already been submitted to
the Government. It is expected that the Plan will be finalised by
May 1977. Similarly, the Government of Montserrat reguested adviece on
a Drafi Fconomic Development Plan for the period 1977-1981 which was
already in preocess of preparation. The Regional Economic Adviser
carried out the mission and his report has been submitted to the

Montserrat Government.

34, An exploratory mission was undertaken by a representative of the
Latin American Institute for Economic and Social Planning (ILPES) with
the object of identifying the specifie programme of assistance that
should be developed fer CDCC countries, and ideas are crystallising
around a proposal for establishing a foecal point of ECLA/ILPES in the

Cazribbean.

ITI
CO-ORDINATION WITH INTERNATIONAL
AND REGIONAL BODIES
35. Respense to the needs of the CDCC work programme has demanded
a higher level of collaboration with United Nations bodies than was
traditionally requived. Most ef the actioens taken have been directed
towards identifying the inputs that the Specialized Agencies and other

UN bodies .are..able-.to .make. towards supporiing the initiatives of the
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CDCC. Thz definitive starting point was conducting, under ECLA auspices,
of a United Naticons Inter-Agency mezting to comsider co-srdinaticn in
implementing the CDCC work programme, New York Headguarters, 28 to

30 June 1976. The document EV@EPAL/CDCC/Ii refiects the outcome of
deliberations at that meeting wodified by the subsequent comments from

the Agencies'® headguarters.

36. Subsegueniiy there have been consultations with Agencies regarding
implementational aspects. The subjects covered included extemsive
discussions with the Vice-Recior (Planning and Developmeni) of the
United Nations University regarding the preparatery phases for, and
organization of the proeposed meeting of Heads of Caribbean Universities
and Research Institutions, to wvhich reference has already been made.
UNESCO, ITU, IMCO and UNEP have sent officials on missions to the ECLA
Caridbean 0ffice to develop their asupporting progreammes, and this has
been supplemented by further coenversations with [T0 and ITU officials
based in the Caribbean, and shert-term azsignment of UNESCO personnel

to the CDCC Secretariat. The cuicome of these deliberations are included

in the programme of activities.

37 - An impertant point ¢f focus in the collaboration with UNESCO has
been towards the develsprent of an integrated strategy to meet the CDCC
prierities. A special UNESCO mission permittied discussions on the
eztablishment of a networl system of educational innovations where
experiences from new developments in the formal educational systems in
the reglion can be sharved by the Member countiries. The presence of a
UNESCO Senicr Adviser in the CDCC Secretariat permitted the feormulation
of basic progremmes to stimulate intra-Caribbean technical eco-operation.
They refer tv szpport of the Caribbean Decumentation Ceantre, ito &
Programme: for the Hemeval of Langeage Barriers, to the creation of two
Counvils = wnz for Science and Technolegy and the other for Social and
Ecenowic Development, 1o a Pre-feasibilivy svody on Communication for
Non-formai Educetion, ana to a sirategy for the promotion, sitrengthening
and preservations ¢f Caribbesn suliures.

38. In asdition v vhe forsgoing, ihere was c¢ontinued support for the
work of other boedies. A series of discussions were held with World Foed

Programue O0fficiels for whom selected bhackgrsund data was cellated on
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hntigua, Grenada, Dominica, St. Lucia and St. Vineent, in econnection
with proposals for suppl@mental feeding projects in those countries.
A staff menmber visited Antigua regar&ing the'ﬁNDP/ECCM statisties
project, and ECLA CDCC work pr@gramm@s with special emphasis on the

area of statistics.

39. Similarly, support was given to the work of Regional inter-
governmental bodies, in some cases through direct partlelpatlnn as
with the CDB/CARIGOM/ECLA mL531on on development plans for the less
developed countries of CARIC0M4 The Reglonal Economic Advnber
represented ICLA on this mission and was a member of the team led by

an O0fficial ¢f the CDB which viszited Grenada, St. Vineent and St. Imeia.
The purpese of this mission was to a3818t ihe. Gwvernments in preparlng
development plans for the per1®d 1977 1981, with & view to. determ;nlﬁg
the levels of capital expenditure propesed_1m=eaeh year and resulting
ingreases in the recurrent budgets @f'%hése territories. The ECLA

contribution  in these exereises waa e&nflned e ﬁhe Agrlcultural Seetor.

0. Speeial care has been taken in 941ah115h1ng and strengthenxng
relations w1th academie Lnszxtutgana,and soeial r@sear@hersswlthxn _
the region. The 0ffice was invited o and participated in the Eighth
Collogquium of the Caribbean Asseciation of Historians ﬁeld at Fort-de-
France, Martinigue. [f has requested assistance and @bﬁained'it from
researchers at the Departments of Hiator&fan& Soeiology at the |
University of the West Indies, St. Augustine Campus, for the . '
preparation of the Montserrati paper; and is able to inform of some

suppert given in the preparation e¢f a Contemporary Reader in Caribbean

Seciclogy, by the University of the West Indieso Furthermore, a
Voluntary Association partially devoted. to anthropologleal activities
and cultural promotion has searched for some assistance which the
Office has been able to offer. The Office was also invited te parti- =
eipate in the Seventh Regional Monetary Studies Conference held in ‘
Georgetown; Guyana, 13 te 15 October 1975, under the auspices of the
Universitf of the West Indies and the Bank of Guyana. A document has
resulted from the notes prepared for this Conference titled A Noie on

Inflation.
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41.  Digcussione were held with offieialg frem the Caribbean Industrial
Research Inatituve and the Naviopal Institute of Statistics and Economic
Studies (INSEE), Antilles and Guyane Regional Services based in
Martinigue. As a result of these discussions, areas of possible
coliaboration were defined snd arrangements to exchange documentation

have been implemented.
