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STATISTICAL APPENDIX
INTRODUCTION AND EXPLANATORY NOTES

The tables included in this appendix provide data on the imports and exports of most of the countries in the region for the
period 1965-1998. This information is organized on the basis of the categories proposed in the first issue of the
Panorama de la Insercion Internacional de América Latinay el Ca(l@LAC, 1996, pp.217-225). (Beginning with

the 1998 issue, this annual report is also published in English under thieatitteAmerica and the Caribbean in the

world economy) The table entitled “Classification system” outlines these categories and gives the complete heading for

each group of products. These headings are abbreviated in the statistical tables themselves in order to save space.

As shown in the above-mentioned table, the product categories are based on the Standard International Trade
Classification (SITC), Rev. 1, at the three- and four-digit levels. The product information has been obtained from the
External Trade Data Bank for Latin America and the Caribbean (BADECEL), as of 26 October 1999, and the
International Commodity Trade Database (COMTRADE), as of 08 November 1999.

Export data are givenin current prices, f.0.b., and import datain current prices c.i.f., except in the cases of Mexico
and Venezuela, where import statistics are expressed in f.0.b. values from 1980 and 1970 onward, respectively. In
addition, since 1992 Mexico has been recording the statistics foitgiilaindustry under the heading of merchandise
trade; prior to that time these data had been recorded under services.

Statistical tables:
The appendix includes two types of tables: a total of six tables covering groups of countries (tables 1A to 2C) and
tables on individual countries (from 3A to 27C).

With regard to the tables on individual countries, it should be noted that table D provides information on the
availability of foreign trade statistics for 25 countries in the region over the period 1965-1998.

Of the six tables covering groups of countries, three (tables 1A, 1B and 1C) correspond to the 25 reporting
countries (table D); the other three (tables 2A, 2B and 2C) do not include Mexico and therefore refer to 24 countries.

The tables referring to the destinations of regional exports (tables B and C, 1-27) may give a percentage
distribution for such markets even if the value of the corresponding exports is shown as zero due to the fact that, when
measured in millions of dollars, the value of those exports is negligible. It should also be noted that certain conventions
have been used in these tables because of the limited amount of space available. Accordingly, figures for Latin America
and the Caribbean appear under the heading “Region”, which in this case refers to the 25 countries mentioned above plus
Antigua and Barbuda, Guyana, Haiti, the Dominican Republic, Saint Kitts and Nevis and Saint Vincent and the
Grenadines. By the same token, the generic heading “Asia” encompasses the following countries and territories:
Australia, China, Philippines, Hong Kong SAR, Indonesia, Malaysia, New Zealand, Republic of Korea, Singapore,
Thailand and Taiwan Province of China.

Any difference between the sum total of percentages and 100% is due to rounding.
