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On behalf of the Director General of the International

Tabor Office, I have the honor of bringing to the second

session of ECIA the wishes for success from the International

Iabor Organization end the expression of every sincere

desire for friendly cooperation.

As the Executive Secretary of the ECIA hss pointed out

to the Commission, the IIO has already given & concrete proof

of its desire to cooperate in undertaking, et the request

of ECIA, an investigation into the problems of vocationel and

technical training in Latin America, a study bearing on the

needs which are felt end existing facilities of meeting them

in this field, as well as the best methods for adopting the

available means to the rocquirements of an expanding economy.

The preliminory report of the expert charged with this

investigation hos been distributed to inform the members

participating in this mecting on the progress of these

studies which directly concern Point No.7 of the Agenda.

But severel other points on the Agenda are of interest

to the ILO and offer the opportunity for & fruitful

collaborstion. In fect, the Fourih Conference of Americen

States Members of the Iutermational Lebour Orgenization

s

which has just been held in Montevideo, discussed fully

the social aspects of the economic development of the Amcrican

Continent ond adopted on this subjecct o resolution which

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and in greater variety of forms. The Montevideo c~nference
has given one more occasion for the public expression of
various demonds towerds that end.

Another point of the Agenda of the present ECIA meeting
which presents certain interests parnllel to those of the
ILO is point 5. The regional conference of the-ILO, in
Montevideo, concerned itself with the employment conditions
of agricultural workers. The conference adopted on this point
on important resolution. In recding the report of the ECLA-
FAQ joint working party, I note also in this field a convergence
of interests. The ECLA-FAO report deals, notably, with manpower
problems, and with vocational training as a means of obtoining
the qualified personnel indispensable to agricultural economy
for & better productionj alsc, on these points the ILO
conference in Montevideo has expressed suggestions which respond
to these concerns. For the study of asgricultural problems,
it may also be considercd thet the ILO can bring to the ECIA and
to the FAO a useful contribution to progress on certain aspects
of the question.

Finally, the necessity of establishing gouvd relations
between the two elements of production -- capital and labor --
to ossure an efficient production, has been recalled this
morning by one of the observers. It is necessary to recall
that the problem of industrial relstions a problem of capitel
interest for the ILO, has been mode the object of deliberations
by its Americon members at two regional conferences, already
in Mexico in 1946 snd again in Montevideo in 1949, snd that.
on this subject, precise suggestions have been formulated, the
application of which cannot be other than beneficial to the
meterial progress of the interested countries as well as to

their social progress.
