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ORGANIZATION OF THE MEETING 

1. In accordance with the decisions taken at the fourth session of the 
Caribbean Development and Co-operation Committee (CDCC) at Suriname on 
19-26 March 1979, that a meeting be convened "to examine and approve 
the statutes of the Caribbean Council on Science and Technology (CCST) 
..." an Inter-Governmental meeting was held in Kingston, Jamaica from 
14-17 April, 1980 with the objective of giving final approval to the 
statutes. 
2. The meeting had before it the text of the proposed statutes 
(Appendix II) generally accepted at the fourth session of the CDCC as 
well as amendments proposed by the governments of Jamaica (previously 
circulated), Surihame and Dominica (tabled at the meeting). Prior to 
the discussions it was agreed that no substantive changes would be 
introduced in the statutes. 

ATTENDANCE 

3. Representatives of the following CDCC participating countries . 
attended the meeting - Bahamas, Belize, Cuba, Dominica, Dominican 
Republic, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Netherlands Antilles, 
Suriname, and Trinidad and Tobago. The Caribbean Community Secretariat 
was represented at the meeting as Observer. The list of participants 
is given in Annex II. 

Election of Officers 

4. The following officers were elected;

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5. The functions of Secretariat were exercised jointly by the ECLA

Opening Statements 

7. Opening statements were made by Dr. Arnoldo K. Ventura, Chairman-
elect, Mr. Silbourne Clarke, Director of the ECLA Office for the Caribbean 
Mr. Hugh Cholmondeley, Unesco's Representative in the Caribbean, on • 
behalf of the Director-General of Unesco; Senator Kingsley Robotham, 
Minister of State, Ministry of Finance and Planning of the Government 
of Jamaica, and Dr. Dennis Irvine, Vice-Chancellor, University of 
Guyana and Chairman, National Science Research Council of Guyana, on 
behalf of the delegates. 

Examination of the Statutes 

3. The meeting considered the amendments proposed by different 
governments proceeding to a detailed analysis of the proposed statutes 
which were circulated. 



The Jamaica delegation drew attention to the fact that a preamble had 
not been incorporated into the proposed statutes as was normally the 
case with internatioaril agreements. The meeting noted the text of a 
preamble which had been submitted by the delegation of Jamaica. The 
amended paragraphs, as adopted unanimously by the meeting, are set out 
hereunder. 

CHAPTER I - The title was changed to read "ESTABLISHMENT." 
Article 2 

The Council will promote cooperation in the field of science and 
technology aimed at furthering the social and economic development of 
its member countries, including the implementation of provisions of the 
Constituent Declaration of the CDCC to promote efforts to co-operate 
in the mutual transfer of science and technology in order to facilitate 
the adaptation of imported technology and the development of domestic 
technologies and increase the bargaining power of the Caribbean countries 
in their relations with countries outside the area. 

Article 3 
Subsection (iv) to devise procedures for the effective dissemination 

of the results of Caribbean R and D projects, and 
their application in member countries; 

Article 4 
Membership of the Council shall be open to member countries com-

prising the CDCC. 

Article 5 
Each member country of the Council is entitled to designate two 

Council members, one of whom must be a Scientist chosen by the respective 
government from amongst senior officials of national bodies responsible 
for science and technology policies, or of national science and 
technology research councils, or, where such bodies do not exist, from 



amongst leading scientists or engineers in the government sector, the 
universities5 appropriate professional associations or the productive-
sector. A country may designate only one Council member if it so wishes? 
in which case he must be a scientist chosen in the manner described above. 
Voting at meetings shall take place in accordance with the provisions of 
Article 27. 

Article 9 

The officers of the Council shall be :

- The Honorary Treasurer : elected at Regular Plenary Session 
for three years and eligible for re-election.

However, proposals for 
modification of the Statutes must be approved at a Plenary Session by a 
majority of two-thirds of those present ancLvoting, subject to the 
provision in Article 32 and three months notice having been given to 
member countries of the proposals for modification, prior to the meeting 
at which the proposals are to be considered. 
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Article 31 
These statutes shall be subject to ratification or acceptance by 

CDCC member countries; Instruments of ratification or acceptance shall 
be deposited with the Director of the CEPAL/CDCC Office who shall inform 
all CDGC members of each deposit and the date thereof. 

Article 32 
Any modifications to these statutues shall be in accorance with 

Article 27» and shall be subject to ratification or acceptance by member 
countries of the Council. 

Article 33 
These statutes shall enter into force upon the deposit of instruments 

of ratification or acceptance by six CDCC member countries. 

