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INTRODUQTION'

The generel principles under whlch‘technical assistance is
offered by the United Natlons were formulated in General Assembly
reaolution 200 (III). They have been reaffirmed by the Economic and
Social Council's resolution 222 (IX) on the Co—operetive Expanded
Programme and endorsed by General Assembly resolution 304 (iv).
They read as follows:

"The participating organizations should, in extending
technical assistanceé for economic development of under=developed

countries.

1. Regard 1t as a primary objectlve to help those countries
to strengthen their national economies through the development
of their industries and agriculture, with a view to promoting

_their economic and politiceael independence in the spirit of the
Charter . of the United Nations, and to ensure the attainment of
higher levels of economic and social welfare for ‘their entire
populatlons,

. 2 Observe -the following general principles laid down in
r General Assembly resolution 200 {III):

- (a) Technlcel assistance for economic developmcnt of under-

‘ developed countries shall be rendered by the participating
organizations only in agreement with thc Governments ooncerned
and on the basis of reque sts roce1Vcd from them;

'(b) The kinds ot services to be rendered to each country
shall be declded by the Government concerned;

(e) The countries desiring assistence should perform, in
advance, as much of the work as possible in order to dcfine the
nature and scope of tho problem involved;

. (d) The technical ass1stance furnished shall:

(i) Not be & means of foreign economic and political
interference in the internal affairs of the country
concerned and not be accompanied by any considera-
tions of a political nature;

(ii) Be given only to or through Governnents,

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(111) Be deslgnedipotmeeb the-needs of the:.country

(iv) Be provided as far as possible in the form Whlch
that country desires; :

Assistance to each country is to be given at the request of its
Government and in a manner which meets its needs and wishes, The
reclplent country must bear its share of respon81b111ty.

The programme is global in character and directed toward the
economic development of under-developed countries all_oﬁer the world.,
The SecfetaryaGeneral‘is,'moreover, in a position to draw upon the
experiences of all countfies of the WOrld, dev:loped and under-: -
developed,_insofar as these latter have acquired in reiation to =
specific problems, experience which can be placed at the service of .
others. | | |

The interest of the regional economic commissions and their

secretariats in the United Nations Technical Assistance Programme

and their role have been fully recognized both under General Assembly

resolution 200 (III) and the Co-operative Expanded Programme. The
Secretary-General in his reports to the Economic and Sociel Council
sfated that it was his policy to use regional eecretariats fully in
the operational activitieslunder the programme and emphasized the
value of recommendations made by regional economic commissidns in

carrying out the programme. 1/
