Committee held its thirteenth meeting in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, on 23 and 24 August 2007
and that, on those occasions, they adopted a series of agreements and resolutions which appear in their
respective reports,*

2. Calls upon the Executive Secretary to employ al measures necessary to ensure the full
implementation of the decisions and resolutions contained in the reports of the twenty-second session of
the Caribbean Development and Cooperation Committee and of the thirteenth meeting of the Monitoring
Committee.
