The representatives of the Imternational ITabour
Office, the Food and Agriculture Orgenization, the World
Health Organlzation, and the Unltesd Netions Educational,
Sclentific and Cultural Organization reported on their
actlvities z8 related to the needs for technical asalstance
in Tatin Awmerica.

The
Cuban rewrecentative emphasized the need for anulyhical
gstudies of individual countriee which should be token jnto
account In all future activities of the Secretarlat.
Corcerning the lorg~range nature of economic developmeni
in lab.n America, the rerresentatives expregsed their
appreciaticn to Professor Prebisch for his study.
