| During December 1975 CELADE San Jose was able to move to a new bﬁilding
:whlch better serves the 1nst1tut10nal needs of the Centre. Although thlS meant
abandonlng the Campus. of ‘the University of Costa Rlca and 1ncurr1ng in hlgher
costs for rental of premlses, it brought sbout tremendous benefits fku'the bet-
ter development of the activites of the institution.
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With the purpose of solving the functional problems derived of the occu-
pancy of four (4) different buildings, agreements were materialized towards the
end of 1976, in order to install CELADE Santiago in a building which is lo-
cated next to the building of the United Nations.

A contract was signed with the European Southern Observatory (ESO) to this
effect, which will permit CELADE to partially occupy their building. On the o-

ther hand, this arrangement will allow that one part of the staff of CELADE for whom
no space is available, can be located within ECLA building.
