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I. THE LATIN AHERICAN POPULATION INFORMATION PROGRAM OF CELADE
AND THE DATA BANK

The Latin American Population.Information Program (INFQPAﬂ) of CELADE
assists the Latin American countries and CELADE staff and students to lo-
cate, obta;n and process micro-data, tabulations and documents concerning
population. Particular emphasis is given to information requirod by the
Governments for the formationm, impleméntation and evaluation of development
policies incorporating population parametérs. The CELADE'Data Bank is the
component of the Programjf—/ concerned w1th acqu:.rmg and making available for
computer processmng micro-data such as the 1960 and 1970 censmssamplesf%om
the Latin American countries, comparative surveys of migration and fertlll—
ty, and manylother studies. It is also poséible'to'obtain various standard
ized basic tabulations produced from the censuses in the Data Bank or to

have new tabulations made from the data.

The present document provides a list of the datasets available on mag-
netic tape from the Data Bank and explains the procedures for cbtaining the

data as well as for obtaining the existing standardized tabulations.

1/ There are “two other components of the INFOPAL Program. One component is
the Latin American Population Documentation System (DOCPAL) which at-
tempts to obtain all articles, books, reports and other documents, pub-
lished or unpublished, written since 1970 about population in Latin
America. An abstract is written for each document and this and other
information is placed in a computerized database for searching via on-
line computer terminals in CELADE. The information is made available to
a wide audience through the CELADE journal Latin American Population
Abstracts and documents can be provided, when permitted, through aclea-
ring-house service. The other component of INFOPAL is Computer Serv-
ices and Systems which provides technical assistance and training to the
countries in data processing, manages the Data Bank and processes micro-~
data from it, operates the DOCPAL computer systems and develops soft-
ware required by the countrles for efflclent proce531ng of their popula
tion data.

III. PROCEDURES TO OBTAIN DATA TAPES CENSUSES AND CENSUS-SAMPLES

CELADE will provide data taﬁes and asséciated documentation to inter-
ested persons or organizations only after receiving a written communica-
tion from the Director of the institution in charge of the census (or the
person designated by him) formally releasing the data. This procedure fol-
lows the agreements that CELADE has with the various Latin American coun-
tries. CELADE will indicate to whom such‘a request should be made, but un-
der no circumstances will CELADB take part in any negotiations between ‘-the
person making the request and the national institution. The latter may spe
cify the conditions under vhich the data can be used. Citizens wishing to

obtain data of their own country must follow the same procedure.

On receipt of the release, CELADE will provide a copy of the data tape

in accordance with the requester's needs and the conditions placed by  the
country.

Requests for tapes, tabulations or further information should be sent
to Data Bank, INFOPAL Program, CELADE, Casilla 91, Santiago, Chile.

Survey and Other Non-census Data

General Distribution

.If the natural institution. involved has released for general distribu~
tion by CELADE, the person or institution requesting the data must make a
written request to CELADE for the specific dataset stating that:

a) The data will not be given to other institutions without prior per-
mission from CELADE;

b) Copies of all papers, articles, books, etc. (including those by stu
dents) will be sent free of charge to the Latin American Population Docu-
mentation System (DOCPAL), located in CELADE, and to the institutions which



carried out the study (CELADE will provide the addresses),
¢) The name of the institution which carried out the study will be

cited in the acknowledgement of any paper written.

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IV. PROCEDURES TO OBTAIN TABULATIONS

Request for New Tabulations

While CELADE prefers institutions to make their own tabulations using
the data obtained as described above, if an institution is unable to do so,
CELADE may agree to make the tabulations for other statistical operations
like regressions, etc. Permission to obtain such tabulations follows the
rules for obtaining the data given in the premois section. If tabulations
are made, the requester must specify very clearly what is wanted and must
agree to cover all costs including programming. An estimated budget will be

provided for approval.

If should also be noted that unless the request is part of technical as-
sistance being provided to an institution of the region, the request normal-

ly will not receive special priority within the heavy work schedule of CELADES

programming staff.

In special cases, if the proposed study will contribute to the Work
Program of CELADE, the investigator may be invited as a visiting investiga-
tor to work on his project at CELADE. In this case permission to use the data
is not required, because the work is then considered part of <the  regular
CELADE Work Program. WNaturally, any publication will be issued under the
name of the investigator. It should be noted that the cost of the investiga
tion normally will have to be borne by the investigator; CELADE will provide
only its physical facilities, library, etc.

Request for Existing Standard Tabulations

Existing standard tabulations, such as the “OMUECE" +tabulations that
CELADE makes for all Data Bank censuses and census sample holding will be

provided without prior permission. The requester must agree to cover all



CELADE cost of photocoping, (or listimg from a computer tape) postage, etc.

An estimated budget will be provided and must be approved in writing before
work is done if the costs.-will be above Us$ 50,
