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This document, which has not been edited, is divided into
three parts: the first contains an outline of the activities
scheduled by the Institute for the period 1998-2001; the
second sets out the Proposed Programme of Work for
1999 and the third reports on the activities carried out in
the period from July 1997 to June 1998. The last two
sections consist of tables containing basic information
which allow a precise evaluation of the future and past
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PART I: OUTLINE OF ACTIVITIES SCHEDULED
BY THE INSTITUTE FOR THE PERIOD 1998-2001

Evaluations of recent deQelopment trends in countries of the region all point to the need for some
form of adjustment and restructuring. In these studies, clearly defined responsibilities are spelled
out for the State which go far beyond the subsidiary role to which it had been restricted previously.
Moreover, globalization increases exposure to the contagion of exogenous turbulence making it
imperative for economies to adopt safeguards and strategies that clearly fall within the province of
the State.

Obviously, the market has not assumed responsibility for removing the structural
obstacles that have prevented depressed sectors, vulnerable social groups and marginalized
territories from competing commercially. This is @ matter for the State and requires the financial
capacity, current and disaggregated diagnostic analyses and the identification of dynamic centres
and projects that will afford them support and system-wide diffusion. in order to boost growth and
reduce poverty, State decisions and action are indispensable, particularly with respect to the
construction of basic infrastructure and the establishment of production support services.

In the medium term, the State can be expected to play a role which, while different from
its role in the past, will be decisive, in some cases, in enabling the market and private enterprise
to expand their range of action and, in others, in acting as a complement to the dynamism of
private-sector entities. Failing this, job-seekers will continue to face difficulties in obtaining

productive employment and no progress will be made in eradicating poverty.

Against this background, the profile of ILPES activities during the next four years
addresses specifically the responsibilities that the State must assume in order to ensure sound
development in the countries of the region. The following is an outline of the Institute’s
development plan and the proposed areas of activity, including ﬁaining of civil servants, technical
cooperation and research into the follow-up of actual processes, through which it intends to
contribute to the efforts of individual national Governments.

Office of Public Sector Programming (DPSP)

State modemization policies and their implications for strategic management of public
resource appropriations are key issues addressed by the Office of Public Sector Programming.
On the one hand, special attention will be paid to the development and application of

methodologies and models for evaluating the macroeconomic and social impact of public sector



operations. In this respect, alternative methodologies will be reviewed to ensure macroeconomic
consistency - understood as the need to bring the operations of institutional economic agents in
line with intertemporal budgetary constraints - since this is a basic prerequisite for the
development of instruments for evaluating the effects of the budgetary policy. The implications of
alternative rules of fiscal performance will also be examined on the basis of indicators of
sustainability (dynamic of public indebtedness), discretionary authority (exogenous or endogenous
source of the government finance balance) and neutrality (direction of fiscal policy), with a view to
orienting fiscal policy design more precisely from the macroeconomic point of view. Moreover,
new developments in management information systems will be monitored for the design and
evaluation of government actions, and the implementation of muitiannual programming
instruments.

Moreover, consideration will be given to demands that existing economic reforms make
on the govemment apparatus in terms of new management skills and institutional and
organizational design. With this in view, a general follow-up based on ancillary information will be
made on the economic reforms underway in the countries of the region so as to maintain an
appropriate comprehensive update of the topic. As part of the series of economic reforms, the
restructuring of the infrastructure service sectors will be studied in greater depth from two main
viewpoints. Services already privatized will be examined in order to ascertain the extent to which
the relevant sector's competitiveness has indeed been enhanced, in terms of its industrial
structure, with a view to identifying measures for promoting greater competitiveness and defining
the institutional arrangement of its regulatory framework. As regards the services that remain
under public-sector control, corporate changes introduced and institutional arrangements being
experimented to ensure more efficient management will be reviewed.

Office of Local Development and Management

The work of the Office of Local Development and Management focuses on the role that
local development can play in the quest for ‘effective altematives for achieving a greater
convergence between growth and equity and harmonizing ecoBomlc and social development. This
work will consist, in part, in the development of management instruments and policies designed to
maximize the potential of local economies as an indispensable complement to national
development policies. To this end, applied research will be developed with the experience of
different local governments of the region. Thus, a typology of local administrations and
governments, based on their specific experience in stimulating technological innovation of small
and medium-sized enterprises, generating employment and skills-training programmes, will be



developed. The object of this typology is, on the one hand, to define the minimum requirements
that communities must satisfy in order to face up to the challenges of development and, on the
other, to consider the relevance of proposals that have been successfully applied in other parts of
the world to the specific socio-economic situation of each territory. In addition, different types of
linkages will be explored in an effort to identify those that may be conducive to better cooperation
between public and private actors in promoting productive development designed to boost
business activities capable of generating stable local employment and contributing to the solution

of social and environmental problems of communities in the region.

