He wes happy that in fact uﬁanimity had been reached in the
matter of the co-ordination of the work of the Economic Commission for Latin
America and the Inter-American Economic and Soeial Council., The adoption of
the draft resolution (E/CN,12/AC,23/1) would be of great importance for
Latin America and it was desirable that the view of every delegstion should
be known. He therefore moved that the vote on the draft resolution should
be taken by rcll-call,

Mr. LANDA (Cuba) stated that Mr, 3ilverio, the repressutabive of
Cuba "in Committee VI, who was also chairman of the Inter-American Eccnomic
and Social Council, had abstained from voting, and asked that his statement
should appear in the summary reccrd.