Article 34 
Until such time as the Council is in a position to establish its own 

Executive Secretariat, as provided under Article 15, the CDCC Secretariat 
shall assist in provision of the secretariat services in collaboration with 
any government or organisation specified in Article 17 (ii), (iii) and (iv) 
that the Council may designate. The requirement in Article 15 that the 
Executive Secretary shall be the Secretary of the:Council and of all 
its committees, and that in Article 14 with respect to meetings of the 
Executive Committee, shall not apply until appointment of the Executive 
Secretary. 
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Signing of the Statutes 

9. At a special ceremony on the. morning of Thursday 17th April. 1980 the 
representatives of eleven governments signified their approval of the 
Statutes by signing them as appended in the Annex. The representative of 
the Commonwealth of the Bahamas indicated that he was not empowered to 
sign. 

Recommendations 
10. The meeting, having considered issues relating to the legal identity 
of the CCST, the need to have the CCST formally established as early as 
possible, and other aspects of CCST's operation, 

UNANIMOUSLY RECOMMENDS: 

1. To CDCC member countries, that as a matter of urgency they 
give ratification or acceptance of the Statutes for the CCST 
as annexed to this report, if possible before the next CDCC 
meeting scheduled for 4-10 June, 1980 in Jamaica. 

2. To the CCST, that at its First Plenary Session it adopts 
a resolution calling on governments who have signified ratifica-
tion or acceptance of the Statutes to enact, where they 
have not already done so, legislation giving legal identity 
to the CCST. 

3. To CDCC that all necessary steps be taken so that no 
impetus is lost on the establishment and funtioning of the 
CCST. 
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4. To governments, noting that Article 34 requires the CDCC 
Secretariat to perform certain secretariat services for the 
CCST, pending the establishment of a permanent Secretariat, 
that they instruct their Permanent Representatives at the 
United Nations to request the Secretary-General to take all 
necessary steps that would enable the ECLA Office for the 
Caribbean (which serves as the Secretariat to the CDCC) to 
give fullest support to the work of the CCST. 

5. To UNESCO, the UNDP and the recently-established United 
Nations Interim Fund for Science and Technology, to join 
with CDCC Member Countries in technical preparations for the 
First Plenary Session of the CCST and, subsequently, in 
implementation of the CCST work programme. 

11. The delegate from the Dominican Republic voiced the wish of 
his delegation that, in the report, his opinion be recorded that 
under paragraph (ix) of Article 18 of the CCST Statutes, 
due attention be given to "specialized workers" ("obreros 
especializados") as a category of talented and qualified 
persons who should benefit from measures to encourage them 
to remain in the region. , , . 

12. The meeting noted that it may be necessary for the CCST to 
have certain immunities and privileges to perform its functions 
effectively and that, accordingly, considerationiwould have 
to be given to this matter at some future date. 

13. The meeting also noted that consideration should be given to 
the question of providing for withdrawal from the Council 
by its member countries. 
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14. The meeting having noted that CDCC-IV had requested the preparation 
by the Secretariat of the budget for an autonomous CCST 
for submission to Member Governments and the Steering Committee 
directed the Secretariat to give this matter its urgent attention. 

15. The meeting considered and approved the provisional Agenda for the 
First Regular Plenary Session of the CCST. This agenda is attached 
as Annex III. 

16. The meeting agreed that the working languages of the CCST will 
be English, Spanish and French.

Adoption of the Final Report 

The present Final Report was adopted unanimously by the meeting 
at its concluding session on 17 April, 1980.

S T A T U T E S O F T H E 

C A R I B B E A N C O U N C I L F O R S C I E N C E A N D T E C H N O L O G Y 

CHAPTER I - ESTABLISHMENT 

Article 1 

A Caribbean Council for Science and Technology (CCST) 
is hereby constituted in pursuance of decis ions of the 
Caribbean Development and Co-operation Committee (CDCC). 

Article 2 

The Council will promote co-operation in the field of 
science and technology aimed at furthering the social and 
economic development of its member countries, including the 
implementation of provisions of the Constituents Declaration 
of the CDCC to promote efforts to co-operate in the mutual 
transfer of science and technology in order to facilitate 
the adaptation of imported technology and the development of 
domestic technologies and increase the bargaining power of 
the Caribbean countries in their relations with countries 
outside the area. 

CHAPTER II OBJECTIVES 

Article 3 

The Council shall pursue the following specific aims;. 
(i) to implement CDCC objectives by designing 

and executing appropriate joint scientific 
and technological projects,- and also advise 
the CDCC and its member countries on 
scientific and technological issues requiring 
attention 
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(ii) to identify institutions that could participate 
in the projects, and establish the mechanisms 
for co--operation; 

(iii) where no relevant institutions exist, to 
propose measures for the implementation of 
particular projects:, 

(iv) to devise precedures for the effective 
dissemination of the results of Caribbean

CHAPTER III - MEMBERSHIP