Training and technical cooperation activities must take into account the diversity of
situations that characterize local governments of the region in the interests of proposing and
disseminating policy instruments which would be capable of achieving the desired results. Many
communities have to contend with high percentages of unmet basic needs and lack the necessary
technical and financial skills for running services which may have only recently been passed on to
them as a result of decentralization; localities often face low levels of schooling, high illiteracy
rates, high unemployment rates, severely deficient infrastructure, a low level of business and
technological development and a lack of management skills. In order to take into account such
diverse problems, the Office of Local Development and Management will work with municipalities
and subregional divisions close to the centres where each course is being conducted; as part of
the practical work and on the basis of recommendations inspired by successful endogenous
development experiences, guidelines for strategic development will be established. Hence, the
Office of Local Development and Management will devote a substantial part of its work of
research, dissemination, cooperation and training to the design of innovative management
instruments in order to ensure that the local governments and authorities of the region assume a
new role as promoters of local economic development, linking this with the legal, political and
financial aspects of the decentralization process attendant on this approach, thereby enhancing

their capacity to provide services and attend to social programmes.

Office of Regional Policies and Planning

The work of the Office of Regional Policies and Planning relates to the spatial aspects of
development, institutional planning for decentralization and devolution of State functions and
management of the resulting teritorial divisions created at the subnational level. Special attention
will be paid to knowledge of the interaction between globalization, decentralization and devolution

to ensure that institutional planning is consistent with the management of territorial units. Firstly,

W



the rationale of the various national public institutions involved in decentralization and devolution
will be analysed to ensure prope. coordination and, sacondly, models based on a bottom-up
approach will be proposed. Special attention will be paid to patterns of social participation in
territorial entities, since communities have assumed responsibility for many of the functions which,
in previous decades, had been defined and implemented by central government authorities on
account of the limited interest that such issues aroused in political circles.

Working in close collaboration with regional universities, the Office of Regional Palicies
and Planning will analyse growth models on the convergence or divergence of regional
economies, impacts of policies on territorial configurations (structure, size and functional
complexity of human settlements; evaluation of political and administrative division and
infrastructure) and political networks in the temitory. The results of these analyses will form the
basis for the design of intemational and national training and technical cooperation activities
relating to the elaboration and evaluation of regional development strategies. Training activities
are a key activity and will reflect the wealth of experience acquired from holding five intemational
and five national courses as part of the project entitled “Integrated Laboratory on the Design of
Regional Strategies (LIDER)® and a number of shorter conference cycles held at the request of
Govermnments, universities and other entities.

Office of Investment Projects and Programming

Developing countries seeking to achieve economic and social progress for their people
must do their utmost to ensure that scarce resources are allocated as efficiently and effectively as
possible. Since labour, especially skilled labour, capital, foreign exchahge and natural resources
are often in short supply, these resources must be allocated optimally in order to obtain the
highest possible growth rate. Thus, an important task of any Government is to define strategies
that will enable the country to maximize its economic and social development using the resources
at its disposal. This calls for optimal a;;porﬁonment of such resources among the various
activities, projects and programmes adopted for implementing the chosen development strategy.
As its contribution to this objective, the Office of Investment Projects and Programming will focus
its activities on the development, disserﬁination and establishment of mechanisms, procedures,
methodologies and systems to enable national, subnational and local governments to increase
their efficiency and effectiveness in managing public investment. The efficient and effective
operation of public investment implies optimal management of the life cycle of projects from the
prefeasibility phase and throughout the phases of investment and operation, the idea being to
consolidate a public investment system (at the national and subnational levels) using a set of



instruments, standards and procedures designed to ensure that funds for investment are allocated

and used more efficiently.

A system of this kind must comprise four components: institutional and legal reform,
development of methodologies, creation of information systems and training. These four
components will be adjusted as appropriate to the needs of the activities of the Office of
Investment Projects and Programming. Priority will thus be given to the development or
improvement of methodologies for project planning and evaluation based on a cost-effective or
cost-benefit analysis and on the preparation and publication of documents on the administration
and control of project execution. In addition, work will be done on the preparation and/or
circulation of documents on issues such as ex-post evaluation, project banks, investment ranking,
forward planning and other issues relating to public investment management. In the area of
training, refinements will be made to course contents and methods relating to the preparation,
evaluation, administration and control of projects run by this office of the Institute and support and
teaching material will be upgraded. Moreover, training activities are expected to be expanded
through agreements to be signed with national and international bodies and through the
application of modern distance leaming techniques. Support in the area of information systems for
the administration of public investment (project banks) and the institutional/legal area will be given

to countries who request it through technical cooperation agreements and activities.






PART Il: PROPOSED PROGRAMME OF WORK, 1999

The proposed work programme for 1999 envisages a limited number of programme activities,
which do not totally exhaust the Institute’s capabilities. Indeed, the Office of the Director of ILPES
should be pleased to receive from member Governments of the Regional Planning Council an
indication of their views, not only in terms of priorities, but also as regards other essential activities
not currently envisaged but which, in their opinion, should be included to meet their needs. In
drafting this programme of work, the need for selectiveness was a prime consideration. Any
institute that seeks to support the work of Governments of the region must make provision for
activities that reflect the issues deemed essential by their governing bodies subject to existing

constraints in terms of professional staff and financial resources.

Experience suggests, moreover, that some room for manoeuvre should be allowed as
regards time and the number of follow-up activities in order to cater to government requests and

any other applications that may arise during the programme period.

The Institute seeks to coordinate its Proposed Programme of Work with the Programme
of Work of the ECLAC secretariat in order to avoid duplication and promote complementarity. The
development of joint activities with other organizations within the United Nations system requires
coordination; this can be of immense value and the different analytical perspectives can contribute

to a more enriching interpretation of trends.

The proposed activities for the programme fall under one or other of the four areas
covered by the Institute; additional activities relate to the organization of the twentieth Meeting of
the Presiding Officers of the Regional Planning Council, the activities of the ILPES network
(REDILPES) and the periodic publication of the ILPES Bulletin in Spanish and English.

With reference to the Office of Public-Sector Programming, the activities will be
centred on the follow-up of State modernization policies and their implications for the strategic
management of public resource allocation, of which the main outputs in 1999 will be the seventh
International course on economic reforms and strategic State management and two international
courses/seminars on transparency in public policy management and on the provision and

regulation of infrastructure services.

The activities of the Office of Local Development and Management will be devoted to

the design of instruments for promoting local development in the context of socio-economic and



territorial diversity within the countries of the region. Eventually, the contents of the International
Course on Strategic Management of Local Development will be refined; in addition, the same
course content will be offered at the country level.

The Office of Regional Policies and Planning will concentrate on the analysis of the
territorial impact of growth models and on the evaluation of institutional planning for
decentralization. With respect to training, the cumulative experience acquired following nine
courses under the project, “Integrated Laboratories on the Design of Regional Strategies” will be

reviewed for possible application at the country level.

The work of the Office of Investment Projects and Programming will be geared
towards research and support activities for countries of the region wishing to manage their
investments more efficiently and more effectively. This work will include (i) national, subregional
and regional training courses, using both classroom education and distance leaming, (ii) the
preparation, publication and circulation of documents, and (iii) technical cooperation activities
within the framework of agreements concluded with countries, cooperation agencies and financial

organizations.

Lastly, it will be recalled that specific details relating to the work programme are presented
in table form. The first table contains the schedule of conferences/meetings of member
Govemments of the Regional Planning Council (RPC), for which the Institute serves as the
technical secretariat. Table 2 lists training activities including international courses, courses of the
same content presented at the national level, other international and national courses organized
by ILPES and teaching support provided to other bodies. Research activities, which are listed
next, once again, include seminars, workshops and round-table conferences scheduled to be held
by the Institute and, lastly, technical cooperation activities that ILPES plans to provide to central
government and supranational, decentralized and academic bodies.

PART lli: REPORT OF ACTIVITIES
JULY 1997 - JUNE 1993

In compliance with guidelines received from intergovernmental forums to which they are
accountable and on the basis of on-going contacts with planning authorities in the countries of the
region, the Office of the Director of the Latin American and Caribbean Institute for Economic and
Social Planning (ILPES) has made every effort to satisfy the concerns and priorities identified by
member Governments regarding the central issue of strategic State management. As can be
seen, each of the activities covered in this report seeks to respond, first to the needs specified by
Governments, and, secondly, to those identified by the Institute as a resuit of their analysis of the

economic, social and political developments occurring within the region.

In order to have an overall perspective of the activities conducted at the end of the period,
these are presented, as usual, in table form. The results of the research and dissemination
activities are summarized in the list of publications, where the work carried out by ILPES officers
and consultants is identified together with compilations of studies presented by authors on

activities organized by the Institute and technical reports of institutional meetings.

During the reporting period, ILPES organized six intemational courses, attended by 173
participants from many countries of the region, and one national course covering the same
content. In May 1998, the first course/seminar on Transparency in public policy management was
held jointly with the National School of Administration (ENA), France. Under a cooperation
agreement signed with the Ministry of Planning and Cooperation of the Government of Chile, the
Institute held 14 courses on project preparation and evaluation and two in project administration
and monitoring. In addition, the first interational distance-leaming course on identifying and
formulating technical cooperation projects was organized. Furthermore, ILPES has provided
support to other teaching bodies and institutes by giving lectures on specific topics relating to its

research activities.

The Institute organized a technical seminar on strategic design and infrastructure and
participated in seminars run by other organizations, in particular, one on efficiency and
transparency in public-sector acquisitions and another on the decentralization process in

Venezuela.

In addition, in response to requests from central government bodies, decentralized
authorities and academic bodies, the Institute conducted various technical cooperation missions in

different countries of the region,.



During the period under review, the Institute published over 40 documents in its different
areas of research. Other publications issued during this period include: two books, entitled,
respectively, Partidos politicos y gestién estratégica and Enfrentando la pobreza desde el
municipio: metodologia para la identificacion de programas de inversion social a nivel local, and
the 43 edition (in Spanish) of the Cuaderno del ILPES entitled Desarrollo econémico y
distribucion del progreso técnico.

Lastly, membership in the REDILPES network was expanded in mid-1998 to a total of 354

members. The Boletin N° 3 (Spanish version of the ILPES Bulletin) was also published during the
period in addition to ILPES Bulletin 1 and 2 (English version).
